When this occurs the Member
sponsoring the legislation will ac-
cept an amendment striking out
the objectionable part, or will
withdraw the legislation from
further consideration. These situ-
ations are not difficult to detect
during the prolonged debate that
is possible if the bill comes up in
regular order during the session.
That is the reason that most peo-
ple having a gimmick in a bill
prefer that it come up in the rush
of adjournment when the oppor-
tunity to debate it fully will not
be available. No doubt some bills

AUSTIN-—Texas’ critical teach-
er shortage and some reasons for
it are spotlighted in two ‘reports
just released.

With school bells due to ring
in a month, an ‘estimated 7,615
teaching positions still are vacant
in Texas, according to the Texas
State Teachers Association. To fill
these jobs only 1,310 teachers are
known to be available.

This means six openings for
each teacher wanting a job, said
TSTA Executive Secretary Char-
les Tennyson. Almost 4,000 teach-
ers left the profession last year.

Apparently explanation for this
wholesale snubbing of classroom
posts came in statistics reported
by Dr. Hob Gray of the Univer-
sity of Texas Teacher Placement
Bureau.

This year's education graduates
will average $346 per month for
nine months, said Dr. Gray. But
the engineering-science graduate
.can expect $431 per month all
year,

Teachers with master’s degrees
do a little better, averaging $358
monthly. But a master's degree

Almost all University graduates
g0 to scnools paying more than
state minimum requirements, said
Dr. Gray. Highest school salaries
in the state are at the West Texas
oil town of Snyder. There the
beginning minimum is $4,000 for
nine months, or $445 monthly.

Less affluene districts have to
scramble. University graduates
can be quite choosey since de-
mands for their services are ex-
ceptionally high. Ratio of jobs to
graduates is 10 to one in all po-
sitions, 100 to one in mathematics
and science.

COURT UPHOLDS
UNION SHOP

Texas’ controversial right-to-
work law hds lost another round
in the courts. But champions of
the law say the issue is far from
being finally settled.

By a 6 to 3 decision the State
Supreme Court upheld a closed
shop contract between unions and
Santa Fe Railway Co.

Texas law prohibits compulsory
union meinbership, but a 1951 act
of Congress authorized closed
shops in the railway industry.

Atty. Gen. John Ben Shepperd
who had intervened on behalf of
Texas law, predicted a motion for
rehearing after the court recon-
venes Oct. 3rd. “The full question
of compulsory union membership
i1s yet to be determined,” said
Shepperd. “Nor do I think the
majority decision abrogates our
right-to-work law.”

Their decision, majority judges
noted, paralleled a U. S. Supreme
Court duling in a similar case
from Nebraska. Union shop con-
tracts, said the Texas ruling, do
not “compel full union member-
ship, but only payment of union
dues and assessments.”

For a number of years Mr. E. L.
Sitter and his son, Spencer Sitter
have been two of the Donley
Districts most conservation mind-
ed ranchers. They own and oper-

ate a nice size ranch south of Mec-
Lean, and have consistently tried
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to maintain their stocking rate at

a level which would leave ap-
proximately 50% of the annual
grass production on the ground
in an attempt to restore the origi-
nal turf on their pastures. This
they were not always able to do,
because even with a very conser-
vative stocking rate, dry years
reduced the grass growth to an
extent that more grass was taken
than they intended.

Mr. Sitter realizes the import-
ance of water to a rancher, and
resents any loss of water from his
ranch. He realizes that water is
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oy G 2 1
the limiting factor insthe produc-

tion of grass on his pastures, and
the every bit of water that runs
off means that he is losing that
much grass.

Another thing that he knows,
and proved to his own satisfaction
recently, is the importance of
grass and litter on the ground if
his soil is to absorb most of the
water from a heavy rain. In prov-
ing this to himself, Mr. Sitter dug
a number of holes on various
parts of his ranch following 5
inches of rain. His findings were
that where he had a good litter
on the ground he had moisture
down to an average depth of 20
inches. Where there was little or
no litter, the moisture was down
to an average depth of only 10
inches. Mr. Sitter selected the
more level areas to dig his holes
in, and feels that the difference
would have been more pronounc-
ed had he selected steeper slopes
to make his checks.

Besides helpin( to get
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moisture in the ground, litter
reduces the soil temperature on
hot days, maintains it at a higher
level on cold days, and reduces
moisture loss through evapora-
tion. In fact, litter can make the
difference between ample grass
and little grass to the rancher. It
is/ also more important to the
farmer than most farmers realize.

Mr. Sitter signed a cooperative

agreement with the Donley Soil
Conservation District in 1947,
soon after the District was organ-
ized, and has requested technical
assistance on numerous occasions
from the District since that time.
Technicians of the Soil Conser-
vation Service, as a part of their
assistance to the District, have
been able to fulfill most of these
requests.
