The tempo of Texas poll 

tics has been gaming momen-
tum lately with indications 
that it will be in high gear 
by election date, after wha,11 
the public will be most pleased 
to turn its attention back to 
every day concerns, like in-
flation and making ends meet. 

For the present, however, 
it's a good Idea to give prior-
ity interest to the election 
and the people we will choose 
as our representatives in gov-
ernment. We want to feel 
confident first of all that the 
men we elect will think like 
we do. And we are even more 
anxious that our kind of 
thinking will get an adequate 
representation in the political 
process. 

The present sign is that this 
matter may very well be the 
prime consideration in our 
selection of Omar Burleson's 
successor as representative of 
the 17th Congressional Dis-
trict. We have a choice of two 
worthy contenders. Both are 
good and capable men and 
both are in harmony with the 
conservatism which is domin-
ant in this district. The big 
problem, however, is which 
would be more able to promote 
and defend our conservatism 

If Stenholm should be the 
choice we can be confident of 
his intention to do a good job 
for us, but we can assume al-
so that he would encounter 
definite handicaps among the 
liberals who are in control of 
his party. In order to have 
any Influence in congressional 
circles and to get desirable 
committee assignments, h e 
would have to abandon his 
principles and become one of 
the liberal crowd. A party dic-
tator like Tip O'Neil would 
tolerate nothing less. 

Similar advice and presure 
might be expected from Jim 
Wright, a former Texas con-
servative who has been soak-
ing up a lot of liberalism 
while becoming a wheel in the 
party. Mr. Stenholm could be 
expected to learn that stand-
ing by his convictions is a 
sure way to he a Mr. Nobody. 

With Fisher the situation 
would be the very opposite. 
As a conservative he would 
be at home in the Republican 
party. His principles would 
harmonize with theirs and his 
vote would be added to theirs 
in promoting our kind of legis-
lation. In these days when 
national thinking is becoming 
more conservative, it is to our 
interest to add our bit to con-
servative influence in Con-
gress. 

As it looks from here, the 
issue in this case is that sim-
ple. On a personal basis either 
man would be okay, but con-
nections in Washington make 
a big difference. 

The same principle applies 
to our senate race, in which 
Krueger is trying to unseat 
Tower. The prime considera-
tion is to maintain representa-
tion of the state's conserva-
tive policy in the senate. 

However, circumstances in 
this race are not the same 
as the other. In Tower we 
have not only a man who has 
shown through the years that 
his thinking is like ours. In 
additon we have a man of 
influence and prestige; a n 
authority in military affairs 
and an important man to na-
tional securty; one of the 
leaders who supported nation-
al opinion in opposing the 
Canal give-away disgrace; al-
so a leader in the filibuster 
which defeated the so called 
labor reform legislation; and 
one of the chief opponents to 
the Administration's energy

Nursing homes have been t 
the object of a number of in- Is 
vestigations and a great deal T 
of criticism in recent months, n 
resulting generally in a bad c 
image before the general pub- n 
lie But those reports are off- p 
set by many complimentary h 
statements indicating c o n- d 
scientious and dedicated ser-
vice in circumstances that are c 
often difficult. The following 
is taken from remarks by 
Marilyn Collins, administrator 
of a Waxahachie nursing home, 
during a radio interview. 

She said that nursing homes 
have become political foot-
balls, often never visited or 
understood by politicians who 
make the regulations. They 
have a depressing effect on 
most people as the sight of 
sick, feeble and Senile elder-
ly makes the average person 
think of himself in that con, 
dition 20 or 30 years hence. 

But those who look deeper 
see individuals rather than 
the group, all with their sep-
arate personalities, their joys, 
fears, problems and needs, 
which have become a part of 
every day life to the staff. 
Furthermore critics of the 
nursing homes seem too much 
inclined to find fault and too 
little inclined to understand 
problems. 

One point to consider is that 
about 80 per cent of the pa-
tients are on Medicaid, which 
pays 818.91 a day for Type 2 
patients and $20.82 for type 
3. Normal cost of a hotel is 
$40 per night. "For half of 
this cost the nursing home is 
expected to supply 24 hours 
of profesional care, sufficient 
personnel to bathe, feed, wash 
and clean, dress, serve meals 
and snacks, provide specia-
lized diet and foods, dietary 
supplies, housekeeping, laun-
dry, maintenance, utilities, 
taxes,'

, 
 insurance, medical sup-

plies and equipment activi-
ties social services, specialized 
services, and clerical and ad-
ministrative  services. 

"Costs are going up continu-
ally and as in every industry, 
the first cut backs are labor. 
Add to this the stringent 
standards that nursing homes 
have to adhere to, and I am 
amazed that only 4 per cent 
of the nursing homes in Texas 
are not in compliance. Rules 
and regulations, if kept to a 
minimum, are a must, but 
when you try to handle reg-
ulations from county, state 
and federal and Life Safety 
Codes, all with conflicting re-
quirements and interpreta 
lions, and the reams of paper 
work attached, you stifle in-
itiative, lose imagination and, 
worst of all, make people 
afraid to use their own judg-
ment. 

