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Promoters are anticipating a
large and successful Germanfest
'91 which is set for Friday, Satur-
day and Sunday, April 26, 27 and
28. The Germanfest Committee
has made an extra effort with
promotion this year using several
different tactics and they seem to
be paying off.

“The chamber office already
had more inquiries two weeks ago
than it did by the end of German-
fest last year,”” Dave Flusche, Sr.,
general chairman, said. ‘*‘We prin-
ted 60,000 brochures and all but
2,000 are gone."’

Much credit goes to Jack Mur-
dock who is in charge of
marketing,  advertising, and
promotion, said Flusche. Clyde
Fisher is paying for almost 300
radio spots on nine Metroplex
stations. Students from Texas Tech
made 10-minute videos of Ger-
manfest 90 and about 20 of those
have been distributed to various
television stations in the hope that
they might be aired.

Several changes have been made
to better enable the crowd to enjoy
the entertainment. The Tanz Halle,
a 60’ by 90’ tent, will house a 30’ by
39" wooden dance floor. It will be
located north of the pavilion and
will house all of the German-type
entertainment.

“Custom Made"’ is the featured
group for the Texas Stage on Sun-
day afternoon from 1 to 5 p.m. The
group includes Grammy Award
winner Richard Theisan who is
known for his hit, ‘“Rock 'n Roll
Me Again.”’ *“We expect a packed
crowd around the Texas Stage
especially after the Fun Run - so
come early to get your seats,”” ad-
vises Gary Fisher, Texas Stage En-
tertainment Chairman.

“Brave Combo’’ is expected to
give a lively performance on Satur-
day afternoonat 2 p.m. and 4 p.m.
on the Texas Stage. Willy Kickit
will capture the attention of those
who love to dance to tunes ranging
from old rock to progressive coun-
try. They will be on stage from 7 to
11 p.m. Friday and Saturday
nights.

Several local groups will also en-
tertain from the Texas Stage in-
cluding “‘Sweeter Than Honey,"”
Mikki Jones, ‘‘Strict Order,"”
“Sweet Country,”” and a perfor-
mance by students from JoEIs
Muenster and Gainesville Schools
of Dance.

An area on the east end of the
park has been set aside for
children’s entertainment. A castle
will be set up south of the play
climber recently installed by the
Muenster Jaycees. The Kinder
Theatre will put on puppet shows at
various times throughout the day
on Saturday and Sunday between
11 a.m. and 7 p.m, Hay bales will
serveas seating for the audience.

At the north end of the play
climber, six clowns will make
balloon art and do face painting for
a small fee. The proceeds will be
used by Clown Alley to fund gift
and toy items used by the clowns
when they visit hospitals, or-
phanages, and convalescent cen-
ters.

Members of the Side Street Cir-
cus Minstrels will roam the grounds
singing, jugegling and playing
music. They will also perform on
stage. The Muenster Softball
League is sponsoring a dunking
booth.

Gene Ledel Shows, Inc. has been
contracted by the Muenster
Kiwanis to bring in carnival rides.
The rides are bigger than ever, ac-
cording to Herman Carroll, chair-
man. Rides include a ferris wheel,
slide, fun house and kiddie rides.

The rides will be open on Thur-
sday night and possibly Wednesday
night. For $10, patrons can ride as
many rides as they want as often as
they wish.

By adding the Tanz Halle tent,
the Germanfest committee has
freed the pavilion for other pur-
poses. It will now house the Cham-
ber of Commerce booth and supply
more space for tables and chairs
where guests can sit and eat,

Concessions will remain much
the same as in other years. Ham-
burgers have been added to the
repertoire of the Muenster Boy
Scouts. Coon Creek Corn Com-
pany will offer roasting ears and
baked potatoes.

