Pfc. August J. Fleitman, 25, 
son of Mr. and Mrs. Joseph Flelt- 
man, is Muenster s fourth native 
son to give his life for his country

He was killed in action In the 
Casslno sector, Italy, on February 
2. according to the message from 
the war department which the 
parents received Sunday after­
noon. Young Fleitman served In 
tiie infantry with the famous 36 
DtvMfltt of the 5th Army. A par­
ticularly pathetic feature is that 
death came on his 25lh birthday.

High Mass of Requiem for the 
repose of his soul was held at 
Sacred Heart church here Wed­
nesday morning at 9 o'clock with 
Rev. Thomas Buergler. pastor, of­
ficiating. and full military honors 
were accorded. Father Thomas 
delivered a short, inspiring ad 
dress in which he paid tribute to 
the young soldier. "This brave, 
gallant, courageous boy gave life 
itself to his country, the last full 
measure of devotion He died that 
religious freedom and the other 
sacred privileges we Americans 
enjoy may be preserved."

After the mass and final absol­
ution. the flag draped catafalque, 
representing his rente tns.. was 
moved to the lawn in the front 
of the church for tiie military 
service* They were conducted by 
a unit of the Texas State Guard 
of Gainesville with Lt. W M. Alex 
ander in charge At the conclus­
ion of the ceremonies the United 
States Flag was presented to the 
deceaseds mother

Oussie. as he was affectionat­
ely designated by those who knew 
and loved him best, wa* bom in 
Muen*ter on Feb 2. 1919. He waa 
reared here, attending Sacred 
Heart School, and engaged in 
farming with his father until the 
urge to serve his country led him 
to enlist in the army in January. 
1941

He began hi* training with the 
36th Division, first at Camp Bow­
ie. where he spent 13 months, 
then at Camp Blandtng. Florida, 
for six months, and finally at 
Camp Edwards. M as*. f r o m  
where he vent oversea* tn April. 
1943 He " * stationed for some­
time tn N Africa then went to 
Italy with *hr 36th when Salerno 
wa* invaded and continued active 
with hts dlvi*ion during the strut 
gle for Casslno. until he gave hts 
life for the principles for which 
he fought His last letter to his 
parents was written on January 
25

Although official notification 
of his death reached his family 
Sunday afternoon the same news 
was reported early this month, 
coming through a letter from an­
other Muenster young man. also 
of the 36th in Cassino. The fam­
ily knew as did the entire com 
muntty the sad information, yet. 
all were reluctant to believe it. 
and the family spent two dlstres 
sing uncertain weeks clinging to 
the faint hope that there might 
have been some mistake. The o f­
ficial notification was no surprise 
it onlv confirmed what they had 
already heard.

Survivors are the parents, five 
brothers. Andrew. Joe. Ben and 
Herman Muenster. and Pfc An­
ton Fleitman an airplane mech­
anic serving in New Outnes and 
two sisters Misses Anna and Eliz­
abeth Fleitman. along with un­
cles. aunts nieces and nephews, 
and his fiancee. Miss Margaret 
PUtncr of Oainesville.

several years at Graham in 
Young County. I  believe that my 
lifelong acquaintances over the 
district and my past experience 
in both branches of the Texas 
Legislature, qualify me to repre­
sent the 13th District in Congress.

“Duringv the campaign, I will 
discuss other issues, and enlarge 
upon the following:

“ First, nothing should be al­
lowed to hinder the early and sue 
cessful conclusion of this war, 
with the least possible loss of life 
and waste of money.

“Second, we must do full jus­
tice to the men and women now 
serving their country. T h o s e '  
disabled must' have the best care 
and treatment possible to give 
them. Under no circumstances 
should this be neglected. Also, the 
Federal Government must provi­
de for the completion of the ed­
ucation of those who wish it. 
when they return, and for suit­
able employment for those not 
wishing further schooling. Many 
other matters will arise regarding 
those so deserving at our hands, 
and any doubt should be resolved 
in their favor.

