CONSERVATION
PROGRAM FOR
FARMS BECUN

County Agent Explains Plan
At Meeting Here on
February 27

The soil conservation program for
1937 was introduced to about 50
farmers of the Muenster commu-
nity at an open meeting conduct-
ed by County Agent C. H, Clark in
the Sacred Heart Parish Hall Sat-
urday afternoon.

In a statement Monday Mr. Clark
advised that the election of commu-
nity committeemen, which originally
was planned as a part of the meet-
ing of February 27, was postponed
until the meeting March 11. At
that time Mr. Clark will again be
accompanied by Lee S. Reese, sen-
ior assistant in Agriculture Conser-
vation.

Committeemen for the year 1936
ware J. W. Hess, G, H. Hellman,
and W. H. Endres.

The program, which will enable
farmers ,to participate in a $500,-
000,000 appropriation by the Fed-
eral Government, was described by
Mr. Clark as being essentially the
same as that followed in 1936.

Introduction of the new program
follows closely upon recent applica-
tions for Federal payments by those
who participated in the program
last year. According to Mr. Clark
no payments were known to have
been received prior to last week but
the checks are expected soon.

The soil conservation program
has a two-fold purpose. It seeks to
adjust the production of ‘‘soil-deplet-
ing” crops so that the supply will
agree more closely with the demand,
And it seeks to encourage “soil
building” practices so that land will
be in better condition for future
production.

As an inducement to follow the

PAVEMENT T0
BE COMPLETED
IN 8 MONTHS

$128,000 Project Will Use
Relief Workers in
Crew of 50 Men

Initial steps in the construction
of the final link of pavement for
Highway 5 in Cooke County were
taken Monday with the arrival of
Jack McKinney at Gainesville.

Mr. McKinney, a brother of R.
W. McKinney of Nacogdoches, who
secured the contract for the work,
spent his time Monday making prep-
arations for the work which he stat-
ed would be begun Wednesday at
the Montague County line and ex-
tended the eight miles eastward to
the end of the pavement two miles
east of Muenster.

The first job is the construction
of several new culverts and side-
wall extensions on some of the cul-
verts now standing on the road.

According to Mr. McKinney about
eight months will be taken to com-
plete the $128,000 project which,
will be very similar to the pavement
now extending 10 miles west of
Gainesville on the same highway.

In carrying on the work the cons
tractor will bring about $100,000 of
equipment and an estimated total
of 250 laborers to the job. Normal-
ly the force is expected to consist
of about 560 men. The laborers, with
the exception of a limited number
of skilled workers are to be taken
from the rolls of county relief work-
ers through co-operation of the Na-
tional Re-employment Service, the
Cooke County unit of which is un-
der the direction of Frank Inab-
tnette.

Mr. McKinney states that the
method of construction will be es-
sentially the same as that used in
building the first section out of

program the Department of Agri-
culture is offering two classes of
payments. ® One provides for a re-
duction of acreage of soil depleting
crops, which are frequently called
money crops, and the other provides
for an additional payment if idle
acreage is planted in a soil building
cerop. .

{MrFClark explained that, for in-
staitce, a farmer who had been
planting 100 acres of cotton could
rediicé his acreage as much as 35
aacres and receive b5 cents per
pound on the normal production of
that acreage.” In addition he -would
receive a specified amount for plant-
ing some recognized soil building
crop on the deserted acres.

To qualify for payments in the
soil conservation program farmers
must (1) fill out and file a work
sheet which gives a description of
the farm and the normal acreage
and normal production of each crop,
and (2) file an application for pay-
ment after the program has been
carried out and properly checked.
