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There was a touch of sordid
Irony in the attack of six union 
goons on two Navy officers at the 
time when Roosevelt addressed 
the teamster's union. While the 
armed service is fighting fascism 
in Europe two of its members are 
set upon by an American variety 
of fascists.

A person would think an awful 
political argument led up to the 
fracas. But no. The only provo­
cation was a statement by the o f­
ficers that they had not decided 
whether to vote for FDR. Strong 
arm politicians cannot tolerate 
such indecision even in this land 
of the free. They believe in mak­
ing others think as they do or 
else.

The identity of the victims and 
the fact that the president’s name 
is linked with the incident lend 
considerable sensationalism but 
they are far less significant than 
ttie attitude behind it all. The im­
portant thing is that the unions 
are getting farther and farther out 
i f hand. Tht ir rough stuff was 
bad enough when confined to 
their own circles. Then thev star­
ted defying official decrees. Now 
thev are trying to force the course 
of free elections.

In the light of such events it
is hard to decide whether the un­
ions are not doing more harm 
than good. Certainly they have

This time the white man used 
the word "nigger” , then noticed 
his mistake and corrected himself 
immediately. But his intended 
correction proved to be the real 
mistake. The negro voiced his 
complaint in spite of the man’s 
obvious effort to avoid offense.

The whole trouble is that agit­
ators have harped so much on 
the subject of race equality that 
they have created a persecution 
complex. Colored people in the 
army and civilian life both mak­
ing issues out of petty grievances, 
and making the situation far wor­
se than it actually is. At the same 
time rabid whites, incensed by the 
controversy, are giving way to 
more intense bitterness.

There isn't a fair minded person
in the country who does not agree 
that the lot of the negro should 
be Improved. However it Is hard to 
see how anything worth while can 
be accomplished by continuously 
crowding the Issue. What we need 
is a cooling o ff period during 
which the ill feeling on both sid­
es can temper down a bit. After

Th- last message from Cpl. 
Spaeth rdvhed that he had set 
foot on German soil.

"Inthe meantime, 
complete rest in bed is indicated 
The doctor's orders should be fol 
lowed strictly. Violating his instru 
ctions can lead to serious injury 
which may permanently affect the 
individual.”
