
D uring last fall's political
cam paign Senator G oldw ater 
was b r a n d e d  as trigger 
happy and irresponsible w hen 
he suggested bom bing supply 
lines and staging areas of the 
enem y in  V ietnam . Last Sun­
day his supporters had the 
satisfaction of seeing his judg­
m en t vindicated. The m ethod 
h e  proposed w as adopted by 
the m an who led the ridicule 
and  it was cheered by m any 
others who echoed the  p re  • 
vious criticisms.

T hat angle of Sunday’s re ­
talia to ry  ra id  has little  signif­
icance, of course, except as a 
political observation. I t  ju s t 
goes to show how seriously 
a m an can be h u rt by the 
clever m anipulations of po lit­
ical propaganda, even w hen 
his idea has solid m erit. It 
shows also how m any people 
can be influenced by tricky 
phrases to re ject a good idea.

But regardless of politics,
i t ’s com forting now to note 
th a t our president has taken 
a firm  stand and  the nation 
is supporting him  overw helm ­
ingly. O ur national pride gets 
a definite lift from  the re a l­
ization th a t we are  finally 
determ ined not to be pushed 
around any more.

The game w e have been 
playing in Southeast Asia is 
absurd  and detrim ental to our 
prestige. As anyone knows, 
w e could achieve little  by ju st 
fighting off a ttacks w hen  and 
w here the enem y chose. T hat’s 
how we lost in  Korea. T h at’s 
how  we have been losing in 
V ietnam . T h at’s the m ethod 
th a t was deplored by Mac- 
A rthur, th a t is despised by 
every m ilitary  m an  in  our 
country’s service. Sunday’s 
raid, and M onday’s indicate 
an  urgently needed awakening. 
If we are going to w in w e’d 
b e tte r try  to lick the enemy. 
We need offense as w ell as 
defense.

At least a few m ore signs
indicate tha t we are  taking 
the  conflict m ore seriously. 
D ependents of service person ­
nel are being sent hom e and 
defense m issiles are being sent 
over there. A pparently  w e’re  
expecting ho t action and are 
preparing  to deal w ith  it  ac­
cordingly. A t long last it 
seems we are th inking about 
winning.

Also a t long last, this m ay 
be the tim e for us to give 
Chinese N ationalists th e ir long 
aw aited chance. We haven’t 
heard  any m ention  of tha t 
yet. And if i t  happens we 
can’t  expect to  be told in  ad ­
vance. But reason tells us it 
is a definite possibility. If 
w e’re going to get in to  the 
fight seriously our best bet 
is to m ake the best use of 
allies who are dedicated  to 
restoring  freedom  in th e ir 
hom eland and all of Asia.

For now we can only w ait
and see w hat the fu tu re  w ill 
bring. M eanwhile we can hope 
th a t this is the long delayed 
turn ing  point m ark ing  the end 
of our re trea t from  the red 
menace. In  fact, we shudder 
to th ink  w hat can develop if 
we fail to m ake good in  this 
effort. T here’s little  left of 
freedom ’s w ill to resist in Asia. 
Can it take another d isappo in t­
m ent and still survive? Can 
the the rest of the w orld su r­
vive if all of Asia goes com­
m unist?

Behavior in Moscow relative
to our reprisals in  V ietnam  is 
another incident th a t deserves 
stern  trea tm en t by our gov­
ernm ent. Knowing th e  natu re  
of authority  in  Russia, we 
have to assum e th a t the des­
truction  at our em bassy Tues­
day was carried  out w ith  fu ll 
knowledge and approval of 
the Krem lin. In  o th er words 
it w as an  official act of the 
Soviet Governm ent. I t  could 
not be otherw ise because 
groups over there  can’t  assem ­
ble nor do anything w ithou t 
official sanction. Besides, r e ­
ports of the outrage te ll us 
th a t plenty of police w ere 
there b u t did nothing.

Insults like tha t are in ­
excusable among civilized peo­
ple, and it’s hard  for average 
folks like you and m e to 
understand why our govern­
m ent does not re talia te . We 
w onder why Uncle Sam con­
tinues to have any dealings 
w hatever w ith  such barbarians. 
We w onder how w e can en­
dure such hum iliation and still 
expect the respect of the 
world.

