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President Johnson received
a landslide of public approval
Monday night when he took
a firm stand in defense of
Negro voting rights. The coun-
try knows that many areas of
the South have arbitrarily set
up difficult and impossible
regulations to keep colored
people from registering, and
have also set up obstacles to
prevent the registered Negroes
from voting. Our national con-
science feels somewhat better
as we realize a determined
effort is under way to elimi-
nate the injustice.

An unfortunate feature about
the whole affair, however, is
the blanket demand for a
federal law allowing all to
vote without any mention of
qualification. Does this mean
that states hereafter have no
more jurisdiction over voter
regulations? Does it mean that
another power formerly re-
served to the states will be
taken over by the centralized
federal bureaucracy? Is this
the price all states have to pay
because some have been dere-
lict in their duty?

In calmer times this problem
might possibly be worked out
satisfactorily. But feelings run
high now, with indications
that the law will be passed
as recommended and more
states rights will go down the
drain. There’s only one en-
couraging note about it — the
implication that federal auth-
ority will not interfere if states
will respect the law.

In another respect also, the
president’s message was some-
what disappointing. Some re-
marks about Negro respon-
sibilities would have been in
order. While agreeing that
voting demands of Negroes are
justified, we do not agree that
their general behavior of the
past year is justified.

How about the destructive
riots of several northern cities?
How about nuisance lie-down
demonstrations which violate
other people’s rights not to
be bothered? How about
trouble makers who keep ag-
gravating the racial issue by
constant agitation? Isn't it
about time for rabble rousers
to settle down and let a friend-
ly Congress solve problems in
a peaceful way?

Racial troubles aren’t alto-
gether one sided. Often it is
rather a case of resentful
Whites being goaded by ar-
rogant Blacks. No wonder
there are clashes. And matters
are made worse when violence
to a Negro is blown up as a
national disgrace but violence
to a White is passed over as
insignificant. For instance, a
negro was murdered in Ala-
bama about the same time a
white youth was murdered in
Harlem. You know which re-
ceived the big attention. But
both were racial crimes.

We think the President was
correct in assuring colored
people that their voting right
will be respected. But he
should have told them also to
start respecting the rights of
others.

That annual “scramble time”
problem will be upon us
again in just a little more than
a month. So we are reminded
in a recent item of news re-
vealing that on April 25, 100
million Americans will go on
Daylight Saving Time while
the other 85 million will stick
to Standard Time,

The confusion experienced
in many past years prompts
us to wonder all over again
why the public still tolerates
the mass inconvenience of
this brainstorm, especially in
these days when the advan-
tages of coordinating time
schedules seem more import-
ant than ever before

Depending on whether a
certain locality is using the
ST or DST schedule we have
to calculate by either or both
methods to determine when
an event is happening by our
time. The unavoidable effect
is to thoroughly foul up such
simple matters as travel sch-
edules or radio and TV sch-
edules.

Of course each time zone
will have both systems in use.
Some areas on DST, some on
ST. If the country is alerted to
some big event, for instance
the President’'s speech, we
may be told that it will be 7
p.m. Eastern DST. That would
be 5 p.m. by our Central ST.
Or if it happened in a DST
area of our own zone we'd
still have to adjust by one
hour to coordinate with our
ST schedule. Meanwhile we
have to remember that DST
in the Mountain Zone is the

Elm-Red Board
Deplores Cut in
SCS Allotment

Unbelievable and unwar-
ranted” were the words used
by Harold Skaggs, Chairman
of the Board of Supervisors of
the Upper Elm-Red Soil Con-
servation District, in explain-
ing his reaction to the Pro-
posed cut in SCS funds for
next year. “Agencies doing so
much good for our country
should be expanded rather
than reduced”, he added.

These thoughts came after
hearing of the Bureau of the
Budget’s proposal to Congress
that the Soil Conservation
Service budget for next year
be reduced by $20,000,000.00.
This cut back would be absor-
bed by soil and water conser-
vation districts or by individ-
ual landowners in paying for
technical services on their
farms and ranches.

The Upper Elm-Red SCD’s
share of this reduction would
be approximately $28,377.00
annually. “The local district
has no tax levying power nor
does it want such power”,
Skaggs said. “It would be next
to impossible for us to raise
such a large amount from in-
dividual donations year after
year”, he remarked.

Skaggs says the revolving
fund proposal would reverse
a policy of 30 years. “In 1935,
Congress began a policy of
providing SCS technical as-
sistance without charge to the
private landowners willing to
adopt farm wide conservation
programs on their land,” said
Skaggs. This proposal reduc-
tion could result in a 50% de-
crease in the application of
conservation practices on farms
and ranches, he believes.

Skaggs urged all citizens of
this soil conservation district
interested in continuing an
active progressive program of
soil and water conservation to
write their Congressmen and
others in leadership roles con-
cerning this unmerited and
unnecessary proposal. “Let’s
stop this thing before it ever
starts and work for more em-
phasis on soil and water con-
servation”, he said.

obtain their 1965 Inspection
Stickers immediately.

In doing so, he advised that
about 50% of the registered
vehicles in this area have not
been inspected for the current
year.

“At present rate of inspec-
tion it looks as if there could
be 20% of the car owners
waiting in long lines the last
few days of the inspection
period trying to beat the April
15 deadline. With crowded in-
spection stations on this dead-
line date, immediate service
cannot be rendered and car
owners will suffer an unneces-
sary loss of time and incon-
venience.”

