Three years ago Brown Countv 
had approximately *20.000.000.00 in j 
valuation on the tax rolls and ap­
proximately 93 Of of the taxes were 
paid.

000.000.00 and only about 70e; of 
the taxes were collected For 1931 
the valuation of the county took 
another drop to about 16 1-3 mil­
lion dollars and to date only about 
53'T of the taxes have been collect­
ed. It will be seen the last year 
we had available for county ex­
penditures only about two-thirds of 
the money available for 1930 and 
for 1932 to this date, we have scarce­
ly half the amount available for 
1930 Notwithstanding this tremnid- 
ous falling off ln county revenues. 
Brown county has met every obli­
gation ln the way of outstanding 
warrants, has reduced the county 
Indebtedness as it matured, and has 
operated and is still operating on a 
cash basis, tliere being only one 
other county ln the state having a | 
credit rating equal to Brown Coun­
ty. We have met all road bond 
payments to date and will be tblc 
to meet the next semi-annual pay­
ment on road bonds maturing ln 
July.

Tax Rates C on pored
A comparison of our tax rate with 

that of other counties of the State 
discloses that we have a low rate 
for county purposes, our rate being 
65c on the *100.00 valuation, where­
as most of the counties have a rate 
-onsiderably higher. We further 
rind that real estate valuations ln 
Brown County for tax purposes are 
lower than In other adjacent coun­
ties. The heavy burden of taxation 
in this county is due largely to mat- 

. ters over which the commissioners' 
court has no control, as will be 
readily apparent when we consider 
that the people of the county them­
selves voted the road bonds and the 
people of the various school dis­
tricts have likewise voted their own 
tax rate and bonds. The m atter of
