poultry feeding are Vitamins A. D. 
and O. They are most Important 
because they are most likely nut to 
be present In suSlcieul amounts to 
promote growth and Itealth.

T he  process of counting or mea­
suring vitamins is a tedious and ex­
pensive one. and only feed manufac­
turers equipped with rompleto 
biological laboratories, trained sci­
entist* and plenty of animals to 
experiment with can make commer­
cial use of the present-day knowl­
edge of vitamins.
