I slapped the button to 
II the nurse. Daddy suddenly 
gaped gibbering and fell back 
the pillow. I moved close to 
face and tried to get him to 

.1c at me, but he just stared 
ssed me. By the time the 
rse arrived, he had stopped 
eathing. The Code Blue 
am raced into the room, but 
)), could not revive him. 
Four months later, my seven - 
ar-old son, Ryan suddenly 
apped several pounds, just as 

my father had before he was 
diagnosed with cancer. Fearing 
the worst, I scheduled a 
doctor's appointment. I was 
almost relieved when the 
doctor diagnosed Ryan with 
Juvenile Diabetes, rather than 
cancer. 

We put him in the hospital to 
regulate his insulin 
treatments. Even though the 
doctor told me the average life 
expectancy of a person with 
juvenile onset diabetes is 35 
years, I tried to feel hopeful 
with 28 years and medical 
science headed toward a cure. 

No matter how much I 
encouraged Ryan though, he 
just wasn't as hopeful as I tried 
to be. He cried every night. I 
can still hear his pitiful little 
voice repeating to me over and 
over, "Mama, I don't want to 
have diabetes; please ask God 
to fix it." 

I made up my mind then. I 
would somehow protect Ryan 
from the pain of this disease. I 
stayed awake day and night 
reading books and watching 
films to learn how to take 
perfect care of Ryan. I 
memorized the diet, bought the 
best, most painless syringes 
and blood-testing lancets. But 
in spite of all my efforts, I 
failed. 

Just two days after Ryan's 
release from the hospital Ryan 
awakened the household with 
shrill screams and loud 
gibberish. By the time I 
reached his room, he was quiet. 
Terrified of what I'd see, I 
turned on the light. Ryan lay 
on his pillow, perspiring, 
convulsing and staring. All I 
could think was "My God, this  

is how my daddy died. Please 
God don't let my baby die too." 

But he was dying. The 
insulin that prolongs his life in 
balanced doses was now, for 
some reason, killing him. I 
knew from the diabetes 
training that he needed sugar. 
I ran to the kitchen and mixed 
corn syrup and orange juice. I 
poured the concoction in Ryan's 
mouth, all over him and the 
bed. I poured and prayed until 
he looked up at me, actually 

made eye contact and asked 
"Mom, why I'm all sticky?" I 
hugged him so tightly, then 
helped him with a bath, 
changed the sheets, and went 
back to bed. 

I lay awake thinking, "I 
could have let him die. Never 
could I let that happen again." 
I made my decision to stop 
sleeping through the night. I 
set my alarm at night for every 
hour at first, then I decided to 
set it for every half hour. Then 

I was tormented that even a 
half hour could be too lung and 
I could let him die. I watched 
the clock and checked on Ryan 
and watched the clock and 
checked on Ryan. I found that 
reading, or watching TV was 
simpler than watching the 
clock, so I simply discontinued 
trying to sleep at all. 

When I took Ryan to be 
checked after three months, 
the doctor told me Ryan's 
diabetes was in good control, 
but I was sicker than he was. 
He said if I didn't get some rest 
he would put me in the 
hospital. I politely told him 
that I would not go to the 
hospital because I had to take 
care of Ryan. 

When he told me there were 
others who could take care of 
him, I explained to him that 
even if I could afford someone 
to relieve me. I could never 
trust someone to bring him out 
of the frequent insulin 
reactions. He told nie about 
Camp Sweeney, a camp just 
outside Gainesville where 
young diabetics spent three 
weeks in the summer. Not only 
did the trained counselors 
teach the children about their 
disease, but the children could 
also enjoy the normal activities 
of a summer camp. 

Since the camp was 
scheduled to open the next 
week, I called and spoke to a 
lady who was sweet and 
helpful, but told use it would 
cost $1200 for the three week 
session and that most 
insurance plans would cover it. 
I told the lady thank you for 
her time and started to hang 
up. She asked nie where to  

send the application to sign 
Ryan up for the first session. I 
was so desperate and 
exhausted, I just began to cry. I 
told her I appreciated her time. 
but I had four children to 
support and did not have 
insurance coverage. 

