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MMH Board seeks unity 
after major restructuring

The house is goner noted 

Muenster ISD  
superintendent Clyde 
Steelman to the Board of 
Trustees at their monthly 
meeting on Feb. 13. The 
vacant house (old Reiter 
house) that has set on the 
football parking lot the past 
weeks, was finally removed 
from the district's property 
by Brodie House Moving of 
Bowie. Steelman shared 
with the Board "lots of 
paperwork" involved in 
removing the house. A crew 
of five worked for about an 
hour, picking up and 
discarding any asbestos 
siding that fell from the 
house, for a cost of $1850. 

Dirt work on the property 
was delayed last week due 
to several funerals and has 
continued. 

The Cooke County 
Commissioners Court 
approved the interlocal 
agreement at their Jan. 28 
meeting, for the exchange of 
1.55 acres for materials and 
labor to pave or rock the 
football/gym parking lot. 
The special warranty deed 
on the 1.55 acres will not be  

finalized until the exchange 
of property. 

Steelman noted that 
Dangelmayr Construction 
submitted a bid to concrete 
the gate entrance to the 
athletic parking lot to 
prevent the present water 
runoff problem. The work 
should channel the water 
down the street curb, 
instead of cutting across the 
school property. 

In executive session, the 
administrative contracts for 
the elementary and junior 
high/high school principals 
were extended one year, but 
no action was taken to 
extend Gordon Martin's 
athletic director's contract. 
Martin has been reassigned 
from the head football coach 
position. Steelman noted 
that the overall athletic 
goals and objectives set by 
the Board for the athletic 
department were not being 
met. The action taken was 
not due to the past football 
status. 

Muenster ISD should

The four remaining 

members of the Muenster 
Memorial Hospital Board of 
Directors met in special 
session Monday, Feb. 18 at 
noon to appoint members to 
serve in place of the five 
members who resigned 
earlier in the month. Duane 
Knabe wrote his letter of 
resignation prior to the Tax 
Rollback Election held Feb. 
2. Don Flusche who had 
served as Board president, 
Chas Bayer who was 
secretary, Werner Becker 
Jr., and Carol Grewing 
resigned at a special 
meeting held Feb. 12. 

Dan Hamric was 
unanimously elected to fill 
Grewing's position. He was 
then sworn in before the 
other positions were filled. 

Seated in the other 
positions by unanimous 
votes were Kenny Klement 
for Becker, Danny 
Walterscheid for Bayer, 
Paul Becker for Knabe, and 
Gary Links for Flusche. 
Hamric and Klement terms 
expire in May 2003. Becker, 
Walterscheid and Links 
terms expire this May and 
those positions will be filled 
in the May 4 election. 

After the other four new 
members took the oath of 
office the meeting continued 
with election of officers. As 
vice–president, Jerry Hess 
stepped into the position of 
president after Flusche 
resigned. He was elected to  

continue as president. 
Hamric was named 
vice–president and John 
Aytes secretary. 

The board addressed 
naming chairmen for three 
standing committees 
established in the MMH 
District By Laws. John 
Aytes will chair the 
Recruitment Committee 
with the purpose of finding 
physicians to come to 
Muenster. Angelo Naache 
chairs the Insurance 
Committee with the purpose 
of getting more insurance 
companies that serve people 
in the Muenster area to 
include the Muenster 
Hospital and its doctors as 
providers for their 
insurance groups. As 
president, Jerry Hess chairs 
the Executive Committee. 

Another committee, the 
Policy/Communications 
Committee was formed and 
Dan Hamric accepted the 
chairmanship. Hamric said 
he "has already talked to 
several people in the 
community to join with him 
in a major effort to smooth 
relations with the District 
regarding the high emotions 
surrounding the hospital 
issue." 

Hamric 	added, 
"Hopefully, a bridge 
between the two viewpoints 
in the boardroom is now 
under construction. 
Harmony is being promoted 
with the introduction of the 
Trustee Guide Book. It sets 

out and defines proper 
working relationship 
between administrator and 
hospital board, he noted. 
The Guide Book is the 
result of the work of many 
people and involvement in 
the Texas Organization of 
Rural Community Hospitals 
(TORCH). 

