Th e reference, as many will 
suspect, is to last week’s Enter­
prise story on the volume of rain 
that fell during the hour of 
cloudburst the preceding Wed­
nesday evening.

Plenty of people have expressed 
doubt about the accuracy of our 
report. It  did not seem possible 
to them that we had six inches 
of rain; that would have been 
enough to wash half the com­
munity down the creek.

However, when yours truly ad­
mitted that the report should 
have been two inches they still 
were not ready to agree. They 
were quite certain we had more

If you don’t mind wasting your
time on trifles, here's the low- 
down on the whole story. That is, 
Con’s angle of it. When the fury 
subsided and we had finished 
sweeping part of the flood out of 
the Enterprise building, we de- 

• cided not to wait for the usual 
official report at 8 the next 
morning.

So yours truly paid a visit to 
“the city’s rain gauge beside the 
reservoir. Not being able to find 
the regular gauging stick, he had 
to take measurements and figure 
the thing out. In fact he even 
felt pleased with himself for get­
ting the information the hard 
way —  like the newspaper heroes 
o f  tihe movies.

Well, here are the figures. The 
diameter of the funnel that cat­
ches the rain is 8 inches. The di­
ameter of the tube that hold it 
is 2.5 inches. The lengh of the 
tube, which was full to the brim, 
is 18 inches.

As any fifth  grade school kid 
knows, that’s all the information 
a person needs. But a school kid 
would have established his ratio 
on the square of the diameters 
instead of the diameters, and ar­
rived at an answer of 1.9, instead 
of 5.6. Which would have checked 
more closely with the next morn­
ing's official report of 2 inches.

Anybody knows that 5 6 inches 
is an awful lot of rain, and nor­
mally Con would have thought 
twice before reporting it. But 
after seeing all the water on oui 
floor we were naturally inclined 
to accept the largest figure poss­
ible.

In the seven years this building 
has been here this is the first time 
water has been deen enough at 
the side door to overflow th* 
Inch and a half threshold, and 
we’ve ’ have some heavy rains. 
Needless to say. the water level 
inside was soon the same as it 
was outside. We had quite a time 
wading around and sweeping the 
water out.

We who know 
where it ’s located only a few feet 
from the reservoir, can under­
stand that it may not have 
caught a full quota. That heavy 
wind was from the wrong direc­
tion to give the gauge a fair 
chance.

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AssM Secretary Oi 
Agriculture Urges 
Soil Conservation

Assistant Secretary of Agricul­
ture Charles F. Brannan as prin­
cipal speaker at the Soil Conser­
vation Awards Dinner sponsored 
by the Fort Worth Press Satur­
day night, June 1, tnade an urg­
ent appeal for continuation and 
intensification of the present 
program to check the nation’s
alarming loss of topsoil.

The dinner climaxed a program 
in which 13 soil conservation dis­
tricts embracing 30 counties oi 
North and Northwest Texas par­
ticipated for the pa^ several
months, and was featured by
numerous cash prizes and awards 
for outstanding work in soil con* 
servaticn, and 95 cash prizes to 
school children of the area for 
outstanding essays on soil con­
servation.

Elm-Red district were J.M. Weiri- 
zapfel. J.W. Hess, Joe Hess ana 
A1 Hess, who ale cooperating in 
the program. They were accom­
panied by Mrs. Weinzapfel and 
daughter.

| contest.
In emphasizing the urgency bf 

soil conservation the Assistant 
Secretary of Agriculture pointed 
out that the original 9 inch aver­
age of productive topsoil over the 
nation has already been reduced 
to six inches and that, with pop­
ulation increasing while produc­
tivity is decreasing, this country 
is rapidly approaching a crisis.

The rate of increase in recent 
years, he said, indicates a pop­
ulation of 170 mlilioft by 197j . 
At the same time we are permit­
ting an erosion loss that costs 
the country three billion dollars 
a year. At the rate we are going 
we will soon reach the time when 
the country js no longer able to 
support its people.

Among other pertinent fig ­
ures were the following: The
country has already lost ohe 
fifth of its tillable soil. Three 
fourths of the topsoil has been 
washed from 46 million acres and 
one fourth to one half the topsoil 
has been washed from another 
46 million acres.

Because of that c o n d i t i o n ,  
Brannan stated, our p u b l i c  
should be awakened to its re­
sponsibility to posterity. Saving 
the soil is a sacred duty. No per­
son has a right to follow wasteful, 
destructive soil Practice. even it 
he owns the soil he loses.

The Soil Conservation Awards 
dinner and the program it com­
memorated is part of a current
movement to save and rebuild
Texas farm lands. The adopted 
slogan is “Save the Soil and Save 
Texas” .

Next year, Toastmaster Walter 
Humphrey of the Fort Worth
Press announced, the program 
will be state wide.

Bullet Crashes Into 
John Walter Home 
Nobody Hurt, But—

The -important thing in this 
story is not what happened but 
what might hav§ happened, and 
the mere mention of it should be 
enough to cause some serious 
thinking.

