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Improvements progress in Muenster

Those passing through 
Muenster on Hwy. 82 these 
days notice a variety of activ-
ity. Improvements on a large 
scale are evident by the 
amount of equipment seen at 
either end of town. 

East of Muenster, Oncor 
Electric Delivery has con-
tracted with Chapman Con-
struction and Texas Electric 
to rebuild 22 miles of conduc-
tor lines and poles. Wooden 
poles will be replaced with 
more modern poles, some of 
them concrete and others of 
steel, depending on the need. 

According to Sabrina Tay-
lor, area manager for Oncor, 
the lines were built in 1927 
and updated in 1961. She 
said that Oncor's studies in 
2006 showed that there was 
a need to update that area. 
The funding for the project 
update came in 2007. It is 
expected to be completed by 
this April. 

West of Muenster in the 
early morning and evenings, 
there are numerous trucks 
and assorted equipment 
along the north side of Hwy. 
82. They belong to Spalj 
(Spial) of Deerwood, Minne-
sota. Spalj contracted with 
Nortex Communications to 
installs its underground fiber 
optics to homes and busi-
nesses in Muenster and Val-
ley View. 

According to Mac Isaacs of 
Nortex, the contractor 
brought in about 50 employ-
ees, four to six directional bor-
ing trucks, and an assort-
ment of other vehicles. "They 
are one of the best contractors 
I've ever worked with," 
praised Isaacs. "They are 
very responsive to the re-
quests of Nortex and the citi-
zens. They do quality work 
and I'm very pleased." Joey 
Anderson of Nortex echoed 
Isaacs sentiments on Spalj's 
work and cooperation. 

Anderson said that the ob-
jective is to replace all of the 
telephone and television wir-
ing owned by Nortex that is 
above ground with fiber op-
tics that are underground. 

The current wiring is copper. 
"Less than 2% have access to 
this technology,"Anderson re-
marked. "We are way ahead 
of the curve on this." 

Anderson said that after 
the wiring is switched to fi-
ber optics, Nortex will have a 
greater capacity and be able 
to offer faster Internet service 
and more television channels. 

Not apparent to residents 
in Muenster, but noticeable to 
those who live or work north 
of Muenster, are the first 
signs of the coming of FPL 
Energy's Wolf Ridge Wind 
Energy Project. Building of 
the actual wind turbine gen-
erators will not take place 
until some time in the spring, 
but preparation work is in 
progress. 

Already completed is a lay 
down yard on three to five 
acres of land at the intersec-
tion of CR 425 and CR 430. It 
was leveled and gravel laid 
down. Mary Wells, FPL En-
ergy community outreach 
manager, explained that the 
lay down yard is where large 
pieces of equipment will be 
staged until they are ready to 
erect them. After the project's 
completion, this area will not 
be used by FPL Energy and 
could go back to its original 
state. 

A substation on the north-
east corner of CR 477 and CR 
431 is being constructed on 
three acres. FPL Energy 
plans to construct its opera-
tion and maintenance build-
ing there. That is a perma-
nent location and will remain 
after the completion of the 
Wolf Ridge Energy Project. 

Five hundred feet north of 
the lay down yard, a concrete 
batch plant will be con-
structed. Wells noted that 
this eliminates some of the 
truck traffic that would oth-
erwise travel to the construc-
tion sites. 

Edwin Giraldo, project 
manager, reported that the 
only equipment currently in 
this area in regard to the Wolf 
Ridge Project are a construc-
tion trailer, road grader, and 
a handful of pickup trucks. In  

the next couple of weeks, they 
will begin to put in the gravel 
access roads on private prop-
erty. 

Sometime in February, 
FPL expects to initiate work 
on the foundations at the tur-
bine locations. Then in May, 
the large pieces of the tur-
bines are expected. Wells 
promised to keep the public 
informed on exactly when 
these pieces will be navigat-
ing the local roadways. 

