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Facility planned to replace Fair Barn leveled by storm 
With a 	increase 

expected in the County's 
population, more demand is 
anticipated for use of the 
Fairgrounds Show Barn. Due 
to that, work was in progress 
to apply for grants. Grant 
money was to have been used 
to expand by adding 
buildings. 

Then lastApril 28, a violent 
storm destroyed the Fair 
Barn. All that remained 
usable were a few pens. 

Loss of the Fairgrounds 
Barn left a void. 
Organizations such as Cooke 
County 4-H and Cooke 
County Youth Fair relied on 
that facility to hold their 
annual shows. Both involved 
youths from across the 
County. This year's Youth 
Fair, held every March, will 
take place at an arena north 
of Muenster.

More than 50 citizens of 
Muenster braved the cold 
winds (35 degrees minus chill 
factor) on Saturday, Feb. 17, 
to volunteer their services to 
keep Muenster Beautiful's 
{KMB) Lake cleanup and 
reforestation project. The 
group met at the Muenster 
Lake at 8:45 a.m. where they 
Were briefed by Project 
Manager Gary Fisher on the 
jobs to be accomplished. 
Three teams were organized. 

One team was the tree 
planters. They planted 200 
pecan and oak saplings on the 
east side of the dam. One 
third of these trees were 
tagged as a part of a fertilizer 
experiment. The state 
required that trees be planted 
at the lake to replace those 
that will be destroyed by the 
lake filling. A smaller group 
marked the area where the 
Muenster Water District 
recently planted 4,100 trees 
to protect the saplings from 
future mowing and weed 
spraying. 

A second team was 
assigned fence removal 
duties. The fencing would be 
in about five feet of water 
along the lake's shore line if 
it weren't removed. For safety 
reasons it was essential to do 
this project. This group 
pulled out fence posts and 
rolled up barb wire. The 
group was greatly assisted by 
Carl Alford and his tractor. 
Another team worked on 
removing debris from what 
was once a dump. The dump 
is an environmental hazard, 
and it is located where the 
City hopes to have a walking 
trail someday. The dump is a 
huge area which has an old 
car, washers, bed springs, 
bailing wire, tires, pipes, 
building supplies, and much 
more. It was decided that the 
task was too big to do by hand 
and that a dozer would be 
needed to clear the area. 

A lot of work was done in 
three hours which equals 

Association, reports that the 
Fair Association Board has 
drawn up preliminary plans 
for a new multi purpose 
facility. It is about 80,000 
square feet and includes an 
arena, exhibit hall, and 
outside covered area. He said 
that the Fair Association 
wants to build a facility that 
will benefit the whole county 
and accommodate many 
types of events.

Fisher remarked, "The 
Keep Muenster Beautiful 
member group from Sacred 
Heart School had the best 
turnout, making up 37 of the 
registered volunteers.

A recent study in rural 
Texas allowed respondents to 
estimate not only the damage 
from red imported fire ants, 
but also to calculate benefits 
as well, according to a Texas 
Agricultural Experiment 
Station economist. 

Agricultural producers in a 
54-county area in East, 
Central, and Northeast Thxas 
reported an average total cost 
of $1,691.41 per farm, for a 
total cost of nearly $94 
million, said Dr. Curtis Lard 
of College Station. 

Extrapolating that cost 
statewide would mean that 
fire ants cost Texas an 
estimated $236.5 million, he 
said. This has increased from 
the $90.5 million in fire ant 
costs projected from the last 
survey that was conducted in 
1999 and published in 2001. 

"It shows that we still have 
significant losses from fire 
ants," he said. 

But respondents estimated 
benefits of fire ants were $6.5 
million in the surveyed area. 
That would total about $16.5 
million in benefits statewide, 
Lard said. 

The survey was conducted 
by Lard under the Texas Fire 
Ant Initiative through the 
department of entomology at 
Texas A&M University. 

More than 1,000 farmers 
and ranchers were asked 
their perceptions about the 
impact of red imported fire 
ants. The survey was the 
most comprehensive study of 
its kind in the U.S., Lard said, 
and it was tacked on to the 
regular agricultural 
production survey conducted 
every year by the Texas 
Agricultural Statistics 
Service. 

