
Don't overlook safety at night 
A letter to the lady in black: 

This past Monday night at approximately 5:55 p.m.,  I  was headed home 
from work, going south on Maple Street. It was dark and the rain was mist-
ing. I had turned on my windshield wipers, and all of  a  sudden there you 
were, right next to my car.  I  don't know how close  I  came to hitting you, but 
it could have been a disaster for you and for me. You were wearing a black or 
dark blue coat or pullover with a hood pulled down over your face a little and 
had on dark pants. I made a U-turn and came back by you and yelled that you 
needed to wear something so people could  see  you. You basically told me to 
mind my business. I couldn't hear you very well and could not see your face. 
I made another U-turn at the intersection next to the post office and again 
rolled my window down and yelled again. You responded again that you did 
not need my help. I told you that some one needed to help you. Maybe I did 
not respond to the situation in a calm voice, and for that I apologize. But you 
need to understand where I was coming from. 

In the winter of 1971-1972, I was attending the U.S. Army Officer Basic 
School at Fort Bliss in El Paso, Texas. One day it was snowing quite a bit 
and three of us went to the gym to play basketball. A friend and fellow sol-
dier from New York had a Volkswagen bug. It was dark and we could only see 
straight ahead because of the snow. On the way back we were traveling back 
to the Officer's Quarters when a man dressed in dark military green clothes 
stepped off the curb right in our way. We hit him, and after calling the am-
bulance, we found out later that he had a closed head injury. Shortly before 
our training was over we went to the hospital and found that he was still in 
a coma. I don't know what happened to him, but I do know what happened to 
all of us who were in the car and to my friend who was driving. His guilt and 
my guilt will never go away; there is a little hole in my heart for that man 
and for his family. 

Why am I writing this? Maybe you have a reflective vest and forgot it. May-
be you don't have one and if that is the case, I have purchased one and you can 
pick it up at the front desk of the hospital. No questions asked. Understand 
that I am doing this not just for you, but for your family and for the unknown 
person who might possibly hit you in the future if you don't wear some reflec-
tive clothing. Stop and think about it. If your carelessness results in injury or 
death, what sort of relationship will your family have with the person who hit 
you. That person might be a neighbor, or in Muenster, might be related to you 
and your family. Right or wrong there will always be a hole in their hearts. 
Your family will feel guilty about not insisting you wear reflective clothing, 
and the unknown person who would have hit you, will always, yes always feel 
responsible even though it would probably not their fault. Last night, I came 
close to being that other person. 

Please, at night and other times wheri a driver's vision is impaired, WEAR 
REFLECTIVE CLOTHING.If not for you, do it for your family, and for the 
unknown person who you will save from  a  lifetime of heartache. One more 
thing, I prayed for you all the way home, and I know my prayers were an-
swered. Please forgive me for my harsh words, but that dark snowy night in 
1972 came rushing back. May God bless you and keep you safe.

Rain deflects county-wide 
ban on outdoor burning

Rain arrived in Cooke 

County early Monday morn-
ing, just in time to give Com-
missioners Court a good 
reason not to instate a ban 
on outdoor burning. Many 
surrounding counties have 
banned outdoor burning due 
to the dry conditions that ex-
isted. 

Cooke County Emergency 
Management Coordinator 
Ray Fletcher reported to 
the Court Monday morn-
ing that this is the time of 
year that they might want 
to implement a burn ban, 
but the rain was sufficient to 
at least delay that. The cur-
rent KBDI (Keetch-Byram 
Drought Index) is a mean of 

• 536, a high of 620, and a low 
of 411. 

'The KBDI helps us a lot 
more when we are in typical 
green conditions than when 
we are in winter," remarked 
Fletcher. "In the winter it 
kind of goes out the window 
because after a good freeze, 
we lose all the green in the 
vegetation that helps to slow 
down a fire. They are pre-
dicting a hard freeze this 
weekend." 

