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After all that has been said
on . the Wagner-Murray-Dingell
bill most of us have a faint inkl-
ing of its substance, and that's
about all. We see it as a proposal
to have the government take
care of our health — just an-
other of the many, many things
our big hearted government
wants to do us poor helpless
citizens.

Well, it happens to be a lot
meore. This is the -bill intende@
to stick each and every one of us
with a tax — estimated at $4,-
500,000,000 for all of us — in re-

‘turn for which the government |

will treat us to compulsory med-
ical, dental and nursing -care.
Bureaucrats ‘will decide what
doctors will practice where, and
if we happen to be stuck with a
lpool: one, that's just our hard
uck.

We’'ll pay all right. That’s cer-
tain. But it is not certain that we
will get service. Furthermore, a
large portion of the payment will
be used to support a typically
bureaucratic system of red tape
which promises to be annoying as
well as expensive. From then on
going to see a doctor will involve
papers, papers and more papers.
like most other dealings with the
government.

One way to get an idea of the
real significance of the bill is to
notice the political complexion of
the men who encourage it. Most
of them are pink or plain red, th>
kind who want government con-
trol of everything — prices, labor,
commerce, agriculture, industry
and what not. They've already
put over a lot of their theories
and if they succeed in this they’'ll
have the whole country in a
straight jacket.

About a week ago the National
Physicians Committee for the
Extension of Medical Service
published a 196 page book ex-
posing attempts to foist this
bureaucratic monstrosity on the
public and explaining the im-
plications involved. When, doc-
tors take this means to fight it
we can understand that it must
be more than a minor threat.

The book calls attention to the
amazing chain of circumstances
at a recently completed hearing
Which show deliberate manipul-
ation to create an impression
that the public favors the bill. A
carefully chosen screening com-
mittee selected witness friendly
to the proposal and rejected
hundreds of medical, religious
and social leaders who requested
the opportunity to testify. In the
end the committee based its
favorable report on the number
of approving witnesses rather
than on the merit of the testi-
mony.

One of these days the Wagner-
Murray-Dingell bill is going tc
come before congress. When it
does, maybe we’ll want to tell out
congressman how we feel about
it. Meanwhile we might do well
to think over some of the im-
plications. Do we want our doc-
tors selected“by bureaucrats? Do
we want to give the government
another control over our affairs?
Do we want to fill out forms ——

" probably in quintuplicate — every

time we see a doctor? Do we want
to give up the existing confident-
ial nature of medical service? Do
we want to pay the high ad-
ministrative expense necessary
for such a system?

A fair sample of the kind of
excessive fumbling involved in
some of those bureaucratic deal-
ings was recently encountered by
this paper. It concerns an ad.

- Billing instructions with the copy

called for a letter stating terms
and rates after which a purchase
order would be submitted. After

' receiving a purchase order num-

ber we were to prepare an in-
voice in sextuplicate each having

-a long drawn out certificate to

the effect that all conditions have
been complied with and nobody
has been cheated and other
superfluous stuff. And finally, 6
copies of the paper — a separate
physical proof for each copy of
the invoice. That's the way
bureaucracy works.

While struggling through all
those operations we had plenty
reason to be glad normal business
isn’t carried on in that manner.
We could imagine ourselves
printing six additional papers
and preparing six copies of in-
voices with sworn statement for
every ad published, and finally
the tremendous postage bill in
mailing them out.

But that’s only half the story.
When those bills reach their des-
tination there's at least one
transaction for each one of them
— probably a whole series of
transactions. All that costs, too.

As far as we of this community
are concerned, the political med-
icine bill offers only two features

Is Purchased By
Hugh Barnhart

Hugh Barnhart, we'l known in
the community as a field man
with the soil conservation ser-
vice, is the new owner of the
Muenster Hatchery. He bought
it last week from the group of
local partners who organized
and operated the business for
the past 12 years.

Mr. Barnhart, a mnative of
[ Gainesville, is an experienced
hatchery operator, having spent
several years assisting his bro-
ther in a (Gainesville hatchery.
He intends to open the next
season about December 1.

From a very modest beginning
the hatchery has grown into a sub-
stantial business with more than
double its original volume and
has acquired a certified hatch-
ery raiing. At the same time it
has improved the quality of
poultty in the community.
Flocks that provide its hatching
eggs have an approved rating and
get premium prices for their
eggs. Premiums phid last sea-
son amounted to about $2,000.

The business started in Dec-
ember, 1934, with Joe Felderhoff,
Roy Endres, Rudy Hellman, Dr.
Myrick and J.M.. Weinzapfel as
partners. They set up equipment
in the Wolf building, present
theatre location, and engaged
Roger King as manager. The
first season is vividly remem-
bered by some partners as the
first and only attempt to raise
turkeys on a large scale.

The present hatchery building
was put up in Oct. 1936, and ax
it opened the following season,
Pelix Becker became manager in
December. He remained on the
job until L.A. Hiatt became
manager in December 1944.

