Rehab construction progress 

discussed by Hospital Board 
By Janet Felderhoff 

• Video shown of the new 
roof being put on Muenster 
Memorial Hospital as part of 
its current construction proj-
ect highlighted last Tues-
day's regular monthly meet-
ing. "I've never seen a roof 
like this," remarked MMH 
Administrator Lynn Heller. 
"There's a layer of felt on 
the bottom. Then they mop 
a layer of coal tar. They put 
a layer of insulation on top 
of that coal tar. Then they 
put another layer of coal 
tar on top of that, and then 
they put that stuff (a special 
material) on top of that and 
they flood the whole thing 
with coal tar. Then they put 
rock on top of that. It's a 30 
year (warranty) roof. It's the 
most outstanding roof I've 
ever seen." Adding to the in-
tegrity of the roof is new gut-
tering, flashing, and replace-
ment of pipes, conduit, etc. 

Aaron Hess, Board mem-
ber, noted that there were 
only three companies mak-
ing that type of roof, and this 
one had the best warranty 
on hail damage. 

Pictures of the roof with 
the top torn off revealed nu-
merous holes. Leaking from 
the roof has been on on-going 
problem at the Hospital. 

A wall made of brick with 
no studs is cracking in the 
area of medical records. This 
area was an add-on to the 
original building. Engineers 
are seeking a solution to the 
problem. Support for the 
roof is also needed in that 
area. This was an unknown 
problem and will require a 
change order to repair. 

Board member John Ay-
tes asked that something be 
done to the area east of the 
emergency entry to alleviate 
water leaking continuously 
onto• the sidewalk during 
rains, Board member Ron-
nie Weinzapfel agreed that 
you only stay dry if you stay 
in the center of the canopy. 

St. Richard's Villa is still 
on track for a June 1 change 
over, said Heller. 

It was noted that for 
the last three months that 
MMH has operated St. Rich-
ard's Villa, . the net loss is 
$35,537.49. 

Financials for March 
showed a net revenue of 
$605,911 with operating 
expenses of $546,885. The 
addition of other revenue 
(ad valorem taxes, etc.) of 
$12,352 brought the excess 
of revenues over expenses 
for March to $71,378. Excess 
of revenues over expenses 
to date this fiscal year total 
$976,397. That amount at 
this time in 2009 was a neg-
ative $59,284. 

The District's past due 
bill collection company was 
changed recently from Fed-
eral Collection Services to 
MedRX. The amount written 
off as Bad Debt in March to-
taled $320,778.74. 

Administrator Heller ex-
plained, "In doing so, we have 
transferred all of the old ac-
counts from FCS directly 
to MedRX. Previously, ac-
counts would not be charged 
off as a bad debt until they 
were transferred from one 
division of FCS to another 
one. Now, with MedRX, only 
those accounts that have 
been charged off as a bad

Larry said that Uncle 
Willie made wine with an 
old German recipe that is 
high in alcohol and lots of 
sugar.

Brenda took classes at 
Grayson County Community 
College to learn the art of 
wine making.

me, "My goodness. Judy, how 
do you stand this smell?" I 
replied, "Well, it smells like 
"vittles" to me!" (And it did!) 
I never hated the smell of the 
cattle, but I wore my oxygen 
mask, when occasionally, we 
had a "hog sale!" 

It was a complete family 
affair, when we owned the 
sale barn. 

Our Uncle R.P. Cain. Dad-
dy's brother, was the barn 
manager, and each mem-
ber of our family had their 
duties at the sale barn. It 
wasn't all work and no play, 
because on Saturday nights 
we had a Rodeo, and we all 
loved ever minute of that! I 
remember how Jack Billie 
was a real cowboy, and he 
could very skillfully handle 
those broncos and bulls. We 
had a real good clown, and 
Daddy always worried about 
him getting hurt, but he met 
his fate in a freak automo-
bile accident. Daddy was 
devastated! 

I started carrying tickets, 
when I was just five years 
old. I would go to the ring, 
and then Jack Riffle would 
hand me the tickets, and I'd 
run them to the office to Mil-
dred and Bertha. Gradually, 
I moved up the ladder, until 
I was not only picking up the 
tickets, I calculated then, 
separated them, and then 
gave them to LaQueta and 
Rita to write up for the buy-
ers, and Mildred and Bertha 
to post for the sellers. Moth-
er was suppose to be writing 
the checks, but she was such 
a talker, that she always got 
behind due to carrying on 
conversations. That meant 
I had to get the tickets, cal- 
cuanlstet htehnem, .setepzrhaeteatiehcekms . 

