Germanfest swells to record proportion

Every day at 3 p.m., 
MMH personnel participate 
in a state-wide conference 
call with the Department of 
State Health Services. CEO/ 
Administrator Lynn Heller 
remarked, "The activity that 
is going on as a result of this 
is just really outstanding. 
Every school district, every 
hospital, every public entity 
in the State is on this confer-
ence call. Everybody is talk-
ing about the processes, so 
they are really on top of it." 

As of Tuesday evening, the 
Hospital had not had any 
positive outcome. Anybody 
can go on-line to the Center 
for Disease Control (CDC) 
site for updates on where the

Cooke County Judge Bill 

Freeman announced Mon-
day that his pending resig-
nation from office is effective 
May 29. 

"I do this with a lot of 
emotion, but I want to retire 
while I am young enough 
and healthy enough to be 
able to enjoy a few years of 
my retirement," remarked 
Judge Freeman. 

With a year and seven 
months remaining on Judge 
Freeman's term, Commis-
sioners will have the job of 
appointing his replacement. 

It was announced that 
Commissioners Court had 
decided to take applica-
tions concerning the county 
judge's job. Applications are 
available at the HR (Human 
Resources) Department lo-
cated on the second floor of 
Prosperity Bank. All appli-
cations will be reviewed by 
the Court in an executive 
session and a decision made 
in future weeks. 

Qualifications for county 
judge include: be a resident 
of the State of Texas for at 
least one year; a resident of 
Cooke County for at least six 
months; and you cannot be a 
convicted felon. 

Judge Freeman noted that 
it is an administrative office 
only. There are no judicial 
functions at all. 

In his personal opinion, 
the best qualifications for 
someone to become county 
judge include, "Some kind 
of experience in preparing 
and managing large bud-
gets. They would need some 

for education. I have always 
believed that through educa-
tion, we can meet the chal-
lenges our community and 
nation faces. I continued my 
own education in a new ca-
reer that necessitates con-
tinual learning. Because this 
community and school are 
very dear to me, I always in-
tended to run for the Board 
when I felt that the time 
was right. My father, Dennis 
Hess, served on the Board 
for 11 years. As a child, I 
saw the continual hours he 
spent reading and study-
ing issues that affected the 
school. I knew that before I 
could commit to this service, 
I would have to have the 
time and resources available 
to make that same commit-
ment. Many in the commu-
nity have asked me to con-

experience of how county 
government runs. County 
government and municipal 
government does not run the 
same. I think there would 
need to be some heavy expe-
rience, if possible, in budget-
ary matters. Personnel is-
sues are big in this job." 

It will be left to the new 
county judge to oversee the 
budget process, which starts 
in June. Freeman said that 
he will be leaving with the 
County in great financial 
condition. 

"We've managed over the 
years while I have been 
county judge to increase the 
revenue flow coming into the 
County while at the same 
time reducing the County tax 
rate," explained Judge Free-
man. "As of this year, the rate 
we are working under right 
now is a little bit lower than 
the rate was when I came 
into office in 2001. I'm proud 
of that fact. To get that fig-
ure, you have to back out the 
3.5 cent interest & sinking 
which is paying for our Jus-
tice Center. But the people 
voted that on themselves to 
build that Justice Center. So 
if you take that 3.5 cents out, 
the tax rate is actually lower 
than it was when I came into 
office. Our fund balances are 
strong. We increased our 
bond rating to AA stable, 
which is a good bond rating 
if the County had to borrow 
more money. We've managed 
to build three EMS stations. 
We've managed to restore 
the annex building without 
selling bonds. The County is 
in good financial condition 
and should be for at least a 
few years to come." 

Also left to the newly ap-
pointed county judge will be 
overseeing the completion of 
the renovation of the Court-
house's interior. Judge Free-
man said that should the 
new judge be reelected, he 
or she would be present for 
the duration of the renova-
tion. That, Freeman said, 
should be easier than having 
someone come into office in 
the middle of the restoration 
project, which is what would 
have been if he completed 
his term. 

