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Kaufman resigns midterm

In the summer of 2007, 
Muenster ISD was left with-
out a superintendent after 
David Manley announced in 
May that he was taking a po-
sition in the De Kalb ISD. In 
July, the Board hired John 
Kaufman, then superinten-
dent of Seymour ISD. 

This week, the Muenster 
School Board again faces the 
challenge of finding a new 
administrator. Kaufman was 
notified that he has been 
hired by the Mount Vernon 
School Board. He informed 
the Muenster School Board 
of the change and broke the 
news to the teachers at a  

staff meeting Monday. 
The Board met in a called, 

closed meeting Wednesday 
to discuss officially accepting 
his resignation and to con-
sider what avenue to take 
in finding a new superinten-
dent. Kaufman noted that 
he will help in any way he 
can to find a replacement. 

In a phone interview with 
Kaufman, he stated that he 
has the opportunity to go 
to a 3A school with a major 
building project - a new el-
ementary. "Mount Vernon 
would like to have me in 
place the first of December, 
or somewhere around there. 
But I told them I have to  

talk to the Board in Muen-
ster." Kaufman added that 
he did not want to leave the 
District (Muenster) high and 
dry, and his move will de-
pend on what took place in 
Wednesday's meeting. 

"I love it here. Muenster's 
been nothing but great to me 
and my family." Kaufman 
added, "God led us there 
(to Mount Vernon). He has 
plans for us, but that doesn't 
make it easy to leave Muen-
ster, Our decision would 
have been so much easier 
if we didn't love it here. I 
have nothing but very posi-
tive things to say about the 
Muenster community.

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County pursues grant opportunities

Cooke County Commis-
sioners Court took action at 
the Monday, Nov. 9 regular 
meeting that will enable 
them to take advantage of 
two grant opportunities. The 
first will benefit the Cooke 
County Sheriff's Office. 

According to County Au-
ditor Shelley Atteberry, the 
County and City of Gaines-
ville were awarded money 
in April from the Americans 
Free Investment and Stimu-
lus Act with the Edward 
Byrne Memorial Justice As-
sistance Grant. The Coun-
ty's portion of $25,000 was 
approved to pay the salary of 
a crime victim's coordinator 
and would take over that po-
sition from Abigail's Arms. It 
was later discovered that it 
was not allowed since it was 
not creating a new position, 
just continuing a salary. 

Atteberry recalled that 
the Sheriff's Office had only 
been able to purchase three 
vehicles with its budget 
rather than the four that it 
needed. She suggested using 
the grant money to purchase 
the fourth vehicle. 

Commissioner Steve Key 
noted, "They certainly could 
use a vehicle when they go 
out of town to pick up people 
and bring them back, be-
cause they are using an old 
squad car now that the trans-

Net revenue for Septem-

U.S. Congressman Mac 
Thornberry (TX-13) voted 
against the government

The Pelosi bill 
combines more government 
control and high taxes with 
fewer choices and wraps the 
whole package in a lot red 
tape. It is bad for Texas, and

After 
much discussion, it was 
determined that there was 
not suffi,cient time to get the 
information needed to make 
a decision. There was a very 
tight timetable set to offer 
the program for 2010. The 
matter will be discussed ear-
lier next year. 

The month of November 
was declared Home Care 
and Hospice Month in Cooke 
County in recognition of the 
services provided during end 
of life care by Home Hospice 
and the home care provided 
that allows people to live a 
quality life at home.

CASA sets advocacy training academies 
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Each year, an average of 
100 Cooke County children 
suffer abuse or neglect at 
such a level that it is neces-
sary to take them from their 
homes and place them into 
the protective custody of the 
State (foster care). Accord-
ing to Vicki Robertson, the 
director of Court Appointed 
Special Advocates (CASA) 
of North Texas, the children 
are taken from everything 
they've known into a. sys-
tem that can be (in spite of 
the best of intentions on the 
part of both State officials 
and the utmost in dedication 
of local workers) overwhelm-
ing to the child. 

