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City officials hear opinions 
on zoning along Ash Street 

Muenster officer injured

Muenster Police Officer Gary Amburn 
sustained injuries during a scuffle with 
Bradley Ferrell, age 34, of Mabank. Am-
burn was answering a call from Muenster 
Memorial Hospital on Saturday, May 1 
around 9:20 p.m. where Ferrell was caus-
ing a disturbance asking for pain medica-
tion. 

Amburn reported that as he arrived at 
the Hospital, Ferrell was leaving the park-
ing lot. He stopped the suspect on Maple 
Street and asked to see his driver's li-
cense. Ferrell got out of his car. "He went 
to swinging," said Officer Ambum. "He hit 
me seven or eight times on the left side of 
my head before I was able to gain control 
of him. I suffered broken ribs and a con-
cussion." 

Had Amburn not been able to subdue 
Ferrell, he would have had plenty of help.

Even people who love winter were ready to see the cold, 
wet winter of 2009-10 come to a conclusion. Although the 
winter wore on many peoples' spirits, it did wonders for the 
flowers this spring. It's been a long time since there has 
been such a profusion of wildflowers. Even varieties that 
usually bloom sparsely seem to be thicker this spring. 

If you enjoy viewing wildflowers, it is worth your time to 
take a leisurely drive. North of Muenster along FM 373 on 
677 all the way to the Red River you will discover pools of 
red and yellow as Indian Paintbrush, coreopsis, and other 
flowers bloom along the roadsides. Vetch, a spot of bluebon-
nets, spiderworts, and prairie verbena create puddles of 
purple and blue. White and blush pink gaura have over-
taken the native grasses, making showy waves, especially 
along FM 373. 

Skullcaps abound on CR 450 and the shooting stars bring 
color to the pasture they thrive in along Hwy. 82 and CR 
351 west of Muenster. Also, CR 351 has many wild hya-
cinth. The wild hyacinth, spiderworts, and prairie verbena 
thrive along CR 427. 

Evening primrose are abundant along FM 373 south of 
Muenster. 

These are some of the bright spots in the area that have 
been reported.  

problem with the VFW Hall, 
but I have a major problem 
with a motel." 

Jill Reiter, another resi-
dent, inquired if the rezone 
would allow a trailer park 
to be placed in the area. She 
was assured that for a trail-
er park to be put any where 
in Muenster would require 
another public hearing. 

According to Endres, if a 
motel is not built on the lo-
cation, the zoning change 
would open it up to several 
possible businesses includ-
ing auction sales, building 
supply stores, bus stations, 
gasoline stations, laundro-
mats, repair shops, ware-
houses, etc. Bl allows busi-
nesses such as bakeries, 
funeral homes, banks, sav-
ings and loans, greenhouses, 
repair shops, etc. 

Alderman Greg Bohl spoke 
as a concerned citizen rather 
than a member of the City 
Council. "We just spent some 
money on extending the City 
Park just on the other side 
of that, and I'm hoping that 
we are going to dress that up 
and have that look like a new 
park. I really worry about 
having a motel right across 
the street from the park." 

The public hearing was 
closed and the regular meet-
ing for May opened. 

Muenster Mayor John Pa-
gel commented, "Your motel 
is kind of like opening the 
front door to your city. If 
you've not got a decent place 
to put people up, it speaks 
for your community, and 
right now we don't have a 
place. I'd hate that if we put 
up a road block to prevent 
something from happening. 
I think that would be a mis-
take." 

The Council had the option 
of considering each zone re- 
quest separately or together. 
Alderman Pat Stelzer made 
a motion to consider the en- 
tire property (both requests) 
be rezoned B2. Alderman 
Jewel Otto made a second. 
The motion to change to a 
B2 passed 4-1. Bohl cast the

A public hearing on Mon-

day, May 3 at 7.m. yielded 
an opportunity fo

p
r residents 

to voice their views on pro-
posed zoning changes along 
South Ash Street. It is in 
regard to property located 
south of U. S. Hwy. 82, west 
of South Ash Street, and 
northwest of the intersection 
of Ash and Cross Streets. 
The area is approximately 
544' by 1170'. Presently it is 
zoned B1 or local business 
and residential. It was re-
quested to change the zon-
ing to B2 or general business 
and to allow the sale of alco-
holic beverages. 

A number of Ash Street 
residents and VFW mem-
bers attended the hearing. 

