Bids for the renovation 

and expansion of the physi-
cal therapy department 
were considered at the reg-
ular MMH Board meeting 
held Tuesday, Jan. 19. There 
were three companies that 
submitted bids on the proj-
ect. Mages Group, L.L.C. of 
Gainesville had the low bid 
at $1,268,970 for the base  

bid and $75,000 for alterna-
tive 4 systems roof, for a total 
of $1,343,970. The other two 
were from Waco and Dallas. 
It was noted that Mages also 
had the most local sub con-
tractors listed. The Board 
viewed that as a plus also. 

With five Board members 
present at the vote, Ma-
ges was awarded the con-
tract with a vote of 4-0-1. 

Aaron Hess abstained since 
he didn't feel that he knew 
enough about the company 
to make a decision. 

Construction will cause 
the main entrance of the 
Hospital to be changed to 
the north entrance by the 
dietary department. Signs 
and announcements will be 
made. This change takes 
place Monday, Feb. 1. Al- 

ready preparation is being 
made in the north parking 
lot area to accommodate 
visitor and patient parking. 
Gravel was put down west of 
the parking lot to give more 
parking for employees. 

According to Administra-
tor Heller, some asbestos in 
the ceiling will be removed 
in about two weeks.

Do you have unpaid traffic 

tickets or hot checks? If so, 
you may want to take care 
of them soon or risk having 
your name published in area 
newspapers and then a war-
rant issued for your arrest. 

Cooke County Justices of 
the Peace Dorthy Lewis, Pct. 
1, and Jason Brinkley, Pct. 4, 
requested a budget amend-
ment for over-time pay for 
clerks in the Justice of the 
Peace offices and to admin-
ister a county-wide warrant 
round-up. 

The round-up will in-
clude traffic offenses and hot 
checks. Law enforcement 
in the County agreed to as-
sist. They asked for $1810 
for the labor and $1750 for 
ads to be run in the newspa-
per. Three ads will be run to 
explain what is being done 
and ads will run two days 
with names listed of those 
who have outstanding traf-
fic violations or hot checks. 
The JP offices are usually 
closed over lunch, but will 
remain open during the days 
prior to the round-up to al-
low people more opportunity 
to pay their fines. The clerks 

Bank and Legend Bank. The 
proposals were for $1.3 mil-
lion. Heller said that the Ex-
ecutive Committee felt that 
the District could cover the 
remainder. The loan will be 
secured with revenue bonds. 
Heller explained that the 
only thing that is pledged is 
the revenues of the hospital 
and they can pledge the real 
estate.

will also work the actual day 
of the round-up.

"We'd much rather they pay 
the money than have them 
go sit in jail. The purpose is 
not to put somebody in jail.

Judge Brinkley remarked,

According to Judge Lewis, 
there are between 900 and 
1,000 warrants. These are 
warrants, not individuals. 
There are multiple offenses 
on one citation, she said. 

Cities in the County are 
also on board with the war-
rant round-up. Cities plan-
ning to participate include 
law enforcement from 
Gainesville, Muenster, Val-
ley View, Lindsay, Sheriff's 
Office, and DPS, and the 
County constables. 

Judge Lewis remarked, 
"It's not just the money. It's  

a five year reset. In part, a 
letter from Robert Weinzap-
fel of Muenster State Bank 
said, "Muenster State Bank 
understands and appreci-
ates that Muenster Hospital 
District's future success is 
important to our local area, 
and as in the past, we want 
to be a partner in your future 
growth/success." 

Board members Danny 
Walterscheid and Kenny Kle-
ment noted that the Muen-
ster Bank had been of as-
sistance in the past and that 
it was best to keep business 
at home when possible.

MMH Board seeks candidate 	Trustee 
election set

There are three positions 
on the Muenster Memorial 
Hospital Board of Direc-
tors with terms that expire 
this May. Two are held by 
Kenny Klement and John 
Aytes. The third was held by 
Angelo Nasche who died be-
fore the end of his three-year 
term. The Board has the op-
tion of appointing someone 
to complete Nasche's term 
or leave that place open un-
til the next election. Even if 
a replacement is appointed, 
that person would have to 
seek election to the Board 
this spring. 

At the Jan. 19 meeting of 
the MMH Board, Adminis-
trator Lynn Heller recom-
mended that the Board not 
make an a appointment. "If  

there is somebody out in the 
public that kind of wants to 
run for the Board and you 
appoint somebody, then we 
are going to have to spend 
five or six thousand dollars 
to have an election." If there 
are only three candidates for 
the three positions, an elec-
tion is not necessary. If four 
or more seek election to the 
Board, an election must be 
conducted. 

The first date to file as a 
candidate for the Board is on 
Feb. 8. The last date to file is 
by 5 p.m. on Monday, March 
8. If four or more persons 
seek election to the Board, 
an election will be held on 
Tuesday, May 4. Forms nec-
essary to file are available in 
the MMH Administration of-
fice. 

