Michael Kent earned ap-
proval at the Sept. 20 meet-
ing of the Muenster Hospital
District Board of Directors to
serve as the Hospital’s chief
executive officer (CEO). He
has served as the interim
CEO since stepping in at the
Board’s request when CEO
Lynn Heller resigned unex-
pectedly in January.

Kent’s position as CEO be-
came official with the sign-
ing of a contract on Tuesday,
Oct. 11. Board President
Kenny Klement welcomed
him on behalf of the Board
after both had signed the of-
ficial papers.

Heller mentored Kent for
the CEO position. He was
given various responsibili-

ties over the years. As he
accomplished an assigned
task, another was added. He
even stepped in to help cook
a few meals when there was
no Hospital cook available.

Klement remarked, “From
his different roles in the
Hospital, including grant
writing, risk management,
safety, emergency prepared-
ness, HIPAA, serving as
chief information officer and
IT officer, the Board made
the decision to appoint Kent
as interim CEO. He had that
knowledge of the manage-
ment of the Hospital.

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County contemplates lifting
burn ban for a short period

Beneficial rains fell on
Cooke County this past week-
end with anywhere from two
to four inches of moisture
reported in various areas of
the County. This prompted
talk of lifting the burn ban
at Monday’s Commissioners
Court meeting.

Cooke County Fire Mar-
shal Ray Fletcher noted
that the weekend’s rainfall
rates increased mostly from
the northeast portion of the
County to the southeast. He
suggested that if the Court
decided to left the burn ban,
it leave the Disaster Decla-
ration in place. It could be
modified or left as is with

provision for welding in
place.
County Judge John Roane

stated that he’d prefer to
keep things as is for a couple
of weeks to see if more pre-
cipitation would be received
to improve conditions. “I'm
not sure that we aren’t going
to be in the same state that
we were two or three days
from now,” he said.

Precinct #1 Commissioner
Gary Hollowell observed,
“I think we’re expecting a
lengthy drought for months
and months and months. I
see this as a slight window
of opportunity to lift and let
some people burn. It’s going

to continue to stack up and
pile up if we go for months
on end.”

Judge Roane said that if
the burn ban is lifted, there
could be a danger of someone
burning the County down in
a few days before the ban
could be reinstated.

Precinct #2 Commissioner
B.C. Lemons stated that he’d
like to see it lifted.

Leon Klement, Precinct
#4 commissioner, added, “If
you have a fire now, there’s
not much green. Everybody’s
going to get stuck. The
fire truck will have a hard
time.”

When the vote was called,
it failed 2-3. Voting to left
the ban were Commission-
ers Lemons and Hollowell.
Judge Roane and Commis-
sioners Klement and Al
Smith voted to keep the ban
in place.

Looking to the move back
into the Courthouse, Com-
missioners voted to change
their meetings on the second
and fourth Mondays of the
month back into the Court-
house as of Nov. 1. Meeting
time remains at 10 a.m.

Indigent burials continue

Will Myra’s 76253 zip be lost in Post Office changes?

It is a well-known fact
that the postal system is in
grave financial trouble all
across the United States.
Many people cringe and
grumble when the price of
postage stamps creeps up a
few cents, but some commu-
nities are facing the possibil-
ity of losing their local Post
Office.

One such community is
Myra. The residents came
together on Thursday, Oct. 6
to find out what they could
do to keep their local facil-
ity.

Janice Godlewski, P.O. op-
erations manager for POO7,
conducted the meeting with
the purpose of explaining
why the Post Office is con-
ducting a study on the Myra
Post Office and what that
process entails. She said
that the Post Office is trying
many things to stay in busi-
ness.

According to Godlewski,
there are 95 Post Offices be-
ing studied in the Fort Worth

District. It ranges into Ama-
rillo, Lubbock, and slightly
into Oklahoma. There are
five in her area that includes
Myra 76253, Rosston 76363,
Greenwood 76246, Slidell
76267, and Ringgold 76261.
There are over 33,000 post
offices nationwide in jeop-
ardy of closure.

