  As updates and renova-
tions continue at Muenster 
Memorial Hospital, the 
Board and administration 
have decided to tackle three 
patient rooms. According to 
Administrator Michael Kent, 
plans include changing the 
toilets from wall mounts to 
floor mounts, replacing sinks 
and mirrors, tile floors in the 
bathrooms, and updating 
ADA handrails and lighting. 
They would like to put show-
ers in three patients’ room 
that are private rooms. This 
would require removing the 
patient closet. They would 
also like to purchase new 
furniture such as bedside 
tables, night stands, and re-
cliners. 
  Renovations will begin 
with general donations al-
ready given. It is hoped that 
more funds will be received. 
Donors will be recognized in 
a manner to be determined.
  Parker Electric submitted 
a bid for the electrical work 
that would be required to in-
stall a step-up transformer 
and generator. Discussion on 
the generator included look-
ing into one large enough to 
run the entire facility when 
the electricity is out. 
  Board President Kenny 
Klement also serves on the 
North Texas Groundwater 
Conservation Board. He 
shared concerns that some of

the members of that Board 
expressed, noting that there 
may be rolling brown outs 
next summer. If that is true, 
a generator large enough to 
serve the Hospital and Clin-
ic would be important.
  The Board decided to meet 
with Parker Electric to see 
what the cost would be to 
install a generator to meet 
the needs of the entire MMH 
plant.
  Signage for the Hospital 
was discussed. It was noted 
that some people are having 
difficulty finding the Hospi-
tal entrance and Emergency 
Room. Administrator Kent 
showed pictures of two pro-
posed signs from Sign-A-
Rama. 
  A lighted 24” by 48” box 
sign was proposed for the 
Emergency entrance at a 
cost of $950. For the Hospital 
entry, individual letters that 
read ENTRANCE would be 
placed above the front door 
for a cost of $390. The Board 
approved the signs. Kent 
will check with the City on 
sign regulations prior to pro-
ceeding.
  More  signs are being con-
sidered for placement such 
as one near Hwy. 82 and a 
matching sign in the Hos-
pital parking lot, and a sign 
on the building that reads 
Muenster Memorial Hospi-
tal. This will be addressed at 
the December meeting.

  Employees Christmas bo-
nuses totaling $25,000 were 
given last year. Board Secre-
tary John Aytes noted that 
the Executive Committee 
recommended cutting that 
amount in half. He said, 
“With business still going 
down, expenses still going 
up, collections on accounts 
receivable extending out-
ward, everything is going in 
the wrong direction. We said 
we’d make a recommenda-
tion to the Board to cut that 
in half hopeful that the em-
ployees would understand 
,just like every place else in 
the U.S., things are not as 
rosy as they were several 
years ago, and we can’t jus-
tify continuing to lose a half 
a million dollars a year ap-
proximately and expect the 
taxpayers to pay a bonus of 
$25,000.”
  Klement remarked, “I’ve 
always felt that a bonus 
was separate from a salary, 
and a bonus was something 
that you gave as Christmas 
presents. I really do believe 
that the bonus should be the 
same to everybody because a 
Christmas bonus should be 
identical to every employ-
ee.”
  Jon Reed noted that at 
his place of employment, 
bonuses were given on per-
formance and the more you 
work, the more you get.

