their equipment in a few 
places in the United States 
and would like Gainesville 
to be one of those places.
  The abatement being 
asked was for 50% and they 
must have a minimum of 
$100 million worth of prop-
erty here in Cooke County. 
Any less would nullify a tax 
abatement. Sullivant said 
that they expect to store 
here for two years at least 
$350  million. “To the City, 
even after the abatement, 
that would be $1.1 million of 
property tax revenue coming 
in for us and for the County 
about $809,000,” Sullivant 
explained. 
  Normally tax abatements 
include bringing new jobs 
into the County. This would 
be a new way of granting 
an abatement. Sullivant re-
marked, “We looked at it as  
taxpayer relief for current 
taxpayers.”
  The Court was unanimous 

in agreeing to the tax abate-
ment as proposed.
  County employees who 
participate in the County’s 
flu vaccination program will 
have $10 of the $20 fee paid 
by the County. Human Re-
sources Director Elizabeth 
Huchton said that Grayson 
County would administer 
the flu shots for $20 each. 
She suggested that if the 
County would pay a portion 
of the fee, it could be taken 
from the Employee Recogni-
tion Fund.

  Precinct #4 Commissioner 
Leon Klement noted that if it 
were more convenient to get 
the shot, there would prob-
ably be better participation.

He 
claimed to be known by the 
federal government as 007 
since September 1975. Krah-
mer failed to make clear to 
the Court exactly what he 
wanted before his allotted 
time to speak expired.

  Q: What causes frost to 
form?
  A: Frost forms when the 
temperature at the ground 
reaches freezing, said Brent 
McRoberts of Texas A&M 
University. “Very often on 
calm, clear nights, the tem-
perature near the ground 
can be several degrees cooler 
than temperatures above the 
ground,” he explains. “The 
thermometer might read 
34 degrees on top of a roof, 
but at the ground, it might 
read 32 degrees.

Weather Whys - frost
cause the ground loses heat 
quickly. So water vapor in 
the air, because it is so cool, 
condenses as supercooled 
dew and then turns to frost 
and maybe ice. Frost tends 
to form on glass, such as 
car windshields or windows, 
metal or rock surfaces first 
because these tend to lose 
more heat quicker. So usual-
ly, a car windshield will frost 
over before vegetation does.”

Brush control is a good activity for fall or winter
  Brushy plants like mesquite, locusts, red cedars, green-
briar, etc. are difficult weeds to control. They invade fence 
rows and take over pastures if given the chance. In general, 
brush plant species lower the productivity of our land. A few 
wildlife species do thrive in the brush, but agricultural use is 
usually diminished as brush increases. Also, the native con-
dition of the majority of Cooke County was open grassland; 
trees and shrubs were limited to certain areas. If brush is a 
problem on your land, if you use the proper control method 
for the type of brush and the time of the year you can achieve 
control all year long, including the fall and winter.
  Because the invasion of brush is so rampant across Texas, 
many years ago an educational series was created for the 
purpose of providing brush control education to the people of 
Texas.  The series is titled “Brush Busters.”  It is a coopera-
tive program of the Texas AgriLife Research and Extension 
Service to expedite the adoption of Tactical Brush Manage-
ment Systems technology it is updated regularly to provide 
the most current methods of control.
  Brush Busters methods are easily understood, even by 
those with little or no previous experience in brush control. 
While other brush control methods are available, Brush Bust-
ers recommends only “select” treatments capable of killing 
at least seven out of 10 of the plants treated. Brush Busters 
methods make every attempt to keep equipment costs and 
complexity to a minimum, and whenever possible, to use 
non-restricted herbicides so that an applicator may not need 
to obtain a pesticide applicator license. You can find Brush 
Buster information at: http://texnat.tamu.edu/about/brush-
busters/ or by calling our office to request control information 
for your particular brush problem (940-668-5412).
  In general, fall and winter chemical applications for the 
control of brush plant species will be low-volume basal 
applications of select herbicides or cut-stump treatments. 
Brush Busters may suggest some foliar applications also; the 
reader should be aware that these are generally reserved for 
spring or summer. Treatment in fall and winter will take a 
few month longer to visually see the results because there 
usually are no leaves to watch die. However, cooler weather 
and a lighter workload make the off-season a good time to 
do the work and it can be very effective.

