ADDRESS TO BUSINESS MEN

1930 ESTIMATE

WASHINGTON, Dec 5/
The text of President Hoover's ad-
dress before a speciai meeting to-
day of several hundred business
men called by the United States
Chamber of Commerce follows:

“This body represents the in-
dustries of the United States. You
have been invited to create a tem-
porary organization for the purpose
of systematieally spreading into in-
dustry as a whole the measures
which have been taken by some of
our leading industries to counteract
the effect of the recent panic In
the stock market. There has neces-
sarily been some unemployment,
starting with diversion of capital
from the channels of business into
the speculation and after the break
by some reduction in the demand
for luxuries and semi-necessities
| from those who met with losses. But
| the large effect was to create un-
| due pessimism, fear, uncertainty
and hesitation In business. These
emotions, being emotions, if they
{ had been allowed to run their
| course would, by feeding on them-
selves, create difficulties. The Ameri-
can mind is prone to revert to pre-
vious occasions when we were much
less able to organize to meet such
situaticns 2
