First State Bank, Terlton; Avant
State Bank; Keystone State Bank,
and the Bank of Kellyville.

Died of Apoplexy

McCauley, former Mayor of
Sapulpa,” died of apoplexy, it was
sald by his physician, Dr. P. K.
Lewis.

C. J. Alexander, Assistant State
Bank Commissioner, in charge of the
affairs of the Sapulpa State Bank,
said he understood McCauley was
in Tulsa yesterday, attempting to
arrange a loan to carry the Sapulpa
Bank over a crisis, but was unsuc-
cessful.

Greeting Card Time

“Greeting cards should also be
addressed in ink or with typewriter
and mailed at the earliest possible
moment, December 15th is not too
early. Patrons sending a quantity
of cards should prepare and mall
them two or three weeks in advance,
as millions are mailed and they can-
not possibly be handled and deliver-
ed if malled only a few days before
Christmas To avoid this, patrons
may mail their cards two or three
weeks early, if delivered to the post
office or tied in a bundle and lab-
eled as Christmas cards. They will
then be segregated, stamped with the
date on which to be delivered, and
delivery effected one or two days
before Christmas. Parcels and en-
velopes may be indorsed, ‘Please do

below, but not on the stamps

“All parcels should be completely
wrapped, packed and addressed be-
fore being brought to the post office
as there is no material at the office
for packing goods.

To Aid Patrons

“Beginning about December 15th
there will be placed in the lobby of
the post office a table, scales and a
clerk to weigh and rate parcels
Please have this done before going
to the parcel window for mailing as
this will save time on the part of
the maller and also the clerk.

“Help us get all of the out going
mail, both parcels and cards, out of
the office by December 21st, so we
can devote our time to getting the
mail you may receive delivered to
you. Remember we have a Sunday
just two days before Christmas. The
windows will not be open nor will
any deliveries be made. This means
that there will be more than a dou-
ble mail to be delivered on Monday
and we must have as much time as
possible to get it out. There will be
no deliveries made on Christmas day
of anything except special delivery
matter. If we have to spend a lot
of time on out going mail a ot of
people will be disappointed by not
having their Christmas packages un
