  With all members present, 
the Muenster ISD Board of 
Trustees adopted the 2015-
16 budget and set tax rates 
at the meeting held on Tues-
day, June 30. A public meet-
ing was held prior to the 
vote, but there was nobody 
from the public present to 
comment.
  A resolution was approved 
by the Board to adopt a tax 
rate to support 2015-16 bud-
get funds in Funds 199, 240, 
and 599.
  Unanimously approved 
were a Maintenance and Op-
erating (M&O) rate of $1.04 
and an Interest & Sinking 
(I&S) rate of $0.36 for a to-
tal tax of $1.40 per $100 of 
taxable property. 
  Last year’s tax rate was 
$1.04 for M&O and $0.30 
for I&S making the tax total 
$1.34. That was an increase 
of .687 for M&O and .0954% 
for I&S. The total increase 
in total expenditures was 
an increase of .7824%. I&S 
is used to pay bonded in-
debtedness on construction, 
equipment, or both. Muen-
ster ISD has $18,213,260 
in unpaid bonded indebted-
ness.
  This year’s rollback rate is 

Muenster ISD sets tax 
rate, hires teachers

$1.51734. This is the highest 
rate the District can adopt 
before requiring voter ap-
proval at an election.
  During the public hearing, 
Superintendent Steve Self  
reported the total appraised 
value of all property last year 
as $759,927,150 and this 
year as $734,263,100 which 
is down. Total appraised val-
ue of new property last year 
was $4,333,670 and this 
year is $2,635,321. The total 
taxable value of all property 
last ear was $446,000,252 
compared to this current tax 
year $376,646,154. 
  Self explained, “The ef-
fective rate is higher basi-
cally because of the $10,000 
increase in the homestead 
exemption. The average 
taxable value of residences 
went down so the decrease 
in taxes on the average resi-
dence went down, but not by 
much - about $7.02.”
  Self noted that the total 
budget went from last year 
$5,136,581 to $5,171,866. 
That increased to $5,223,060 
due to some changes in 
teacher salaries. Total rev-
enues are $4,833,635. That 
leaves a deficit in funding of 
$389,425 in Fund 199. 
  The Board voted to hire 
certified teacher Carolyn Es-
tes as the 5/6 Math teacher 

for a 10 month probationary 
contract.
  They also voted to hire 
certified teacher Nannette 
Walterscheid as the High 
School Spanish teacher with 
a 10 month probationary 
contract.
  In other business conduct-
ed at the June 30 meeting, 
the Muenster ISD Board:
  • Approved resolution ex-
tending its Bank Depository 
Contract with Muenster 
State Bank for two more 
years.
  After executive session,
  • Transfer of $260,000 
from 198.8911 to 616.7915.
  • Transfer $172,807 from 
199.4719 to 199.5812 to cor-
rect a coding error.
  • Transfer $40,000 from 
the General Fund (199.8911) 
to the Lunch Program 
(240.7915)
  • Transfer $25,914 from 
199-11-6117-531 to 199-11-
6117-511.
  The July Board meeting 
was moved from July 8 to 
July 15 at 6:30 p.m.
  At a special meeting held 
on June 24, the Board voted 
4-0-3 to amend the agree-
ment with Muenster Wind 
Farms, LLC. Abstaining 
from the vote were Neal 
Flusche, Doug Hermes, and 
Matt Sicking.

moval rates and fees. 
  The residential charges  
for services provided by Pro-
gressive Waste Solutions 
will be $16.75 per month 
plus sales tax and any added 
environmental or fuel charge 
fee. Pick up for containers by 
Progressive will be curbside 
one time per week for resi-
dential customers. The roll-
ing containers will be pro-
vided by Progressive at no 
cost to the customers.
  For those who feel that one