"A doctor once told me that 
the American health care sys-
tem is based on the precedent

hat those with the most 
nowledge give the least care. 
his is particularly true in 
ursing homes. Physicians, 
onsultants and professional 
urses are so bogged down in 
aper work . . . nurses notes, 
ealth care plans, reviews, 
ocumenting medication, treat-

ments 
 

 diets, clothing lists, in- I 
idents observed, etc.,. all re- I 

quired by standards, that they 
have very little time left for 
personal care. 

"If a patient goes to the hos-
pital, there seems to be an 
understood rule that the fam-
ily will help. They sit at bed-
side day and night, offer 
fluids, feed, change, call the 
nurse when needed, manicure, 
brush and comb hair, turn 
patients when required and, 
do the laundry if necessary. 
Yet these are the most com-
mon 

 
 complaints received from 

families with nursing home 
patients. I have often Won-
dered, with hospital costs 
what they are, why a so much 
higher standard is expected) 
of nursing homes. I don't 
mean to criticize, but obtious-
ly there is room for improve-' 
ment. 

"Constant decrying of nurs-
ing homes and more red tape 
is not the answer. We need 
to increase professional care, 
recruit more trainee aides 
per patient. We could even 
serve gourmet meals on a sil-
ver platter, but it all costs 
money and eventually comes 
out of the taxpayer's pocket. 

"Another alternative is more 
community involvement, vol-
unteers similar to the Candy 
Stripers in hospitats, to lend 
a helping' hand. We need to 
decrease the unnecessary pa-
per work and have a lot fewer 
and more realistic regulations. 

"The abuse and neglect law 
is beyond by comprehension. 
I have been an administrator 
for eight years and can hon-
estly say that I have never 
seen an employee abuse a pa-
tient. I have seen numerous 
cases of patient abuse to em-
ployees! . . . patients who are 
confused and senile often be-
come violent and hit, fight, 
kick, bite and scratch. Cut lips, 
broken ribs, black eyes, 
bruises, pulled hair and ver-
bal abuse are occupational 
hazards. 

"I believe the vast majority 
who work in nursing homes 
discover it is more than a job. 
Those who don't have the in-
terest and patience never seem 
to last. Benefits and wages 
are minimum. We get our re-
wards from the affection and 
confidence of our patients. I 
have seen employees visit 
resident on day off, provide 
items out of their own in-
come, take clothes home to 
mend, bring presents for birth-
days and Christmas, pool re-
sources to buy insulin or other 
medication the patient can-
not afford. 

"I have seen a dozen em-
ployees stop what they were 
doing and watch with breath 
suspended while a patient 
takes his first step after an 
illness. The joy of achievement 
is shared by all. I have seen 
them cry when a patient dies, 
and spend their evenings off 
at the bedside of a dying pa

-tient. 
"To me these are the posi-

tive things of a nursing home, 
the things the general public 
never sees or reads about . . . 
the things inspectors never 
know because we did not sit 
down and document them." 

Remember when we were 
living in a fuel's paradise?

Sales Tax Check 
Summer Comeba, 

The city of Muenster has re-
ceived a check for 612,062.51 
from the state comptroller,' 
Bob Bullock, as its rebate for 
city sales tax collected here 
during the period ending , 

 August 24, 1978. 
The payment is one of some 

900 sent to Texas cities for a 
total amount of $70.1 million. 
Total payments of the year 
now stand at $306.5 million, 
an increase of 16.3% over last 
year. 

The check to Muenster 
brings the local total for the 
year to $42,513.83, an increase 
of 6 per cent over last year. 

Bullock points out that large 
cities of the state are enjoy-
ing substantial increases over 
last year. To date Houston 
has received $64 million, up 
217; Dallas 35.9 million, up 
117; San Antonio $17.8 million, 
up 117; Fort Worth $12.8 
million, up 15%; Austin $10.3 
million, up 16%.

"Lobbecke has many happy 
memories of Muenster, Texas, 
which he will always cherish. 
He thinks of Muenster's un-
surpassable charm and holds 
its people in high esteem. 

"Wanting to find out more 
about this town, he drove 1 1/2 
hours by car to find this town 
of 1600 inhabitants. At the 
Germanfest he had the op-
portunity to learn more about 
Muenster and its early Ger-
man sellers.

State Sales Tax 
On Utility Bills 
Ends in October 

The month of October will 
witness the end of the state 
sales- tar. as it affects electric 
bills to customers of Texas 
Power & Light Company, ac-
cording to TP&L district man-
ager Thomas G. Parsons. The 
4 percent state sales tax .on 
resideritial gas and electric 
bills was repealed in a spec-
ial sesson of the 65th Texas 
Legislature. The Legislature 
also gave cities the option of 
retaining or repealing the 1 
percent city sales tax on resi-
dential gas and electric bills. 

Exemption from the state 
sales tax is effective with the 
start of each billing period on 
or after October 1, according 
to Parsons. This means the 
state tax will not be on bills 
received after November 1. 

"Residential bills received 
in October will still include 
sales tax" Parsons said, "be-
cause the bill covers electric-
ity used in September."