Each year, 50 or more families
enter the Barbecue Cook-Off as
teams. The teams’ camp on the
cook-off site, which is west of the
creek at the park. A temporary
bridge will be installed to allow
easy access Lo the park.

glydc Fisher and Miller Lite are

again sponsoring this event and this
year there will also be a Chili Cook-
Off to be judged on Saturday at 2
p.m. On Sunday, the Barbecue
Cook-Off contestants will have
their brisket, ribs, and German
sausage judged between noon and 3
p.m.

Poor quality poster to beredone

Disgruntled members of the
Muenster business community met
at City Hall last Wednesday after-
noon, April 10, to discuss ‘‘art
work.” County Attorney August
Boto also met with the complain-
tants who are contesting a poster
printed last year by Alternative
Concepts, Inc. The poster depicts
a kind of cartoon version of the
Muenster business community,
but all who paid to have their
business included on the poster are
very displeased with the first issue.

Vi McWater and Mickey Mohr
of Alternative Concepts enlisted a
different artist to remake the
poster in line with the sample
poster they circulated when selling
originally.

The Muenster business people
agreed that the new issue is much
better but they still have a problem
with the fact that although the

poster is supposed to be nearly all
Muenster, about 30 percent of the
space is given to Saint Jo
businesses, which were sold to
make the print job more pro-
fitable. Some were concerned that
Alternative Concepts will now try
to charge extra money for the se-
cond poster. They expect to pay
no more. Now the question is
whether or not the new poster will
be finished in time for sale at
Germanfest.

Contact with the coun® at-
torney’s office at press time
revealed that Mickey Mohr has
agreed in writing to print a new
poster at no extra cost to any
business. The group reserved its

$50,000 and you receive a $5,000
homestead exemption, your home
will be taxed as if it were worth

You qualify for a homestead
exemption if you owned your
home on January 1 and used it as
your primary residence on that
date. It doesn’t matter whether
your home is a house, a condo-
minium, or a mobile home.

Exemptions are available to all
homeowners to lower their school
taxes. Additional exemptions are
available to homeowners who are
disabled or age 65 and over.

Other exemptions
may be offered to homeowners by
school districts, counties, cities,
and special districts.

Be cautious
with aerosol
repair kits

The National Board of Boiler
and Pressure Vessel Inspectors
warns consumers to be cautious
when using aerosol emergency tire
repair kits, which use highly flam-
mable or explosive products to in-
flate tires and temporarily seal
small leaks.

The warning as prompted by an
accident involving a 23-year-old
service station employee who was
critically injured by an explosion
attributed to an emergency tire
repair. He suffered fractures to his
left arm and right leg, a punctured
lung and several serious cuts. A se-
cond victim was cut by flying
glass.

The explosion occurred at a ser-
vice station when the employee
was attempting to locate a leak in
a tire. Unaware that the driver of
the vehicle had used an aerosol kit
to inflate the tire, the employee us-
ed a metal instrument to probe for
the hole. The metal instrument ap-
parently caused sparking or arcing
that ignited the gases used by the
aerosol kit to inflate the tire.

Here are four
suggestions:

*Follow all directions exactly,
and observe all warnings.

*Be aware that the aerosol kits
use products that are potentially
very hazardous. _

*Tell anyone attempting to
repair the tire that an aerosol kit
has been used.

*When repairing a tire, assume
that an aerosol repair kit was used
and exercise proper caution.

However, MHS staff members
are starting the process of schedul-
ing classes for students for
1991-92. This process was
hampered last year by the change
in administration and MHS Prin-
cipal Jerry Metzler is excited
about having the entire spring and
summer to use for planning. ‘‘By
starting now, we can involve
parents, teachers, and students
more effectively than last year.
With more input, I'm sure we’ll
end up with a much more flexible
schedule that meets the needs and
desire of more of our students,”’
states Metzler.