" I  have often been the author 
of bills in the Texas Legislature 
to help veterans of both World 
Wars and 1 expect to continue 
my efforts for them.

"I served in World War I and 
think the grief o f a World War 
every twenty-five years must be 
stopped. I do not believe that 
peace can be maintained by paper 
treaties alone, but if they are 
backed by military preparedness, 
we will not be the victim of an­
other Pearl Harbor nor another 
Bataan The preserft war with Ja 
pan might have been avoided, if 
Ccngreps had fortlfted our Pacific 
outposts in keeping with the 
phiin advice of our military lead­
ers. given two years before the 
blow fell The cost would have 
been ‘•mall then: m w  lt*l* coating 
many live* and bi1 lions of dollars 
to retake these outposts.

"At the rinse of the war. land­
owners. who have been diapoases 
ted of their homes and farms, for 
war purposes, should have the 
prior right to repurchase them 
without price Increase Idle gov­
ernment-owned war plants sho­
uld lie sold at public auction to 
the highest bidder, rather than at 
private sale to those with polit­
ical Influence Definite opportun-

ity should be provided for the lit­
tle man to buy surplus war mat­
erial, the same as a corporation 
that maintains a lobbyist in 
Washington.

“ In fact, the little man must 
always be given full consideration 
for his prosperity is the salva­
tion of a democratic form of gov­
ernment. War conditions have 
squeezed the little businessman, 
salaried people, and the small far­
mer very hard, and proper consi­
deration absolutely must be given 
them, from now on. Equality of 
opportunity is necessary if dem­
ocracy is to survive.

“We need less unnecessary 
meddling and red-tape. This 
country has been built from the 
bottom up. and not from the top 
down, as regulation from Wash­
ington tries to do.

“ Income tax reports should be 
made simpler, so that the ave­
rage man and woman can make 
them out. Women have certainly 
done much to help win this war 
and no further effort should be 
made to abolish their right to 
make separate Income tax re­
turns Taxes must come down af­
ter the war.

"Turning back our clocks brings 
about general dislocations, dur­
ing the Winter months, which 
cripples Instead of helping the 
war effort. Daylight saving tune 
was not used during the Winter 
season in the other World War. 
and should not be now.

“ Scientific research has produ­
ced many substitutes besides syn­
thetic rubber, and there will be 
efforts to develop synthetic sub­
stitutes for cotton, leather and 
other farm and ranch products 
Science should be freely used to 
help broaden the market for farm 
products, just as It has broadened 
the market for factory products 
The manufacturers can establish 
their own research laboratories 
a farmer cannot Therefore, the 
government s h o u l d  encourage 
scientific research to discover 
new ways to use farm products 
I am glad to have been the auth­
or of a bill which has already 
resulted in the wider use of cot­
ton. Prosperity lies in producing 
for wider markets, and providing 
mere post war jobs

“ Our country needs more oil 
and gasoline in both war and 
peace While everything else has 
gone up. oil is still at the pre-war 
price level This has especially 
'-rippled the smalt independent 
operators who discover most of 
the new oil fields, and should be 
immediately corrected by a price 
adrustmetM that will encourage 
more drilling for oil The deplet 
Ion allowance should be retained

Though war is upon us. we 
htust not forget the obligations of 
assistance for the aged The peo­
ple have indicated by their vote 
and otherwise, that ther want old 
age assistance paid I have voted 
to do this in the Legislature and 
expect to continue it In Congress

I have done more about equal! 
sing freight rates than any other 
member of the Texas Legislature, 
and my efforts contributed to a 
united protest by four Southwes­
tern states before the Interstate 
Commerce Commission The lat­
ter ordered a thorough tnvestl*a 
lion and their examiners have 
made a preliminary report favor­
able to Texas and the Southwest 
However, long and hard the stru­
ggle mav be, 1 expect to continue 
it. until thia long-standing injus­
tice to our part of the nation Is 
corrected.

I sincerely solicit your vote In 
the July Democratic primary and 
assure you that. If elected I will 
stand for common sense in gov 
eminent and the best Interests of 
our country.”