Nor w as this som ething 
new. I t  w as ju st the la test of 
m any incidents. W e’ve been 
insulted by practically  every 
tw o-bit d ictator of the w orld

They have th ree children, 
W erner and M artin  B ecker of 
M uenster and Mrs. H erbert 
H undt of Dallas and  ten 
grandchildren, all a t  the  cele­
bration, and one in fan t great- 
grandson.

W erner Becker w as m aster 
of cerem onies and the h istory  
was told by grandchildren, 
W erner Becker J r .  and  Mrs. 
Leonard Haverkam p.

There w ere m any am using 
incidents, am usingly told, and  
the audience w as in gales 
much of the time.

And the bride 
waited a t the church door an  
hour.

the arm ed forces, in  joining 
the Job  Corps.

In  the Job Corps, the youths 
are told, they’ll associate w ith  
o ther young people their age, 
ea t good food, learn  a trade. 
BEST OF ALL, they get $50 
a m onth  w hile learning.

Now this is a w onderfu l op­
portunity! The G overnm ent is 
spending m illions of dollars on 
the program . The new spapers 
w ere asked to contribute, w ith 
this first advertisem ent, about 
$600,000 w orth  of space and 
the G overnm ent spent m aybe 
$20,000 on the mat, m ailing, etc.

W hy do we question it?
We w ill very gladly take 

youths 16 to  21 years of age 
and teach them  a  trade if 
we get by w ith paying them  
$50 a  m onth plus roam  and 
board. In  fact years ago our 
prin ting  p lan ts and others like 
it throughout the country did 
ju st that. And this sam e thing 
happened in v irtually  every 
trade.

But now we can no longer 
do that. We m ust pay m ini­
mum wages, including tim e- 
and-one-half for overtim e.

Youths, w ho do not have 
financial resources, can no 
longer go o u t on th e ir own 
and learn  a trade because no 
em ployer can h ire  them  ex­
cept at g reat financial loss to 
the company w hile  the youths

They m ust go, 
instead, to a trade school, and 
if they don’t have m oney for 
tuition they can’t go there.

We don’t know w hat p ro ­
cedure the G overnm ent plans 
tn  follow w ith  its Job  Corps. 
Perhaps they w ill subsidize 
some of the  schools to teach 
trades. T hat w ill m ean m ore 
millions.

If w e really  w ant to W ar 
on Poverty, we can do it by 
allowing business to have the 
same privileges the G overn­
m ent is taking in this instance. 
If an in-shop apprentice t ra in ­
ing program  w ere allowed at 
reasonable salary rates, a lot 
of youths today w alking the 
streets could be gainfully  
learning a trade. And they’d 
do it a t no expense to the 
taxpayer.

However, such a program  
is to simple. T here are no 
bureaucrats m ixed up in it.

NO SALE!
Railroad labor leaders now 

are calling on Federal Gov­
ernm ent to buy up and run 
the nation’s railroads. F o rt­
unately, - fo r railroad w ork­
ers them selves as w ell as for 
the beleagured Am erican tax ­
payer - Uncle Sam  isn’t likely 
to be buying

The rail nationalization r e ­
com m endation of the “R ailway 
Labor Executives’ Association” 
is indefensible on v irtually  
any realistic po in t of debate. 
Perhaps the m ost telling r e ­
bu tta l was the p rom pt p re ­
diction of J. E. Wolfe, the 
railroad’s chief labor negoti­
ator, tha t the  public w ill re- 
cogonize the union leaders’ 
proposal as “a p ressure tactic” 
bom  of ‘fru stra tion ’ in  cu rren t 
negotiations.

B ut there are a t least two 
other points w orth exam ining: 
the rail union officials, firs t of 
all, clearly w an t to have th e ir 
cake and ea t too. They have 
for years m ounted increasing 
pressure on the ra ilroads for 
h igher and higher wages for 
railroad workers. Yet w hen 
the railroads - struggling for 
existence in  the fiercely com­
petitive transporta tion  arena - 
seek to pay for these hikes by 
im proving efficiency and elim ­
inating unnecessary jobs, the 
answ er of these labor “leaders” 
is ou trigh t opposition and a 
dem and for nationalization.