Passenger cars are inspected
for brakes, lights, reflectors,
horn and windshield wipers,
while commerical vehicles are
inspected for the above plus
additional items required by
law.

“Nearly half of the vehicles
already inspected have re-
quired some adjustments or
repairs which require more
time for both the owner and
the inspection station. If car
owners obtain the 1965 inspec-
tion stickers early, they will
avoid unnecessary delays in
inspection,” said Blount.

Leo J. is quitting business
after about twenty years of
servicing oil wells, during
which time he increased his
inventory from one small rig
and basic accessories to more
than a million dollars worth
of equipment.

The purpose of this editorial is to scare the living day-
lights out of you; to frighten you to the point that you will
not only drive carefully but rigidly observe every safety
precaution.

Consider these 1964 facts:

% 48,000 persons were killed in traffic accidents, more than
in any previous year, and within 5,000 of all the American
servicemen killed in battle in World War I

Y587 men, women and children lost their lives in auto-
mobile accidents over the Christmas weekend, an all-time
record that brought sorrow and misery to their loved ones
at a time that should be given over to joyfulness.

Y Two million persons were injured in automobile mishaps
and the cost of the damage hit $8 billion.

If these stark figures do not have any effect on you, if
they do not make you vow to adhear to every safety measure
in the book, then nothing will. You know all the things you are
supposed to do to insure a safe trip-whether you are going a few
blocks or a few thousand miles. Things like driving carefully,
observing all traffic rules, keeping tires in top condition,
using seat belts, having brakes and steering apparatus regularly
checked, seeing that signal lights are in order and having
functioning windshield wipers.

One little slip from prudent roadway practice and you
may be one of the fatal statistics that other people will read
about—in editorials like this one.

How and Why Tips
Listed for Being
A Good Patient

Do you know how to be
a good patient?

There’s more to it than just
wanting to be well. If you
know how to be a good patient,
you can receive even better
health care, get more for your
money, and make your doc-
tor’s job easier.

In a new pamphlet on the
subject of “How to Be a Good
Patient,” the American Med-
ical Association urges that it
is important to choose a fam-
ily physician before illness
strikes. Meet him personally,
have your medical history on
file in his office and schedule
periodic physical examinations.
Then, should illness strike
you’ll know where to turn.

There is a real advantage in
going to the doctor’s office rath-
er than insisting that he come
to your home. Proper exami-
nation, to help the doctor ar-
rive at a diagnosis, can be
done much better in the office,
where everything is at hand
to make it thorough.

In phoning the doctor, when
a house call is essential, be
prepared to tell him all the
facts in the case, the symptoms
of illness, temperature and
other factors. It is impossible
for the doctor to carry with
him all the tools of modern
medicine, but if he is told
what to expect, he can bring
along some equipment and
medicines that might help in
your case.

At home or in his office,
tell your doctor the whole
story. The uncommunicative
patient makes it more difficult
for his doctor to treat him.
Have in mind the salient facts
about past illness, operations,
accidents, even when they are
years in the past. Have your
questions ready, too, and never
hesitate to ask the doctor
about anything that is puz-
zling you.

Most patients are embarras-
sed about discussing the fee

when they first go to a doc-

tor. The best thing for both
the patient and the physician

For )
M

is to bring up the subject of
fees on the first visit. No one
should mind a frank discussion
of charges.

The patient seeks the doec-
tor’'s opinion about the state
of his health, and he seeks
advice on what to do about
it The time and money of both
doctor and patient may be

wasted if you don’'t follow
the advice. If you decide to
stop taking the prescribed pills
after a day or two, or if you
don’t bother to have the pre-
scription filled at all, or if
you head for the golf course
when the doctor ordered rest,
you may be facing even more
serious illness later on.

Cause Is Unknown

For Gallstones

In the upper right part of
the abdomen is a small pouch
called the gall bladder. 1t is
a temporary storage center for
bile, and is a part of the diges-
tive system.

Sometimes lumps of solid
matter composed of bile pig-
ment and salts form in the
gall bladder or in the duects
leading to it. These are called
gallstones.

There may be only one small
gallstone, or there may be
hundreds. They can be so tiny
that they look like sand or
they can be as large as a
golf ball. Gallstones occur
more often in women than in
men and more frequently in
persons past 40.

Exactly why we get gall-
stones is still somewhat of a
puzzle. They are generally
thought to be the results of
changes in composition of the
bile, or stagnation of the bile,
or infection. Poor eating hab-
its may be a factor.

Gallstones often lay quietly
in the gall bladder or bile
ducts. But if a large stone
starts to move, you'll know
immediately that something’s
wrong. The pain will be severe,
and will cause the sufferer
acute agony. The attack may
be over in a few minutes or
it may last for days. Some-
times it becomes mildly
chronic and may be inter-
spaced with acute episodes.

Of course, not all sharp
pains in the upper right ab-
domen are from gallstones.
Only your doctor can tell with
proper diagnostic techinques.

Gallstones sometimes are
called a penalty for living the
good life, as they may be as-
sociated with rich foods and
fats in the diet. Doctors often
recommend plenty of water
and outdoor exercise, such as
golf and gardening.

You can’t diagnose gallstones
yourself. Your abdominal pain
may or may not originate in
the gall bladder. Let your doc-
tor decide, and recommend
treatment.