She said, "Oh honey, we have 
never turned anyone away for 
lack of finances. Fill out the 
scholarship section of the 
application. I'm sure you'll 
qualify for the United \Vay to 
Ray for Ryan's tuition. "The 
United Way? Don't they just 
help the elderly?" She said, Oh 
no, honey, they help many 
people.  with many different 
needs. 

The United Way, through 
Camp Sweeney, gave Ryan the 
opportunity to learn about his 
disease and get to know other 
children sharing the same 
ordeal. It also gave me the time 
I needed to rest and take care 
of my three other children. 

The last ten years have not 
been easy, but Ryan is 17 now 
and coping well, The United 
\Vay, through Camp Sweeney, 
equipped him to care for 
himself and have a productive 
life. 

I can still see Ryan's little 
face when he was diagnosed. I 
still feel the anguish knowing 
he has a terminal disease. But 
I can also remember the 
generosity of the people who 
gave to the United Way and 
improved my child's chances 
for a normal life until a cure is 
found. Next time you see a 
United Way logo, maybe you'll 
see it as I do now, and 
contribute to this wonderful 
organization.

Texas Ranchers Under Siege 

T exans who live along the U.S. border with Mexico have good 
reason to feel that the federal government is not doing 
doing its job in enforcing the law and countering drug activity. They 

want to know why their tax dollars are not providing protection for law 
abiding Texans, and all law abiding Americans. 

They want to know why, if the government can spend billions of dollars 
and dispatch American troops around the world to guarantee peace and 
stability, it can't maintain the integrity of its own border. 

It seems to me our first duty ought to be to protect American citizens from 
the threat of violence from hostile foreign elements—which this very day are 
operating with impunity on American soil. 

As a result, American ranchers in South Texas around Eagle Pass are 
being terrorized in broad daylight by heavily armed gangs of Mexican drug 
traffickers. In desperation, some ranchers have begun selling out to the 
highest bidders — who happen to be fronting for those same drug traffickers. 
The drug traffickers are winning this war and buying up the spoils. Now they 
will have unimpeded access to the interior of our country, all the better to 
continue their insufferable degradation of our society. 

Between October 1, 1995 and April I, 1996, the border Patrol at Eagle 
Pass seized 41,382 pounds of marijuana, compared with 33,291 pounds in the 
entire preceding year — and 15,763 pounds the year before that. Last year, 
in El Paso, Laredo and McAllen alone, a billion dollars worth of drugs were 
seized. 

One of my many concerns is that the resources Congress already has 
devoted to fighting drug trafficking and other border law enforcement 
challenges are not being put to their intended use. 

Current policy emphasizes treatment programs for addiction, after the 
fact, rather than interdiction and law enforcement. As a result, drug use is up 
sharply. 

The administration is asking that Congress earmark more resources for 
the border, and I agree that they are needed. But we first need to put the 
resources already available to better use. We need to get back to law-
enforcement basics. 

Eight years ago there were 250 Drug Enforcement Administration agents 
in El Paso. Today there are 32. Over the past two years, Congress has 
increased funding for DEA programs significantly beyond what the admin-
istration requested. Yet, as of a month ago, the DEA still had 161 fewer agents 
in the field than are authorized; the FBI and DEA still have not hired the agents 
and support staff provided in 1995. 

A House appropriations bill completed July 24 calls for devoting more 
than $7.1 billion for drug enforcement initiatives to jumpstart the "war on 
drugs." This includes a $167 million increase for the DEA, with $56 million 
specifically to counter drug trafficking on the Southwest border. 

The federal government has a clear duty to bolster its law enforcement 
efforts to combat drug smuggling and other criminal activities along the entire 
length of the U.S.-Mexico border. 

If this atnount of chemical weaponry were coming into our country, we 
would consider it an act of war. Drugs that attack our young people are 
chemical weapons and we must declare war.