MMH Administrator Jack 
Endres is an officer in 
TORCH. He recently 
introduced a team of 
consultants that operates 
under the auspices of 
TORCH to Board members. 
This group, Covenant 
Health System, is scheduled 
to present a Town Hall 
meeting on the topic of 
Critical Access designation 
for MMH on Thursday, Feb. 
21 at 7 p.m. in the Muenster 
Junior High Auditorium. 
"Anyone interested in the 
future of MMH will want to 
attend. A lot of questions 
are going to be answered on 
that subject," remarked 
Hamric. 

A special meeting of the 
MMH Board of 
Directors is scheduled for 
Tuesday, March 5 at 7 p.m. 
in the MMH Board Room. 
Covenant Health System 
will present its 
recommendations to the 
Board at that time. 
Administrator Endres 
encourages the public to 
attend the meeting. 

On Tuesday, Feb. 26 the 
Board will hold its regular 
monthly meeting at 7 p.m. 

Grapevine/Colleyville, then 
receive 50% in May and the 
last 25% in July, for a total 
of 2.2 million dollars. These 
funds must be paid back by 
Sept. 1. Muenster ISD will 
invest the money in CDs 
and will keep the interest. 

To date the district has 
$861,000 invested in Lone 
Star Investment Pool and 
$250,000 in CDs in the 
Muenster State Bank. 
Steelman noted that 
Muenster ISD has more 
money to invest this year, 
but has half the revenue

Dr. Wimmer opens dentistry office LISD adopts TEA 
on campus changes

"I just knew I wanted to 

help people, and felt 
dentistry was my calling," 
remarked Dr. Kelley 
Wimmer. "I went to dental 
hygiene school first, and the 
more I worked in the dental 
field, the more I felt I would 
be academically successful 
in furthering my education 
to become a dentist. I have 
really grown to love 
dentistry and enjoy the one 
on one contact I get with my 
patients." 

Dr. Wimmer grew up in 
Muenster and attended 
Muenster ISD. She was also 
a member of Sacred Heart 
Parish until recently 
moving to Lindsay. 

Kelley attended Texas 
Woman's University and 
earned a Bachelor of 
Science degree in Dental 
Hygiene with Cum Laude 
honors. She then went on to 
Baylor College of Dentistry, 
a member of the Texas 
A &M system. While 
attending school she worked 
in various places in Dallas 
as a dental hygienist. She 
earned a doctorate in 
dentistry and graduated on 
June 3, 2001. Upon 
graduation, Dr. Wimmer 
decided that she wanted to 
return to her hometown 
area to be near her family 
and to help provide dental 
services to the people of this 
area. She was eager to come 
back to an area where 
people live their lives with 
strong ethical and spiritual 
values. Dr. Wimmer worked 
with a Gainesville dentist, 
Dr. Mick Weatherly, for six 
months prior to opening her 
own practice.. 

On Jan 2 Dr. Wimmer 
opened her practice, Kelley 
J. Wimmer, DDS, PC, in a 
new office building located 
on Hwy. 82 in Gainesville, 
just west of the office of 

York Eye Associates. She 
practices general dentistry, 
accepting patients of all 
ages. Some of the 
procedures provided in her 

office include dental 
cleanings, x-rays, exams, 
fillings, crowns, extractions, 
full and partial dentures, 
root canals, veneers, and 

bleaching. Dr. Wimmer 
commented that if she feels 
a patient will benefit from a 
specialist, then she sends 
the patient to the 
appropriate specialist. She 
refers patients to specialists 
who come to Muenster, 
Gainesville, Sherman or 
Denton when possible. 