Shortly after noon Sunday the 
quiet of John Walter’s home was 
shattered by a bullet crashing 
through a window and imbedding 
itself in an opposite wall. Mrs. 
Walter said the noise sounded 
like an explosion and on first ex­
amination she found nothing 
wrong. Later she noticed the 
broken window and called It to 
her husband's attention. He re­
cognized the typical bullet hole 
and soon discovered the 22 cal­
ibre slug in the wail.

Sighting from the b u l l e t  
through’ the holfe in the glass he 
concluded that the gun was fired 
slightly south of due west from 
his house, probably from the 
creek west of town.

He suspects no malice, only 
that some thoughtless youngster 
was not careful about direction 
when shooting at a bird.

The shuddering thought is the 
possible fatal consequence o f that 
stray shdt. A person in the path 
of the bullet might have been 
killed.

Editor’s note: It ’s difficult to 
mention an incident like this 
without adding a comment, hence 
the departure from our usual 
practice.

We cannot imagine a more ap­
propriate occasion to remind 
children —  and parents —  about 
the danger in careless use of 
firearms.

I f  a child doesn’t have the 
good judgment to use a gun 
properly parents ought to keep 
him from using one. I f a boy Is 
entrusted with a gun he should 
understand that he is expected 
to know and exercise the fund­
amentals of safety. He should 
never shoot in the direction of 
persons, livestock or houses.

-heering. Except where hit bv 
flood waters thev withstood the 
fury of the downpour very well. 
In fact, they even benefited from 
the extra moisture and the cool 
maturing weather. Little if any 
of the green straw was broken.

week the President askeu'for em­
ergency legislation to deal, with 
the current rash of crippling 
strikes. Apparently this bill is to 
be emasculated if not destroyed 
by left-wing Democrats and 
politically minded Republicans 
Republican Senator Robert Taft 
and Republican Senator Morse cl 
Oregon are two leaders in this 
move to scuttle the President’s 
p r o g r a m .  Evidently they are 
courting the support of the labor 
bo s s e s .  Perhaps Senator Taft 
thinks the PAC-CIO might sup­
port him for President.

The most serious pending strike 
is that of the maritime unions, 
set for the middle of June. This 
strike would tie up all shipping 
in both oceans. These unions are 
the most radical in Ameriq^. and 
are generally known to be com­
munist c o n t r o l l e d .  They are 
h e a d e d  by notorious Harry 
Bridges and almost equally notor­
ious Joseph Curran. I  one time 
voted for a resolution .to deport 
said Harry Bridges, who at that 
time was an alien. He was later 
saved by the Supreme Court ana 
has since become a naturalized 
citizen.

Among the many recent strikes 
which have pushed prices ever 
upward have been those in the 
a u t o m o b i l e ,  fSrm machinery, 
steel, coal and railroad industries. 
Although Chrysler employes were 
given an 18-12 cent per hour in­
crease in January of this year, 
they are now serving notice of 
demand for another 18- \2 cent 
increase. Thus another cycle of 
strikes and of price and wage in­
crease would be started. The 
threatened strike in the Chrysler 
plant would of course be in viola­
tion of contract. Under existing 
laws the labor bosses hftve no re­
gard for contracts, and seem to 
operate on a basis of “get all we 
can when we can-;—the public and 
consumer be damned.”  Nothing

' For the goverment to continue 
to take over industries in which 
stikes have been called, and to 
settle them on the strikers’ terms

is simply adding insult to injury. 
Apparently John L. Lewis got 
more out of the recent strikr than 
even he expected.

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SILK INDUSTRY HAS 
BRIGHT POSSIBILITIES 
IN LONE STAR STATE

The Lone Star State is out to 
end Japan’s silk monopoly and 
provide America with a hew maj­
or industry I

The enterprising citizens of 
Mineral Wells believe that within 
five years Texas will have about 
1,000,000 acres devoted to seri­
culture *— the production of silk. 
In a June Coronet a r t i c l e  
entitled “silk stocking for you - 
from Texas” : Willard C. Hase- 
Ibush tells that with this revolu­
tionary impetus from Texas, silk 
will become a No. 1 American en­
terprise.

Mineral Wells* unique venture 
began in 1944 —  and by last Dec­
ember they had acquired 63.000 
leaf producing trees, raised more 
than 1,000,000 worms, turned out 
hosiery made of Texas silk, and 
wound up the year with corporate 
assets $6,000 greater than the 
initial investment.

Experts have kncwn for years 
that mulberry trees could be 
grown and that silkworms could 
thrive almost anywhere in the 
world, says the Coronet article. 
But no country could compete 
against Japan’s low labor costs. 
Beekman’s machine produces in 
two hcurs as much silk as the 
Oriental system turns out in 
three days. I t ’s better sjlk and 
actually cheaper. . . even when 
the costs are based on the white 
man’s high wage and hour 
standards.