There are 75 wind turbine 
generators planned for this 
project. All will be located in 
Cooke County. Most are in 
Muenster Independent 
School District, but a few are 
in Saint Jo ISD. Wells noted 
that they are in the process 
of signing a contract with a 
general construction contrac-
tor. That person will be in 
charge of hiring subcontrac-
tors such as electricians, 
equipment operators, and 
others with the trades or 
skills needed to complete the 
project. She said that they 
hire people as close to the site 
as they can. They like the 
area to enjoy as much of the 
economic benefits as possible.

Wolf Ridge Wind Energy 
Project moved another step 
forward in its quest to install 
a wind energy center in west-
ern Cooke County. At the 
Monday, Jan. 14 regular 
meeting of Cooke County 
Commissioners Court, FPL's 
request to install lines across 
various county roads won 
unanimous approval from the 
three Court members 
present. Precinct #4 Commis-
sioner Virgil Hess was absent 
due to illness and Precinct #3 
Commissioner AI Smith was 
at a meeting in Austin. 

The Wolf Ridge Wind En-
ergy Project requested, at its 
expense, to install an eight 
inch high density polyethyl-
ene casing for an under-
ground collection system con-
sisting of three 34.5 kV elec-
trical cables and one fiber 
optic communication line for 
the purpose of transferring 
electrical power and commu-
nication across the following 
county roads located in Pre-
cinct #4: 

CR 477 running east and 
west approximately 5,050 
feet north of CR 431; 

CR 477 running east and 
west approximately 100 feet 
north of CR 431; 

CR 431 running north and 
south approximately 250 feet 
east of CR 477; 

CR 425 running east and 
west approximately 3,900 
feet north of CR 430; 

CR 430 running north and 
south approximately 100 feet 
east of CR 425; and 

CR 425, which would con-
sist of three separate paral-
lel collection systems, run-
ning east and west approxi-
mately 1350 feet north of CR 
430. 

Jennifer Cantu of Texoma 
Council of Governments 
(TCOG) requested support 
from Cooke County Commis-
sioners Court. She sought 
approval for a grant applica-
tion for the Texas Depart-
ment of Transportation's (Tx-
DOT) Job Access and Reverse 
Commute Program Grant. 

Cantu explained that whit) 
she had in mind was for 
downtown Gainesville from 
November through January.

harder for someone who is 
shopping downtown to find a 
parking spot." She suggested 
taking TAPS one or two days 
a week to make access to 
downtown parking more ac-
cessible. 

What she asked of the 
County was support for the 
50-50 match with TxDOT. 
TxDOT gives cash that is 
matched with inkind services 
from the community rather 
than money. She suggested 
inkind by the County be 
things such as making use of 
TAPS known to its employ-
ees. The City will also be 
asked to participate. Com-
missioners agreed to support 
the grant applications. 

Uncollectible debt of 
$272,817.05 owed to the 
Cooke County EMS got the 
Commissioners stamp of ap- 

proval to be written off the 
books. The debts are from 
2004 and 2005. "It is just 
people who have used the 
ambulance service, most of 
them not local people, who 
have gone and can't be lo-
cated," said County Judge 
Bill Freeman. "We've at-
tempted several different 
ways to collect this and it is 
just uncollectible."All but 2% 
is private pay. A few are in-
surance companies. Even if 
written off, the money could 
still be collected should some-
one offer to pay. 

The balance owed is kept as 
a receivable on the books and 
is making the receivable 
amount too large.

The 2007 storm season in 
north Texas was one for the 
history books. Widespread 
devastating flooding, large 
destructive windstorms, tor-
nadoes, and hail all made ap-
pearances in our area. The 
toll on life and property was 
significant, with dozens of 
casualties and damage in the 
tens of millions of dollars. 