Red imported fire ants 
actually benefit such crops as 
soybeans, sugarcane, and 
cotton because they break up 
and aerate the soil, making 
more water and nutrients 
available to plants, Lard said. 
They also attack other 
harmful insects in cotton 
fields. The majority of the 
producers said they also had 
fewer harmful insects, 
arachnids and arthropods 
such as chiggers, scorpions, 
and ticks. However, some 
beneficial insects were also

adversely affected by red 
imported fire ants. 

Medical costs related to fire 
ants—for both humans and 
animals—were estimated at 
$36,554, or $36 per farm. This 
includes the costs of medical 
attention and loss of work 
hours. The most common 
medical 	costs 	were 
medications, 
hospitalizations, and doctor 
visits, the report stated. 

About 43% of the 
respondents reported harm to 
a person, and about 23% 
reported harm to pets. The 
highest category in costs was 
homestead damage. Fire ant 
damage to electrical 
switchboxes and heating and 
cooling 	units totaled 
$393,147, or $388 per farm. 

Costs associated with the 
repair or replacement of 
equipment was more than 
$281,000 for the area, or $278 
per farm. According to the 
survey report, the costs 
included replacing or 
repairing broken parts on 
shredders, combines, 
tractors, well pumps, 
mowers, solar fence chargers, 
and wheel bearings. 

Production losses were 
lower than those in the 1999 
survey, Lard said. 

Respondents reported 
about $267,000, or $264 per 
farm, in production losses. In 
1999, these production losses 
were about $360 per farm. 
That included damage to 
trees, forage, hay, pastures, 
vegetables, and fence posts, 
and injuries to livestock. 

Dr. Bart Drees, Texas 
Cooperative Extension 
entomologist, said fire ants 
often construct mounds at the 
bases of fence posts, making 
the repair or replacement 
hazardous and difficult. 

"On trees, imported fire 
ants are known to girdle and 
kill young citrus trees, and 
mounds at bases of trunks 
can be hazardous in cut-your-
own Christmas tree 
plantations," he said. 

Wildlife losses were 
estimated at $143,000, or 
$141 per farm, and included  

decreases in wildlife numbers 
and customers, such as 
hunters and fishermen. 

The red imported fire ant 
is found in more than two-
thirds of the counties in 
Texas; the survey area was 
chosen because of its 
diversity in crops and 
abundant presence of fire 
ants, Lard said.

Considering monthly 
average slaughter of cattle for 
10 years, October stands out 
as the month of heaviest 
movement. 

A comparison of cattle 
prices with their purchasing 
power terms of general 
commodities from 1878 to 
1921 shows the first 33 years 
of that period cattle were 
relatively higher in price than 
other commodities. From 
1912 - 1914, they were about 
equal, but in 1914, the 
purchasing power began to 
decrease. From 1919 - 1921, 
both cattle prices and 
purchasing power had a 
sharp decline, still 
considerably below the actual 
price. 

In 1913, seven cattle in 
central Illinois would 
purchase a wagon, a corn 
binder, a grain binder, and a 
gang plow, whereas in 1920, 
two more cattle were 
required, and in 1921, four 
more. 

The average number beef 
cattle in the U.S. for every 10 
people decreased from 4.2 
head for the years 1900 -1910 
to 3.1 head in 1911 -1921, or 
26%.

Wheat 2007 
Dr. Gaylon Morgan and Dr. 

Brent Bean, agronomists for 
Texas Cooperative Extension, 
have recently reported on the 
wheat crop around the State 
of Texas. Dr. Morgan said, 
"Generally speaking, the 
Texas wheat crop is in 
relatively good condition 
across the state. The wheat 
crop growth in the Rolling 
Plains, South Texas, the 
Blacklands, and Northeast 
Texas is behind the five year 
average. However, stands are 
uniform and still have good 
yield potential at this point." 

In South Texas, much of 
the wheat is still in the 
tlllenng, and canopy closure 
has not occurred yet. In the 
Blacklands and Northeast 
Texas, there are two different 
growth stages due to planting 
dates and rainfall patterns in 
the fall. Much of the wheat 
Is at or approaching jointing. 
In the Rolling Plains, wheat 
stands are uniform but 
considerably behind for 
forage potential, but the 
grain yield potential should 
still be good. 

Wheat in the High Plains 
is still in dormancy as a result 
of lower temperatures than 
normal. Abundance of snow 
this winter has resulted in 
excellent soil moisture 
throughout most of the 
panhandle. Grain potential 
is excellent at this point. A 
few individuals have had to 
spray for greenbugs, and 
winter broadleaf weeds have 
emerged and will need to be 
sprayed soon. 