Fletcher noted that the 
conditions necessary to im-
plement a burn ban exist 
now in Cooke County, but 
he didn't recommend a ban 
on outdoor burning at this 
time. "We haven't had a lot 
of rogue fires or people not 
using the proper precautions 
for burning, he said. He 
did ask that a burn ban be 
kept on future agendas for 
consideration depending on 
conditions. 

Commissioners 	Court 
tabled a burn ban. Fletcher 
asked that County residents 
continue to contact the Sher-
iff's office prior to control 
burns and to take precau-
tions when burning, such 
as not leaving fires unat-
tended. 

During Public Comments, 
Rod Tyler of Gainesville in-
vited Commissioners Court, 
other County officials, and 
the public to attend a recy-
cling meeting. The meeting, 
which is sponsored by Cooke 
County Planning Associa-
tion, will be held on Friday, 
Nov. 14 at 11:30 a.m. at the 
Smokehouse. David Trout, 
environmental coordinator 
with Texas Council of Gov-
ernments (TCOG) and Fran-
ces Pelley, executive director 
of TCOG, will speak on re-
cycling programs that other 
north Texas governments 
have implemented success-
fully. 

Cooke County has no writ-
ten policy regarding County 
vehicle use. "We want our 
policy to be proactive rather 
than reactive," noted Coun-
ty Judge Bill Freeman. "If 
you're reading a policy to 
stop something that is going 
on, then you are being reac-
tive. If you do the policy now, 
then you don't have to react 
to it later." 

Precinct #3 Commissioner 
Al Smith expressed concern  

about what they were try-
ing to control with the policy 
and how they want to ad-
dress perceived problems. "I 
know once we write it, it is 
forever getting it updated," 
said Smith. Several possible 
issues were discussed. 

Judge Freeman suggested 
that they table the agenda 
item and appoint a commit-
tee to study the proposed 
policy and bring suggestions 
back to the Court. He asked 
Commissioners Smith and 
Gary Hollowell to take on the 
job. They accepted. County 
Auditor Shelley Saunders 
was also appointed to the 
committee. 

After an executive ses-
sion, Commissioners Court 
introduced Tommy Glover. 
He was employed as the 
new information technolo-
gist (IT) for the County and 
will begin serving in the new 
position on Monday pending 
successful completion of the 
mandatory drug testing and 
physical. 

Judge Freeman announced 
that a special meeting will 
be held at 10 a.m. Friday, 
Nov. 14 to canvass votes cast 
in the Nov. 4 General Elec-
tion. After that, Leon Kle-
ment will be sworn in as 
commissioner of Precinct #4. 
This meeting will be held in 
the Commissioners Court-
room on the third floor of the 
Courthouse. 

Negotiation by Judge 
Freeman with the company 
doing the asbestos abate-
ment on the interior of the 
Courthouse annex building 
(old Schad & Pulte building) 
resulted in that company be-
ing asked to do the demoli-
tion work to prepare the 
building's first floor for the 
construction phase. Demo-
lition work includes taking 
out all existing mezzanine, 
the ducting, electrical, and 
flooring on north side. The 
additional cost is $12,000. 
This change order was unan-
imously approved. It is an-
ticipated that the building 
will be completed and ready 
to occupy by the middle of 
February.

On Tuesday, Oct. 256, the 
Sacred Heart School Second 
Grade took a field trip to the 
Heard Natural Science Mu-
seum and Wildlife Sanctu-
ary in McKinney. With the 
guidance of natural scien-
tists, the children enjoyed 
an hour-long hike on the 
Hoot Owl and Hilltop Trails, 
which wind through the 
prettiest part of the sanctu-
ary. They were challenged 
to seek signs of fall, ani-
mal life, food sources which 
support animal life, water 
availability, erosion caused 
by running water, and land  

formations. They were also 
introduced to many local na-
tive plants as they discussed 
the natural resources avail-
able to the early pioneers 
and the Native Americans. 