NEXT WEDNESDAY IS
DAY FOR SWALLOWS
TO LEAVE SAN JUAN

California’s adobe-walled Mis-
sion San Juan Capistrano annually
witnesses one of the strangest
dramas in the world of nature. It
is the yearly conflict between the
swallows and the swifts for nest-
ing places in this 170-year-old
building.

Never a day late, never a day
ahead of schedule, the swallows
swoop down upon San Juan on
March 19 each year. The main
flock arrives at dawn. It is pre-
ceded by scouts who circle the
old Mission several times on the
previous day and presumably fiy
back to make their reports to the
main body.

On the morning of their arrival,
the vanguard of swallows remains
at a safe distance from the walls,
awaiting reinforcements. The at-
tack on the Mission begins with
piercing cries from the swallows.
For a while the swifts bravely

‘I defend their nests against the in-

vading- flocks. Finally they are
outnumbered by the continued ar-
rival of fresh groups of swallows.
As in past years, the swifts are
driven from their homes and the
swallows move in.

Where the swifts journey in
their ur of defeat is unknown.
Where tbz swallows come from is
an eqgual mystery to naturalists.
As punctually as their day of ar-
rival, the swallows depart on Oct.
23 each year. With their depart-
ure the swifts as promptly return
to the Mission, there to remain
until again forced out in the fol-
lowing March.

Local authorities declare that
the arrival and departure of the
swallows has been officially re-
corded for the past 80 years.

Certain it is that in recorded
annals the swallows have never
once failed, by so much as &
single day, to arrive and depari
on the scheduled dates.

Refinery Begins

Producing High
Octane Gasoline

On the basis of progress al-
ready made, this week can bhe
marked down as the beginning of
a new era for the Muenster Re-
finery. Its newly installed cat-
alytic cracking process, the firs:
to go into commercial operation
in a smali refinery, has produced
a high octane gasoline that sur-
passes most of the gasoline now
sold through filling station
pumps.

By means of this one im-
provement the local industry
graduates from the low octane
field and takes a place among
the manufacturers of high qual-
ity iotor fuel. Until now major
companies, the only ones able to

i{ford and operate cracking
units, have been virtually the
only producers of high octane
gasoline.

According to information dis-
closed Tuesday by John Ezell,
refinery manager, the first pro-
duct has an octane rating of 75
as compared with an average
of about 72 in most filling
station pumps. He further
stated that the plant, by
means of blending and adding
tetraethyl lead can produce a
fuel up to 90 octane. A test in
his own automobile further con-
vinced him that. the fuel will de-
liver in smooth performance and
extra mileage. On a 150 mile
drive he noted an increase of
more than 25 per cent on his gas
mileage..

Installation of the catalytic
unit enables the plant to in-
crease efficiency along with
quality. Instead of a low percent-
age of low octane fuel it now
produces a high percentage of
high octane fuel. This is be-
cause kerosene, distillate and gas
oil, formerly marketed as such,
are now run through the cat-
alytic chamber and cracked in-
to high octane gasoline which is
later blended with the lower oct-
ane gasoline obtained by original
distillation. Increased volatility
is obtained by further blending
with casing head gas.

Also contributing to the re-
finery’s bright outlook is an in-
crease in its crude supply — pro-

Lbably enough to permit continu-

ous operation in the futurve.

In setting up its catalytic
cracking process the Muenster
plant pioneered the field for
small independent refineries. Ac-
cording to Ezell, this is the first
in the world to operate com-
mercially in a small independent
refinery.

Major companies, have been
using an improved adaptation of
the same principle for some time.
The difference is found in me-
chanical application of the same
process. Large refineries use the
catalyst in continuous flow, pur-
ifying before returning it to the
chamber. Here the catalyst re-
mains in the chamber and has to
be purified after each charge. A
less efficient method but re-
quiring much less equipment.

Plans for the addition of this
unit were made early last spring
but scarcity of material delayed
completion until very recently,
Even, now the installation is not
altogether complete. The need
for additional gauges, valves and
other controls becomes apparent
as the operators develop a systeir
of running the unit.

One thing is certain, however.
The theory has proved out. All
that remains is to develop the
most efficient method of opera-
tion.

IT PAYS TO KEEP
DAIRY PRODUCTION
AND FEED RECORDS

Any kind of record that is kept
in feeding dairy cows is better
than none, say dairymen of the
Texas A.. and M. College Exten-
sion Service.

The dairyman that keeps no
feeding and production records at
all will usually feed all his cows
the same amount, which means
that the high producing cows are
underfed and low-producing cows
are over-fed. The Dairy Herd Im-
provement Association will fur-
nish dairymen with the informa-
tion necessary to do the right job
of feeding cows according to pro-
duction, the Extension dairymen
say, and this method of feeding
means more pounds of milk for
each pound of grain fed.

If cows are on pastur? and
getting all the roughage they can
clean up each day, grain can be
used most economically by feed-
ing one pound to Jerseys and
Guernseys for each three pounds
of milk they produce, and one
pound to Holsteins for each four
pounds of milk produced.