I could write a check from 
start to finish in just six 
seconds, but it was because 
we stamped in the dollar 
amounts. I complained to 
Daddy that Mother was al-
ways talking and she was 
always getting behind, and 
I had to write the checks, 
too. He said, "Young lady, 
your mother is doing exactly 
what I have her here to do, 
and that's P.R." (We knew 
we were in trouble, if he ever 
said, "Young lady!") I said, 
"What's P.R.?" And he said, 
"Public relations, and that's 
why she bakes the pies, too!" 
Well, from that moment on, 
I knew I would always be 
writing the checks. After 
the sale had ended one af-
ternoon, Daddy told me to 
check out one of the buyers, 
Neil Collier. Neil said, "No, I 
want LaQueta to check me 
out." That not only embar-
rassed me, it made me fight-
ing mad, and even though 
I checked out many, many 
buyers in the weeks that fol-
lowed, I would never wait on 
Neil Collier. I left him for La-
Queta to check out. 

When Dickie married 
Norma Klement, she took 
over the bookkeeping du-
ties in the office, and she 
was so sharp and did such a 
tremendous job. Daddy was 
proud to have her not only as 
a new member of our family, 
but as a member of our team.

The Texas Bluebonnet 

Award (TBA) is formally 
presented to the winning 
author at the Texas Library 
Association's Annual Con-
ference. On April 16, Janet 
Stevens and Susan Stevens 
Crummel accepted the 2010 
Texas Bluebonnet Award 
for their book, Help Me, Mr. 
Mutt! This author illustrator 
duo and sisters entertained 
all attending the luncheon 
with their sense of humor 
and creativity as they de-
scribed their inspiration for 
creating this book. This was 
their second time to win this 
award; also winning in 2001 
for their book Cook-a-Doodle 
Doo! 

The Muenster ISD Library 
promotes student participa-
tion in this wonderful read-
ing program that encourages 
Texas children to read more 
books while exploring a yar,-  

ety of genres. This award is 
unique from others because 
the students across the state 
of Texas ultimately decide on 
the winning book. This year, 
an all time high 191,090 stu-
dents voted and the winning 
book received 31,933 votes. 

Students in the 3rd — 6th 
grade who read five or more 
from the 20 book master 
list are able to participate 
by voting for their favorite 
Texas Bluebonnet book.

rocket similar to the one that 
traveled to the moon. 

Of special interest was a 
90 minute tour of Johnson's 
Space Center where the 
men and women employed 
by NASA work on a daily 
basis. During the tour, stu-
dents witnessed the current 
flight of the Space Station 
as it was being tracked at 
the famous Houston Mission 
Control Center. One of lucky 
student, Catherine Fleit- 

man, found herself seated 
in the same seat as Queen 
Elizabeth during her visit to 
the Space Center. • 

In preparation for the trip, 
students completed several 
project-based learning ac-
tivities. They created messy 
bottle rockets using baking 
soda, launched bottle rock-
ets, created scale models of 
the Space Shuttle, collected 
flight data on launches, and 
completed research on the 

planets and other heavenly 
bodies in the solar system. 

Students held bake sales 
and other fundraisers to help 
with the expenses of the trip 
and depended on generous 
donations made by families 
and friends, especially the 
contribution made by Dale 
and Dr. Elaine Schilling that 
funded the tour bus. The day 
was an unforgettable-experi-
ence for both students and 
parents.

USDA releases major report 
on agricultural transportation 

For the week ending April 
24, feeder cattle price trends 
at Texas auctions were 
mixed, from $6 lower per 
hundredweight to $5 higher. 
Average prices declined from 
last week, but remain well 
above year-ago levels. Fed 
cattle prices were unchanged 
from a week ago. 

Corn prices were lower as 
good planting weather in the 
Midwest improved chances 
for a large 2010 crop, and 
wheat declined as large 
global supplies continued to 
pressure markets. 

As for futures markets, 
feeder cattle, fed cattle, cot-
ton, and lumber were higher 
while corn and wheat were 
lower. 

Most areas of the state 
recorded rainfall during the 
week ranging from a trace to 
as much as four inches, with 
the heaviest amounts falling 
on the Northern Low Plains. 
Rains and wet fields delayed 
planting in parts of the High 
and Low Plains. 

The rains helped wheat 
make good progress with 
35% of the acreage headed 
compared to 43% on average 
by this date. The crop was 
reported in mostly good to 
fair condition. 

Corn planting advanced 
to 61% complete, behind 
the normal 71%, and was in 
mostly good to fair condition. 