Looking back over the last 
eight years, Judge Freeman 
said that he is most proud 
of the Emergency Manage-
ment Department. "We have 
had several disasters while 
I have been county judge, 
and we have had our plan 
ready, we have implemented 
our plan, and we have had 
a quick recovery. We've had 
FEMA assistance and every-
thing ran really smooth." 

Freeman served Cooke 
County for 31 years. The 
last eight as county judge 
and 23 years as justice of the 
peace. Before that, he was a 
Gainesville police officer and 
a deputy sheriff. 

Judge Freeman said he 
does have some health is-
sues, but nothing too serious. 
He is diabetic, and is careful 
with his health. 

Precinct #4 Commissioner 
Leon Klement remarked of 
Judge Freeman, "He's treat-
ed me very well. He's helped 
me get settled in as a new 
commissioner. I hate to see 
him go. He's been here a long 
time and I understand why 
he's quitting. He's got to do 
what he wants to do."

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Senate passes bill 
to exempt VFD 
from fuel taxes 

1:1/11/5 GONE BY 

The Texas Senate passed 
Senate Bill 254 by State Sen-
ator Craig Estes (R-Wichita 
Falls) which would exempt 
local volunteer fire depart-
ments from state taxes on 
motor fuels. 

"Our volunteer fire depart-
ments are on the front lines 
fighting to save our lives and 
our property," said Estes. 
"When volunteer fire depart-
ments depend on bake sales 
to fund their operations, we 
need to be a partner in mak-
ing those funds go as far as 
possible." 

Senate Bill 254 amends 
the state tax code to exempt 
volunteer fire departments 
from the motor fuels taxes 
including both gasoline and 
diesel fuels. The bill also 
would allow an eligible vol-
unteer fire department that  

had paid the motor fuel tax 
on the purchase of gasoline 
or diesel fuel to file a claim 
with the Comptroller for a 
refund of the tax. 

There are about 1,491 
volunteer fire departments 
across the state and 263 
part-time pay departments. 

"The recent fires that have 
devastated so many acres 
and touched so many lives 
are a stark reminder of how 
much we rely on our volun-
teer fire departments," said 
Estes. "We can never ad-
equately say thank you for 
the job they do, but we can 
help them keep more of their 
limited resources they have 
to do their job."

It is 
important to remember that 
it is the classroom teachers 
that prepare our children 
for college and the work 
force. It is their influence 
that has the most profound 
effect on their learning. Our 
teachers need a Board that 
provides for their needs in 
the classroom. I would like 
to give our teachers a voice 
that they have not had. Ad-
ditionally, it is important to 
remember that half of our 
students and more than 
half of our faculty and staff 
are women, yet no women 
currently sit on the Board. 
How can we provide equal 
representation and provide 
for every viewpoint and per-
spective when we have such 
a demographic void within 
the current Board? As a 
mother, my children are the 
driving force in my life. I 
will take that same dedica-
tion and use it as a driving 
force for the betterment of 
our school district. I want 
to see all of our children 
succeed. I have no personal 
agendas. I simply want to 
see our children provided 
with the absolute best edu-
cation we can give them at 
a cost that is fair to tax-pay-
ers. I have seen my friends 
and family who choose to 
send their children to pri-
vate school struggle with 
the rising cost of tuition, 
high property taxes, and 
difficult economic times. I 
am sensitive to their con-
cerns and have worried that 
at times we have not spent 
their money as prudently 
as we should. While I can-
not change the system by 
which we fund our schools, 
I will be a voice to repre-
sent their concerns as well. 
I want to be able to look our 
private school friends in the 
eyes and ensure them that 
we have spent their money 
wisely. As a member of the 
Board, I will be constantly 
striving for the academic 
success that our tax-payers 
expect and deserve. 

Trubenbach - Serving 
another term on the MISD 
Board can allow for success-
ful continuation of current 
projects and future plans for 
the school. 