I've found State workers 
to be contentious and to-
tally dedicated to the work 
for the children, but truly 
overworked and sometimes 
unable to focus the attention 
needed to every single child 
because there are so many 
children with so many dif-
ferent needs on their watch," 
said Robertson. "But that's 
where CASA comes in... 
CASA volunteers are people 
who get involved with only 
one case. Because they have 
only one case, they can take 
the time to get to know the 
child and his or her family, 
they talk to teachers and 
neighbors, counselors, and 
foster parents, grandpar-
ents, and even law enforce-
ment, anyone who has infor-
mation that will help show 
what is really going on in 
that child's life. 

"This knowledge allows 
the CASA volunteer to speak 
up for what is best for the 
child, particularly when 
CASA reports these findings 
back to the District Judge, 
who has the tremendous 
responsibility of making de- 

cisions that affect the very 
lives of these vulnerable lit-
tle ones. Every case is differ-
ent and many things weigh 
in on Judges' decisions, but 
I do know that Judges listen 
to what CASA volunteers 
have to say because it is 
coming from someone who is 
only there because they care 
about what happens to that 
child." 

CASA of North Texas has 
only four staff members. 
Staff alone cannot meet the 
needs of so many children. 
For that, CASA needs volun-
teers who have a little time 
to get involved and who tru-
ly care about what happens 
in these little lives. "Because 
they care, they are able to 
do amazing things to make 
very real differences for our 
most vulnerable children," 
commented Robertson. 

CASA is conducting new 
advocate training this fall. 
The first training began in 
early November. Another will 
take place in late November 
or very early December. 

In order to become a CASA 
volunteer, an individual 
must have have an average

"I can assure them, 
they won't regret getting 
involved to be the difference 
for an abused or neglected 
child."

You are unique, with 

unique talents, passions, 
and skills. As you grow up, 
you'll begin thinking about 
independence, the future, 
and meaningful careers. 

The path to a career will 
be different for everyone.

Four-
year universities are perfect 
for some students (www.act-
student.org/college/index) . 
Community colleges are ide-
al for others. Certification 
programs nicely fit the bill 
for some careers. Appren-
ticeships are another way

— and get paid for learn-
ing. Internships are great 
— whether you're in high 
school or college — if you 
want to get a taste for an oc-
cupation. Some high schools 
even offer career academies 
that provide courses for spe-
cific occupations. 

The medical field offers 
up an excellent example of 
a wide and diverse occupa-
tional spectrum. You might 
start in one position and 
love it. Or you may want to 
continue moving along the 
continuum.

Finally, in 11th or 12th 
grade, you can take the ACT® 
test. ACT scores, along with 
your grades, show your read-
iness for college and career. 

The ACT Map of College 
Majors (www.actstudent.org/ 
majorsmap) is another valu-
able tool. You can easily nav-
igate the site to determine 
which college majors best fit 
your career goals. With 80 
primary majors and links to 
more than 280 other rfiajors, 
this site provides an in-depth 
look at topics of study, avail-
able degrees, and related oc-
cupations and majors. Even 
if you don't attend college, 
this site helps narrow down 
the occupational focus. 

Education is the building 
block of a successful career.

Rite of Acceptance and Welcome

In continuing with this 

fourth edition of commem-
oration to the Muenster 
Knights of Columbus 100th 
birthday celebration Jan. 16, 
I will attempt to enlighten 
you with facts and figures 
of more recent times. With 
roots formed in the 19th cen-
tury, the church and com-
munity leaders saw the need 
for a closer bond to bring the 
citizens of the area together 
to worship and fraternize. 
Hence, in 1910, a group of 
50 or so men gathered and 
formed KC Council 1459 
to start the first fraternal 
group in Muenster, Texas. 
You can bet there were prior 
groups that got together be-
tween 1888 and 1910, but 
this group stuck. 

When Father Michael Mc-
Givney founded the Knights 
of Columbus, his intent was 
to provide Catholic men with 
the opportunity to strength-
en their faith, to create a 
strong fraternal bond, to 
make charity a central part 
of their lives, and to protect 
their families from financial 
misfortune. Today, 127 years 
later, the local KCs remain 
faithful to every part of that 
vision. 