Property owners James 
Hess, Jimmy Jack Biffle, 
and Rufus Henscheid are of-
fering to donate a portion of 
their property to the Muen-
ster VFW for the purpose of 
building a new club. Hess 
said this depended on ap-
proval of the City. That prop-
erty is zoned residential. 

VFW member Leonard 
Vogel explained their plans 
for the property that has 
already been surveyed and 
marked off, "Our intentions 
are to move pretty quick. 
As soon as we can clear the 
City and get approval, we 
can do this." The building is 
anticipated to be about 100' 
by 60' and situated on the 
property back from the road 
far enough to allow ample 
front parking. They hope to 
park vehicles both toward 
the building and toward the 
street. Plans are to have the 
building face east. 

Also requested by Hensc-
heid is rezoning of the prop-
erty along Hwy. 82 because 
he has a possible buyer by 
a person hoping to build a 
motel there. It is now Bl. 
The motel would probably 
be built on the corner of Ash 
Street and Hwy. 82. City 
Manager Stan Endres said 
that quite a few different 
things could go into a prop-
erty zoned B2. 

Ash Street resident Lou 
Heers, remarked, "I have no 

head toward Muenster. That is always 
done when an officer is in such situations.

County approves some relief 
for damaged Precinct 3 roads

Residents of County Roads 

341, 388, and 343 received 
some relief from the dust 
and road damage they've 
endured recently. Truck traf-
fic on these roads has been 
extremely heavy due to oil 
and gas wells being drilled 
in that area. 

"We have had some dam-
age created, and some tre-
mendous dust situations 
created by drilling of gas 
and oil wells in Precinct #3," 
explained Commissioner Al 
Smith. "These three roads 
listed here have had work 
performed on them by EOG 
(Resources) in an emergen-
cy basis to help the citizens 
withstand the onslaught of 
trucks going by. We're talk-
ing significant number of  

trucks. CR 343 had in a two-
week period 14,500 semis 
down it and you can imagine 
that they created quite a lot 
of dust, so we had to take 
some emergency action to 
make repairs." 

EOG Resources offered 
graters, have spread re-
ground asphalt as an anti-
dust material, and dumped 
loads of rocks in huge sink 
holes that their heavy equip-
ment traffic created. Com-
missioner Smith estimated 
that EOG has done $20,000 
worth of work at this point. 

Smith further explained, 
"We had a unique situation. 
There was quite a lot of re-
jected pavement work done 
on 922 that they ground up 
the asphalt on, and EOG 
purchased that material and  

spread it in front of Julian 
Walterscheid's house so the 
dust would quit making him 
and his livestock sick. By his 
house in one weekend, they 
had 3,200 trucks go by. You 
can imagine, that's a pretty 
substantial dust load." He 
added that there are about 
21 oil wells near the Walter-
scheid place. 

Commissioners 	Court 
unanimously approved ac-
cepting the emergency as-
sistance for repair and dust 
control that was given by 
EOG Resources. 

EMS Director Kevin Grant 
received approval to apply for 
a grant to obtain cardiac com- 
pression machines through 
the Texas Department of 
State Health Services. The

Short fencing keeps 
feral hogs out 

summer and winter 
The second phase of a Texas AgriLife Extension Service 

study confirmed that it is possible to exclude feral hogs from 
wildlife feeding stations without limiting access by white-
tailed deer. 

The study found 20-inch-high fencing did not entirely ex.- 
elude feral hogs, but that 28-inch- or 34-inch-high fences 
were equally effective in completely excluding the invasive 
species without limiting access by adult white-tailed deer, 
according to Dr. Billy Higginbotham, AgriLife Extension 
fisheries and wildlife specialist. 

Constructed fencing of crisscrossed galvanized steel wire, 
which are commonly called "livestock panels" and used by 
cattlemen to build corrals and working pens was used, se-
cured with 12 T-posts. 

Including T-posts and T-post clips, fence material costs 
were under $150. If T-posts are cut in half, then these costs 
would be reduced. 

In both the summer and winter trials, all three fencing 
heights limited feral hog access, but the two highest fences 
excluded them completely. To a small degree, the 34-inch 
fencing and the 28-inch fencing limited some deer access as 
well, but the overall effect on deer traffic was minimal as 
they could easily jump the fences.

Game warden finds lost 
child: A Shackelford Coun-
ty game warden responded 
to a call about a missing 
two-year-old girl. The child 
had wandered away from 
her house accompanied by 
her two Doberman pinchers. 
While searching, the war-
den heard a dog barking in 
the distance and directed a 
volunteer fireman in a four-
wheel-drive ATV to the area. 
The child was found about a 
half mile from her house be-
side a stock tank, with one 
of the dogs by her side. She 
had removed her wet and 
muddy clothing but was un-
harmed. 