The Board of Trustee , 
 of Muenster Independent 

School District announce , 
 that a Trustee election will 

be held on May 8, 2010. Po-
sitions to be filled are Place 
1 - currently held by Neal 
Flusche, and Place 2  -  cur-
rently held by Mel Waltersc-
heid. 

The first day to file for a 
place on the ballet will be 
Feb. 8, 2010 and will contin-
ue through March 8, 2010. If 
you are interested in filing 
for a place on the ballot for 
either of these positions, go 
by the Muenster ISD Admin-
istration Office to pick up an 
application packet.

"It's ours!" said Alvin 
Fuhrman, president of Ger-
manfest Inc. "Thanks to a 
community-wide effort, the 
purchase was finalized at 
the office of W.W. Howeth 
Title Company in Gaines-
ville recently. Now the work 
begins to develop Muenster's 
Germanfest Park which will 
be a new home to the an-
nual Germanfest and other 
events throughout the year 
that will draw thousands of 
people to town. 

"Planning began three 
years ago to find a home 
large enough for growth. 
J.H. Bayer and Sons offered 
to sell us just over 92 acres 
west of town. Through meet-
ings and negotiations with 
Muenster's Industrial Foun-
dation Board, they agreed to 
purchase 28 acres of the pro-
posed property for an indus-
trial park for future build-
ing, and donate a large sum 
to Germanfest Inc. toward 
the purchase of the remain-
ing 66 acres for the park." 

On Dec. 29, 2009, Charles 
Bayer, on behalf of J.H. 

Bayer and Sons, met with 
the Industrial Foundation 
Board along with German-
fest Inc. executives to final-
ize the purchase of the 28 
acres and then on Jan. 14, 
Bayer brothers Charles and 
Leonard once again met with 
Germanfest Inc. President 
Alvin Fuhrman and Board 
members to purchase the re-
maining property which will 
house the annual German-
fest event. 

Fuhrman stated that many 
other events are planned for 
the park once it is ready. 
"There will be a lot of work 
to do before we can have any 
events there," said Fuhrman. 
For more than two years the 
group has been meeting with 
architecture firm CHA from 
Sanger to develop a plan for 
the theme park. Fuhrman 
said that the group now has 
a plan for the park. He said, 
"We still need to make some 
minor changes to the layout 
to get it to the way we are all 
happy with the design." 

On two different occa-
sions, Muenster Chamber  

members have voted to move 
forward with plans for the 
theme park. Letters were 
mailed months ago asking 
for pledges to purchase the 
remaining land. Twenty-five 
individuals made pledges 
to complete the purchase. 
The monies finally all came 
together toward the end of 
2009. 

Fuhrman said the next 
steps would be to appear 
before the Muenster City 
Council to request annexa-
tion into the city. CHA will 
continue to tweak the plans 
and gather bids for the in-
dividual structures includ-
ing buildings, bridges, side-
walks, and various other 
facilities. 

Monies for the food pavil- 
ion have been donated. The 
food pavilion will contain 
not only food and a dining 
area, it will have an enter- 
tainment stage, dance floor, 
and can hold approximately 
up to 5,000people. This 
72,000 square foot facility is 
enclosed and will be suitable

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Letter to the Editor: 
I want to encourage the city to continue its recycling 

program, and to reverse its previous decision to end re-
cycling in the City. In 2010, the City is eligible to win 
$90,000 with the Governor's Community Achievement 
Award (GCAA). The City's recycling program is a HUGE 
factor in helping Keep Muenster Beautiful to win this 
award for city improvements. 

Even if it is costing the City at this time to run the pro-
gram, I believe that the reward ($90,000) outweighs the 
cost and that we have an excellent chance of winning. 
Discontinuing the recycling program at this time would 
really hurt our application, since recycling accounts for 
about 16% of the application score. I suggested to the 
city manager that the rates remain the same and that 
trash only be collected once a week. Most families have a 
garage to store trash if they need to, or they can cheaply 
purchase an additional trash can if they need to. I know 
now that we are recycling, we have very little trash and 
once a week pickup would be sufficient. Once a week col-
lection may also encourage more people to recycle. Any 
recycling option would be great. 

Keep Muenster Beautiful has won the GCAA five times 
in the past, which gave our City decorative street lamps 
and trash cans, new sidewalks, retaining walls, plant-
er boxes and grates, trees and shrubs, and new fencing 
at the City Park. Other projects were also done to en-
hance the City and to win these improvements, such as 
the Main Street mural, painting the City Park pavilion, 
spring and fall planting days, two community trash pick-
ups each year, tree plantings, and many more projects 
and educational programs. Our citizens have worked 
hard to Keep Muenster Beautiful, and I believe that they 
would like to see us win again. Please contact City Hall 
in support of recycling. We need your support and the 
support of the City Council!

scheduled for Feb. 10 

Storm observing, report-
ing procedures, and safety 
are to be emphasized at the 
Skywarn severe weather 
program in February. 