What the Post Office
looked at in determining
which facilities to close in-
cluded: building owned or
leased; cost of building to
operate; revenues or money
coming in through that Post
Office; what’s going out to
keep it in business; and the
work load. “Transactions
just walking into the Post
Office are down over 200,000
nationwide. People are using
computers to pay bills, send
cards on line, alternative
access such as going to the
grocery store to buy a book
of stamps. Mainly, email has
just dwindled our first class
mail down 43 billion pieces
in the last five years,” ex-
plained Godlewski.

Brick and mortar Post
Offices are being fazed out,
said Godlewski. She contin-
ued, “It’s sad because the
Post Offices in the communi-
ties are like the heart of the
community and you all are
the flow line. You keep it go-
ing. It’s where people meet.
They talk.”

Godlewski praised Myra
Postmaster Linda Hacker,
noting that she is the best
postmaster in her whole
group. Linda keeps bracelets
and candy for the kids and
does other special kindness-
es for her patrons. “That’s
what the Post Office is,” re-
marked Godlewski. “We're
customer service.”

Surveys were sent to Myra
postal patrons to determine
what alternative method of
mail delivery they prefer.
Godlewski reported that
those returned will be read
and answered. When all in-
formation is compiled, it will
be sent to the District man-
ager and then to Headquar-

ters. Should Headquarters
decide to close Myra’s PO,
the patrons may appeal the
decision through the postal
service, Congressman Mac
Thornberry, and the Board
of Governors. She urged con-
tacting government officials.
Myra’s Post Office build-
ing is portable and owned by
the Post Office. The land it
sets on is leased.
Alternative options of-
fered should the decision be
made final to close Myra’s
PO include cluster boxes.
This would be a secure metal
box with 16 compartments.
A concrete slab would be
poured on which to anchor
the metal box. It would be
maintained by the Post Of-
fice. Postal patrons would
keep their same box num-
ber and zip code. Godlewski
said that most of the people
in Myra do not pay for their
postal boxes, and so would
not have to pay for the ones

at the cluster box. Should a
cluster box be set up, Muen-
ster would be the adminis-
trative office since it is the
closest Post Office. Cluster
boxes were discussed as po-
tentially not being secure.

A patron asked if it would
not cost more to set up clus-
ter boxes than to use a build-
ing that the Post Office al-
ready owns that is equipped
with boxes. Godlewski said
it would save $79,000 yearly.
That includes the postmas-
ter’s salary, utilities, trans-
portation, etc. Although the
Myra PO’s revenue has in-
creased every year, Godlews-
ki said that last year the
Myra revenue was $27,000,
leaving the facility operating
in the red.

Another patron asked if
they could start paying for
their boxes, since it would
cost them $40 a box plus the
gas to drive to Muenster to
pick up mail.

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A village Post Office was
given as another alternative.
Alocal store or property own-
er in the community could
offer that location to house
postal boxes. A carrier would
come and sort mail into the
boxes. They asked why not
utilize the current building.
That building could be pur-
chased by an individual and
used, said Godlewski.

Those who are on rural
routes could use rural deliv-
ery as an option, he said.

Bernice Sicking asked
about the Post Office’s re-
tirement plan that overpaid
money and why could they
not get that back and use it
to pay off debts. Godlewski
answered, “Do you think it’s
there?” They overpaid $45-
$75 million on prepayment
on future retirement health
benefits. She said they
asked for the money back
and were told that it is un-
known where it went. Every
year, they must continue to
pay into it with another $5.5
million.

Precinct #3 Commissioner
Al Smith remarked, “All of
this makes us incredibly an-
gry. I think I speak for lots
of people in here when I say
that, and you can hear it in
the questions. It makes me
angry as well.”

Smith said if they are re-
quired to go to Muenster for
a P.O. box, it would change
their address. “We would
lose our zip code which
drives many programs. Ev-
erything from GPS ‘where
art thou’ programs, to gov-
ernment programs, to Cen-
sus Bureau programs. It is
a massive change in a com-

munity when you lose a zip
code. You begin to lose your
physical identity and that’s
horrible.”

Smith said the govern-
ment should tell them how
much money it would take
to keep the Post Office open
and let people help manage
it. “Let’s get some sense in
this,” he said. Being close
the I-35, he wondered why
the government was taking
away infrastructure needed
to serve the future people
who were expected to move
here.