  Janelle Haverkamp serves 
as the 235th District Judge 
in Cooke County. Judge 
Haverkamp explained the 
duties of her office. Those 
duties include selecting and 
impaneling the Grand Jury 
and receiving their indict-
ments, and considering and 
issuing search warrants 
from various law enforce-
ment agencies. Hiring the 
chief probation officer and 
the county auditor are some 
of her administrative duties. 
The indigent defense pro-
gram falls under the District 
Judge’s list of responsibili-
ties. She develops a plan and 
submits it to Austin for ap-
proval, appoints attorneys 
for indigent defendants, and 
appoints attorneys for par-
ents whose parental rights 
may be terminated such as 
in a CPS (Child Protective 
Service) case.
  “The bulk of what we 
do is hear and decide civil 
and criminal cases,” Judge 
Haverkamp noted. “That’s 
mostly bench trials when it 
is just me making the deci-
sion, but I also preside over 
the jury trials. In some of 
the civil, they can request a 
jury trial too, like in divorce, 
child custody, termination 
of parental rights, personal 
injury, medical malpractice 
where the amount in con-
troversy exceeds $200 with 
no limit. Land disputes, tax 
cases, and any time there is 
an election  contested it has 
to be brought in the District 
Court. We also hear criminal 
cases - murder, robbery, all 
of those which would include 
not only the trials but pre 
trial hearings, motions to 
suppress, things like that.
  “We get a lot of Writs of 
Habeas Corpus. Anyone 
that’s incarcerated in the 
penitentiary, if they think 
that their conviction was 
unconstitutional or if they 
can point to a Constitutional 
reason that they should be 
released, then I have to take 
testimony and hear those 
and issue findings of fact of 
conclusion of law.”
  Judge Haverkamp pre-
sides over Court one of the 
courtrooms that have been 
restored to their original de-
sign with a tall ceiling and 
ornate decor. She said, “I am 
so proud of this courtroom. 
It is quite impressive. It has 
the historic charm, but yet 
they’ve incorporated up-to-
date innovative electronic 
devices that are going to en-
hance trial presentation to 
the jury.”
  The modern additions she 
referred to include an over-
head screen that is stored 
in the ceiling, but can be 

left down when needed and 
thus does not interfere with 
the historic nature of the 
room. They can play Pow-
erPoint presentations, CDs, 
DVDs. Each council table is 
equipped so that each party 
can show their evidence on 
an overhead screen for the 
jury and the court. It also 
shows on a monitor on the 
Judge’s desk and the court 
reporter’s desk. The micro-
phone system is very good 
because there was concern 
over the acoustics in the 
large courtroom. The court 
reporter wears a headset to 
enhance hearing of what is 
being said. Attorney have 
portable mics for use when 
addressing the jury.
  Judge Haverkamp ex-
plained that one of the 
things that she really want-
ed and worked with them 
on had to do with children. 
At times young children who 
are the victims of sexual as-
sault are required to testify. 
This is, at times, difficult for 
them in a large courtroom 
filled with people. “You have 
to weigh the damage to the 
child against the defendant’s 
right to confront witnesses 
against him, so we’ve set it 
up where the child can tes-
tify in the jury room with 
just the attorneys and the 

judge. It will be simulta-
neously broadcast into the 
courtroom for the defendant 
and the jury. There is an 
intercom system where the 
defendant can communicate 
with his attorney to suggest 
questions.”
  Other improvements in-
clude a bathroom in the jury 
room. 
  “I feel very fortunate to 
be the first District Judge 
to preside in this historic 
courtroom,” remarked Judge 
Haverkamp. “It is such a 
jewel in the community. Ev-
eryone should be very proud 
of this courtroom. I invite 
everyone in the public not 
to wait until they have busi-
ness here, but to come look 
at it. It is like a step back in 
time. I’ve noticed that when 
people come into this court-
room, they know they are in 
a courtroom and there is, I 
think, a higher degree of rev-
erence and respect for the 
whole process. It is beauti-
ful, yet it is very functional.”
  Judge Haverkamp has 
been District Judge for sev-
en years. Her staff and their 
years of service are Court 
Coordinator Jan Brazelton, 
three years; Court Reporter 
Denise Neu, seven years; 
and Court Bailiff Justin 
Armstrong, two years.

  Catholics in the Catholic 
Diocese of Fort Worth, as well 
as Catholics throughout the 
English-speaking world, will 
begin using the new English 
translation of the Third Edi-
tion of the Roman Missal 
during Masses celebrated on 
the first Sunday of Advent, 
Nov. 27.
  This new translation of the 
ritual text for the celebration 
of Mass is a more accurate 
translation of the Latin Mass 
text used by the Universal 
Church, which is the original 
text for Mass, according to 
the U.S. Conference of Catho-
lic Bishops.
  Deacon Don Warner, direc-
tor of Liturgy and Chaplaincy 
for the Catholic Diocese of 
Fort Worth, said the changes 
which the faithful will experi-
ence on the First Sunday of 
Advent are significant, both 
for the priests and the laity. 
The changes center around 
the language used at Mass 
but not the way Mass is 
celebrated. Deacon Warner 
noted that the change is not a 
return to the Latin language 
used prior to the Second 
Vatican Council, but a new 
English translation of the 
Post Vatican II Latin text of 
the Mass.
  “The new English transla-
tion of the Roman Missal is 
a much more magnificent 
rendering of the Latin text 
that should lead to a deeper 
appreciation of the Liturgy 
and the worship of almighty 
God,” Deacon Warner said. 
“More formal and poetic, the 
new English translation is a 
more precise translation of 
the prayers of the Mass used 
by the Universal Church 
throughout the centuries.”