  The U.S. wheat supply will 
dwindle as poultry and live-
stock producers continue to 
turn to wheat as an economi-
cal feed source.
  According to USDA’s World 
Agricultural Supply and De-
mand Estimates for October, 
the 2012-13 carryout for all 
U.S. wheat is 654 million 
bushels, down just over 6% 
from September’s estimate 
of 698 million bushels and 
substantially lower, off 12%, 
than last year’s 743 million 
bushels.
  USDA estimates that this 
year’s production of all wheat 
in the United States will 
reach 2.269 billion bush-
els, basically flat from last 
month’s projection but signifi-
cantly larger than last year’s 
1.999 billion bushels.
  “USDA focused the October 
report on the demand side,” 
says Randy Martinson, ex-
ecutive vice president with 
Progressive Ag Marketing, 
in Fargo, North Dakota. “We 
are not going to export the 
wheat; we are going to feed it 
due to the high price of corn.” 
USDA narrowed its projected 
price range for the 2012-13 
wheat crop from its estimated 
range released in September 
but left the seasonal aver-
age farm price unchanged at 
$8.10 per bushel.
  Increased demand for U.S. 
wheat in the current crop 
year is expected to more than 
offset the growing wheat sup-
ply. Wheat export, wheat for 
domestic food use, and wheat 
used for seed are expected to 

remain relatively flat from 
last year, but feed use will 
soar, according to USDA.
  The Department estimates 
that 315 million bushels of 
wheat will make its way 
into the feed sector in 2012-
13. That is nearly twice the 
amount of wheat fed last year 
when feed use was 164 mil-
lion bushels. USDA’s feed use 
estimate is also significantly 
higher—a 43% increase—
than September’s projected 
220 million bushels.

World wheat supply 
falling

    In the same report, USDA 
projected a reduction in the 
global wheat supply. Total 
world wheat production is 
now estimated at 653.05 
million metric tons, down 
slightly from last month’s 
estimate of 658.73 million 
metric tons and more than 
7% smaller than 2011-12 
world production of 695.69 

Feed demand for wheat to soar
million metric tons.
  USDA lowered wheat pro-
duction in Australia by three 
million metric tons due to 
continued dryness there dur-
ing the critical grain filling 
and flowering stages. The 
Department also cut Rus-
sian wheat production by one 
million metric tons as yield 
estimates for spring wheat 
in Russia decline. Production 
in the European Union was 
dropped 0.8 million tons on 
excessive rain in the United 

Kingdom. Smaller reductions 
were made in wheat produc-
tion in Canada, Algeria, Uru-
guay, and Kyrgyzstan.
  “In the last half of the year, 
the world will have to come to 
the United States for wheat,” 
says Jerry Gidel, chief feed 
grain analyst for Rice Dairy, 
Chicago. “The Black Sea 
supply is exhausted, and 
Europe is now filling world 
demand.”