City Council amends waste removal rates, fees
container is not sufficient for 
their needs, additional con-
tainers will be provided, but 
at a higher monthly charge.  
  Currently, residents are 
paying $18.50 a month for 
twice weekly service. The 
new charge becomes effective 
when the pick up goes from 
twice to once weekly. Resi-
dents now place the trash 
bags at the curb. That will 
change with the carts. Tree 
limbs will have to be cut to 
fit into the cart. Larger items 
will only be picked up on the 
last Saturday of the month. 
This pick up  must be sched-
uled by notifying the City 
and has no added cost. 
  Alderman Greg Bohl ex-
pressed his concern that 
many people will have more 
thrash than will fit in the 
new units. Two containers 
would be $19.70 a month 
and three would be $25.45.
  Mitch Creed stated that he 

lives in the country and uses 
a trash container similar to 
those town residents will 
have. “Once you get used 
to it, you’ll have plenty (of 
space). You can stack a lot in 
there. I think they are really 
going to like it.”
  Endres added, “A lot of 
these people who have a 
large amount of stuff out are 
bringing stuff from people 
who live in the country and 
are putting it at their rela-
tives house. They are big 
enough if a person plays by 
the rules.”
  Commercial customers 
will still have the option of 
once or twice a week pick 
up.
  City Administrator Stan 
Endres reported that repre-
sentatives from FEMA had 
been in Muenster that morn-
ing. He said they had what 
they called a kick off meet-
ing that acknowledged that 

they had accepted the City’s 
application for Disaster As-
sistance. They told of pro-
cedures required to get the 
assistance. 
  Removal of debris (tree 
limbs)) stacked up from the 
storms is the first step. En-
dres said it appears that the 
City is eligible to be reim-
bursed for the hourly wages 
of City employees to gather 
the tree debris, plus the use 
of City equipment. FEMA 
told the City that is would 
be okay to burn the debris, 
but they must have permis-
sion from Texas Commission 
on Environmental Quality 
(TCEQ). After the debris is 
burned, the ashes must be 
taken to an approved  land-
fill.
  FEMA agreed that streets 
are the main problem. En-
dres said that they supplied 
FEMA with 80 locations of 
damaged street throughout 
town. “They sounded like 
we wouldn’t have any prob-

lem getting approved for 
some damage at least to get 
some kind of assistance from 
them,” Endres continued. 
“But, these aren’t the people 
who will actually be inves-
tigating and appraising the 
damage and putting the price 
on it. A project chairman will 
come and physically look at 
the different locations and 
determine whether it was 
caused by the flood or if it is 
just wear and tear that just 
happens to street.”
  Should the City qualify for 
a large enough amount, En-
dres said they may have to 
hire an engineer to take care 
of the paperwork. He said it 
sounds like an engineer is 
needed to draw plans for the 
work to be done and it must 
be advertised over a large 
area.
  Resident Gus Fleitman 
asked if it was fair to smoke 
out the neighbors (when 
burning the tree debris). En-
dres said that it would prob-

ably be done when smoke 
would blow to the north.
  Fleitman then said that 
the streets problem could 
not be fixed because the 
garbage truck damages the 
streets and the new Pro-
gressive truck is bigger and 
heavier than the old ones. 
He thinks the truck will be 
80,000 pounds of weight on 
the streets. He asked why 
apply for FEMA money.
  Endres agreed that the 
garbage trucks do street 
damage, but some was un-
doubtedly done by the flood.
  Fleitman then said that he 
was mowing on Eddy Street. 
The City mowed the south 
side, but did not mow the 
north side. He wondered why 
the City did not mow both 
sides and felt they should.
  He then the meeting be-
fore Mayor Tim Felderhoff 
could respond to his ques-
tions.
  The City had requested

  The Board approved a tax 
abatement for Culberson 
Apartments, LTD, through 
their partner Orison Hold-
ings LLC. Terms of the 
abatement are 90% abate-
ment of the taxable value 
of the project facility from 
real and person property 
taxation for a period of five 
years, a 70% abatement for 
a period of three years there-
after, and a 50% abatement 
for two years thereafter.
  Regents also approved a 
tax abatement for Muenster 
Wind Farms, LLC. Terms of 
that abatement are for 50% 
abatement of ad valorem 
taxes for 10 years.
  A general pay increase for 
all full-time employees to 

be calculated at 6% of the 
mid-point of each pay group 
for employees and faculty 
was also approved. Total 
cost of the increase will be 
$998,961.