A tentative schedule of classes
was posted in early April on a
large bulletin board in the main
hall of the high school. During the
past two weeks, students have
begun to plan their 1991-92 class
schedules and request certain
changes or additions in course of-
ferings. The result has been a
schedule that meets most students’
needs, while still operating within
the anticipated resources of
MISD. The next step began earlier
this week when MISD Counselor
Vernon Austin and Mr. Metzler
met with students in grades eight
through eleven to explain course
selections and provide informa-
tion for students to bring home
and discuss with their parents.
Teachers are also involved in this
process as they provide important
feedback to students and ad-
ministration regarding course
recommendations. Parents and
students are also encouraged to
contact school staff members to
discuss options and offer opinions
on additional course offerings.
Already, MISD advisor commit-
tees in vocational education have
discussed course offerings in

Agriculture, Home Economics,
and Industrial Technology. The
recommendations of these com-
mittees are the basis for the ten-
tative course offerings. Based on
student demand, some courses
may be deleted and others added
after consultation with the ad-
visory committees.

““Perhaps the greatest advan-
tage in starting this process so ear-
ly is that it gives everyone a chance
to comment,’’ states Metzler. ‘‘At
this stage, a great deal of flexibili-
ty exists and we have time to work
out special requests or problems.
Also, I’ve personally enjoyed the
students’ comments and
suggestions so far. The kids really
havesomeinteresting ideas.”’

Eighth grade students, and their
parents, will probably have a lot of
questions about entering high
school. Muenster High School
staff members will hold a meeting
for all parents who may have
students entering the high school
next year on April 23, 1991, at
6:30 p.m. in the old library.
Parents are encouraged to attend
in possible, but individual sessions
are welcome as well.

The first ‘““phase’ of schedule
planning will be completed by
May 1, when students should sub-
mit a tentative schedule request
for 1991-92. Then, school staff
will begin “‘fine-tuning’’ schedules
and make adjustments should any
teacher changes occur during the
summer. The process will not end,
of course, until students are ac-
tually in class next August. Until
then, students and parents are en-
couraged to gain as much infor-
mation about academic needs as
possible and to make all requests
known to the school.

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TDH Resurvey Team
praises hospital, staft

On April 1 (April Fool’s Day),
the Muenster Memorial Hospital
was surprised by a complete
resurvey of the inspection per-
formed by the Texas Department
of Health (TDH) on March 6 and

““This is a very thorough, detail-
ed inspection using Medicare stan-
dards,”’ stated Herman Carroll,
MMH administrator. “‘Small
hospitals go by the same regula-
tions as large hospitals.”’

Only a few very minor deficien-
cies in documentation were
discovered by the HCFA team and
these were corrected while the
team was present. The surveyors
complimented the  Muenster
Hospital, stating that it was one of

the cleanest, best organized,
patient-oriented institutions that
they have inspected.

Farmers and
ranchers need to make a special ef-
fort to attend one of these train-
ings. Federal law requires the En-
vironmental Protection Agency to
classify each use of a pesticide as
either restricted or general, based
on considerations of potential
hazard to the applicator or other
persons and its effect on the
environment.

The Texas Pesticide Control
Act requires the certification of
commercial and non-commercial
applicators. State law also pro-
vides the Commissioner of
Agriculture may adopt lists of
state-limited-use pesticides. The
Texas Department of Agriculture
is the state’s leading agency for
developing and implementing the
State of Texas Plan for certifica-
tion of pesticide applicators as re-
quired by law.

The Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service is the leading agency in
providing training for licensed

private applicators. The testing of
private applicators is given only
following a person’s participation
inatraining session.

In Cooke County there will be
three (3) training meetings to
prepare farmers, ranchers, and
homeowners for license testing.
These meetings will be held at the
following times and locations:
Wednesday, April 24, 9:00 a.m.,
Chamber of Commerce Building
in Gainesville; Wednesday, April
24, 5:30 p.m., Chamber of Com-
merce Building in Gainesville;
Thursday, April 25, 9:00 a.m.,
Chamber of Commerce Building
in Gainesville.

The testing will be conducted by
Mark Evans with the Texas
Department of Agriculture at 6:00
p.m., Thursday, April 25, at the
Chamber of Commerce Building
in Gainesville. Producers atten-
ding the training sessions should
plan for approximately 34 to 4
hours of slides and tapes.