Even more im portant, how ­
ever, is a quick look a t the 
contrasting p ictu res today of 
privately-operated  railroads in 
the U nited S tates and govern­
m ent-operated  railroads d n 
Europe. For every d o l l a r  
European governm ents take in 
on their rail lines, they pay 
out $1.20. The general taxpayer 
(who else?) comes up w ith  
th a t 20 cents on every dollar.

In  this country, our ra il­
roads not only pay for all their 
ow n expenses out of their 
own revenues b u t also tu rn  
m ore than  five percent of w hat 
they take in back to G overn­
m en t in property  and income 
taxes—about $500 million a 
year. Nationalize these lines, 
and G overnm ent no t only 
loses this tidy sum  b u t is also 
socked for likely fu tu re  operat­
ing deficits, and for the m ere 
$26 billion it w ould cost Uncle 
Sam  to buy up privately- 
owned ra il properties!

US taxpayers — railroad 
workers among them  — m ay 
take com fort in the 9-to-l m a r­
gin by which a recent nation­
wide opinion poll rejected any 
such senseless w aste of tax  
dollars. Senate M ajority Lead­
er Mike M ansfield (D. Mont.) 
was quoted as viewing the 
railroad nationalization p ro ­
posal as “unwise and  uncalled 
for.”

He has a lot of com pany 
in THAT view.

Four Rules Listed 
To Assure Better 
Health of Teeth

Good teeth  s ta rt in child­
hood and there are things p ar­
ents can do to  help insure 
th a t their offspring have a 
m inim um  of dental health  
problem s both in childhood 
and  la te r years.

To point up the fundam entals 
of good dental health  for child­
ren, the A m erican D ental A s­
sociation has declared the 
w eek of Feb. 7-13, 1965, as 
N ational C hildren’s Dental 
H ealth  Week.

The ADA lists four simple 
rules which, if followed fa ith ­
fully, can help to reduce decay. 
These are:
1. Cut dow n on sweets, espec­
ially betw een m eals.
2. Brush teeth  im m ediately 
a fte r eating (snacks as w ell 
as regular meals). W hen this 
is not possible, rinse m outh 
throughly w ith  water.
3. Have regular dental check­
ups. This enables the dentist 
to discover decay and other 
problem s a t early  stages. Ju s t 
as w ith  o ther diseases, early 
trea tm en t of dental disease is 
easier and more likely effect­
ive.
4. F louridation of com m unity 
w ate r supplies greatly  reduces 
decay, says the  ADA. W here 
supplies are not flouridated  
den tist may suggest applying 
flouride directly to children’s 
teeth.

Sugar is nam ed as the m ajor 
cause of tooth decay. Bacteria 
th a t are always p resen t in the 
m outh act on sugar to produce 
acids. These acids attack  the 
teeth. Of course, sugar also 
is an im portan t p a r t of the 
diet. B ut is can be controlled. 
N ibbling on sweets throught- 
ou t the day is hard  on teeth. 
Eat your candy all a t  once, 
then  brush your teeth.

M any children, perhaps most 
of them , lose a tooth o r two 
through an accident w ith  a 
baseball bat, a fall or o ther 
playground scramble. Even if 
it’s a baby tooth th a t w ill 
eventually  come out anyw ay, 
prom pt professional care is 
im portant. F irst, w rap  the 
tooth in  a w et towel or place 
it in  w ater. Don’t clean the 
tooth; you m ay rem ove vital 
tissue. T ake the child and the 
tooth to  a dentist as quickly 
as possible. T here’s a good 
chance th a t the dentist w ill 
be able to  replace the  tooth

ADA 
has found th a t den tal patien ts 
u n d er the  age of 4 years have 
an  average of th ree  teeth  
needing filling.

Sound teeth  in  childhood 
can p rev en t m any den tal p ro ­
blem s in  la te r  life. R egular 
dental care is an  im portant 
p a rt of the  overall health  of 
the  family.