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Officials express concern over tainted corn 	 • 
Hunters looking for a 

bargain on deer corn this fall 
may be getting more than they 
bargained for, say state wildlife 
officials concerned about the 
threat to many game animals 
from grains tainted with a 
harmful biological toxin. 

Aflatoxins are potent 
biological toxins produced by 
fungi of the genus Aspergillus 
and can be found on any high 
starch food item, like corn or 
other grains that are stored 
under extreme weather 
conditions. Animals ingesting 
corn containing aflatoxins are 
susceptible to liver damage and 
other diseases as the toxin 
suppress their immune 
response. Of particular concern 
are bred animals because of the 
adverse impact aflatoxins can 
have on unborn fawns. 

While there is no mandatory 
testing for aflatoxin, Federal 
Drug Administration rules do 
not allow corn tested at more 
than 20 ppb (parts per billion) 
of aflatoxin to be fed to dairy 
cattle. Corn exceeding the 
allowable levels of aflatoxin is 
typically sold as deer corn, and 
wildlife officials fear poor crop 
production this year, combined 
with stressful storage 
conditions ripe for aflatoxin, 
could result in an abundance of 
tainted deer corn on the 
market. 

Levels of aflatoxins may also 
continue to increase in tainted 
corn which is stored in a cool, 
humid place like a deer feeder, 
resulting in significantly 
higher concentrations of the 
toxin in a relatively short 
period of time, 

If you are going to use deer 
corn, take precautions to limit 
the potential for aflatoxin. 
Avoid using poorly constructed 
feeders which would allow corn 
to become wet and do not pour 
large piles of corn on the 
ground.

Early growth. Heifers with replacement rates.

Breeding cattle to fit their 
environment may sound easy, 
but Dr. Bill Turner, professor 
of animal science at Texas 
A&M University says that is 
not the case.

CRC was approved as a pilot pro-
gram in Texas and six other states 
by the Federal Crop Insurance Cor-
poration. It guarantees a minimum 
revenue calculated using a grower's 
yield history, a base price estab-
lished this August prior to planting 
and a harvest time price determined 
next lune.

Ten things dairymen 
can do to survive TEXAS WHEAT FARMERS TO  

PILOT REVEPHIE CROP  
INSURANCE  

Texas wheat growers will be able 
to try a new kind of crop insurance 
this year that protects them against 
revenue losses, as well as yield 
losses. But they must decide quick-
ly--September 30 is the deadline for 
choosing this new crop insurance. 
In 1995, Texas harvested 2.8 mil-
lion acres of wheat and ranked 
eighth in the nation in wheat pro-
duction. 

Ken Stokes, Texas A&M Agri-
cultural Exonomist based in Dallas, 
says it's a new approach because it 
guarantees farmers a stated amount 
of revenue. It's more expensive than 
traditional policies, but for the first 
time, covers losses from low prices, 
low yields or any combination of the 
two. Traditional crop insurance 
policies cover production losses 
only. 

Wheat farmers in the High Plains, 
Rolling Plains and Blacklands 
should be sitting down very soon 
with their crop insurance agents to 
examine this new option against 
other insurance programs to choose 
the best product for their situation. 

This year's drought points up the 
uncertainties of farming and the 
need to choose crop insurance pro-
tection very carefully. If farmers 
don't make a change by the end of 
September, their existing insurance 
will continue in force and they 

produce meat, he said. 
Turner says determining the 

type of cattle you have is the 
easy part. The hard part is 
then snatching these cattle to 
the environment so that 
optimum reproduction is met. 

"We want a low cost, low 
labor kind of cow," Turner says. 
"One that doesn't cost a lot to 
keep." 

Cattle should be moderate in 
size, he said. Producers and 
packers want an animal that is 
not too small and not too big. 

In order to attain maximum 
production, producers should 
aim to wean a 475 pound calf 
from every cow exposed to a 
bull. 

Turner stressed the 
importance of management in 
the quest for a fundamentally 
balanced herd. Culling non-
productive heifers ultimately 
will result in higher expectancy 
rates which will ensure better 
profit margins.