Equipment in the office is 
state-of-the-art. Digital 
radiography equipment is 
used. It puts out 90 percent 
less radiation than the  

other radiographs. In only 
three seconds the x-ray 
picture is on the computer 
screen, which is in each of 
the operatories (patient 
rooms). "You can colorize 
the x-ray to indicate the 
patient's decay, filling, or 
crown," Dr. Wimmer 
explained. "You can enlarge 
a portion of an x-ray to look 

more closely at a specific 
area, or you can lighten and 
darken it." Intraoral 
cameras allow Dr. Wimmer 
to take a picture of the 
patient's tooth and show 
them in detail. This is an 
excellent teaching tool for 
the patient, she said. "They 
can actually see what you 
are talking about instead of 
just hearing what you are 
diagnosing," Dr. Wimmer 
explained. 

All patient charting is 

documented on computer 
allowing for a much easier 
paperless system. Each 
patient operatory has a 
computer and patient 
monitor. "That is to help the 
patient be more educated 
while they're here by using 
the intraoral cameras and 
having it where you can pop 
it up on a screen. I'm also 

putting monitors in front of 
the patient where they can 
see what's going on," noted 
Dr. Wimmer. 

The office is equipped for 
up to seven operatories. 
Only two are currently in 
use. Dr. Wimmer hopes to 
get another general dentist 
in at some point or to bring 
more specialties to the areas 
that aren't yet here. 

Dr. Wimmer's chair side 
assistant, Stacie Bartel, has

At the Feb. 18 regular 

meeting of the Lindsay ISD 
Board of Directors approved 
Principal Jerry Metzler's 
recommended that the 
campuses be changed to 
Elementary campus 
kindergarten through sixth 
grades and Secondary to 
seventh through twelfth 
grades. This will take effect 
for the 2002-2003 school 
year. Currently the seventh 
and eighth grades are with 
elementary campus. Metzler 
said the change was 
recommended by the 
Elementary and Secondary 
Site Based Committees. 

The main reason for doing 
this is the way teachers 
teach. Grades K-6 usually 
have only one teacher and 
grades 7-12 have numerous 
teachers. "This just reflects 
the way we do business," he 
concluded. 

An election was ordered 
for May 4 to elect three 
Board members. Members 
whose terms expire in May 
are Earl Cunningham, 
Donna Hess, and Danny 
Nortman. 

After some discussion it 
was agreed 6-1 to renew the 
District's Inter-agency 
agreement with Education 
Service Center Multi 
Regional Child Nutrition 
Cooperative for 2002-2003. 
Carol Conaway cast the 
opposing vote. 

Winn said he was 
satisfied with the 
Cooperative. "For the first 
time last year our food 
service budget was in the 
black and I think a lot of it 
is attributable to 
purchasing food through the 
Co-op," he commented. 

Conaway remarked that 
past experience has shown 
her that getting bids would 
bring lower prices. Dave 
Arendt noted that he likes 
to go with local business 
when possible. It was noted 
that local meat companies 
weren't able to list fat 
content as required and so 
local purchases weren't 
possible anyway. 
Cunningham said, "It looks 
like what we're doing is 
working so why change?" 
The majority agreed. 

Superintendent Winn 
requested approval of his 
request to purchase a 
different maintenance 
truck. The '83 Ford now in 
use is in need of expensive 
repairs and the body isn't in 
good shape, he said. He 
requested $6,000 to $8,000 
to purchase either an older 
truck with low mileage or a 
newer truck with high 
mileage. It is used to haul 
the school's trash and 
garbage, but is also used to 
pick up large items when 
needed. The Board 
approved spending up to 
$8,000 for the purchase. 
Metzler gave 

recommendations of the 
Textbook Committee for 
consideration. Science books 
for grades six through eight, 
Chemistry books and AP 
Chemistry and AP Physics 
books will be ordered. The 
Committee members are 
Brenda Park, Carol 
Luttmer, Molly Sicking, 
Monica Parkhill, Travis 
Winn, and Jerry Metzler. 
Input was also sought from 
teacher Debbie LaCelle. 
Recommendations were 
approved 7-0 by the Board.