Millions of silkworm eggs now 
in cold storage at Mineral Wells 
will be hatched next spring. A l­
ready Texas silk has been manu­
factured into hosiery and fabrics, 
while applications for raw mat­
erial have poured in from manu­
facturers all over the country. 
Meantime the Mineral Wells 
business men are looking for 
more mulberry trees.

HEALTH OFFICER GIVES 
WARNING OF DANGERS 
OF SUMMER SPORTS

Austin, Texas, — . Some timely 
advice to vacationists concerning 
the proper precautions to be used 
in water sports during summer 
months was released from the 
State Health Department today 
by Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health 
Officer.

It was pointed out that in view 
of prevailing travel difficulties, 
vacation pleasures are apt to be 
limited to excursions and picnics 
at nearby lakes, rivers, and ponds 
of unfamiliar depths and currents 
and without the usual lifeguard 
supervision associated with bath- 
in  g beaches and commercial 
swimming pools.

“Swimming and water sports 
are beneficial to good health 
provided one’s physical condition 
justifies this type of exercise.” 
Dr. Cox asserted; “nevertheless, 
they possess dangerous possibili­
ties if the rules of safety, through 
carelessness or thoughtlessness, 
are disregarded.”

The State Health Officer out­
lined the following simple rules 
for bathing and swimming • in 
safety: when swimming, be alert 
and careful of unknown depths 
and currents: at least one hour 
should elapse after a meal before 
entering the water: upon the
first indication of fatigue, come 
ashore and call it a day; if you 
become chilled, leave the water 
immediately; do not enter the 
water when overheated; learn to 
float, this is most important; 
never attempt to rock a boat in 
a spirit of fun: never swim in 
water that may be polluted. 
Swimming close to or even a few 
miles below sewage outlets is in­
viting the possibility of acquiring 
disease.

“ Excursions, picnics, and swim­
ming parties contribute much to 
a healthy, happy, normal life, 
which is always desirable,” Dr. 
Cox said. “ It  is by no means ad­
visable to eliminate these excur­
sions from our summer program, 
but it is important that they 
prove beneficial and not disas­
trous.”

ous to humans and to many ani­
mals; it should not be used dir­
ectly on dogs, cats, fowls, and 
cattle, but their stalls and bea­
ding and the fowl roosts may be 
sprayed. DDT is best used as a 
spray in a 3 to 5 per cent solu­
tion, or as a powder for certain 
specific purposes. As an aid on 
the farm, it is efficient against 
certain orchard pests and the 
cabbage worm. Against ants and 
termites, the drug is also poison­
ous, and when dissolved in ker­
osene and sprayed on house 
screens and around the doors it 
is effective1 in destroying flies 
and mosquitoes anil preventing 
their entrance Into the house for 
several months. When you use it 
in the kitchen, remove all fooa 
and cover all eating utensils.

Showing air and fire power far superior to anything any enemy 

nation ever developed, the navy has lifted tho veil on research which 
has been carried on for years and which resulted in new uses for 
rocket power. . .

Rockets will replace cannon as chief armament for planes and 
ships, many naval officers believe. Because they have no recoil, rockets 
give small craft fire power impossible with heavy cannon. _ Fighter 
planes may be equipped with six rockets, three under each wing.

Demonstrating the mounting of the rockets in the top picture are 
William O’Neil, president of The General Tire & Rubber company 
which makes the rockets, and Dr. Theodore von Karr.' in, one of the 
world’s foremost aeronautical designers, who heads the company's 
rocket research.

The huge rocket shown in the lower picture produces more power 
by one-third than anything the Germans ever developed, according to 
navy experts. It has a thrust of 66,000 pounds and would throw 15,000 
pounds 30 or 40 miles. Closest approach of any enemy development 
was the German V2, which developed 50,000 pounds thrust. Members 
of the Institute of Aeronautical Sciences are shown inspecting the 
rocket, known to the navy as Moby Dick.

The inset is a navy bomber being assisted in the take off by four 
rockets, each developing 350 horsepower. These rockets soon will be 
used on commercial transport to enable large ships and heavy pay- 
loads to take off from smaller fields, according to O’Neil, whose 
company also makes these units.

Out Of Your Alfalfa,
USDA Experts Advise
- College Station, — To the 
dairyman, alfalfa has greater 
value as silage than when it is 
field cured, according to recent 
-tudies of the USDA’s Bureau of 
□airy Industry.

Recent studies showed that 
oows on silage produced about 
seven per cent more milk than 
those on hay. At the beginning 
f the trials, the silage contained 

nine times as much carotene as 
Lhe hay, but at the end the sil­
age was 14 times as rich in car­
otene, because the hay lost car­
otene at a higher rate. In addi­
tion. cows fed silage, gave milk 
much higher in Vitamin A pot­
ency. The pretein content of dry- 
matter was found to be 21 per 
cent in the silage and 15 per cent 
in the hay.