The 2008 severe weather 
season is just around the cor-
ner. Are you ready for what-
ever this year has in store? Do 
you have a severe weather 
plan at your home and your 
workplace? Can you recog-
nize the clues that suggest 
large hail, flash flooding, or  

a tornado is possible? Do you 
want to become part of the 
severe weather warning sys-
tem in your county? As part 
of its area-wide weather pre-
paredness campaign, the Na-
tional Weather Service 
(NWS) in Fort Worth will an-
swer these and many other 
questions in a severe storm 
spotter training program on 
Wednesday, Feb. 6, from 7 to 
9 p.m. The program will be 
held in Gainesville at the 
Civic Center, and will be co-
sponsored by the Gainesville 
and Cooke County Emer-
gency Management offices. 

The 2008 program will em-
phasize three fundamental 

concepts for severe weather 
events: observing, reporting, 
and safety. The program will 
discuss thunderstorm forma-
tion, severe weather produc-
tion, and features associated 
with severe storms. The pre-
sentation will also review tor-
nado formation and behavior, 
and safety when thunder-
storms threaten. The pro-
gram will discuss spotter op-
erations and recommended 
procedures when spotting. 
The two-hour presentation 
will be in multimedia format, 
featuring numerous pictures 
of storms and nearly 25 min-
utes of storm video clips. The 
presentation will conclude 

Worth NWS o ce. "Nearly all 
of the photos and video clips 
are different this year. We'll 
have many more identifica-
tion cases, and we'll discuss 
the operational aspects of 
storm spotters in more de-
tail." 

Despite the revisions to the 
program, the fundamental 
purpose of the spotter train-

then dismounted and pro-
re.ded to make themselves 
about as obnoxious as pos-
sible. They ate of whatever 
they chose, helped them-
selves to the beer, pushed 
people about using a great 
deal of profanity. 

Several of the settlers at-
tempted to talk them into 
behaving in a more genial 
fashion, but were only sub-
jected to more abuse, By this 
time, a number of the settlers 
had armed themselves with 
some of the split firewood, 
from a supply that was used 
for cooking. They had agreed 
not to hit the bullies on the 
face or head, but if they be-
gan fighting, to bring the 
wood down on their fists and 
arms, and if that didn't stop 
them, they could proceed

Two of the mission projects 
in Bolivia that have been sup-
ported by a number of local 
people were addressed by the 
couple in a Christmas letter 
to family. One is a parish net-
work of five libraries that 
serves more than 15,000 chil-
dren in Senkata, El Alto. The 
other is a nonprofit organiza-
tion, Suma Jayma, that is 
dedicated to bringing clean 
water to thousands of rural 
Aymara families. Jason and

To ensure a cross-section of

In addition, TxDOT will 
also begin setting up corridor 
segment committees to focus 
on individual segments of the 
TTC.

The $65,000 hogs

Market advisor: Will 2007 cattle 
price volatility continue in 2008? 

Statistical analysis finds little 
connection between corn ethanol 

production and consumers' food bills 

Cattle price volatility will 
continue in 2008. However, 
each market class of cattle 
has unique fundamental fac-
tors that will affect the price 
level and the degree of vola-
tility. 

A major factor that will con-
tinue to affect calf and year-
ling prices is the price of corn. 
Cash corn prices in the north-
ern Plains averaged about 
$1.20 per bushel higher in 
2007 ($3.50) than 2006 
($2.30). A rule of thumb is 
that a 10-cent-per-bushel 
change in corn prices causes 
a $1-per-hundredweight (cwt) 
change in the opposite direc-
tion in feeder calf prices. 

Corn prices experienced 
much volatility in 2007 and 
may be even more volatile in 
2008. Increasing demand for 
corn for ethanol production 
and the competition for 
planted acres from soybeans, 
whea,t and other crops is fu-
eling price swings. 

2007 corn prices started 
the year at about $3.35 per 
bushel, increased 75 cents to 
$4.10 by the end of February, 
decreased 75 cents back to 
$3.35 by mid-May and then 
went back up to $4.10 by mid-
July. A decline of $1.10 per 
bushel to $3 occurred by mid-
September, but prices went 
up to $3.45 by the end of Sep-
tember and then back down 
to $3 early in October. From 
the harvest lows in October 
to the end of December, prices 
rallied $1.25 per bushel to 
close the year sharply higher 
at $4.25. 