The disease pressure has 
been relatively low at this 
point. This is probably due 
to several factors, including 
the reoccurring cold 
temperatures across the 
state. I have observed 
moderate powdery mildew at 
most locations in South Thxas 
and the Blacklands. I have 
observed low levels of leaf 
rust in a couple of South 
Texas and Thrall locations. 

Once temperatures 
increase and adequate 
moisture persists, leaf rust 
and possibly stripe rust will 
likely increase to concerning 
levels as the season 
progresses. Rex Herrington 
also observed crown rust on 
oats near College Station. 

Management 
considerations: 

Top-dress 	Nitrogen 
Applications: With good soil 
moisture and good wheat 
prices, it is a good year to top-
dress Nitrogen applications. 

However, as I write this 
Newsletter, nitrogen prices 
are at record highs, and 
expecting to go higher. The 
wheat crop is at a critical 
physiological growth stage, 
where nitrogen uptake can be 
as high as two pounds N/ace/ 
day. The nitrogen 
requirement remains high 
until wheat is in the boot 
stage. However, the nitrogen 
needs to have been in the soil 
and available to the plant at 
or near the jointing stage. If 
adequate nitrogen is not 
available to the wheat crop, 
maximum yields will not be 
realized. Several 
publications exist on 
calculating top-dress 
application rates based on 
crop yield potential, grazing 
or not, and amount of 
nitrogen applied pre-plant. 
One such publication can be 
found at http:// 
varietytesting.tamu.edu/ 
wheatfindex.htm. 

Weed Control: Research 
conducted at TAMU has 
consistently shown 
significant advantages to 
early season weed 
management in wheat. 
There are two major 
advantages to early season 
herbicide applications. First, 
herbicides are more effective 
on small weeds, grasses, or 
broadleaf weeds. Second, 
weeds are extremely 
competitive with the wheat 
crop if they are not managed 
early, and can cause 
substantial yields losses. 

Now for those who were not 
able to manage the weeds 
early season, what things 
should be considered? First, 
remember the growth stage of 
the wheat and the weeds. 
Second, herbicides are more 
effective on non-stressed 
weeds. Third, crop injury 
from a herbicide is more 
likely on stressed wheat. 
Check the label or refer to the 
publication title "Weed 
Control Recommendations in 
Wheat" at http:// 
varietytesting.tamu.edu/ 
wheat/index.htm for 
application timings and 
tankmix combination. 

Common application 
mistakes include: 

1. 2,4-D should not be 
applied until the wheat is 
fully tillered, or crop injury 
may be observed at heading; 

2. Tank-mixing herbicides 
and fertilizers that are not 
labeled, which can lead to 
reduced weed control and/or 
increased crop injury. Some 
herbicides are not labeled to  

be applied with more th 
50% liquid nitrogen or as 1 
as 15% liquid nitrogen. 

Feeding Distillers 
Grain 

Production of ethanol frt 
corn continues to increa, 
This is causing some conce 
that there will be less corn 
feeding, not to mention t 
elevating effects on co 
price. However, there a 
byproduct feeds resulti 
from ethanol production, o 
of the most useful bei 
distillers grains plus solubl 
(DGS), which is available IA 
(about 25-35% dry matt( 
and dry (about 90% DM). T 
dried product costs less 
transport per unit of DM a) 
can be stored for long 
periods. Every bushel of co 
yields about 17 pounds 
DGS. 

How good is DGS as 
cattle feed? Like mat 
byproducts, the nutrition 
content varies but is usual 
on DM basis, around 30 
crude protein and 90-95 
TDN compared to 9-10% ( 
and 88-92% TDN for cor 
DGS is high in digestible fib 
and low in starch. So, unlil 
high-starch sources like cor 
DGS interferes less wit 
utilization of forage, mail 
it a good source f, 

 supplementing on 
quality forages. DGS is al. 
high in bypass protein and f 
(about 10-12%). The fat ley 
should not interfere wig 
forage utilization by grazil 
animals, but could be 
problem in hay/silai 
programs where higher rats 
might be fed. Also, compare 
to corn, DGS is high i 
phosphorous and sulfur, 
total ration levels of the: 
minerals should I 
monitored. DGS shout 
generally be limited to abox 
20% of total diet DM. S 
while DGS .offers re; 
possibilities for cattle fee, 
there are limitations. We' 
still need corn, especially fe 
finishing, and lots of it.