Following the guided trail 
hike, the children enjoyed 
an informative lesson on 
snakes native to the North 
Texas area. They learned 
that snakes have a very 
important job in our eco-
system, and that only a few 
different species of snakes 
are poisonous. They learned 
that snakes stick out their 
tongues to smell, and they 

are shaped long, thin, and 
round so they can get into 
holes quickly and easily. The 
children were shown several 
snakeskins, skeletons, and 
a snake skull, as well as a 
live snake. They were also 
given a chance to examine 
and touch the skins and the 
snake so that they would 
realize that snakes are not 
slimy. After the presenta-
tion, the children were invit-
ed to ask questions and visit 
the other snakes on exhibit 
in the Museum. 

Other exhibits of interest 
were native plants and ani-
mals, which included Miss 
Bessie Heard's personal and 
very extensive butterfly, sea-
shell, and gem collections. 
The children's favorite ex-
hibits were a touch and feel 
center which offered them 
the opportunity to explore 
and to handle actual speci-
mens of minerals, gems, fos-
sils, seashells, plants, and 
animals of North Texas, and 
another area where they 
could actually dig for their 
own fossils. 

Founded on Oct. 1, 1967 
by Miss Bessie Heard, The 
Heard is the most highly 
attended museum in Collin 
County. The Museum is a 
25,000 square foot science 
museum, with a 6,000 square 
foot science resource center. 
The mission "bringing na-
ture and people together to 
discover, enjoy, experience, 
preserve, and restore our 
priceless environment," is 
carried out in every project, 
program, and exhibition as-
sociated with the Museum. 

Throughout the diverse 
habitats of the 289 acre wild-
life sanctuary there are over 

i four miles of interpreter led 
or self-guided nature trails.

The Texas Department of 
Public Safety reminds driv-
ers that they must stop for 
school buses that are loading 
or unloading. 

School Bus Safety theme -
Avoid Harm, Obey the Stop 
Arm - calls attention to Tex-
as state law, which requires 
drivers to stop when school 
buses are stopped and have 
activated their alternating 
red flashing lights or stop 
sign. Drivers face fines of up 
to $1,000, plus court costs if 
they are convicted. 

"Texas state law requires 
drivers to stop for school 
buses that are stopped and 
have activated their alter-
nating red flashing lights. 
Drivers should not proceed 
until the school bus resumes 
motion, the driver is signaled 
by the bus driver to proceed, 
or the visual signal is no 
longer activated, said Col. 
Stan Clark, interim director 
of the Texas Department of 
Public Safety. 

If a mad is divided only by 
a left-turning lane, drivers 
on both sides of the roadway 
must stop for school buses 
with alternating red flash-
ing lights activated. Howev-
er, if the lanes are separated 
by an intervening space or 
physical barrier, only motor-
ists going in the same direc-
tion as the bus are required 
to stop. In neighborhoods, 
near schools, and at bus 
stops, drivers need to take 
special care because in most 
cases children cannot judge 
vehicle speed or distance. 

"Our children are pre-
cious, and it's up to all driv-
ers to ensure their safety," 
Clark said. 

School buses remain one 
of the safest modes of trans-
portation in Texas - 38,000 
school buses transport 1.5 
million Texas children every 
school day. School buses ac-
count for less than one-half 
of 1% of all Texas roadway 
crashes. In 2006 and 2007, 
689 crashes involving school 
buses were reported to law 
enforcement in Texas, and 
DPS troopers wrote 633 traf-
fic citations to motorists who 
either failed to stop or failed 
to remain stopped for school 
buses that were legally 
stopped.

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Nutty year leads to short 
pecan crop in Texas, U.S. 

If Texas pecan grow-
ers and eaters are having 
to look hard for a kernel of 
good news this year, it is in 
the quality and nutrition the 
nut offers. 

The state will yield only 
about 32 million pounds of 
pecans this year, less than 
half of the 2007 crop and far 
under the average 60 mil-
lion-pound harvests, accord-
ing to the Texas Agriculture 
Statistics Service. 