"We need a strong trans-
portation infrastructure for 
our vast quantities of farm 
exports to be competitive in 
world markets," said Trans-
portation Secretary Ray La-
Hood. "That is why we devot-
ed more than half of the total 
funding of our Transporta-
tion Investment Generating 
Economic Recovery (TIGER) 
program to improvements 
that benefit freight trans-
portation, ports and rural 
communities. This report is 
timely, coming as we work to 
carry out President Obama's 
National Export Initiative 
of doubling of U.S. exports 
within five years." 

The report examines some 
of the major issues facing ag-
ricultural transportation, in-
cluding: the dramatic effect 
of deregulation on the rail 
industry, a growing gap for 
funding the inland water-
ways and highway systems, 
availability of containers 

Grain sorghum, rice, peanut, 
and soybean planting were 
also active.

and ocean vessel capacity, 
and the infrastructure that 
may be needed to support a 
projected increase in biofuel 
transportation. 

The report also discuss-
es the current approach to 
transportation policy in the 
U.S., in which each mode of 
transportation is often con-
sidered separately without 
an overarching view of the 
flow of freight through all 
the modes.

"As 
of April 8, we're seeing a lot 
of movement on the demand 
side. Part of what we're see-
ing is a seasonal increase in 
prices, but stronger. It's last-
ing longer than normal."

"We're seeing consumers 
increasing purchases of mid-
dle cuts of beef, so we're see-
ing a trading up of purchas-
ing," he said. "I think that's 
an indication that consum-
ers may be starting to feel 
somewhat more comfortable 
when it comes to grocery 
purchases, and so far that 
seems to be sustaining from 
what we're seeing with the 
wholesale market activity." 

On the supply side, cattle 
producers have been reduc-
ing cow herds as a result of 
sharp input increases and 
the Texas drought. 

"Texas especially cut cow 

Texas lakes. Left unchecked, 
giant salvinia can choke off 
boating and fishing access to 
an entire lake and displace 
native plants, fish and other 
wildlife 

numbers due to the drought," 
Anderson said. "What we can 
expect is to see some produc-
ers think about restocking 
herds as there is more talk 
about a rally in the calf mar-
ket." 

Texas cattle auctions have 
seen an upswing in prices 
recently. The 500-pound to 
600-pound steer prices have 
been as high as $1.20 per 
pound. 

"Higher calf prices encour-
age people to reinvest in 
their operations. However, 
we continue to cull cows at a 
fast clip. Why? There's been 
so much demand on the con-
sumer side for ground beef 
purchases that the cull cow 
market has been very attrac-
tive. "  

The biggest risk in the 
current market is the future 
of calf prices and prices paid 
for corn. If ample rains hit 
the corn-growing regions 
of the U.S., supplies will be 
ample to fulfill both livestock 
and ethanol demands. 

"We need good timely rains 
to produce a good crop," he 
said. "For several years now, 
we've had good growing con-
ditions. Another thing is we 
need the economy to con-
tinue to recover to keep beef 
demand going up " 

The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture released to Con-
gress a comprehensive report 
on agricultural transporta-
tion in the U.S. April 27, the 
first ever of this magnitude. 
The report, Study of Rural 
Transportation Issues, was 
mandated by the 2008 Farm 
Bill and covers the four ma-
jor modes of transportation 
commonly used by agricul-
ture in the U.S. - truck, rail, 

- barge, and ocean vessel.

County Agent's Report 
Weeds in lawns 

Weeds are everywhere right now. Unless you are one 
of the few who have taken extra precautions to eliminate 
them, they are probably getting your attention right now. 
Most of the weeds we are currently seeing are cool season 
weeds - ones that germinated last fall and winter, and will 
eventually go away with the heat of summer. The best way 
to control these weeds is to use a pre-emergent prior to their 
germination in the fall. This means that you will want to do 
this next September. If you fail to control them with the pre-
emergent, many of these weeds can be controlled with gly-
phosate in the winter before your grass breaks dormancy. 

In general, controlling weeds in lawns after the weeds 
have become established is difficult to do. You need to iden-
tify the weed so that you will be able to choose a product 
that will control it. In general, weeds fall into two classes: 
broadleaves and grasses. If you are trying to identify weeds 
that you have in your lawn, a great place to begin is at a 
website called "aggie-turf'. When trying to ID weeds, go 
to: http://aggie-turftamu.edu/ , click on "pests" and select 
'weeds". From here you can scroll through many of the 
most common culprits. 

The best weed prevention is through a sound lawn main-
tenance program of frequent mowing at the right height, 
proper fertilizing, and timely watering. Mowing infrequent-
ly or at the wrong height, over or under fertilizing, and fre-
quent; shallow irrigation are 'some of the factors that lead 
to poor turf quality. No amount of weed preventer or weed 
killer can overcome poor lawn care practices. Weeds will oc -
cupy weakened and thin spots of any lawn.