Are there any changes 
that you would like to 
see at MSG? 

Dangelmayr - There is 
always room for improve-
ment; however, I am not 
looking to make any dras-
tic changes. I would like to 
see our programs continue 
to grow. A continued history 
of excellence should be our 
goal. 

Hermes - I would like 
to see more assembly pro-
grams or classroom topics 
dealing with real life situ-
ations brought to our chil-
dren, such as how to man-
age money, internet safety, 
etc. Our children need to 
know this information now,  

before they get out of high 
school. 

Felderhoff - We must 
continue to look forward and 
continue to make changes as 
the economy and education 
dictates. We have just com-
pleted two major projects at 
MISD. The Cafetorium and 
the new Agriculture Center 
were needed for years. We 
have added five additional 
classrooms with one being 
a new science lab and one 
a new computer lab. A new 
elementary school will need 
to be the next project for 
MISD. The current facility 
was hastily built in the late 
1960s because of a sudden 
rise in enrollment. Long-
term, this is the next project 
that must be undertaken. 

Walterscheid - While I 
believe that we have a very 
good school district, there 
are changes that I would 
like to see that would better 
our district and more fully 
represent the expectations 
of the community. Certainly, 
the addition of new build-
ings have been necessary 
over the years, however, I 
feel that maintaining what 
we have is as important. Up-
keep of our facilities should 
be a priority. Our students 
and teachers deserve a clean 
and well-kept school that 
encourages school pride and 
teaches the students the im-
portance of caring for what 
they have and being thank-
ful for it. Also, I do not feel 
that our accountability rat-
ings are where, they should 
be. The Board must provide 
our teachers with the re-
sources necessary to con-
tinue to improve. Though 
tough economic conditions 
have affected the local econ-
omy, I feel the Board must 
scrutinize the budget and 
ensure that our teachers are 
receiving salaries that re-
flect the importance of their 
work. Also, every dollar that 
the district spends should 
be accounted for and justi-
fied. In my opinion, waste-
ful spending has occurred 
in recent years, and tax-
payers deserve better. We 
have little control of how the 
federal government spends 
our income taxes and many 
of us are frustrated. How-
ever, we do have more local 
control of how the school 
district spends our money. 
Tax-payers need a voice to 
serve them. Serving the tax-
payers should include an 
annual survey to the com-
munity that gives them a 
chance to list and rate their 
concerns for the district and 
make suggestions for im-
provement. The purpose of 
the Board should be to rep-
resent the constituents of 
the district and set policy 
that reflects their concerns. 
How can the Board do this 
without a structured sys-
tem for gathering informa-
tion? Surveys should also 
be used to allow teachers to 
rate their administrators. 

Teachers should have the 
opportunity to anonymously 
rate their school superiors 
with the intent of continu-
ally striving for absolute 
excellence. School leaders 
must be available, approach-
able, and well-informed in 
order to provide the support 
that teachers and staff need 
to perform their jobs well. 
And with that same intent, 
parents should be surveyed 
frequently. Our children are 
our greatest responsibility. 
With this in mind, structur-
ing our district with current 
input from parents allows 
us to keep putting our chil-
dren first. Additionally, I feel 
that adequate support and 
incentives should be given 
to encourage greater success 
of our junior 'high and high 
school UIL Academic pro-
gram. As a small school, par-
ticipation in UIL academic 
competition allows us to in-
crease our curriculum and 
broaden the education of our 
students. Our elementary 
has performed tremendously 
well in recent years. I want 
to see this success continued 
to include all levels. The bot-
tom line is that the school 
district exists to provide for 
academic excellence and the 
education of our students. I 
believe that I have the abil-
ity to identify problems that 
are in need of change and 
find solutions in a positive 
manner. 

Trubenbach - I would 
like to continue to see chang-
es that benefit the academic 
and athletic programs of our 
school. 

What do you see as 
the top two concerns at 
MISD? 