After Herbert Meurer and 
Henry Hennigan completed 
their Grand Knight terms  

(1934-1939) and fulfilled 
the dream of every Knight 
- to have the finest meeting 
hall in the area - the first 
and only priest to hold the 
position of Grand Knight 
of Council #1459 was Rev-
erend Francis Zimmerer. 
Father Francis was very ac-
tive, not only in the parish, 
but in the community. Back 
then, as you know, Muen-
ster was over 90% Catholic, 
so his status was right there 
with the Mayor (maybe even 
higher!). He had seen what 
had transpired during the 
great depression and real-
ized the insurance program 
sponsored by the Knights of 
Columbus played a major 
role in Muenster's survival. 

From the pulpit, he suc-
cessfully recruited many 
younger men into the Coun-
cil. It was also during his 
leadership that saw the la-
dies of the parish band to-
gether more seriously. The 
Catholic Daughters of Amer-
ica and the Saint Anne's 
Society grew to the great 
service clubs that are still 
prominent today. 

As I've mentioned before, 
our Centennial celebration 
day is planned for Saturday, 
Jan. 16. The Mass at 5 p.m. 
will host well over 1,000 peo-
ple who will celebrate in the 
church and communnity cen-
ter. From there, the festivi-
ties will continue at Winstar 

Casino just across the Red 
River in Thackerville, Okla-
homa. If you're wondering 
why 20 miles away, it's the 
closest place that can com-
fortably seat 1,000 guests. 
Transportation won't be a 
problem for you though. Bus-
ses will be provided to take 
you from church to Winstar 
and will have a published 
schedule for your return to 
Sacred Heart. The people at 
Winstar are dedicated to the 
communities of the area and 
are providing the bus service 
free of charge as well as to 
the KC Council. 

If you are like me, not at 
all familiar with Winstar Ca-
sino, you are in for a treat. 
My last trip to Winstar, be-
fore our committee meeting 
held there last month, was 
over a year ago. In spite of 
the dense cigarette smoke, 
the food was very good and 
I lost my $10 and went home 
--- a great evening for under 
$50. 

Upon arriving last month 
with Ben and a few others, I 
hardly believed my eyes as it 
was probably five times big-
ger and actually very beauti-
ful from the outside. I real-
ized even before entering one 
of the several entrances that 
this was not "Winstar" any-
more, but "Winstar World 
Casino!" I'll expand more 
on the "World" concept in my 
next effort. 

But I can tell you now, the 
"Global Event Center" where 
our Centennial event will be 
held is something you have 
to see for yourself. Seating 
for over 2,500, beautiful de-
cor, non smoking, the prom-
ise of great food from all over 
the world, and a great Cen-
tennial event will make this 
an evening you'll remember 
a long time.

Voters pass all proposed 
changes to Texas constitution 

Texans took to the polls in the Nov. 2 gen-
eral election and passed all 11 proposed 
changes to the state constitution, including 
Proposition 11 and five other propositions 
supported by Texas and Southwestern Cat-
tle Raisers Association (TSCRA). 

Proposition 11 will prohibit the govern-
ment from condemning private property 
and then selling it to private developers to 
increase their tax base, and while this is a 
victory for Texas property owners and will 
provide stronger protections for property 
owners, Proposition 11 is only the first step. 

"As Texas continues to grow, we must con-
tinue our work to level the playing field for 
property owners. We must remember that 
there is more work to be done during the 
next legislative session on reforming the 
eminent domain laws," said TSCRA Presi-
dent Dave Scott. 

Other propositions supported by TSCRA 
that passed include Proposition 1 which 
will decrease the likelihood of counties and 
municipalities unjustifiably condemning  

private property for buffer areas or open 
spaces adjacent to a military installation by 
allowing counties and municipalities to is-
sue bonds and notes to finance the purchase 
of those areas. 