Game wardens confront 
serial trespasser: A Run-
nels County game warden 
received a call from a land-
owner who said her hunters 
had come in and checked 
their game cams to discover 
a picture of a man walk-
ing through the deer feeder 
area with a pistol strapped 
on. The warden met with 
the hunters and recognized 
the man as a neighbor. The 
landowner was contacted 
and signed an affidavit. She 
had caught him trespassing 
in the mid-'80s and warned 
him about it then. The 
rancher had also caught him 
about five years ago. 

Caught in the act, part 
2: On Oct. 15 at 1 a.m., two 
Montgomery County game 
wardens were running a 
deer decoy operation near 
Montgomery when they ap-
prehended three subjects 
night/road hunting deer. A 
vehicle passed the decoy, 
turned around and, on its 
way back, started shining a 
flashlight. As the vehicle ap-
proached the decoy, the pas-
senger shot at it one time, 
hitting it just below the head 
with a .17-caliber rifle. The 
wardens stopped the vehicle, 
and after identifying the oc-
cupants realized they had 
caught the shooter night/ 
road hunting three years be-
fore. The subjects confessed 
to having done this many 
times before. The driver and 
the shooter were arrested.

Selling alcoholic bever-

ages on the two properties 
was the next consideration. 
Otto made the motion to ap-
prove selling alcohol on the 
properties. Anderson asked 
if this was also for the motel 
property and was told it was. 
Stelzer seconded the motion 
which passed 3-2. Bohl and 
Joey Anderson voted no to 
selling alcoholic beverages. 

A letter from City Attorney 
Chuck Bartush addressed 
the annexation of German-
fest, Inc. land. It said that 
paperwork is prepared for 
a petition to have the two 
tracts of land north of Hwy. 
82 and west of Ash Street 
brought into the City. An af-
fidavit for the petition is ex-
pected to be presented to the 
City around May 11 so that 
a hearing in regard to the 
annexation might be held at 
the June 7 meeting. 

Four bids were received 
for the TxCDBG Drainage 
System Improvement Proj-
ect. Project Engineer Tim 
Morris submitted a qualified 
statement stating that the 
low bidder Earth Builders, 
L.P. of Decatur is a quali- 

fied builder. The bid was 
$118,560. This project is for 
the drainage problem on 
Mesquite Street. 

Discussion was held on 
applying for the next grant 
round. Sewer lines are being 
considered as the project on 
which to apply for a grant. 

In his Administrator's re-
port, Endres spoke of how 
smoothly this year's Ger-
manfest went despite the 
record number of visitors 
and income. No employee 
was called out for any prob-
lem that weekend. Only two 
known arrests occurred at 
the event. 

Street repairs continue 
this week. The paving con-
tractor started last week and 
will likely be putting down 
asphalt this Wednesday or 
Thursday. 

The health inspector in-
spected food booths for Ger-
manfest and also inspected 
local businesses serving food. 
He reported that a change in 
the law a few years ago re-
quires a certified food man-
ager at restaurants and 
stores. 

Endres said that Rohmer's 
Restaurant was the only lo- 

cal business to have one and 
that certification had been 
allowed to expire. The law 
now must be enforced. Each 
business concerned was no-
tified and will be required to 
have a certified food manag-
er by the next time they are 
inspected. 

There will be a recycling 
bin in Muenster hopefully 
by this weekend•It will face 
Ninth Street and sit just in-
side the gate. Hours will be 
on Saturday mornings. 

Work continues on the 
boat ramps at Muenster 
Lake. Endres said that work 
is slow due to rain and exces-
sively wet soil. He expects ce-
ment to be poured this soon. 

In other business, the City 
Council: 

• Heard and accepted-
FY2008-09 audit report by 
City Auditor Steve Gilland. 
It was an unqualified opin-
ion, which is good. 

• Approved monthly bills 
totaling $186,563.34. 

• Approved amendments 
to the Budget for Park 
($102,000) for purchase of 
land for the Park and $24,000 
for the Sewer Department to 
cover repair expenses.  

grant value is $37,500 and it 
is a 501 match. Grant noted 
that he's already adjusted 
his budget dollars from this 
year to enable him to utilize 
the funds without increasing 
the budget in order to cover 
the grant match.. 

Grant hopes to purchase 
five cardiac compression 
units, one for each ambu-
lance. Each unit costs about 
$15,000. 