The 2009 storm season in 
North Texas was a typically 
busy season. Twenty torna-
does were reported across 
the area, and destructive 
windstorms, large hail, and 
deadly flooding all made ap-
pearances in our area. The 
toll on life and property was 
significant, with many ca-
sualties and damage in the 
tens of millions of dollars. 

For 2010, the severe 
weather season is fast ap-
proaching. Five tornadoes 
were confirmed in North-
east Texas on Jan. 20, so in 
many ways, storm season is 
already here. 

Are you ready for whatev-
er this year has in store? Do 
you have a severe weather 
plan at your home and your 
workplace? Can you recog-
nize the clues that suggest 
large hail, flash flooding, or 
a tornado is possible? Do you 
want to become part of the 
severe weather warning sys-
tem in your county? 

As part of its area-wide 
weather preparedness cam-
paign, the National Weather 
Service in Fort Worth will 
answer these and many oth-
er questions at the Skywarn 
severe weather program on 
Wednesday, Feb. 10, from 7 
to 9 p.m. The program will 
be held at the Gainesville 
Civic Center, and is being 
held in partnership with 
Cooke County Emergency 
Management. 

The 2010 program will 
discuss thunderstorm for-
mation, severe weather pro-
duction, and features asso-
ciated with severe storms. 
The presentation will also 
review tornado formation 
and behavior, non-threat-
ening clues which may be 
mistaken for significant fea-
tures, and safety when thun-
derstorms threaten. It will 
discuss spotter operations 
and recommended reporting 
procedures. 

The two-hour presentation 
will be in multimedia format, 
featuring numerous pictures 
of storms and nearly 25 mim 

citizens of Cooke County." 
They declared Jan. 25, 2010 
as Bobby L. Harbin Day in 
Cooke County. 

Jerry Loper of Loper Pipe 
Organs spoke to Commis-
sioners Court of his proposal 
to repair the County Court-
house's tower clock.

Loper explained options 
and answered questions. 
The Texas Historic Commis-
sion (THC) has yet to give 
its guidelines which will be 
adhered to since the clock 
repair is part of the inte-
rior Courthouse restoration 
project now being done with 
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utes of storm video clips. 
"We have some new ma-

terial in the 2010 spotter 
training program," said 
Mark Fox, warning coordi-
nation meteorologist at the 
Fort Worth NWS Office. "We 
will present the information 
in the form of a checklist 
for the attendees to utilize. 
Most of the storm photos 
and video clips are different 
this year. We have reworked 
many of our graphics. We'll 
have more identification 
cases, and we'll discuss the 
operational aspects of storm 
spotters in detail." 

The fundamental purpose 
of the spotter training - and 
of the storm spotter network 
as a whole - remains un-
changed. Fox remarked, "We 
could not do our job as well 
as we do without storm spot-
ters. Radar is a great tool, 
but it only tells us part of a 
storm's story. Spotter obser-
vations complement the data 
we use to analyze storms. 
The combination of spotter 
reports and radar data gives 
us the best possible picture 
of the storms and what's go-
ing on inside them." 

The program is free and 
open to the public. "By com-
ing to this program, you will 
learn a lot about thunder-
storms," Fox said. "Even if 
you don't become an active 
storm spotter, you will learn 
about how storms work and 
the visual clues you can iden-
tify when storms are in your 
area. We will discuss severe 
weather safety tips. This will 
better prepare yourself and 
your family for the threats 
that storms pose." 

The Cooke County severe 
weather program is one of 
over 55 that the Fort Worth 
NWS Office will conduct be-
tween January and early 
April. The National Weather 
Service in Fort Worth pro-
vides forecasts, warnings, 
and weather services for 46 
counties in North and North-
central Texas.

The cold and dry weather 
in many parts of the state 
led to stressed crops and the 
need to continue to provide 
supplemental feed to live-
stock. 

Prolonged cold damaged 
waterlines, and freezing 
rain and snow in many ar-
eas made it difficult to work 
fields. At the same time, for 
some areas of the state, the 
drier weather provided some 
relief by allowing farmers to 
continue or complete har-
vesting. 

Farmers in West Texas 
and the Rolling Plains have 
either completed or nearly 

The American Farm Bu-
reau is appealing a Janu-
ary 2009 ruling by the U.S. 
Sixth Circuit Court of Ap-
peals that overturns a Clean 
Water Act (CWA) exemption 
for pesticide applications 
into, over, or near "waters of 
the United States," so long 
as the pesticide use complied 
with EPA-approved label re-
strictions. 