County Judge John Roane
wondered what changing all
of the addresses nationwide
would do to the many other
government agencies. “It’s a
ripple effect all through the
government,” he said.

Someone noted that they
heard this was just the be-
ginning of eliminating Post
Offices and that Era and
Forestburg were next. Loyd
Trubenbach commented,
“Don’t you feel like once they
get this one, they are gonna
step to the next dog and the
next dog and the next dog?”

Should the Myra P.O. close,
the decision as to which op-
tions will be selected is based
on results of the survey sent
to all of its patrons, input
from the postmaster, and
feedback from this meeting.
Godlewski stressed that this
is just a study and could be
halted at any time by Con-
gress or the Post Office. The
fate of 76253 remains to be
seen. When the decision is
made, postal patrons will be
notified what it is and if nec-
essary, what must be done to
retain their mail delivery.

New Texas traffic,

Below is a list of selected
changes to traffic and crimi-
nal statutes. Unless other-
wise listed, all laws below
took effect Sept. 1, 2011.
Please note that this is not
a comprehensive list of all
new laws passed by the Tex-
as Legislature.

Criminal Laws

- Certain synthetic com-
pounds deceptively labeled
as “bath salts” and synthetic
marijuana products (K2 or
spice) have been added to
Penalty Group 2 of the Texas
Controlled Substances Act.
(HB 2118, SB 331) Bath
salts contain dangerous
stimulants, and K2 mim-
ics the effects of marijuana.
Both have been sold in con-
venience stores and head
shops, and have side effects
that can be harmful and
long-lasting.

- The electronic transmis-
sion or possession of visual
material depicting a minor
engaging in sexual conduct
(“sexting”) has been added
as an offense in the Penal
Code. The penalty can range
from a Class C misdemean-
or to Class A misdemeanor,
depending on the circum-
stances. This does not apply
to minors involved in a dat-
ing relationship or spouses.
(SB 407)

- The possession or use of
tire deflation devices, com-
monly known as caltrops, for

tive director.

Hare continues, “Money
raised here stays here! There
are many misconceptions
about where the money goes.
What complicates our local
efforts is news from around
the country about what an-
other United Way organiza-
tion may fund or even what
happens on the national lev-
el with United Way World-
wide or another national non
profit. Any of our current or
past (27) volunteer Board
members or Allocation Com-
mittee members can attest
to the fact that decisions
are made locally, using local
funds to support local needs.
Like any national organiza-
tion, we are required to pay
annual dues just like your
local Kiwanis Club, Lions
Club, Scout troops, etc. Our
dues are a cost of less than
1% and that provides our or-
ganization with a variety of
support and resources. Ad-
ditionally, if we were not a
“member” we would not be
able to receive money from
other United Ways. That
would have a huge impact
on us for we also depend
on employee contributions
from other counties from
such companies as Peterbilt,
UNT, and the Walmart Dis-
tribution Center which are
all located in Denton Coun-
ty. Since we cannot solicit
beyond our county line, we
depend on Denton County
United Way to transfer any
funds designated to Cooke
County United Way.”

Debbie Hess, Muenster
Campaign division leader
and Board member noted,
“I think what really made a
difference this year is that
more people are understand-
ing the impact of United
Way here in our own com-
munity. One of United Way’s
agencies is in our own back-
yard, the Muenster Youth
Council, who will be receiv-
ing $15,500 in allocated
funds from this campaign.
In addition, the Agency has
received a combined total of
almost $12,000 last year and
this year in special grants
which is distributed through
the Cooke County United
Way Charitable Giving Pro-
gram (memorial funds not
campaign funds).

tique or curio is prohibited.
Criminal organizations have
increasingly used caltrops as
they attempt to evade appre-
hension, resulting in dam-
age to patrol vehicles and in-
nocent vehicles on the road.
(SB 1416)
Traffic Laws

- Tow trucks have now
been added to the slow down
or move over laws, which re-
quire drivers to slow down
20 miles per hour below the
speed limit, or to vacate the
lane closest to the stopped
emergency vehicle that has
emergency lights activated if
the road has multiple lanes
traveling in the same direc-
tion. (HB 378)