  There was only one other year in almost 
five centuries when Texas’ summer drought 
was as severe as it was in 2011, federal cli-
mate experts have concluded.
  Instrumental weather records used to 
measure drought severity don’t go back much 
before the 20th century. In Texas, they date 
to 1895.
  To establish a longer-range record, sci-
entists at Columbia University’s Lamont-
Doherty Earth Observatory have analyzed 
tree-ring data and calculated how drought 
conditions dating back hundreds of years 
(to 1550 in Texas) ranked on the standard 
Palmer Drought Severity Index (PDSI).
  Positive numbers on the PDSI represent 
wet conditions and negative numbers in-
dicate dry conditions. The more severe a 
drought is, the lower its PDSI number.
  Texas’ average PDSI this past summer 
(June through August) was -5.37 – the low-
est, indicating the most severe drought con-
ditions, since the start of the instrumental 
record in 1895.
  And according to the federal government’s 
National Climatic Data Center, there was 
apparently only one other year during the 
last 461 years when Texas had a drought 
so severe.
  Going back to 1550, the tree-ring recon-
structions reveal that only in 1789 was Texas’ 
PDSI number so low, the center reported 
recently. Here’s part of the National Climatic 
Data Center’s report:
  The tree-ring record can put the droughts 
of the last century across Texas, including 
2011, into a much longer perspective. The fre-
quency of severe one-year statewide droughts 
appears not to have significantly changed 
between the “paleo” period (1550-1894) and 
the instrumental period (after 1895). Both 

the instrumental and reconstructed PDSI 
records indicate that “severe” or “extreme” 
statewide summer drought (PDSI below-3) 
occurred in about one in 15 years. “Extreme” 
statewide summer droughts (PDSI below -4) 
such as 2011 and 1956 are seen in about one 
in 40 years in both the instrumental and 
reconstructed records.
  So how does the 2011 summer PDSI 
(-5.37) compare to the worst one-year paleo-
droughts? We first need to consider that the 
tree rings are imperfect recorders of past 
drought, and so the reconstructed values 
have confidence intervals (or “error bands”) 
associated with them. When this error band 
is taken into account, there is only one value 
in the paleo record, 1789 (-5.14), that can be 
said to be equivalent to the 2011 observed 
value. Thus, 2011 appears to be unusual 
even in the context of the multi-century 
tree-ring record.
  The current drought in Texas has been 
unprecedented relative to the century-long 
observed record in a number of ways: the 
record-low precipitation, the extreme sum-
mer heat, and the enormous wildfires. The 
tree-ring record of PDSI confirms that, in 
a much longer context, the 2010-11 Texas 
drought is an extraordinary event.
  And it appears no relief is in sight, the 
federal Climate Prediction Center said 
last week in its Winter Outlook for Decem-
ber through February: With La Niña in 
place, Texas, Oklahoma, New Mexico, and 
parts of surrounding states are unlikely to 
get enough rain to alleviate the ongoing 
drought. Texas, the epicenter of the drought, 
experienced its driest 12-month period on 
record from October 2010 through Septem-
ber 2011.