 
  For the week ending Oct. 
20, 2012, feeder cattle prices 
reported by Texas auctions 
were mostly steady to $5 
higher per hundredweight 
(cwt) compared to a week 
ago, with a few as much as 
$10 higher and some to $5 
lower. Several locations noted 
good demand, especially for 
long-weaned feeders and 
steer calves. Texas direct 
feeder cattle sales and the 
Oklahoma City National 
Stockyards were steady to 
$2 higher. The feeder cattle 
situation remains unchanged 
with tight supplies offset by 
high grain prices and poor 
cattle feeding margins. Fed 
cattle cash prices were more 
than $2 higher per cwt in 
response to higher beef prices 
and smaller supplies of avail-
able cattle. 
  Wheat prices were higher 
amid concerns about slow 
emergence, improved weekly 
U.S. exports and reports 
that Ukraine might halt 
exports in mid-November. 
Corn prices followed wheat 
and soybeans higher, but 
gains were limited by slug-
gish exports and reports of 
additional corn imports from 
South America. 
  Corn was 95% harvested 
compared to the 88% aver-
age, while grain sorghum 
harvest was 67% complete, 
well behind the normal 77%. 
Winter wheat planting ad-
vanced to 74% complete, 
slightly ahead of the normal 
73%, and 51% of the acreage 
has emerged. Pasture condi-
tions improved somewhat 
with 27% of the acreage rated 
in good to excellent condition 
compared to 24% last week. 
The area rated poor to very 
poor declined from 42 to 41% 
and 32% was rated in fair 
condition compared to 34% a 
week ago.

Japan could 
lift beef

 restrictions
  Japanese officials could al-
ter restrictions on U.S. beef by 
the end of the month. but not 
expected to be implemented 
until next year. According to 
Brownfield Ag News, reports 
indicate that Japan’s Health 
Ministry could receive ap-
proval relaxing the age limit 
on U.S. beef from 20 months 
to 30 months. 
  In 2003, Japan banned 
imports on U.S. beef after 
the first discovery of BSE, or 
bovine spongiform encephal-
opathy, which is more com-
monly referred to as “mad 
cow disease.”
  In 2005, the country began 
again accepting imports of 
U.S. beef, but only from cattle 
20 months old or younger.

Drought affecting 
popcorn crop

  Dry conditions and searing 
heat have devastated much 
of the Midwest popcorn crop, 
driving the retail price for a 
bag of popcorn from $20 for a 
50-pound bag a few months 
ago to over $30.
  Wholesale prices are ex-
pected to rise as well. Farm-
ers in Louisiana and other 
southern states, where the 
growing season starts and 
ends earlier, may be able to 
make up some of the Mid-
west crop shortfall. Buyers 
are also looking to South 
America, where farmers are 
just starting to plant crops.

  Although an early freeze 
damaged grain sorghum in 
the Lubbock area earlier this 
month, experts say warmer 
temperatures will help its 
recovery. The Oct. 8 freeze 
is second earliest on record 
for the area, according to Dr. 
Calvin Trostle, a Texas A&M 
AgriLife Extension Service 
agronomist in Lubbock. The 
average first freeze date is 
Oct. 31.  
  “The bottom line is, if grain 
was largely at least in the 
soft dough stage, I am hope-
ful it will progress meaning-
fully toward a marketable 
test weight. If fields were 
still green and kernels were 
in the milk stage, there is 
little expectation of any suffi-
cient grain development that 
would achieve a marketable 
test weight.”
  Fields that were in the milk 
stage may be assessed for hay 
or grazing value, but should 
not be considered for grain 
harvest. 
  “At this point, I have not 
seen any fields that I believe 
received a killing freeze, 
though reports indicate this 
might have occurred in a few 
fields,” he said. “A killing 
freeze stops all growth imme-

diately, whereas a light freeze 
mostly affects the leaves.”
  If enough of the plant’s 
leaves are undamaged, the 
stalk is not frozen, and tem-
peratures warm up, the sor-
ghum may be able to re-
cover.

Majority of 
U.S. remains 
in drought

  Recent rains in the south-
ern and eastern portions of 
the United States have helped 
to decrease the amount of the 
nation that is still experienc-
ing drought conditions. 
  According to a recent 
Drought Monitor released by 
the U.S. Department of Agri-
culture, nearly two-thirds of 
the contiguous U.S. remain in 
drought. That is down nearly 
two percentage points from 
last month. 
  The report indicates that 
the drought is gradually in-
tensifying across the North-
ern Plains where winter 
wheat, rangeland, and pas-
tures continue to struggle 
against a lack of moisture.