  Also approved were sever-
al new positions for 2015-16 
including faculty members 
in Education, Mathematics, 
Speech, Industrial Technol-
ogy, and assistant coaches 
in baseball and volleyball.

bids for street repairs. They received two, one from Bolen 
Construction for $23 a square yard or $30,659 per city block 
and $30 a square yard for patching and the other from 03 
Concrete for $23.16 a square yard or $30,872 per city block 
and $31.05 per square yard for patching.
  More discussion of streets took place. The Council then 
voted to accept Bolen’s bid to use if they are unable to get 
funds from FEMA. The streets to be repaired would be de-
termined at a future date.
  Megan Rohmer is working toward earning a Girl Scout 
Gold Award. She attended a Park Board meeting and pro-
posed installing two picnic tables at the new walking trail 
in the City Park. The table would be attached to small ce-
ment slabs. They will be made of metal and treated wood 
and expected to last about 20 years.

  Summer weather can 
pose special health risks 
to older adults and people 
with chronic medical condi-
tions. It is critically impor-
tant that adults particularly 
susceptible to hyperthermia 
and other heat-related ill-
nesses know how to safe-
guard against problems. 
The National Institute on 
Aging (NIA), part of the Na-
tional Institutes of Health, 
has some tips to help avoid 
the hazards of hot weather.
   Hyperthermia is caused 
by a failure of the heat-
regulating mechanisms of 
the body. Heat fatigue, heat 
syncope (sudden dizziness 
after prolonged exposure to 
the heat), heat cramps, heat 
exhaustion, and heat stroke 
are forms of hyperthermia. 
Older adults are at risk for 
these conditions, and this 
risk can increase with the 
combination of higher tem-
perature, individual life-
style, and general health.
   Lifestyle factors can in-
clude not drinking enough 
fluids, living in housing 
without air conditioning, 
lack of mobility and access 
to transportation, overdress-
ing, visiting overcrowded 
places, and not understand-
ing how to respond to hot 
weather conditions. Older 
people, particularly those 
with chronic medical condi-

Advice for older people on staying safe in hot weather
tions, should stay indoors in 
cooler spaces on hot and hu-
mid days, especially when 
an air pollution alert is in ef-
fect. People without air con-
ditioners should go to places 
that do have air condition-
ing, such as senior centers, 
shopping malls, movie the-
aters, and libraries. Cool-
ing centers, which may be 
set up by local public health 
agencies, religious groups, 
and social service organiza-
tions in many communities, 
are another option.
   Factors that increase the 
risk of hyperthermia may 
include:
  • Dehydration. 
  • High blood pressure or 
other health conditions that 
require changes in diet. For 
example, people on salt-
restricted diets may be at 
increased risk. However, 
salt pills should not be used 
without first consulting a 
doctor.
  • Heart, lung and kidney 
diseases, as well as any ill-
ness that causes general 
weakness or fever.
  • Use of multiple medica-
tions. It is important, how-
ever, to continue to take 
prescribed medication and 
discuss possible problems 
with a physician.
  • Reduced sweating, 
caused by medications such 
as diuretics, sedatives, tran-

quilizers and certain heart 
and blood pressure drugs.
  • Age-related changes to 
the skin such as poor blood 
circulation and inefficient 
sweat glands.
  • Being substantially 
overweight or underweight.
  •  Alcohol use.
   Heat stroke is a life-
threatening form of hyper-
thermia. It occurs when 
the body is overwhelmed by 
heat and unable to control 
its temperature. Signs and 
symptoms of heat stroke in-
clude a significant increase 
in body temperature (gen-
erally above 104 degrees 
Fahrenheit), changes in 
mental status (like confu-
sion or combativeness), 
strong rapid pulse, lack of 
sweating, dry flushed skin, 
feeling faint, staggering 
or coma. Seek immediate 
emergency medical atten-
tion for a person with heat 
stroke symptoms, especially 
an older adult.
   If you suspect that some-
one is suffering from a heat-
related illness, get the per-
son out of the heat and into 
a shady, air-conditioned or 
other cool place. Urge them 
to lie down.
  If you suspect heat stroke, 
call 911.
  Encourage the individual 

to shower, bathe or sponge 
off with cool water if it is 
safe to do so.
  Apply a cold, wet cloth to 
the wrists, neck, armpits, 
and/or groin. These are 
places where blood passes 
close to the surface of the 
skin, and the cold cloths can 
help cool the blood.
  If the person can swallow 
safely, offer fluids such as 
water, fruit and vegetable 
juices. Avoid alcohol and 
caffeine.
   The Low Income Home 
Energy Assistance Program 
(LIHEAP) within the Ad-
ministration for Children 
and Families in the U.S. 
Department of Health and 
Human Services helps eligi-
ble households pay for home 
cooling and heating costs.