New sorghum variety
tests to be greenbug safe

from a Farmer’s Friend

New sorghum germplasm
developed at the Fort Hays branch
of the Kansas Agricultural Experi-
ment Station may help crop
breeders develop a hybrid resistant
to the latest strain of greenbugs.
Ken Kofoid, sorghum breeder,
and Tom Harvey, entomologist,
used a grassy sorghum from the
Soviet Union to develop KS 96, a
germplasm source for breeding
programs. “‘Because of the grassy
nature of this line, most sorghum
programs gave up working with

it,”” Kofoid said. “In our long -
term breeding effort to broaden
greenbug resistance in sorghum,
made possible by support from the
Kansas Grain Sorghum Commis-
sion, we maintained progeny from
this line. We discovered it had
resistance to the new greenbug.
This new greenbug strain, or
biotype, was discovered in
southwest Kansas in 1990. Since
then, scientists have screened
many lines of sorghum to find
genesresistanttoit.”

Protected River Bill
isintroduced ... again

from a Farmer’s Friend

For the third consecutive time, a
Texas Protected Rivers System bill
has been introduced in the Texas
legislature. This year it is SB 1205
in the Senate and HB 1990 in the
House.

Many persons ask, is that the
river canoers recreation bill? Yes it
is. “Just as its past defeated
predecessors in 1987 and 1989, it is
drawn to assure river users have
free-flowing rivers for their
recreation,”  reports  Arthur
Nagel, president, Riverside and
Landowners Protection Coalition.
The bill would prohibit the con-
struction of dams, reservoirs and
river channeliztion on segments of
rivers they use for recreation. That
1s the prominent ‘‘protection’’ in
the bill.

‘““As bad as this aspect is for
water deficient and flood prone
Texas, there is another equally
serious aspect. Property owners of
rural land abutting rivers have
their private property entered and
used by recreationists contrary to
existing lawns,’’ adds Nagel. River
recreationists tire of paddling.
Also they come to picnic, to ex-
plore the shady and quiet land
beside rivers. Without landowner
permission, and although
unlawfui, they enter and use
private property. They vandalize
signs, fences, gates, and river
pasture cabins. They leave litter.
Often this litter is consumed by
livestock from which they suffer a
slow death. Increasingly poachers
are entering private property from
TIVErs.

Owners of rural property ad-
joining Texas roads and navigable
rivers are not against persons
recreating on roads and on water
of a navigable river. Nagel says
the members of the Coalition are
against this bill for one legitimate
and strong reason. It contains no
provisions to alert the public that

abutting land is privately owned
and no provisions to effectively
keep recreationists from entering
private property. This same wilful
ommission was the short fall in the
defeated 1987 and 1989 versions.
They want to use your property.

And so the problem is canoers
and others want no restrictions on
when and how they choose to
violate private property when the
owner is not observing them.

Texas is approximately 98 per-
cent privately-owned property.
Thus Texas differs widely from
other western states.

Just as the 70th and 7Ist
legislative sessions turned back
this attack on privacy of one's
own property, the current 72nd
session must do likewise. but every
owner of rural property needs to
make his views known to Austin.
The key players are: Honorable
Bob Bullock, Lt. Governor, State
of Texas, P.O. Box 2910, Austin,
Texas 78711; Honorable Gibson
(Gib) Lewis, Speaker of the
House, House of Representatives,
P.O. Box 2910, Austin, Texas
78768; Honorable Hugo Berlanga,
Chairman Honorable Bill Sims,
Chairman Senate Natural
Resources Committee, House
Calendars Committee, P.O. Box
12068, Austin, Texas 78711:
Honorable Hugo Berlanga, House
Calendars Committee, P.O. Box
2910, Austin, Texas 78768,

Letters and phone calls to the
members of these two legislative
committees and your own Texas
Senator and Representative are
vital.