Aileen 
and Tony picked off about 9 
gallons of marble sized 
fruits, and it still had too 
many.

They are cling stones, but 
Aileen processed a lot of 
them, and our freezer still 
has a lot left in it. They 
make the most delicious 
pies, especially the cobblers 
with topping and pecans. 

Yummy' 
This year that same tree 

began budding and 
blooming in January just as 
last year, and is now about 
in full bloom. 

Sure enough, last week a 
cold spell dropped the 
temperature to 23° again. 
Certainly cold enough to kill 
the blooms, but they look 
very nice and alive today. 

The next six weeks could 
easily bring a killing freeze 
that should tell us if we 
have a real oddity like a 
freeze proof peach tree - or a 
fluke. 

We'll just wait and see . 

than last year due to low 
interest rates. 

The Board approved a 
$2500 - $3000 budget 
amendment to assist in 
purchasing new band 
uniform pants. The band 
presently has white pants 
that are overly repaired and 
discolored. The Band 
Boosters have offered to pay 
half of the cost, if the 
district would cover the rest. 
The replacements will be a 
black (white is out of style) 
bib style, because the 
jackets are cut short, and 
cost $69 each for a total of 
$5100. The band will 
continue to use the present 
jackets, which were 
purchased used, about 10 
years old from Coppell ISD. 

A resolution ordering a 
Board of Trustee election on 
May 4 was approved. Two 
three-year terms will expire 
this year: Place 3, Nick 
Walterscheid, and Place 4, 
Tim Felderhoff. 

Judges and clerks for the 
trustee election will again 
be Edgar Dyer, Eddie and 
Mary Ann Fleitman. Carol 
Klement will be the early 
election judge. 

Steelman pushed the 
Board to make a decision on 
a time-limited construction 
project - to renovate the 3rd 
and 4th grade classrooms or 
purchase portable classroom 
buildings. "We need to get 
the ball rolling. Portable 
buildings need to have bids, 
and take six months to 
receive the buildings (after 
they are ordered). Architects 
need to design, Board needs 
to approve. We're cutting 
things close to be ready for 
next year." 

One two-classroom 
portable building costs 
$60,000 - $70,000, which  

does not include handicap 
ramp, electrical hook-up, a 
sidewalk to the building and 
restroom (if used by 
elementary students) for an 
estimated cost of $100,000 
each (need two). It was 
noted the portable buildings 
only last a "few" years and 
have no resale value. 

To renovate the four 
classrooms, the estimated 
cost is $150,000 - $200,000, 
which also includes re-doing 
the roof over vocational 
rooms, re-ventilating the 
wood shop, and new 
circulating AC/heat. 

The Board voted to get an 
architect and begin drawing 

11 years of experience as a 
dental assistant. Her dental 
hygienist, Leslie Reed, 
graduated from Texas 
Woman's University with a 
BS degree in dental hygiene 
in June 2001. The office 
manager, Dee Dee Beaver 
has nine years of experience 
working in a dental office, 
which includes experience 
as a chair side assistant. 

Dr. Wimmer is open on 
Monday and Wednesday 
from 10 a.m. to 6:30 p.m., on 
Tuesday and Thursday from 
7 a.m. to 3:30 p.m., and on 

a plan to renovate. Portable 
buildings were not 
approved. 

High School principal's 
report included notification 
that Muenster ISD senior 
Chris Jackson has been 
selected a finalist for the 
2002 Merit Scholarship. 

Athletic director's report 
included the district 
realignment in football and 
basketball, noting that 
district basketball will not 
be competing in two 
"halves," but the best 
overall district record will 
decide first and second 
places.

John J. Hess of Lindsay, 
Texas. died at the age of 95, 
at 10:30 p.m. in Muenster 
Memorial Hospital on Feb. 
11, 2002. 

John J. was born to Frank 
J. and Mary (Haverkamp) 
Hess on Feb. 10, 1907 in 
Muenster, Texas. He was 
the oldest of nine children. 