Planted acres of corn in-
creased from 78.3 million 
acres in 2006 to 93.6 million 
in 2007. However, with the 
relatively high current prices 
for wheat and soybeans, corn 
acreage is expected to decline 
in 2008. As reports about ex-
pected plantings and weather 
conditions in the Corn Belt, 
as well as other countries, are 
released, the grain and oil-
seed markets will be volatile. 
The USDA Prospective 
Plantings report will be re-
leased on March 31, but sev-
eral private forecasts will 
come out before that. 

Prices for 550- to 600-
pound steer calves in the 
northern Plains averaged 
about $5 per cwt lower in 
2007 than in 2006 because of 
higher corn prices. However, 
during the fall marketing 
season (October through De-
cember), prices averaged 
$2.50 higher than 2006, with 
stronger fed cattle prices of-
fering support. 

Volatility was evident with 
' prices starting the year at 

$110 per cwt in January and 
moving higher to average 
$125 per cwt in April 

ba 
 through 

September, but falling ck to 
$112 per cwt by the end of the 
year. 

Prices for 750- to 800-
pound feeder steers averaged 
about $2 per cwt lower in 
2007 than 2006, but were $2 
per cwt higher during Octo-
ber through December. 

Prices in 2007 reached lows 
at $95 per cwt in February 
and March when corn was 
more than $4 per bushel, but 
increased nicely to $116 per 
cwt in early October, when 
corn hit the $3-per-bushel 
harvest low and fed-cattle 
prices reached $95 per cwt. 
Prices fell throughout fall to  

$100 per cwt in late Decem-
ber, as corn increased to more 
than $4 per bushel and fed 
cattle fell back to the low 90s. 
Adverse winter weather in 
Colorado, Kansas, and Ne-
braska also reduced feedlot 
demand in late December. 

Prices for both classes of 
feeder cattle would have been 
lower due to the higher corn 
prices if fed cattle had not 
been at a record high in 2007. 
Fed-cattle prices in 2007 av-
eraged about $6.50 per cwt 
higher than the previous 
year. 

Price volatility in fed-cattle 
prices was caused by 
struggles with Korean and 
Japanese markets, issues 
with the U.S. economy, prices 
of competing meats, and the 
aggressiveness of a new 
packer, JBS-Friboi, which 
purchased Swift and Co. 

After lows in late January 
at $86 per cwt, prices steadily 
increased to the $100-per-cwt 
level in early April because of 
increasing export demand 
and high broiler prices. Fed-
cattle prices retreated back to 
$86 per cwt in late June be-
cause of increasing slaughter 
levels and problems with 
meeting beef export specifica-
tions in Korea and Japan. 
Prices climbed back to $95 
per cwt by the end of Septem-
ber, but averaged $92.50 per 
cwt in October through De-
cember as supplies of chicken 
and pork increased and the 
economy struggled. 

Beef production in 2008 
will be close to 2007 levels, so 
price volatility will come from 
the demand side. A general 

World coarse grains pro-
duction for 2007/08 is pro-
jected to reach 1,051.6 million 
tons, down 2.8 million this 
month. Nearly the entire de-
cline is accounted for by new 
U.S. estimates, with foreign 
changes mostly offsetting. 
EU-27 coarse grains produc-
tion is up 0.9 million tons this 
month to 136.6 million. With 
several countries revising 
harvest estimates, the largest 
increase was for mixed grain, 
in Poland, up 0.7 million tons 
to 8.4 million Russia's coarse 
grains production was re-
duced 0.9 million tons due to 
lower estimated barley 
yields. Moldova's corn pro-
duction was slashed 0.3 mil-
lion tons to 0.3 million be-
cause of very low yields 
caused by summer drought. 
Sorghum production in Ar-
gentina is projected up 0.2 
million tons to 3.5 million 
with increased plantings re-
ported. 