The light production this 
year is the result of a big 
crop last year and the lack 
of rain at the end of the 
2007 season," said Dr. Larry 
Stein, AgriLife Extension 
horticulture specialist at the 
Texas AgriLife Research and 
Extension Center in Uvalde. 
"Production was not only af-
fected by the drought, but 
also the rains we received in 
September which caused a 
good amount of disease." 

The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture in October fore-
cast pecan production at 
204 million pounds (in-shell 
basis), down 47% from last 
year's crop and 2% below 
2006. About 85% of the to-
tal, or 171 million pounds, 
are the improved varieties 
while 16%, or almost 33 mil-
lion pounds, are from native 
trees, the USDA estimated. 

While production is down 
significantly from last year, 
the quality of the pecans is 
generally good, Stein said. 

"Since there were fewer 
pecans coming from a more 
concentrated area this year, 
those locations were harder 
hit than usual by insects and 
wildlife that typically feed on 
pecans, including raccoons, 
squirrels, and deer," Stein 
added. "On the plus side, 
we're having good harvest 
weather here in South and 
South Central Texas and the 
pecan harvest, which started 
here about three weeks ago, 
will continue for about an- 

other month." 
Mike Adams of Hender-

son, president of the Texas 
Pecan Board, said the nut 
trees traditionally bear large 
and small crops in alternate 
years. 

'Texas is a diverse pecan 
growing area also because we 
have both native trees and 
improved variety orchards," 
said Adams, who is also a 
grower. "Overall, I'd say this 
year's crop is medire and 
spotty. In some areas, there 
will be a good crop with good 
quality, but in other areas, 
especially those damaged by 
Hurricane Ike, it will not be 
so good." 

He mentioned one pecan 
farm in southeast Texas that 
had about 80% of its 50- and 
60-year-old trees blown down 
by the hurricane. 

Mediocre harvest or not, 
consumers will clamor after 
the much-loved holiday nut, 
industry officials say. 

"As usual, demand for 
good-quality pecans has been 
strong in the early season," 
according to Cindy Wise, 
Texas Pecan Growers Asso-
ciation spokesperson. "Pric-
es paid to growers have been 
strong thus far, and most of 
the good quality pecans har-
vested so far this year have 
gone to the giftpack and 
fundraiser markets. 

"Commercial shellers are 
not very active yet," she said. 
They will wait until more 

volume becomes available to 
be buying in earnest." 

A large inventory in cold 
storage from 2007 plus a 
fairly large Mexican pecan 
crop will make up for any. 
shortfall in the current crop, 
she noted. 

Mexico, the major pecan 
exporter to the U.S., is ex-
pected to produce almost 199 
million pounds, up 16% from 
the previous year, accord-
ing to Jose Pena, AgriLife 
Extension management spe-
cialist As much as 72 mil- 

. lion pounds of pecans come 
into the U.S. from Mexico 
each year, he said. 

"Consumers should not 
have any problem finding 
good quality/ pecans. The na-
tive crop is where the signifi-
cant shortfall is, and these 
are typically sold to com-
mercial shellers and used for 
ingredient purposes," Wise 
said. 

For top quality, early ma-
turing inshell pecans, lbxas 
growers have received $2.50 
per pound and higher in the 
early part of the season, she 
said. Prices would be expect-
ed to decline somewhat as 
the giftpack/fundraiser mar-
kets fill their early-market 
needs and commercial shell-
ers become more active. 

"Consumption for pecans 
and other tree nuts has been 
very strong for the past cou-
ple of years, and we attribute 
that to the positive health 
message that had emerged 
from various research stud-
ies," Wise noted. "Pecans 
have more antioxidants than 
any other tree nut and are 
actually ranked high among 
all foods for antioxidants, an 
important component of dis-
ease prevention." 

Adams agrees. He said the 
pecan board, which collects 
checkoff money from produc-
ers to use for research and 
promotion, envisions assur-
ing that the nuts are avail-
able and consumed year 
round. 