Dangelmayr - Doing 
what's best for the students 
and making the right deci-
sion that will be most ben-
eficial for them. Also, pre-
paring for the future, not 
just the present. We need 
to make preparations for 20 
or 30 years down the road, 
to make sure that MISD is 
here for our children and our 
children's children. 

Hermes - Staff turnover is 
a major concern. I would like 
to review teacher contracts 
and also be available to talk 
to teachers regarding this is-
sue. It seems to be a problem 
in our school district. Anoth-
er concern is the classroom 
expansion. The elementary 
school is crowded. I would 
like to see the old cafeteria 
converted into classrooms. 

Felderhoff - The top con-
cern is keeping control of our 
local District on the local 
level. More and more every 
day the state is continuing 
to try to take control away 
from the local districts and 
mandate how things are run. 
Now, with the new Presi-
dent, I have many concerns 
on what his administration 
will try to enforce on the 
local districts. Any govern-
ment funds that are handed 
out will have strings at-
tached and we must be very  

attuned to what the ramifi-
cations are if we accept the 
Federal money. Providing 
the best education for our 
children and keeping money 
in the taxpayer's pocketbook 
are always a concern, es-
pecially now with economy 
slowing down as it has. 

Walterscheid - It is diffi-
cult to identify two concerns 
that yield more importance 
than others because it is the 
duty of the Board is to rep-
resent the concerns of the 
community. After listening 
to members of the commu-
nity representing different 
sectors, the response to this 
question varies greatly. Re-
tired persons worry about 
their taxes; parents of Sa-
cred Heart Catholic School 
children are concerned about 
unnecessary and waste-
ful spending; parents and 
grandparents want greater 
academic success for our 
MISD students; and some 
teachers feel barriers exist 
that limit the quality of the 
education we can provide. 
All of these concerns are 
valid and well understood. 
As a member of the Board, 
all would share equal impor-
tance for me. But I do believe 
that our common thread is 
that all sectors want the ab-
solute best learning environ-
ment that we can provide to 
encourage Christian values, 
a good work ethic, and a 
solid educational foundation 
that will provide productive 
citizens and leaders when 
our students venture forth 
into a world that so desper-
ately needs supporters of the 
basic values upon which our 
nation was founded. How-
ever, important decisions 
concerning budgeting future 
income from wind generated 
energy farms are of primary 
importance to me. When the 
district begins to receive this 
revenue, I want to ensure 
that the money is prudently 
spent and wisely budgeted 
in ways that directly im-
prove educational outcomes 
for our students and perhaps 
some tax relief. Secondly, 
I am concerned about the 
academic success of our dis-
trict as a whole. I sincerely 
want our students to be well-
rounded; but it is the educa-
tion of our students that is 
paramount. Preparing our 
students for the challenges of 
life through academic study 
is our number one goal. The 
School Board must always 
place the educational needs 
of the students first. Every 
decision must be based with 
this value in mind. We will 
educate our students, enrich 
their lives, and strengthen 
our community and country. 

Trubenbach - The future 
State financing efforts and 
the future economical out-
look are two concerns I have 
for the District. These factors 
will continue to be issues of 
consideration which could 
impact future plans and 
growth within our school.

• Wash your hands often 
with soap and water, es-
pecially after you cough or 
sneeze. Alcohol-based hand 
cleaners are also effective. 

• Try to avoid close contact 
with sick people. 

• If you get the flu, CDC 
recommends that you stay 
home from work or school 
and limit contact with others 
to keep from infecting them. 

• Avoid touching your 
eyes, nose, or mouth. Germs 
spread this way. 

Take flu antiviral drugs 
if your doctor recom-
mends them. 

If you do get the flu, anti-
viral drugs are an important 
treatment option.

For treatment, antiviral 
drugs work best if started 
soon after getting sick (with-
in two days of symptoms). 