Proposition 2, also supported by TSCRA, 
will prohibit taxing authorities from tax-
ing residential properties at a higher value 
than residential use. Proposition 3 will al-
low for a uniform property appraisal pro-
cess across the state and Proposition 5 
will allow two or more adjoining appraisal 
districts, if they choose, to consolidate ap-
praisal review board functions. Proposition 
5 is particularly beneficial for rural coun-
ties who have less people with the expertise 
and skills it takes to serve on an appraisal 
board. 

TSCRA also supported Proposition 4, 
which .  will allow for more Tier-1 Universi-
ties in Texas. 

The passage of each of these propositions 
is a victory for cattle raisers and landown-
ers in Texas.

Cattle & 
beef 

prices 
level off 

Prices last week were gen-
erally steady, as it appears 
we might have reached the 
peak of this fall's meager 
rally. Tighter supplies of fin-
ished cattle and an improv-
ing wholesale-beef market 
helped drive fed-cattle prices 
from the lower $80s to over 
$86 per hundredweight in re-
cent weeks. Last week those 
prices leveled off, averaging 
about $86.50 per hundred-
weight, according to USDA 
reports, a small decline from 
the prior-week's average of 
$86.90. 

Boxed beef averaged 
$141.49 per hundredweight 
for the week, tip slightly 
from the previous week but 
down from one year ago 
when the average was just 
below $147. 

With sale prices improv-
ing, last week's Sterling 
Beef Profit Tracker showed 
feeding margins improving 
by more than $34 per head, 
although feeders still were 
$14.30 in the red for every 
head sold for the week end-
ing Nov. 1. Packer margins 
remain negative in spite 
of recent improvements in 
wholesale beef. The Sterling 
Beef Profit Tracker shows 
packers lost an average 
of $61.75 per head for the 
week ending Nov. 1. Those 
continuing losses are likely 
to keep a lid on packer bids 
for cattle, so while prices are 
holding up, we aren't likely 
to see any dramatic upturn 
from current levels. 

The corn market mean-
while, remains volatile as 
traders try to guess the ef-
fects of the late harvest on 
corn supplies. Last week's 
average Omaha corn price 
was $3.44 per bushel, down 
slightly from the prior week's 
average of $9.48 and 1% low-
er than the year-ago aver-
age of $3.55. USDA's weekly 
Crop Progress report, will 
show whether or not Corn 
Belt farmers managed to 
get much harvesting done in 
their wet fields last week.

ter pasture will continue to 
grow for a little while as we 
move into December.

55-60° F, plant growth is se-
riously inhibited, and what 
you have is about all you will 
see until the soil begins to • 
warm up again in the spring. 
As a rule of thumb, 90% of 
fall production occurs by De-
cember. This is a great time 
for you to estimate reserve 
he'd days to see if you will 
be under- or overstocked for 
the next 90 days and adjust 
accordingly. For fallplanted 
small grains, you will have 
approximately 150 lbs per 
acre-inch of forage and need 
to figure on leaving a three 
inch stubble height. Our 
Reserve Herd Day Calcula-
tor (www.noble.org/Tools/  
ReserveHerdDay.html) will 
assist you with your calcula-
tions. 

If you are understocked, 
then animal gain will be 
maximized for the fall period 
and range between 2-2.25 lbs 
of gain per head per day. If 
you are overstocked, plan to 
feed a little along the way or 
simply expect average daily 
gain to be slightly below two 
pounds.

Pasture fertilizer 
management 

Making a profit from ag-
ricultural property has al-
ways presented challenges 
for those choosing to do so. 
But now, a changing world 
and a difficult economy have 
made the decision making 
process even more difficult. 
Uncertainties about esca-
lating fertilizer, chemical 
and equipment costs have 
'caused a renewed investiga-
tion of several old practices 
and have forced us to take 
a new look at what we con-
sider to be best management 
practices. 

Fertilizer prices spiked 
before the economy began 
to decline. This presented 
an economic dilemma for 
livestock producers. Fertil-
izing for optimal production 
no longer corresponded with 
fertilizing for optimal eco-
nomic returns. In fact, eco-
nomic returns for high fertil-
ity were equal with those for 
reduced stocking and no fer-
tility. The no fertility option 
presented other benefits as 
well, like reduced risk and 
labor. Fertilizer prices have 
fallen some and it is once 
again possible to pencil in 
a better rate of return with 
fertilization of pastures. But 
knowing how high prices 
can get, we need to prepare 
for the time when sky-high 
prices return. 