The multimillion dollars 
available to EMS systems 
are designated to improve 
the EMS system. He feels the 
County has a good chance to 
receive the grant. Grant re-
marked, "We cover such a 
large rural area and we can 
have transport times of up to 
25 minutes, even longer, per-
forming CPR if for some rea-
son an aircraft is not avail-
able. This product actually is 
proven to increase profusion 
for the patients, which in-
creases the oxygenation and 
there is a proven aspect of a 
better outcome for patients 
and their cardiopulmonary 
resuscitation." 

Approval of project agree-
ments with the United States 
Department of Agriculture 
Natural Resource Conserva-
tion Service for the repair 
and rehabilitation of a dam 
located in Precinct #4 was 
tabled and a low water cross-
ing in Precinct #4 and drain-
age work in Precinct #2. Pre-
cinct #4 Commissioner Leon 
Klement expressed concern 
because the flood detention 
facilities are reaching the 
end of their useful life span 
because they are filling with 
silt, and the federal govern- 

ment is returning control 
back to the taxing entity -
the County. The only assis-
tance to repair the facilities 
is now with the NRCS with a 
new funding program. 

The only one listed on the 
contract for dam inspection 
and all that is the County, 
according to Commissioner 
Klement. He'd recently at-
tended a conference in Fre-
,dricksburg on the topic. 
"There is some discussion 
as to who has the authority 
over these," he noted. "A lot 
of counties are running away 
from them because 50 years 
ago there was not that much 
infrastructure. People did not 
sue and we were not quite as 
litigious as we are now. Now 
the world is changed and if 
something happens to one 
of these things, prospects for 
major damage and liability 
is a lot greater than it used 
to be." 

Klement said they are at-
tempting to get the Upper 
Elm Red's name back in the 
contract like it was original-
ly. He is seeking legal opin-
ion before committing the 
County to a lot of liability, he 
said. No action was taken. 

Rev, Ralph Gourley of First 
Baptist Church in Muenster 
offered the opening prayer. 

In other business, Com-
missioners Court: 

• Accepted 400 yards of 
salvaged base rock and as-
phalt material from the Tex-
as Department of Transpor-
tation located in Nocona for 
Road and Bridge Precinct #3 
and 14 pieces of 25' guardrail 
and four pieces of bridge rail 
from the Texas Department  

of Transportation located 
in Gainesville for Road and 
Bridge Precincts #1, 2, 3, 
and 4 in accordance with the 
Ryder 43 Project. 

• Approved renewal of 
lease with the Texas Facili-
ties Commission for proper-
ty located at 200 West Cali-
fornia currently used by the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety. It was approved for 
Oct. 1, 2010 through Sept. 
30, 2011. The lease rate is 
$900 a month, which does 
not cover utilities that tun 
around $950 per month. 
The officer support in Cooke 
County to supplement the 
Sheriff and local cities was 
considered compensation for 
the difference. 

• Approved proclama-
tion honoring the Natural 
Resource Conservation Ser-
vice's 75th Anniversary and 
declaring April 27 Conserva-
tion Day in Cooke County. 

• Received and filed 235th 
District Court order appoint-
ing Shelly Atteberry auditor 
for a two-year term and ap-
proved bond and attached 
rider for her. 

• Approved agreement 
with Texas •Data Exchange 
(TDEx) for the Victim In-
formation Notification Ev-
eryday (VINE) system to 
change the name of records 
management software from 
Global to Netdata at no cost 
to the County. 

• Opened and accepted 
sole bid submitted by Perfor-
mance Grade of Hitchcock 
for asphalt emulsion (road 
oil) for Cooke County. Will 
rebid products that received 
no bids. 

• Opened bids for furnish-
ing gasoline and diesel fu-
els from Red River Co-op of 
Gainesville, Douglass Dis-
tributing of Sherman, and 
Martin Oil of Denison. Bid 
was awarded to Red River 
Co-op based on its past per-
formance even though it was 
not the lowest bid. Vote was 
4-0-1, with Commissioner 
Gary Hollowell abstaining 
since he is a member of the 
Co-op.

Hay quality impacted by five factors 
summer grass pastures 

 
by Chuck Coffey 

Of all the feedstuffs live-
stock consume, hay is prob-
ably one of the most variable 
in terms of quality. Hay can 
look good and still be low 
quality, or look bad and be 
good quality. The best way 
to know for sure is to have 
it tested. However, many 
people never take the time to 
send off a sample for analy-
sis. 

What are the factors af- 
fecting the quality of hay? 