For the past 30 years, 
pesticides have been tightly 
controlled under the Federal 
Insecticide, Fungicide and  

completed their cotton har-
vest. Some crops in extreme 
West Texas have gone dor-
mant due to prolonged cold 
weather. In the Panhandle, 
wheat crops were stressed, 
with irrigated wheat report-
ed to be in better condition 
than dryland wheat. Wheat 
pastures in both this region 
and in the Rolling Plains are 
in need of warmer weather 
and a greater amount of 
moisture. 

In South Texas, growers 
were concerned over the pos-
sible effects of recent freezes 
on young/tender fields of 
cabbage and spinach crops. 

Rodenticide Act (FIFRA) 
and applications of pesti-
cides have been exempted 
from National Pollutant Dis-
charge Elimination System 
(NPDES) permits under the 
CWA. 

Not only does this ruling 
reverse 30 years of EPA pro-
cedure, it will also increase 
costs on pesticide users, 
consumers, and taxpayers 
by bringing as many as 5.6 
million annual pesticide ap-
plications into a new permit 
program. 	Sourer: AFBF 

Farmers in Southwest Texas 
saw an interruption, their 
spinach, cabbage, broccoli, 
lettuce, and carrot harvests 
during this reporting period. 

Generally, the colder 
weather continues to plague 
pasture and rangeland ar-
eas, providing limited food 
for livestock, but in some 
locations recent rainfalls 
helped such areas rebound 
a little. 

Throughout northern and 
western counties of Texas, 
cattle were stressed by the 
colder weather. In the South 
Plains, producers were par-
ticularly worried about the 
possible stress effect recent 
extreme cold temperatures 
and wind chill will have on 
area livestock. 

Throughout the state, pro-
ducers continued to increase 
the amount of supplemental 
feeding to cattle, and some 
were concerned they may 
not have enough hay to last 
the winter. 

Unpacking

Controlling insects in 
the winter! 

Now is a good time to 
control scale insects on ev-
ergreen shrubs and trees 
through use of a horticultur-
al oil spray. Also, fruit trees 
may be sprayed at this time 
of year in order to control 
insect eggs that may have 
been laid in bark and twig 
crevices. 

Usually, the oil treatment 
will need to be applied only 
once a year, and is an excel-
lent way to smother a pest 
that is difficult to eradicate. 
Horticultural oils also have 
the benefit of being less en-
vironmentally harsh than 
pesticides. 

There are several thou-
sand species of "Scale in-
sects." Armored scale insects 
are capable of navigating to 
fresh feeding grounds when 
very small, but then live and 
feed under a protective hard, 
wax ■, ,  shield as adults. Tea  

scales, oyster scales, eunony-
mous scales, and wax scales 
are examples of these. 

Trees and shrubs are often 
unable to withstand the con-
tinual drain of sap from these 
sucking insects, and may 
ultimately be killed. Treat-
ment consists of thoroughly 
spraying with horticultural 
oil according to directions, 
from every direction over the 
leaves and twigs. 

For successful spraying, 
look for a period in the late 
winter or early spring that 
will be relatively warm, but 
without a forecast of rain 
for at least two days (45 - 70 
degrees F). Carefully follow 
the label directions in order 
to apply the correct dilution 
formula, especially if you 
plan to spray fruit trees be-
ginning to break dormancy. 
If there are any doubts, spray 
a small area and wait a few 
days to check the results. 

After a few weeks, check 
to see if spraying has killed 
most of the scale present. 
Pry off a domed scale with a 
thumbnail and press. If the 
shell is dried, the treatment 
has worked. If there is still  

yellow, orange, or white vis-
cid material, the scales are 
still living. 

Another pest eradication 
project that is good to ac-
complish at this time of year 
is bagworm control. Check 
junipers and other narrow-
leaf evergreens for bagworm 
pouches. The insect eggs 
overwinter in the pouch, 
and start the cycle again by 
emerging in the spring to 
begin feeding on the foliage. 
Hand removal and burning 
of the pouches are ways of 
reducing the potential dam-
age next spring.

Farm Bureau files appeal 
in Clean Water Act case 

New scuffle erupts over 
crop insurance subsidies 

A new fight over government subsidies to crop insurance 
companies is under way, but any changes won't take effect 
until 2011. 

Government payments to crop insurance companies are 
tied to insurance premiums and premiums are tied to com-
modity prices. Uncle Sam's share of the cost has more than 
doubled, from $1.8 billion in 2006 to $3.8 billion in 2009. 

An independent analysis of the crop insurance industry 
showed net returns of 16.6%, nearly 30% higher than the 
average 12.8% rate of return for the rest of the insurance 
industry. So government wants to cut back payments. The 
insurance industry counters, however, that such cuts would 
be devastating to smaller insurers.