- Speed limits will now be
the same during night and
day driving, and separate
speed limits for trucks have
been eliminated. The maxi-
mum speed limit on state
highways may be raised to
75 miles per hour if approved
after a finding by TxDOT
that the increased speed
would be reasonable and
safe following an engineer-
ing and traffic investigation.
(HB 1353)

- A driver may not allow
a child under 18 to ride in a
watercraft while it is being
towed on a street or highway.
This does not include water-
craft being towed on a beach

or in a parade. (HB 2981)
Driver License

- Hardship driver licenses
will be suspended if the hold-
er is convicted of two or more
moving violations during a
12-month period. DPS may
no longer waive the driver
education requirement to
issue a 60-day hardship li-
cense. (HB 90)

- Drivers subject to the
Driver Responsibility Pro-
gram will be able to pay the
entire three-year amount of
surcharges owed for a viola-
tion in advance, rather than
paying across all three years.
(HB 588)

- Veterans will be exempt
from the fee for a personal
identification certificate if
they can show honorable
discharge and at least 60%
service-related disability.
Disabled veterans are ex-
empted from driver license
fees under current law. (HB
1148)

- A veteran designation
will be displayed on a driver
license for applicants who
provide proof of military
service and honorable dis-
charge. (HB 1514)

- The Sunset Commis-
sion has been charged with
reviewing the current over-
sight structure of driver
education and driver safety
schools, which are currently
overseen by the Texas Edu-

UNT professor and author McCaslin
headlines “Great Hanging” observance

The North Central Texas
College Honors Program, the
Heritage Society of the Mor-
ton Museum, and the Cooke
County Historical Commis-
sion are joining forces to
make this year’s commemo-
ration of the tragedy known
as the “Great Hanging” more
memorable than ever.

Events will begin at 5
p-m. on Oct. 15 near the
main flagpoles on the NCTC
Gainesville campus with the
fifth annual “Bell Ringing in
Remembrance of the Great
Hanging.”

Following this service, Dr.
Richard McCaslin, chair of
the University of North Tex-
as History Department, will
share his knowledge and
insights on this important
historical event. This part

| of the program will begin at

5:30 p.m. in the Little The-
ater in the 100 Building. All
events are free and open to
the public.

Dr. McCaslin is a nation-
ally known historian and ac-
claimed speaker who special-
izes in the history of Texas,
the Civil War, and the West.

In writing this critically
acclaimed work, he collabo-
rated with the local museum
and historical society, as well
as with the descendants of
those involved on both sides
of this infamous incident.
His book is the most exten-
sive scholarly treatment of
the subject to date.

According to Dr. Pat Led-
better, NCTC professor of
history, the “Great Hanging”
began on Oct. 1, 1862, when
the Texas Militia began ar-
resting more than 200 sus-
pected Unionists. In Gaines-
ville, vigilantes proceeded to
execute 42 of these men for
conspiring to commit trea-
son and foment an insurrec-
tion. Few of the victims had
plotted to usurp Confederate
authority, and most were in-
nocent of abolitionist senti-
ments, but their pleas made
little difference. Others were
lynched in nearby counties
as well, but the “Great Hang-
ing” claimed the most lives
in Gainesville, climaxing
years of vigilantism against
persons accused of fostering
disorder in North Texas.

“Dr. McCaslin sees this
tragedy as an important
chapter in Civil War histo-
ry,” said Dr. Ledbetter, “one

affection in the Confederacy
generally. Not only is it the
most spectacular of several
events of its kind in Civil
War Texas, it is also the larg-
est mass execution in United
States history.”

She observed that since
the 2011 commemoration of
this event occurs on the eve
of its sesquicentennial in
2012, when the Texas State
Historical Association will
republish the two surviving
eyewitness accounts of the
Great Hanging, “public and
academic interest should be
strong.”

cation Agency, and determine
if another state agency should
have oversight. Providers of
driver education courses, in-
cluding DPS for the purposes
of parent taught driver educa-
tion, will be able to provide cer-
tificates of completion directly
to those who have completed
driver education courses. (HB
2678)

- DPS will establish a deferral
program for surcharges assessed
under the Driver Responsibility
Program to military personnel
actively deployed outside the
U.S. for the duration of the indi-
vidual’s deployment. (HB 2851)