County Agent’s Report
Keep feral hogs from raiding deer feeders

  Recent research conducted in the South Texas Brush 
country has identified that using an ‘exclosure’ is an effective 
way to supplement deer. An exclosure is simply a fence that 
is built around a feeder which deer can jump over, but hogs 
cannot get through. These fences protect corn and protein pel-
lets from feral hogs. The effort that hunters put into building 
them will pay for itself in feed savings. It is possibly a practice 
most hunters or wildlife managers should consider. 
  Corn and protein are often fed to deer to attract deer 
into hunting areas, or to increase their antler scores, body 
weights, survival, and fawn production. However, feral hogs 
consume a substantial portion of it. While some people enjoy 
hunting hogs, they are generally considered a nuisance.  In 
fact, they are detrimental to other game species such as 
ground-nesting birds like quail and wild turkey. In many 
parts of Texas, feral hogs damage landscapes, pollute the 
water, and hinder farming, ranching and wildlife manage-
ment. They cause an estimated $52 million in damage to 
the state’s agriculture industry each year.  Because feral 
hogs are non-native and damage water quality and wildlife 
management, fencing them from supplemental feed should 
be part of every ranch management plan.
  Several studies have been conducted on excluding hogs 
from feeders. It has been suggested that exclosures be 80 
by 80 feet or larger to prevent deer from crowding while 
feeding.  Also, exclosures around feeding areas should be 
between 20 inches and 34 inches tall. The materials for the 
fences ranged in price from $170 to $190.  The shorter height 
is less expensive and may be more preferable; fencing that 
is 34 inches high may be too tall for fawns. The U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture and AgriLife Extension Service have 
learned that adult deer visits to the feeders did not decline 
significantly if fences were erected; it is not clear if fawns 
are deterred from feeding due to fencing.  Therefore, when 
fawns are present, a fence between 20- and 28-inchs tall is 
a better choice.

Demand for 
U.S. meat 

pushes 
higher pork, 
beef prices

	
  The cost of U.S. meat is 
rising due to strong demand 
from both export and domes-
tic markets, according to a 
recent Wall Street Journal 
article.
  Despite movements like 
“Meatless Mondays,” which 
encourages people to give up 
meat one day a week, and 
vegetarian diets, demand 
continues to rise for U.S. 
meat products. The higher 
demand is resulting in higher 
pork and beef prices.
  Steady demand for U.S. 
meat at home has increased 
retail prices. The Wall Street 
Journal reports the aver-
age price of sliced bacon has 
increased 34% in two years, 
and the average price of un-
cooked beef roasts has risen 
15% during that same time. 
U.S. meat exports also have 
experienced a rise in demand, 
particularly amongst Asian 
populations that are begin-
ning to incorporate more U.S. 
meat into their diets.
  According to the article, 
U.S. consumers continue 
to purchase meat products, 
despite the rise in prices. 
Most commonly, American 
shoppers opt to purchase 
less expensive cuts of meat, 
rather than eliminate meat 
from their diets completely.

  U.S. consumers and society benefit from atrazine and 
other triazine herbicides by up to $4.8 billion per year due 
to increased yield as well as decreased producer costs and 
reduced soil erosion, according to a recent study. The find-
ings show U.S. sorghum farmers benefit by more than 13 
additional bushels per acre of yield with the use of atrazine, 
and with the savings to corn of seven bushels per acre, those 
yields help save the U.S. beef, dairy, pork, poultry, and egg 
industries more than $1.4 billion per year.
   Other key findings include that over five years, the triaz-
ines provide between an $18 billion and $22 billion benefit 
to the U.S. economy. The triazines prevent up to 85 million 
metric tons of soil erosion per year—enough to fill more than 
three million dump trucks. Atrazine and the other triazine 
herbicides help reduce emissions by up to 280,000 metric tons 
of carbon dioxide per year, and growers are using atrazine 
to control new herbicide-resistant weeds.

consumers by up to 
$4.8 billion annually

  The U.S. Meat Export 
Federation (USMEF) re-
cently held seven seminars 
along the U.S.-Mexico border 
to highlight the safety and 
quality of U.S. beef exports 
to Mexico.

We presented very 
convincing data, which car-
ried added credibility because 
of our collaboration with a 
well-respected Mexican com-
pany.”
  The USMEF seminars 
aimed to educate Mexican 
officials on the high-quality 
packaging and transporta-
tion techniques, which pre-
serve and enhance U.S. beef 
exports to Mexico. However, 
USMEF representatives not-

ed the importance of vacuum 
packaging, chilling/freezing, 
and advanced transporta-
tion methods throughout the 
distribution chain.
  Mexico is the leading vol-
ume market for U.S. beef ex-
ports. The USMEF seminars 
strengthened relationships 
with Mexican officials, border 

inspectors, customs agents, 
and other stakeholders to 
ensure continued success in 
the market.
  “These seminars are an 
excellent way to ensure that 
we are communicating with 
Mexican officials in a proac-
tive way and on an ongoing 
basis,” Huerta said.