  Q:  You see on cartoons 
that raindrops usually ap-
pear like a teardrop.

McRoberts of Texas A&M

  Weather forecasting has been around longer than you might 
think, said Brent McRoberts of Texas A&M University. “The U.S. 
government started weather forecasting in the 1870s when Con-
gress established a National Weather Service,” explains McRob-
erts. “It was aimed primarily for military uses. The National Oce-
anic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) was established 
in 1970 and has under it a number of agencies, among them the 
National Weather Service. But the goal was still the same – try-
ing to give an accurate prediction of weather forecasting. Weather 
forecasting is done to predict long ranges, such as a year or more, 
or sometimes a season, such as summer, or the kind we are most 
familiar with, the four- or five-day forecast. Meteorologists use 
various charts based on air currents, fronts, satellite images, and 
other data to make their forecasts.”

  Recent flooding below Lake 
Texoma has resulted in in-
creased angling activity in 
the Denison Dam tailrace 
and a heightened threat that 
invasive species such as sil-
ver or bighead carp could be 
introduced into the lake.
  Right now fish are stacked 
up in the tailrace and bait-
fish are plentiful and easy to 
catch with cast nets. Some 
of those fish may be invasive 
species such as silver carp or 
bighead carp. “The danger 
is that young Asian carp re-
semble gizzard and threadfin 
shad, which are commonly 
used for bait,” said Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment (TPWD) fisheries biolo-
gist Bruce Hysmith. “Anglers 
need to be aware that these 
invasive species are present 
and that it is illegal to move 
them or other baitfish from 
the Lake Texoma tailrace to 
the lake itself.”
  It is a violation of Texas 
law to transport these carp 
alive; any fish caught must be 
dispatched immediately.
  Silver and  bighead carp 
are native to the large river 
systems of China and have 
been introduced at many 
locations around the world, 
including the United States. 
Silver carp are known to jump 
from the water upon hearing 
the sound of a boat, possibly 
injuring the occupants.
  Silver and bighead carp 
were unintentionally re-
leased into the Mississippi 
River drainage years ago 
and are known to be present 
in the Red River. The Lake 
Texoma dam has been serv-
ing as a barrier to migration 
upstream into the lake.
  See related story at right.

  Bighead carp, like Asian carp, are invasive, large-bodied, 
fast-growing, highly fecund, voracious-feeding fish that are 
rapidly colonizing North American waterways. Notorious 
for their ability to jump out of the water, Asian carp are 
becoming more and more prevalent along the Mississippi. 
Species within the genus Hypophthalmichthys, includ-
ing: Bighead carp, H. nobilis, Silver carp, H. molitrix and 
Largescale Silver carp, H. harmandi are all characterized 
by having a stout body, large head, small downward-facing 
eyes (often below the jaw angle), and large opercles. The 
Bighead carp can be identified by a smooth keel between 
the anal and pelvic fins that does not extend anterior of 
the base of the pelvic fins. Bigheads can reach weights up 
to 100 pounds and 4 feet in length.
  Ecological Threat: Bighead carp pose a great risk to 
novel ecosystems for several reasons. First, Bighead carp 
are large, aggressive fish that are capable of out-competing 
native fish for resources. Second, Bighead Card are op-
portunistic feeders that consume high quantities of zoo 
plankton and phytoplankton. And third, this species iscap-
able of rapid reproduction, laying up to thousands of eggs 
and one time.
  Biology: Bighead carp filter feeder uses their specialized 
gill rakers as screens to capture their prey. Their ventrally-
positioned eyes also offer the fish the ability to see as it 
swims along the water surface scooping up zooplankton 
or even phytoplankton. 
  Currently, Bighead carp have been recorded in 23 states, 
(including Texas), and some Canadian waters as well. 
Besides large rivers, the carp are also found in smaller 
tributaries, especially near spillways.
  Ongoing Bighead carp invasions most commonly occur 
from escaped individuals that are raised for aquacultural 
purposes. However, the fish may also enter open waters by 
way of bait fish. Juvenile Bigheads may be confused for Giz-
zard Shads or other native fish, and thus may mistakenly 
be used as bait. Individuals that dislodge from the hook 
may in turn populate a new habitat.
  History: Brought to the United States in the early 1970s, 
Bighead carp were originally used in aquaculture to control 
the populations of zooplankton and phytoplankton, or even 
for use as a food fish. The first record of a Bighead carp 
caught in natural waters was in 1981 when an individual 
was caught on the Ohio River. That individual was believed 
to have escaped from a fish farm. Flooding, other natural 
disasters, and potential negligence has led to the escape of 
many more Bighead carp over the years.
Resembles/alternatives:
Resembles many of the carp species in the United States. 
Including its Asian cousins: the Grass carp, Silver carp, 
Largescale Silver carp, Black carp, Common Goldfish, Cru-
cian carp, and Mud carp. Also resembles the Common carp 
(Cyprinus carpio) (Common carp are European, not Asian, 
and are sometimes considered “native” because they have 
been in the United States since the 1800s)