“You, your neighbors and
relatives need to flood Austin with
mail and calls. Tell Austin you
want privacy on your property
protected. You want SB 1205 and
HB 1990 defeated. It’s in your
best interest, legal and the right
thingtodo,’” concluded Nagel.

County Agent’s Report

Growing Turf in Shade
is Perennial Problem

Shade is desirable in the lan-
dscape, but it is the number one
problemin growing turf grass.

Many people just do not under-
stand that grasses do not do as well
in shade as they do in full sunlight.
There are a lot of situations where
you just can’t grow grass in the en-
vironment that you have.

Environmental changes caused
by shade have a major effect on
grass. Reduced light, less extreme
temperatures, increased humidity,
restricted air movement, com-
petition from trees, increased
disease problems and shallow root
systems are all products of shade.

Additionally, grass in shade has
less ability to use nitrogen, less
photosynthetic activity, less
growth, less wear tolerance, more
susceptibility to preemergent her-
bicides and less tolerance to cold,

The problem is not fertilizer or

water; itis light. To grow turf in the
shade, you must have a shade-
tolerant grass.

Bermuda grass and buffalo grass
have little shade tolerance. San
Augustine is probably the most
shade-tolerant warm season grass.
Tall fescue, a cool season grass,
will grow in moderate to heavy
shade where San Augustine fails.

For any success at growing grass
in filtered shade, use these practic-
es:

1. Start with a grass variety
suitable for shade.

2. Raise the mowing height.

3. Water deepand infrequently.

4. Apply nitrogen moderately in
fall and spring.

5. Avoid high nitrogen ap-
plications in the summer.

In many heavily shaded areas, it
is best to use ground cover plants or
other landscape materials rather
than wasting time and money
trying to go against nature.

Try airplane tires for farm use

With recycling programs gain-
ing new emphasis - and with new
solid waste management laws on
the books in many states - the

agricultural community is
especially concerned about the
disposal of tires.

Because even a single tire

represents the same problem, a
logical start is to reduce the total
amount of waste. In other words,
why not use a tire whose working
lifespan averages 15 years instead
of one needing many replacements
(and disposals) to match the same
service? The annual usage of tires
would be drastically cut.

O.P Whittington, President,
General Supply & Equipment Co.,
Inc. in Houston, has pioneered the
use of aircraft tires for farm im-
plement use. The company stocks
a comprehensive range of sizes
suitable for substitution on about
80 percent of small agricultural
tizest 42 5220 62 and 202 1D
wheels. ““‘Contrary to what you
might hear, these tires are neither
hard to find, nor are they expen-
sive,”” he said. ‘“For example,
surplus aircraft tires are sold for
about half as much as implement
tires.”’

Obtained from airlines, military
surplus, and airplane tire recap-
pers, heavy-ply aircraft tires are
extremely durable and flat - resis-
tant. (Implement tires run from 6-
to 8-ply; aircraft tires are 10- to
26-ply.) Their superior strength on
heavy loads makes them popular
for use on mowers, grain carts,
tractors, trailers, balers, and
plows.

““Nearly 30 years ago, General
Supply began developing a
method of removing one bead
from the heavy-ply, two-beaded
aircraft tires so that they will fit
regular implement wheels,”” Whit-
tington explained. ‘‘This unigue
method makes it possible to use
many sizes of aircraft tires for
agricultural applications.”

To determine the appropriate
aircraft tire replacement, owners
should check their present imple-
ment tires and wheels for size and
bolt pattern. They also may call
General Supply at 1-800-828-3350
for answers to other questions or
for details.

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PRODUCTIVITY APPRAISAL

Texas law provides farmers and
ranchers, and timber growers with
away to lower their property taxes,
known as productivity appraisal.

If you qualify, your agricultural
land will be taxed on its capacity to
produce crops, livestock, or timber,
instead of its value on the real
estate market. Productivity ap-
praisal can lower the taxable value
of your land, and lower your
property taxes as a result.

If your land has never received
productivity appraisal, you must
apply to the appraisal district no
later than Tuesday, April 30, to get