Early years of his life 
were spent in Muenster. 
When 21, John went to 
Louisville, Kentucky to visit 
with his mother's family. 
While there, John met his 
wife Edna M. Bischoff. They 
were married in Kentucky 
on Nov. 27, 1929. Their first 
child was born there and 
John worked. at Standard 
Manufacturing Co. They 
moved to Texas in 1932 and 
five more children joined the 
family while living on the 
farm. 

John and two of his 
brothers formed Hess 
Brothers Drilling Company 
in the 1940s; John sold his 
partnership to one of his 
brothers in the 1950s. John 
then purchased a farm 
south of Lindsay in 1953. 
The family became members 
of St. Peter's Church. John 
was a farmer most of his 
life. He took pride in his 
livestolck and horses. 

In November of 1983, 
John and Edna celebrated 
54 years of marriage. Edna 
M. Hess passed away July 
6, 1984. 

John enjoyed playing 
dominoes and visiting with 
friends. He was the type of 
person who never met a 
stranger that he couldn't 
strike up a conversation 
with. 

When John's health began 
to fail, his family with the 
help of Muenster Home 
Health Care and daytime 
sitters took care of him, at 
home, on the farm. In 
March of 2001 he became a 
resident at Renaissance 
Care Center in Gainesville, 
Texas. He made many 
friends while living there.

In September LISD will 
join the State co-op, which 
will offer insurance to all 
public school teachers.

Alcohol may affect stress 
When you come home after a tough day at work, 

having a drink to help you unwind many not be a good 
idea. We tend to think of alcohol as a way to help 
relieve stress, but in large amounts, it may affect the 
way the body reacts to stress.

This doesn't mean that if you have an occasional 
drink in the evening that you're causing harm to your 
body. In fact, some studies have shown that this can 
help prevent heart disease. But doctors warn that if 
you use alcohol the wrong way or become too 
dependent on it, you will harm yourself. Find other 
ways of dealing with stress so that alcohol doesn't 
become a crutch.

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Farm Bureau debates tax bill 
A consensus emerged 

early this year in Congress 
in favor of tax reform. 
Congress and the President 
signed into law a tax cut bill 
that eliminated the estate 
tax in 2010. The only 
problem is the bill expires in 
2011. "Permanent repeal of 
the state tax is still needed 
to produce a fairer tax 
system," said Edwin 
"Demps" Knight Cooke 
County Farm Bureau 
President. 

Supporters of the federal 
estate tax argue that most 
American families will 
never have to pay the estate 
tax. 

"That does not justify 
retention of a tax that 

causes great harm to family 
businesses and farms, limits 
economic growth, consumes

A Farmer's Opinion 
by Wes Sims, President 
Texas Farmers Union 

A great amount of debate has taken place recently in 
Washington, Texas, and all of rural America regarding 
the amendment adopted by the U.S. Senate to establish 
new payment limits for farmers and ranchers, and to 
eliminate farm payments to non-farmers. The passage of 
the amendment has raised the ire of many Texas 
producers, who believe that without unlimited 
government assistance they will not be able to continue 
to farm. 

While the National Farmers Union supported the 
payment limit amendment in the Senate, it was only 
because numerous attempts to address the real problems 
adversely impacting farmers were defeated or ignored. 
Government payments and limitations thereon, are not 
the ultimate answer to producers' economic problems. 
The price of our commodities is the problem, and that is 
where NFU has focused its efforts. 

U. S. agriculture policy should be designed to allow 
farmers and ranchers to obtain their income from the 
market, not the government, by giving them the tools to 
address low prices, overproduction and inadequate 
demand. We cannot, however, continue full production 
during periods of inadequate demand and expect to get a 
decent price from the market. Something has to change, 
and we have been trying to change it. 

We have advocated allowing farmers and ranchers to 
receive increased safety net protection if they agreed to 
voluntarily reduce production. In addition we proposed 
re-instating the Farmer Owned Reserve program, 
creating a new renewable energy reserve made up of 
farm-grown crops that can be used to manufacture 
energy; and we advocated a humanitarian food reserve 
to ensure a steady supply for those who are hungry and 
ill-fed. All of these tools could have helped increase 
market prices to levels where farmers would be less 
reliant upon federal program payments. 