Coarse grains supplies for 
2007/08 were increased this 
month by larger beginning 
stocks, up 1.4 million tons to 
136.5 million. Upward revi-
sions to 2006/07 imports 
boosted corn stocks for Bra-
zil, Iran, and Peru. World 
corn trade in 2006/07 is esti-
mated to have reached a 
record 90.8 million tons, a 
10% increase from 2005/06 
despite an increase in prices. 
While U.S. corn stocks plum-
meted in 2006/07 and China's  

weakness in the U.S. 
economy, high pork and 
chicken production, and un-
certainty in the beef export 
market will affect prices. 

Cow prices also had a roller 
coaster ride in 2007. Prices 
started the year in the mid-
$40s, climbed to the mid-$50s 
during the summer and 
plummeted back to the mid 
$40s during September and 
October as competing chicken 
prices fell, hamburger was 
recalled in the retail market, 
and the slaughtering of cows 
increased both seasonally 
and because of the drought in 
the southeastern part of the 
U.S. 

Prices further declined to 
the low $40s the week before 
Nov. 19 because U.S. produc-
ers marketed many cows 
ahead of the Canadian border 
opening to cattle more than 
30 months old. Prices recov-
ered back to the mid-$40s in 
December. 

Cow prices should be rela-
tively high again in 2008 as 
long as widespread drought 
does not materialize, but 
again could experience large 
seasonal swings. 

Volatility in both livestock 
and crop prices may be frus-
trating to some, but along 
with it may come some excel-
lent marketing opportunities. 
There are several price risk 
management tools available 
to cattle producers, which 
should be considered when 
marketing plans for 2008 are 
developed.

corn stocks are estimated to 
have declined, corn stocks in 
the rest of the world in-
creased 3.3 million tons to 
41.7 million. 

The increase in 2007/08 
world coarse grains use pro-
jected this month is attrib-
uted to U.S. increases, with 
foreign coarse grains con-
sumption projected down 
slightly (down 0.6 million 
tons to 782.3 million). EU-27 
coarse grains projected use is 
up 1.3 million tons this month 
due to increased production 
and larger projected corn and 
sorghum imports. Reduced 
prospects for EU-27 wheat 
feed use also support in-
creased coarse grains feeding. 

For Russia the opposite is 
occurring: with barley pro-
duction reduced, more wheat 
and less barley feed use is 
expected, dropping projected 
coarse grains feed use 0.9 
million tons this month. Corn 
feed use is down this month 
for Moldova due to sharply 
reduced production. Canada's 
use of corn is reduced 0.8 mil-
lion tons this month to 12.7 
million. Reduced projected 
imports and increased ex-
ports contribute to reductions 
in prospects for feed and 
other uses. Source: USDA

There has been intense 
public debate during the last 
year about the impact of the 
growing U.S. ethanol indus-
try on consumer food prices. 
That debate has been fueled 
mainly by anecdotal informa-
tion and speculation. Informa 
Economics has released a de-
tailed statistical analysis that 
brings focus to the issue. 

The Informs report identi- 
fies the so-called "marketing 
bill"—the portion of final food 
costs that excludes grains or 
other raw materials—as a 
key driver of the consumer 
price index (CPI) for food, 
largely due to rising energy 
and transportation costs. An-
other significant factor in con- 
sumers food bills is surging 
global demand for commodi-
ties. 

The report finds a com-
paratively "weak correlation" 
between corn prices and over-
all food costs. In fact, just 4% 
of the change in the food CPI 
could be attributed to fluctua-
tions in the price of corn. Sim-
ply put, growing U.S. ethanol 
industry is not the cause of 
food price inflation. 

"This analysis puts to bed 
the argument that a growing 
domestic ethanol industry is 
solely responsible for rising 
consumer food prices," said 
Informa Chairman and Chief 
Executive Officer Bruce 
Scherr. 

"The statistical analysis 
plainly details that energy-
intensive activities such as 
processing, packaging and 
transporting, as well as the 
cost of labor, have a far 
greater impact on consumer 
food bills than the price of 
grain," Scherr reported. "It 
may be politically convenient 
to blame ethanol for rising 
food prices but it doesn't 
make it factually accurate.