"We are concerned with 
producing high quality, 
healthy nuts," Adams said. 
"So we are dedicated to get-
ting a No. 1 pecan on con-
sumer plates. We are more 
than just for holidays, and 
consumers are showing a 
preference for them."

Landowners are develop-
ing an appreciation for brush 
Dr. Dale Rollins: Extension 
wildlife specialist, has noted 
a new phenomenon in land 
management. He states that 
over the last 50 years, land-
owners have changed their 
brush management philoso-
phy from "brush eradication" 
(1940) to "brush control" 
(1960) followed by "brush 
management " (1980) and 
now a refinement, "Brush 
Sculpting." As wildlife gains 
priority, there is an increas-
ing need for refining and 
enhancing wildlife habitat. 
However, neither wildlife nor 
livestock are best served by 
vast, dense stands of brush -
hence, brush sculpting. 

Texas landowners vary in 
their interests between live-
stock and wildlife. Most can 
be described as (1) interest-
ed in livestOck (2) interested 
mainly in ,  livestock, with a

While a ranch can be 
managed for livestock and 
wildlife simultaneously, the 
manager should realize that 
both wildlife and livestock 
cannot be maximized simul-
taneously. Trade-offs should 
be anticipated, evaluated, 
and, if necessary, mitigated.

From U.S. Sen. John

From the rolling green of 
the Texas Hill Country to the 
High Plains in the panhandle 
and the rich forests in East 
Texas, our state is a varied 
panorama of unique_terrain. 
As a result, it should come 
as no surprise that Texas is 
the second most biologically 
diverse state in the nation, 
with hundreds of species of 
animals and plants who call 
our state home. 

A look at just one segment 
of nature—wild mammals—
reveals the remarkable va-
riety within Texas' animal 
kingdom. Texas has more 
than 180 species of native 
mammals. Included are deer, 
coyotes, river otters, bobcats, 
jackrabbits, and whales in 
our Gulf waters. Some come 
to mind more easily than oth-
ers, such as the state small 
mammal, the armadillo, and 
the state flying mammal, the 
Mexican free-tailed bat. 

History helps us recap-
ture some of the first wild 
mammal sightings in Texas. 
Notes from the 1854 expedi-
tion of U.S. Army Captain 
R.B. Marcy were published  

in the book Through Unex-
plored Texas. In one episode, 
the calls of wolves came 
frighteningly close to their 
campsite: "An hour had not 
elapsed, before we had a 
beautiful concert of whines, 

_yells, and barks from a pack 
of at least one hundred 
wolves, who ... kept up their 
hungry serenade until day 
dawned? 

Another mammal spotted 
by the Marcy expedition, the 
prairie dog, became known 
as "an icon of the grassland." 
The Army explorers en-
tered "an extensive prairie 
dog town" estimated at 100 
square miles, with "a popu-
lation not to be exceeded 
by any city in the world." It 
has been estimated the prai-
rie dog population in Texas 
peaked as high as 800 mil-
lion a century ago. 

However, over the years, 
the range of Texas prairie 
dog towns has shrunk to less 
than one percent of the area 
they once occupied, largely 
because of government-
sponsored extermination. 
Several other mammals 
were hunted to the point of 
extinction, while a number  

declined as the:, suffered a 
loss of habitat through ex-
pansion of towns, cities, and 
cropland. 

The jaguar, red wolf and 
grizzly bear are some of the 
mammals no longer found in 
the back country of Texas. 
Others that disappeared are 
making a comeback, includ-
ing desert bighorn sheep, 
black bear, and bison. 

A number of mammals, 
once domestic, became wild. 
The feral hog is a prime ex-
ample. These mammals, no-
torious for being a nuisance 
to farmers and landown-
ers, multiply rapidly and 
rampage through the Texas 
countryside. 

Texas will never revert to 
its original, natural condi-
tion, but knowledge of the 
past, coupled with renewed 
concern and care for native 
mammals and all living crea-
tures, can help accomplish 
what Texans do best: build a 
better future.