Flu-like symptoms include 
fever (usually high), head-
ache, extreme tiredness, dry 
cough, sore throat, runny 
or stuffy nose, and muscle 
aches.

Nectar-producing plants 
should be grown in open, 
sunny areas, as adults of 
most species rarely feed on 
plants in the shade.  

cases, the outer branch tips 
were damaged by the frost. 
Crepe Myrtles situated in 
low-lying areas seem to be 
showing the worst damage. 

If the dieback is severe, 
the trees may need to be 
shaped-back to remove the 
dead tissue. For minor tip 
dieback, pruning is not nor-
mally needed. 

Post Oak, Mesquite, and 
a few other tree species usu-
ally beat the cold by staying 
dormant later than other 
area trees. This year, how-
ever, when heavy frost hit 
so late, it was these late 
bloomers" that suffered the 
worst injury.

Autism spectrum disor-
ders cover a wide span of 
conditions and . symptoms, 
from severe mental retarda-
tion to mild social impair-
ment, making a quick de-
finitive diagnosis difficult. 
It wasn't until 1980 that 
autism became an official 
clinical diagnosis, separate 
from childhood schizophre-
nia or retardation. 

Dr. Catherine Karni, asso-
ciate professor of psychiatry 
at UT Southwestern Medi-
cal Center and medical di-
rector of outpatient services 
at the Center for Pediatric 
Psychiatry at Children's 
Medical Center Dallas, says 
patients often display a dis-
tinctive pattern of symp-
toms rather than just one. 
The main characteristics in-
clude impairments in social 
interaction, impairments in 
communication, restricted 
interests, and repetitive  

behavior. Parents are usu-
ally the first to notice the 
unusual behaviors, while 
pediatricians initially hear 
their concerns. 

"Autism cannot be diag-
nosed with a simple diag-
nostic test," Dr. Karni says. 
"Having a team of special-
ists conduct specific assess-
ments means there is a bet-
ter chance for children to be 
diagnosed correctly and for 
the right treatments to be 
enacted. Many parents take 
their child to a pediatrician 
because the child is not talk-
ing. But there are many pos-
sibilities for this behavior. 
Autism is only one."

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Texas farmers make every day Earth Day 

The beef industry has suf-
fered one of the most dra-
matic negative impacts from 
the general economy but 
could experience an equally 
dramatic recovery when the 
economy rebounds, said a 
Purdue University agricul-
tural economist. 

As beef cow numbers con-
tinue to drop, beef exports 
continue to improve and the 
world economy begins to 
heal, the magnitude of price 
improvement may be robust 
by sometime in 2010," said 
Chris Hurt. "A return to fin-
ished cattle prices of $1 per 
pound or higher seems prob-
able as per capita beef sup-
plies will be low and compet-
itive meat supplies will drop 
as well." 

Last summer, finished 
steers were expected to aver-
age about $94 per hundred-
weight in the first quarter 
of 2009, Hurt said. As the 
economy weakened, cattle 
prices fell and averaged only 
$81.50 in the January to 
March quarter. That's $12.50 
per hundredweight less than 
expected. 

"This represents a reduc-
tion in potential revenue of 
$750 million just in the first 
quarter," Hurt said. 

The Purdue Extension 
agricultural economist said 
that finished cattle prices are 
moving almost in lock step 
with the U.S. stock market. 

"Using weekly data since 
September, the Dow Jones 
Industrial Average index and 
finished cattle prices have 
had a correlation of nearly 
90%," Hurt said. "Of course 
the stock market doesn't 
determine cattle prices, but 
they have both been influ-
enced by macro economic 
conditions, which reflect 
weak demand. 

"And finished cattle prices, 
like the stock market, had a 
big recovery in the past six 
weeks - moving from near 
$80 to $89." 

Because of seasonal ten-
dencies, Hurt's not sure  

these higher prices are here 
to stay. He expects finished 
cattle prices to average some-
where in the mid-$80 range 
during the second quarter 
and then during the summer 
months increase a couple of 
dollars. 