At a recent producer pro-
gram, hosted by the Texas 
Agri. 'Life Extension Service, 
Dr. James Rogers from the 
Samuel Roberts Noble Foun-
dation shared some informa-
tion from his recent research 
about nitrogen use efficiency 
rates with various summer 
grasses. The take-home mes-
sage from his talk was that 
not all varieties of grass re-
spond the same to nitrogen 
fertilization. Therefore, we 
may need to re-evaluate the 
optimal rate of fertilization 
given the variety of grass we 
are growing. Additionally, 
we may want to consider the 
efficiency at which grasses 
use nitrogen when we select 
a variety to plant. The two 
improved varieties of sum-
mer perennial grasses that 

ter grazing and the previous 
week's higher fed cattle pric-
es supported the market.

topped his list for nitrogen 
use efficiency were Tifton 85 
Bermudagrass and WW-B 
Dahl Bluestem. It should 
be mentioned that there are 
many types of grasses that 
still have not been evaluated 
and that the Noble Foun-
dation research only repre-
sented two years of data col-
lection, but these two show 
great promise for producing 
more forage with leas nitro-
gen. 

Other recommended prac-
tices for producers to get the 
most for their fertilizer dol-
lars are to: 

1. Fertilize the most pro-
ductive fields best. The soil 
must be capable of support-
ing high production before 
the fertilizer is able to help 
the forage respond. 

2. Control the weeds in the 
pasture first. Most weeds 
will out-compete the grass 
for moisture and sunlight. 

3. Maintain a stocking 
rate that does not damage 
the grass you are trying to 
grow. If grasses are grazed 
too short, they lose valuable 
leaf area which reduces pho-
tosynthetic activity, slowing 
regrowth following defolia-
tion. 

4. Finally, use soil tests. 
Grass needs more than just 
nitrogen to support good 
growth and vigor. Not know-
ing what fertility is avail-
able could lead to excessive 
amounts of fertilizer being 
applied or missed opportuni-
ty for production, depending 
on the soil nutrient level. 

Controlling plant 
disease 

Plant diseases can reduce 
the productivity and beauty 
of our gardens and land-
scapes. It is often frustrat-
ing for homeowners to try 
to control disease problems 
when they do occur. The first 
step to controlling a problem 
is trying to prevent it. To do 
that, we need to understand 
that there is a link between 
the plant, the disease-caus- 

'ing organism, and the envi-
ronment. 

Plant varieties of flow7 
ers, trees, and turf that are 
resistant to diseases. This 
common-sense practice is of-
ten overlooked, but it is the 
first thing that needs to be 
done to avoid problems. 

Second, try to avoid envi-
ronmental conditions that 
promote disease develop-
ment. Most disease-causing 
fungi and bacteria flourish 
when foliage remains wet 
for extended periods of time 
and when temperatures are 
within a certain range. To 
put it simply, the more of-
ten it rains or you turn on 
the sprinklers, the more the 
potential for disease devel-
opment increases Knowing 
this, we should plant sus-
ceptible plants in areas with 
good air movement, use drip 
irrigation, or use sprinklers 
early in the morning. 

Finally, when disease does 
occur, we must deal with the 
disease-causing organism. 
Sanitation is often the best 
way to eliminate the disease. 
This means not bringing dis-
eased plant material into 
the garden as well as remov-
ing diseased plants to reduce 
spread of the disease. Using 
sprays to kill or hamper de-
velopment of a fungus or 
bacteria are also a practice 
that should be considered to 
eliminate a problem. 

Homeowners are advised 
that now is the time to pick 
up and discard infected 
leaves from rose bushes, In-
dian hawthorne, and redtip 
photinia, and rotting fruit 
under apple, peach, and 
plum trees. Diseases are 
easily carried forward by 
fallen leaves and mummified 
fruit beneath host plants.