Stage of maturity 
This refers to the growth 

stage of the plant at the time 
of harvest. Stage of maturity 
is by far the most important 
factor influencing quality. 
The younger the plant, the 
higher the quality. I've actu-
ally seen common bermuda-
grass test greater than 20% 
crude protein on a dry matter 
basis. If you want to harvest 
or purchase good-quality 
hay, pay particular atten-
tion to maturity. In southern 
Oklahoma:we can expect to 
harvest decent-quality ber-
mudagrass if it's cut prior to 
mid-June. If you delay much 
beyond that time, quality 
rapidly begins declining with 
the first cutting. 

Leafiness 
This refers to the propor-

tion of leaves versus stem, 
present and is also related 
to the stage of maturity, es-
pecially in grass hays. The 
younger the plant, the great-
er the proportion of leaves. 
As a grass matures, stems 
increase or are elevated, 
thus decreasing the quality 
of the forage. 

Color 
Color is not always a good 

indicator of quality. Color of-
ten tells us more about the 
curing process of the hay 
than its quality. Hay that is 
bright green was typically 
cut at a desirable stage of 
maturity and rapidly cured. 
Yellow color is often a result 
of sun bleaching and does 
not seriously reduce quality. 
Brownish hay is usually a 
result of excessive moisture 
during the curing process, 
thus indicating some degree 
of fermentation. Dark brown 
or black is often an indicator 
that the hay was exposed to 
rain or high humidity and 
is usually accompanied by 
a distinctive musty odor. 
Overall, slight discoloratibns 
from sun bleaching, dew, or 
moderate fermentation are 
not as serious as the loss of 

• green color from maturity, 
rain damage, or excessive 
heating or fermentation. 

Foreign matter 
This typically includes 

materials that are wasted in 
the feeding process. Weeds 
are the biggest problem in 
our area, but sometimes, 
injurious materials such as

assistant professor of plant 
and soil sciences. 

The first step in the soil 
fertility program is to obtain 
a soil sample for analysis. A 
soil analysis is used to deter-
mine the levels of nitrogen, 
phosphorus, and potassium 
in the soil, as well as the 
soil pH level. Under certain 

Pasture fertility 
planning 

The first step an agricul-
tural producer should take 
prior to fertilizer application 
is to evaluate their property 
for production potential. 
The evaluation should in-
clude determining the yield 
potential of the acreage, and 
obtaining soil samples and 
an analysis of each unique 
area of each field. Based 
on this evaluation, the best 
use for each parcel of land 
should be determined.. Dr. 
Tony Provin, strongly rec-
ommends collecting 10-15 
individual soil cores for each 
individual area of land that 
should be managed and fer-
tilized separately. Provin 
also encourages producers to 
sample hay fields on a 10-a-
cre basis, while grazing pas-
tures should be sampled on 
a basis of not more than 40

The first principle is that 
nitrogen fertility is required 
for grass growth; the second 
is that nitrogen fertilization 
should be based on a reason-
able yield goal for the re-
gion of production, explains 
Daren Redfearn, associate 
professor of forages with the

Should you adjust your 

hay management? 
Dr. Larry Redmon, has 

been a strong proponent 
of reducing hay acreage to 
only the highest yielding ar-
eas, maximizing hay yields 
through good nutrient and 
harvest management, while 
using other less productive 
acreage as grazing areas. 
Many producers, especially 
smaller producers, gener-
ally cannot justify the cost of 
purchasing and maintaining 
hay harvesting equipment. 
Couple this aspect with the 
cost for soil fertility associat-
ed with hay production and 
most producers will be bet-
ter served simply purchas-
ing their hay from reputable 
hay producers. 

Another cost savings ap-
proach that may be accom-
plished in the short term 
involves the construction 
of a round bale hay stor-
age barn. Hay, even in tight 
round bales, loses dry mat-
ter and nutritive value rap-
idly when exposed to rainfall 
and poor storage conditions. 
Given the high prices of to-
day's hay, Redmon has noted 
that hay barns often pay 
for themselves in just a few 
years simply by decreasing 
dry matter loss and forage 
nutritive value. Properly 
stored hay has been known 
to maintain its nutritive val-
ue for longer than 20 years. 
If a barn is not utilized, hay 
tarps can help minimize hay 
loss during storage.

Use the smell of newly 

mown hay as your standard 
of comparison. Hays with off 

'odors such as mildew, musti-
ness, or rotten odors often 
indicate reduced quality 
and acceptance by livestock. 
And finally, soft, pliable hays 
are typically more palatable