- Voters will be required to
present a driver license, per-
sonal identification certificate,
military identification, election
identification certificate, Unit-
ed States citizenship certificate
passport, or concealed handgun

license to participate in an elec-
tion. DPS must create an elec-
tion identification certificate to
be issued by DPS for registered
voters who do not have any of
the other acceptable forms of
photo identification. The elec-
tion identification certificate
will be distinguishable from a
driver license or personal iden-
tification certificate, and will be
issued free of charge to persons
only if they do not hold any oth-
er acceptable form of identifica-
tion, as listed in Election Code
63.0101. These forms of identi-
fication include a driver license,
personal identification certifi-
cate, military identification, a
United States citizenship cer-
tificate, passport, or concealed
handgun license. (SB 14)

- A four-hour driving safety
course was approved for drivers
under 25 years old. Drivers un-

der 25 who are cited for a mov-
ing violation may be required to
take this course. (SB 1330)

- Applicants for a driver li-
cense or identification certifi-
cate must provide proof that the
applicant is lawfully present in
the United States. Applicants
who are not U.S. citizens, legal
permanent residents, or admit-
ted to the U.S. as refugees or
asylees are considered tempo-
rary visitors. Driver license and
identification certificates issued
to temporary visitors expire
concurrent with the end of the
applicant’s lawful presence, or
after one year if the legal stay
is indefinite. Driver license and
identification certificates issued
to temporary visitors are to be
in the same format and contain
the same information as those
issued to U.S. citizens and le-
gal permanent residents. (SB 1,

82nd 1st Called Session, effec-
tive Sept. 28, 2011)
Weapons

- A person may carry a hand-
gun, knife, or club in a water-
craft under the person’s owner-
ship or control. The handgun,
knife, or club may not be in
plain view, used while engag-
ing in criminal activity, or car-
ried by a member of a criminal
street gang. (HB 25)

- Employers may not prohibit
employees with a concealed
handgun license from having
firearms or ammunition in their
personal cars in the employer’s
parking lot. This does not apply
to employees of public, private,
or charter schools, or employees
of chemical manufacturers or
oil and gas refiners. (SB 321)

Crime Labs

- Crime laboratories are re-

quired to preserve biological

evidence used in the investiga-
tion or prosecution of a felony
for at least 40 years, or until
the applicable statute of limita-
tions has expired if there is an
unapprehended actor associ-
ated with the offense. (SB 1616,
effective June 17, 2011)

- Law enforcement agencies
are required to submit DNA ev-
idence in active sexual assault
cases to an accredited labora-
tory within 30 days of receipt.
Once the evidence has been
analyzed, the DNA must be
compared by DPS to state and
federal DNA databases. The bill
requires law enforcement agen-
cies to submit unanalyzed DNA
evidence collected after Sept. 1,
1996, to DPS for analysis. (SB
1636)

Miscellaneous

- A new category of missing

person alerts may now be is-

sued for missing persons with
intellectual disabilities. Activa-
tion of this alert includes a re-
quirement of documentation of
a qualifying intellectual disabil-
ity. (HB 1075)

- DPS must create a pass for
expedited access to the state
Capitol building. To be eligible,
an applicant must meet the cri-
teria to apply for a concealed
handgun license, with the ex-
ception of handgun proficiency
requirements. (HB 2131, effec-
tive May 30, 2011)

- The Texas Fusion Center
Policy Council was created to
assist DPS in monitoring fusion
center activities in Texas. The
council is required to establish a
privacy advisory group, recoms-
mend best practices for fusion
centers in Texas. (HB 3324, ef-
fective June 17, 2011).

There is
no way that a funeral home
can conduct a natural burial
for that amount of money, he
said. The funeral homes have
requested that the policy be

changed to cremation or that
the fee be increased.

Commissioner Smith ex-
pressed concern over cases of
indigent burials of Veterans.
Fletcher said that there is a
small fee paid. An audience
member commented that, if
notified, there are funeral
homes in Dallas County that
will bury Veterans who are
paupers.

The Court voted unani-
mously to change the indi-
gent burial policy to pay for
cremations not burials.