Game Warden Reports
Caught on Instagram

  A Guadalupe County game 
warden received a call from a 
Gonzales County game war-
den with some information 
about a potential illegal deer 
harvest teenagers posted to 
Instagram. The Guadalupe 
County game warden did 
some investigating and found 
the teenagers who posted 
their harvest and interviewed 
them. After making several 
excuses about why the war-
den found deer hair and blood 
in the bed of one teenager’s 
truck, the teenagers con-
fessed to shooting a deer off 
the road in Wilson County 
two nights prior. The warden 
contacted a Wilson County 
game warden, who said he’d 
received a call about a shot 
that night in the same area 
and a description of a vehicle 
that matched the teenager’s 
truck. The teenagers then 
showed the warden where 
they shot the deer. There 
was still fresh blood on the 
road and on the nearby fence. 
The teenagers were charged 
with 10 Class C misdemeanor 
hunting violations, and a 
.270 rifle, spotlight, and meat 
were confiscated.

Blame it on the catfish
  A Bosque County game 
warden and sheriff ’s depu-
ties responded to a call to 
rescue two fishermen whose 
inflatable raft was sinking. 
A deputy located the fish-
ermen offshore while the 
warden launched the patrol 
boat. The warden was able 
to quickly reach the fisher-
men, who were in the water 
at this point, clinging to the 
mostly deflated raft. The 

warden safely returned them 
to the boat ramp, where 
emergency medical services 
provided medical attention 
to both men since they had 
been in the 63-degree wa-
ter for more than an hour. 
Both men said some of the 
catfish they caught must 
have finned the raft, causing 
it to deflate. They also said 
the stringer they used had 
wrapped around the trolling 
motor, disabling control of the 
craft. Both fishermen put on 
lifejackets before going into 
the water.

  A law recently approved 
by the Texas legislature will 
exempt Texas farmers and 
ranchers from paying sales 
tax on GPS software, begin-
ning Sept. 1.
  The idea came from Daw-
son County farmer Billy Low 
when he discovered the bill 
for his GPS software sub-
scription included tax.
  “That didn’t make sense 
to me,” Low said. “If the 
equipment was tax exempt, 
then what I needed to run 
that equipment looked like it 
should be tax exempt also.”
  Low then enlisted the 
help of Representative Tom 
Craddick and Kate Hud-
dleston, chief of staff, to cre-
ate a bill regarding the issue. 
Rep. Craddick and Senator 
Charles Perry then carried 
the bill through, Low said.
  “Fortunately, I reached 
Kate Huddleston,” Low said. 
“She took the ball and got it 
rolling. I would sure give a 
world of credit to Kate Hud-
dleston.”
  The GPS is connected to a 
tractor guidance system that 
ensures accuracy when list-
ing, planting, and harvest-
ing crops. With the guidance 
system, farmers are able to 
focus more on the equipment 
they are pulling behind the 
tractor, thus increasing per-