Farmers Union recognized long ago that Freedom To 
Farm would ruin rural America. We advised against its 
passage, and have been the most consistent and longest 
advocates for its change since it became law. Because of 
the failed policies and promises of Freedom to Farm, we 
have watched farm commodity prices plummeted to 
decades-old levels. 

In 1996, when F-2-F was enacted the average price 
received by cotton producers was $75.40 per 
hundredweight. For rice, wheat, soybeans, and corn 
respectively, the prices received were $9.15 per 
hundredweight, $4.55 per bushel, $6.72 per bushel, and 
$3.24 per bushel. Today, those same commodities are 
bringing approximately 45 to 80 percent of those 
amounts. The average cotton price has averaged $32.40 
per hundredweight over the last five months. Rice prices 
are projected to average $4.25 per hundredweight during 
the current marketing year and wheat, soybeans and 
corn are projected to average $2.80, $4.30 and $2.00 per 
bushel respectively. 

Because of the serious price declines, NFU led the 
effort to obtain emergency economic assistance in 1998, 
and when Congress provided less than was needed, NFU 
led the effort to get President Clinton to veto the 
Congressional package, which caused Congress to double 
the amount to farmers in 1998. Again, in 1999, 2000, 
and 2001 NFU was at the forefront in urging Congress to 
pass additional emergency economic assistance. It is 
important for producers to remember that the 
emergency economic assistance provided from 1998 
through 2001 was not part of Freedom To Farm. 

We make no apologies for our efforts to secure larger 
payments to producers over the past 4 years. We did so 
because Congress refused to make the necessary changes 
in farm policy to improve market prices, and this was 
the only way for farmers and ranchers to survive during 
this period of extremely low commodity prices. 

The three most important issues farmers and 
ranchers are facing are price, price, and price! 
Until policy makers understand the fundamental reason 
for low prices (i.e., full production) then unintended 
consequences such as restrictive payment limits will 
continue to be relevant issues if we are to continue to 
expect support for agriculture in a Congress dominated 
by members with little direct connection to farming. 

Given the adverse publicity farm programs have 
received over the past few months, it is not surprising to 
see Congress act on the matter. When policymakers read 
daily stories regarding non-farmers receiving payments, 
such as billionaires, sports stars, universities and 
Fortune 500 companies; or individuals receiving 
approximately $40 million over the past five years, then 
it does not take a rocket scientist to figure out changes 
will be forthcoming. The lack of support for addressing 
these problems in a responsible way has created a black 
eye for all farmers, including hard-working family 
farmers. Payments to non-farmers have jeopardized all 
farm programs. Many in agriculture decided the best 
approach to this issue was to ignore the problem, and 
chose not to take positive steps to reconcile obvious 
problems. This is a serious mistake in both the short-
term and long-term. The Bush administration has stated 
that a structure of farm programs which provides 
support on every bushel or pound of production leads to 
overproduction and lower prices, driving greater 
concentration and higher farm program costs. 

It is true that some Texas producers could be impacted 
by the payment limitation proposal, but only if the 
Senate amendment becomes part of the final language 
approved by the House/Senate Conference Committee, 
the full House of Representatives, the Senate, and 
signed into law by President George W. Bush. Therefore, 
there are numerous steps in the process that allow for 
modification of the amendment or its elimination before 
the provision becomes law. 

It is not too late for policymakers to make the changes 
necessary to address the real problem of low prices 
resulting from full production. No business in the world 
can continually out-produce the demand for its product 
without affecting the price that it is going to receive. 
Agriculture is no different. We can and must do better. A 
farm policy that must increasingly rely on government 
payments for the bulk of farm income is not sustainable. 
Restoring the tools to allow farmers to receive their 
income from the market is better for farmers, rural 
communities, and American taxpayers. This is the goal 
of Farmers Union.