Dormant oil for overwin- 
tering pests on trees 

Winter application of hor-
ticultural oil is a non-toxic 
way to control a host of over-
wintering pests on landscape 
trees. These highly-refined 
oils are effective because 
when properly applied to 
branches, stems, and twigs to 
the point of run-off, they will 
smother many tree pests. 
Common pests that are con-
trolled include: mites, aphids, 
and soft scales. 

Spraying of dormant oil 
should occur on a clear day 
when the temperatures are 
expected to remain over 50 
degrees F for at least 24 
hours. The ideal temperature 
for application is between 40 
and 70 degrees F. This en-
ables the oil to spread out 
over the tree and cover all 
crooks and crevices. Try to 
avoid applying dormant oil 
when severe freezing trends 
are expected in the three to 
four days following applica-
tion. When using dormant oil, 
it is best to spray before buds 
begin to swell. Spraying too 
late in the season may cause 
damage to the developing 
buds. 

Precautions should be 
taken to avoid the oil contact-
ing nearby, non-dormant 
plants like pansies or other 
annual flowers.

this debate is settled. The 
debate around the root cause 
of rising food prices has taken 
on an increasingly emotional, 
rather than factual, charac-
ter. To center the debate back 
on the solid footing of statis-
tical analysis, Informa has 
outlined a number of key 
findings from its report, in-
cluding: 
• The "farm value" of com-

modity raw materials used in 
foods accounts for 19% of to-
tal U.S. food costs, a propor-
tion that has declined signifi-
cantly from 37% in 1973. The 
remaining portion of total re-
tail food costs is known as the 
marketing bill, which in-
cludes the costs of labor, pack-
aging, transportation, energy, 
profits, advertising, deprecia-
tion, rent, interest, repairs, 
business taxes, and other 
costs not attributable to ba-
sic agricultural commodities. 

• The marketing bill has a 
higher correlation with the 
consumer price index for food 
than does corn, although 
there is a notable long-term 
upward trend to both the 
marketing bill and the food 
CPI. There is no statistical 
evidence to suggest that high 
and/or rising corn prices are 
the causative reason behind 
high and rising retail meat, 
egg, and milk product prices. 
The proportion of the average 
American's disposable in-
come spent on food has de-
clined steadily over the last 
half-century, from 21% of dis-
posable income in 1950 to 
below 10% in 2006. 

• No single factor drives 
consumer food prices over 
time. That has also been true 
of the moderately higher-
than-average inflation during 
the first three quarters of 
2007.

With the exception of mod-
est purebred cattle sales to 
other countries, virtually all 
Canadian exports of live 
cattle, slaughter and feeder, 
are destined for the United 
States.

factors that contribute to food 
prices. 

"Informa lays bare the facts 
as to why Americans are pay-
ing more for everything from 
mills to Captain Crunch," said 
Bill Lee, chairman of the Re-
newable Fuels Foundation, 
which commissioned the 
analysis. "Much to the cha-
grin of those in the livestock, 
meat, and food processing 
and oil industries, it isn't the 
growth of the U.S. ethanol 
industry. 

"Soaring energy prices, in-
creasing global demand, and 
rising labor costs have a far 
more significant impact on 
food prices than stronger corn 
prices due in part to ethanol 
demand. Given the reputa-
tion of Informa among those 
in the agricultural and live-
stock industries, this report 
should bring an end to the 
disingenuous debate about 
food versus fuel." 

The analysis concludes: 
"While there have been a 
number of stories in the me-
dia over the last year indicat-
ing that consumer food prices 
are being driven higher by an 
ethanol-induced increase in 
corn prices, there is little evi-
dence of such a simplistic 
cause-and-effect linkage. 

"While an increase in corn 
prices will affect certain in-
dustries–for example, caus-
ing livestock and poultry 
feeding margins to be lower 
than they otherwise would 
have been–the statistical evi-
dence does not support a con-
clusion that there is a strict 
'food-vs.-fuel' tradeoff that is 
automatically driving con-
sumer food prices higher."