"Assuming the economy 
has bottomed out by late 
2009, I expect finished cattle 
prices to return to the high 
$80s to the very low $90s," 
Hurt said. "If this happens, 
steer calf prices should aver-
age $1004110 this fall, com-
pared with $95-$105 last 
fall." 

As to why cattle prices are 
low, Hurt said supply is not 
the reason. 

In the first quarter of 2009, 
per capita beef supplies were 
down about 3%," he said. 

He expects beef supplies 
to remain about 3% below 
2008 levels during the sec-
ond quarter, but said they 
will be up about 2% in the 
third quarter and unchanged 
in the final quarter for this 
year. 

A smaller beef cow herd 
and fewer cattle in feedlots 
have provided generally 
smaller beef supplies, he 
said. 

Hurt points out that retail 
beef prices have been slower 
to drop than the price pro- 

ducers receive. 
"For example, in the first 

quarter of 2009, retail beef 
prices averaged $4.33 per 
pound compared to $4.16 
a year earlier," he said. "In 
contrast, Nebraska finished 
steer prices were about 
$81.50 in the first quarter 
this year compared to $89.60 
a year earlier. 

"While live cattle prices 
were down $8.10 per hun-
dredweight, consumers had 
to pay 17 cents more per 
pound for beef. This means 
beef marketing margins in-
creased, with the largest 
portion going to the retailers' 
margins, which were 13% 
higher than in early 2008." 

It's normal to see farm 
prices change more rapidly 
than retail price, Hurt said. 
He also said there are signs 
that retail prices and mar-
gins are on the decline. 

"Retail beef prices peaked 
at $4.53 per pound last Au-
gust and fell to $4.30 in 
March," Hurt pointed out. 
"Retail margins also have 
been narrowing in recent 
months. These are both indi-
cators that retail beef prices 
can further moderate and 
allow producers to receive a 
larger portion of consumer 
beef expenditures in the 
coming months." 

Texas farmers and ranch-
ers celebrate Earth Day ev-
ery day.

"Improving pastures 
is just one of the ways we 
care for the land; conserva-
tion is a priority for us and 
part of our daily activities." 

Beef production  •  helps 
preserve the environment 
by protecting and restoring 
wildlife habitats for thou-
sands of threatened and 
endangered species, main-
taining hundreds of miles 
of rivers and streams and 
sustaining million of acres of 
open space. On average, beef 
producers apply 13 differ-
ent techniques on their land 
to accomplish conservation 
goals such as these. 

Farmers and ranchers in 

Texas contribute to a U.S. ag-
riculture system that is the 
most efficient and produc-
tive in the world. Through 
tremendous scientific ad-
vancements, the industry 
is producing more with less 
and providing for a growing 
population while contribut-
ing minimally to greenhouse 
gas emissions.

Because of this and a trend 
toward naturalized land-
scapes, the use of ornamen-
tal grasses is on the increase. 
You may want to consider us-
ing them. Also, many hardy 
native and adapted grasses 
will thrive here. Grasses are 
a natural choice to stabilize 
soil and control erosion. 

Many home owners use 
grasses as accents in the 
landscape, planting one or 
two as specimens. A stronger 
effect can be achieved with 
mass planting. Plant grass-
es as a backdrop for perenni-
als or to screen an unattract-
ive view. 

In winter, while most 
plants are dormant, orna-
mental grasses add color, 
texture, and movement. 
Backlighting grasses is an-
other way to wake up land-
scapes. Ornamental grasses 
are easy to maintain. There 
are a few pointers to ensure 
their success. Grasses are 
susceptible to crown rot, es-
pecially in winter. The ma-
jority prefer well drained 
soils in a sunny location. In 
many regions, grasses fare 
best if planted in spring, 
rather than fall. Springtime 
planting allows grasses time 
to get established before 
winter. Cut back grasses to 
short clumps in early spring; 
consider dividing clumps 
every three years to benefit 
plant health.