The Court approved Com-

missioner Smith’s request
to retain Chuck Bartush
for legal counsel concerning
the placement of a fence at
1174 along FM 1630. Smith
explained that he would like
Bartush to help him review
the documents and prepare
the proper documents. The
Henleys own the property
adjoining the piece of prop-
erty in question.

Drought impacts white-tailed deer
and Texas 2011 bow season

As the Texas bow season
got under way Oct. 1, hunt-
ers got the first look at the
drought-plagued white-tailed
deer population over the
weekend.

Chris Mitchell with the
Texas Parks and Wildlife De-
partment (TPWD) is encour-
aging hunters to fill all deer
tags this year as a method
of population management
and survival. As more Texas
deer are harvested, stressed
areas will have more time to
recover.

Reports from TPWD and
Texas AgriLife Extension Ser-
vice personnel indicate Texas
deer populations will suffer
most from lack of acorns and
native grasses. Many does
abandoned fawns this year
due to food scarcity.

The Sacred Heart Cubs

Know if you have
a big buck to

hunt

Even if you’re the best
hunter in the nation, you
won’t be able to take a big
buck, if you don’t know there’s
a trophy buck on the property
where you hunt. To deter-
mine if a trophy buck is on
that land, go into the woods
after the deer have shed their
antlers, and look for trophy
racks. If you find a big set of
antlers that have been shed,
you can assume that a tro-
phy buck is on that property.
Also, enter your hunting area
before deer season, and start
to scout then. Try to see a big
buck before hunting pressure
drives him to cover.

Hunters need to go into the
woods throughout the year
to search for and study deer.
Then you can collect informa-
tion before the season begins
and after it ends about what
deer are on the property for
you to hunt, as well as what
routes the deer travel, and
the food sources they use.

Another way to find out if
you have a trophy buck on
your hunting lands is to talk
to the people who drive up
and down the roads through
the woodlot where you plan
to hunt. Loggers, mailmen,
school bus drivers, and people
normally traveling through

your hunting region, while
driving back and forth to
work and school, often will
see and know the where-
abouts of a big buck.

If shining deer at night is
legal in your state, go into the
woods and fields at night with
a light before and after the
season to see deer. But make
sure you're not violating the
law in the state where you
hunt. An important safety
practice is to notify the lo-
cal conservation officer as to
where you’ll be on the night
you plan to look for deer, and
let him know what you’re
doing. To take a trophy deer,
you must have a big deer to
hunt.

Texas Game Warden Field Notes

The following items are compiled from recent Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department law enforcement reports.

Very expensive sea food

Brazoria County Game Wardens Joe Goff, Jason Richers,
Scott Jennings, and Jim Bob Van Dyke, along with Fort
Bend County Warden Mike Weiss were doing boat training
in the Intracoastal Canal near Freeport on Aug. 20 when
Goff received a call that had came through the Operation
Game Thief hotline, in which the complainant reported
seeing three males on an offshore fishing vessel catching
and retaining over their limit and undersize red snapper.
The wardens patrolled the Freeport jetties the remainder
of the day, and at approximately 6:30 p.m., a vessel towing
what turned out to be the reported violator vessel came
through the jetties. The wardens made contact with the
vessel and discovered that the three occupants possessed
49 red snapper, all of which were undersize, and a pair of
undersize cobia. In addition, the vessel was unregistered.
A total of 17 cases were filed, as well as civil restitution.

More very expensive sea food

On Aug. 20, Matagorda County Game Warden Aaron
Koenig and Wharton County Game Warden Chris Bird
encountered a Louisiana crew boat coming into the Port
O’Conner jetties. Because of the large number of people on
the back deck, the wardens decided to see if anyone had
been fishing while offshore. After boarding the vessel, the
wardens noticed five ice chests packed on the back deck
with all of the crew’s other belongings. Upon inspection, the
coolers were found to contain numerous bags of filleted fish.
Five individuals were cited for head and tailed finfish.

Once a Game Warden, always a Game Warden

Uvalde County Game Wardens Rachel Kellner and Javier
Fuentes got word from retired Game Warden Capt. Bill Hel-
lums that he had heard suspicious shotgun blasts west of
Uvalde. After a lot of stopping and listening, the wardens
finally found two individuals shooting skeet. The wardens
let them know that they had heard the shots and wanted to
make sure no one was hunting doves. After searching the
bed of the pickup, the wardens discovered mourning doves
and four other nongame birds. Hunting in closed season
and minor in possession citations were issued. Warden
Kellner let Captain Hellums know the good news and he
was grinning from ear to ear.