formance.
  Farmers are not 
the only ones who 
will benefit. This 
tax  exemption, 
along with the in-
crease in efficiency, 
will help reduce 
product prices for 
consumers, Low 
said.
  “It just makes 
everything easier 
for us,” he added. 
“[The system] will basically 
drive the tractor from one 
end of the field to the other, 
and keep it on a straight line, 
much straighter than a hu-
man can drive it.”
  This exemption will save 
sales tax for farmers across 
the state for just the soft-
ware subscription alone, Low 
said.
  “One person can make a 
difference, and I think that 
is something everybody needs 
to keep in mind,” he said.
  The ruling states the GPS 
unit will have to be used for 

Cover crops 
can provide 

nitrogen
  Traditionally, cover crops 
were used for erosion control. 
But in the past few years, 
cover crops have been used 
for other purposes, according 
to Drovers CattleNetwork.
  Cover crops can be used 
to produce nitrogen, which 
is necessary for all plant 
growth. Legumes have the 
ability to “fix” nitrogen from 
the air and store it in nodules 
in their roots. This nitrogen 
can be released or used by 
subsequent crops.
  There have been many 
research studies conducted 
to determine how much ni-
trogen cover crops produce. 
There are many factors that 
determine how much nitro-
gen can be credited to cover 
crops.
  It is important to take 
a good soil sample if plan-
ning to use cover crops as 
a nitrogen source. It is also 
advisable to follow up with 
a plant tissue analysis to 
ensure enough nitrogen for 
production. 

Corn benefits from pre-emergent 
herbicides to control weeds

  Using pre-emergent herbicides in developing corn is vi-
tal in controlling weeds, reports Southwest Farm Press.
  “Any weed that’s growing during the six-week interval 
from when the corn comes up and reaches canopy is going 
to compete, and you’re going to lose yield,” according to 
Michael Flessner, Virginia Cooperative Extension weed 
specialist.
  A recent study found pre-emergent herbicide applied in 
corn was optimal when adequate rainfall coincided with 
its application. On fields that received no rainfall for three 
weeks after the herbicide was applied, weed control was 
negligible. This indicated that the herbicide will dissipate 
over time to some degree. 
  “To preserve maximum yield potential, which is the 
name of the game, you need to control weeds, and pre-
emergent herbicides are usually the way to go. In some 
cases, if you don’t get early rainfall to activate, it may be 
a little risky, but I still recommend pre-emergent herbi-
cides,” Flessner said.

GPS software for farm 
equipment to be tax exempt

  For generations, farmers 
have been using compost-
ing animal manure as a soil 
amendment to improve soil 
health.
  In recent years, livestock 
ranchers have started to 
use composting as a tool to 
manage animal manure. It 
has been found to improve 
storage options, reduce the 
amount of transported mate-
rials and the volume spread 
onto fields. Also, composted 

animal manure is more suit-
able for the growing season 
when spread on hay and pas-
tures than raw manure.
  It generally takes four to 
eight months to complete the 
composting process.  Higher 
quality compost requires ad-
ditional time for curing of two 
to four months.
  Compost spread on fields 
allows grass to grow more 
easily which provides im-
proved grazing for livestock.

800,000 acres 
dedicated to 

CRP 
  The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture (USDA) recently 
announced that an additional 
800,000 acres of highly envi-
ronmentally sensitive land 
may be enrolled in the Con-
servation Reserve Program 
(CRP) under certain wetland 
and wildlife initiatives that 
provide multiple benefits on 
the same land, according to 
the USDA.
  The USDA will accept new 
offers to participate in CRP 
under a general signup to be 
held Dec. 1, 2015, through 
Feb. 26, 2016. The program 
is voluntary.
  Eligible existing program 
participants, with contracts 
expiring Sept. 30, 2015, will 
be granted an option for one-
year extensions. Farmers 
and ranchers interested in 
removing sensitive land from 
agricultural production and 
planting grasses or trees to 
reduce soil erosion, improve 
water quality, and restore 
wildlife habitat are encour-
aged to enroll.