Wardens assist in search for missing boater

Medina County Game Warden Jeff Benson responded
on Aug. 25 to a call from the sheriff’s office regarding an
overdue boater on Medina Lake. The subject’s vehicle and
personal water craft were located at a local marina that
evening by family members, but an aerial search that night
failed to turn up the missing boater. The following morn-
ing, Benson and Game Warden Jorge Tamayo searched the
area by boat. A day later, the body of the missing man was
discovered near a private boat dock by the property owner.
The body was recovered by the sheriff’s office.

Dad joins kids on illegal hunt

Zapata County Game Wardens Stevan Ramos and Car-
son Wardlow were patrolling in San Ygnacio on Aug. 18
when they saw a pickup truck stop a couple of blocks in
front of them. Warden Wardlow stopped his truck when

he saw what appeared to be a gun barrel sticking out of
the passenger-side window. As the wardens watched, the
passenger shot twice, and the driver got out to retrieve a
white-winged dove from the bushes just off the road. The
wardens quickly made contact and found that the pas-
senger and driver were both juveniles. Their father was
also in the vehicle. One citation was issued for hunting
in a closed season and a warning issued for using illegal
means and methods. Civil restitution was filed for one
white-winged dove.
Wardens recover boat crash victim’s body
Game wardens were notified on Aug. 18 of a single
boat accident in which the operator had been ejected and
was missing on Lake LBdJ. Burnet County warden Brent
Whitus, Lampasas County warden Jim Lindeman, and
Llano County warden Kevin Webb responded to the scene
and initiated an investigation and recovery operations.
The following morning, Burnet County Warden Ronnie
Langford and Llano County Warden Rick Snitkin along
with personnel fromvarious local agencies recovered the
body. Investigation ongoing.
Caught red-handed...literally

Williamson County Game Warden Joel Campos received
an Operation Game Thief call regarding hunting dove in
closed season. Warden Campos arrived at the reported
location in Hutto and noticed two couples outside in the
backyard. After making contact with them, he saw a
12-gauge and plenty of spent 12-gauge ammunition as well
as a skeet machine. But next to the skeet machine lay the
leftovers of several doves that had been cleaned. One male
kept his hands behind his back while being interviewed.
Campos asked him to put his hands by his side and noticed
blood on his finger tips. Caught red-handed, he said he
had killed nine mourning dove. The subject also said he
was getting ready to put steaks and the dove on the grill
before Campos arrived. The birds were confiscated, and
the subject was issued citations for hunting dove in closed
season, and hunting with illegal means and methods. Civil
restitution will be pursued.

Game Warden Kevin Mitchell was called to the scene of a
house fire in Sinton after firefighters discovered a two-foot
alligator being kept in a plastic tote. Mitchell explained to
the home/alligator owner that they could not keep a wild
animal as a pet. After a lengthy discussion, a citation was
issued and the gator returned to the wild.

Night hunter also had drugs

Young County Game Warden Brent Isom apprehended
two subjects on Sept. 9 for hunting deer at night after see-
ing them shoot twice at deer from a public roadway. While
exiting the vehicle, one of the subjects attempted to hide
drugs before being taken into custody. Charges pending.

To kill a mockingbird

Tarrant County Game Warden John Padgett made
contact with a dove hunter and his children on Sept. 11.
When asked if they had shot any birds, the hunter replied
no. But one of the hunter’s sons asked, “What about that
bird you shot and let us play with, that we threw in the
bushes?” The hunter asked his son to go and get the bird,
which turned out to be a mockingbird. Cases pending.

FIRE SAFETY
IMPORTANT FHK
HUNTERS AND
HUTDHHRSMEN

With Texas still mired in a record-breaking drought and
no real relief in sight, hunters and other outdoorsmen
must be especially careful when heading out to take part
in their favorite pastimes.

Dangerous wildfire conditions are expected through the
fall and into the winter, which means a wildfire easily
could be ignited by just one spark from an unattended
campfire, lit cigarette, muzzle of a gun, or even a hot
exhaust pipe on a car left running — or parked — on the
side of the road.

“You should always take wildfire conditions into con-
sideration when you're doing anything outside that could
cause a spark — especially with vegetation as critically
dry as it is right now,” said Justice Jones, coordinator
for the Wildland Urban Interface and Fire Prevention
programs. “If you start an accidental wildfire, the camp
you destroy may be your own.”

Though hunting season already has kicked off, hunters
aren’t the only people who should take precautions. All
outdoorsmen should keep fire safety in mind as conditions
remain ripe for massive, unwieldy wildfires.

“Roughly 90% of fires in Texas are started accidentally
by people,” Jones said. “That means they’re preventable.
And that’s just what we want people to do — prevent
them.”

If you're heading outside, keep in mind the following
wildfire safety tips:

Obey outdoor burning bans. Don’t build a fire during
dry or windy conditions.

Drive only on designated trails. Don’t park or idle vehicles
in dry grass, which can be ignited by contact with a hot
muffler.

When shooting close to the ground, be sure there is no
dry grass or tinder in front of your muzzle. Though rare,
it’s not impossible for a shot to ignite nearby tinder.

Use caution with cigarettes and matches.

Use spark arresters on all power equipment.

Obama’s pact agreement

Establishing stronger U.S. trade relations with Colombia,
Panama, and South Korea is one step closer after President

“Combined, the three FTAs represent nearly $2.5 billion
in new agriculture exports and would create the economic
growth that could generate support for up to 22,500 U.S.

County Agent’s Report

Soil test your lawn, garden, or flowerbed

If your garden, lawn, or flowerbed performed below expecta-
tions last year, or maybe things just didn’t grow quite right,
you could blame the problems on the drought, but investing a
few dollars in a soil test may be just the solution. A properly
prepared and fertilized garden soil is the real key to suc-
cessful gardening in most areas of Texas. Taking a soil test
during the dormant season will allow you plenty of time to
prepare for next spring.

The soil test report will tell you the level of nitrogen,
phosphorus, potassium, calcium, and magnesium available
to your garden plants. It will also indicate the pH (acidity or
alkalinity) of your garden soil. For the most part, this is all
you need to know to properly fertilize your garden soil, and
increase the likelihood of a bountiful harvest.

To take a soil sample, make a hole about a foot deep in
the garden with a spade or sharpshooter. Throw out the
first spade full of soil. Then, from the back of the hole, cut
a slice of the soil 1/2 inch to 1 inch thick. Be sure the slice
is at least 6 to 7 inches in depth, with fairly even width and
thickness. Then place the soil slice in a bucket or tub. Repeat
this procedure 4 to 6 times in different spots in the garden,
depending primarily on the size of the garden. Thoroughly
mix the composite of the soil, and mail it to the Soils Testing
Laboratory at Texas A&M University. Sample bags and forms
can be obtained at the Texas AgriLife Extension Office located
in the old jail at 301 S. Chestnut in Gainesville.

recap

For the week ending Oct. 8,
feeder cattle prices at Texas
Panhandle auctions and San
Angelo were steady to $2
higher per hundredweight.
Feeder cattle prices in Okla-
homa City were mostly $3 to
$7 higher. Market influences
remain unchanged as stable
fed cattle prices, prospects
for tighter feeder supplies,
drought, and lack of grazing
were all factors. Fed cattle
prices were $0.17 higher and
wholesale beef prices were
higher, with Choice-grade
beef posting the largest in-
crease.

Corn and grain sorghum
were higher, but wheat de-
clined as U.S. exports sales
struggle to compete with
cheaper grain from the Black
Sea region, and beneficial
rains on the U.S. Southern
Plains boosted prospects for
the winter wheat crop.

As for futures markets, cot-
ton, corn, and lumber were
higher while feeder cattle,
fed cattle, and wheat were
lower.

Almost all of the state
recorded rainfall during
the week with the heaviest
amounts falling in central,
north-central, and southeast
Texas.

Crop condition and prog-
ress information are not
available since the USDA
National Agricultural Statis-
tics Service Texas field office
was closed Monday for the
Columbus Day holiday.
