Muenster FCCLA teams score National Gold

  Aaron Theodore Smith 
literally has only one good 
leg to stand or run on. That 
has not slowed him down 
though. He loves to run, and 
trains and competes despite 
his missing limb. 
  Running has always been 
a part of Aaron’s life. While 
attending Texas A&M and 
still having the use of both 
legs, he competed on their 
track team for three years. 
He graduated and went on 
to attend pharmacy school at 
University of Texas. There 
was still a year of eligibility 
remaining for Aaron so he 
used it and competed in the 
decathlon there. 
  “You just have to take it 
one day at a time and have a 
good attitude,” Aaron said of 
his situation. 
  He added, “God has played 
a big role in it too. I don’t see 
how anyone without faith 
could get through the frus-
tration that I’ve had to live 
through.”
  He had many interests 
including building things, 
training horses, running, 
and landscaping.
  This all came to a screech-
ing halt one day with a trag-
ic accident. Aaron was riding 
a three-year-old Clydesdale 
as he had done many times 
before, even in parades. He 
was ponying another Clydes-
dale (ponying is riding one 
horse while bringing a sec-
ond along using a lead rope). 
The horse being led began to 
buck and spooked the horse

that Aaron was riding to also 
buck. He was already off bal-
ance from working with the 
horse he was leading and 
could not grab the reigns. As 
he was bucked off, he tried 
to hurl his body away from 
the huge horse so she would 
not step on him “My foot got 
caught in the stirrup so she 
tried to drag me to death,” 
recalled Aaron. “I scratched 
the skin off my back. Luck-
ily my leg came out, but not 
before my knee twisted and 
my leg broke. It was called a 
tibia plateau fracture.”
  Although his doctors did 
their best to save his leg, it 
eventually had to be ampu-
tated. He said he got an in-
fection in it that finished off 
the faltering healing process. 
He said it was amputated 
just above the knee. This 
was after a year of attempt-
ing to save the leg.
  After the amputation, it 
took a six month healing 
process before Aaron could 
wear a walking leg. “I was 
unable to walk for an entire 
year and a half,” he said. “In 
that time, my business dis-
solved. My horses - I got rid 
of everything. I ended up on 
the sides.” He had a land-
scaping company, did buy-
ing and selling online that 
involved buying and fixing 
horse trailers and other big 
equipment. It was work in 
the hot sun and he can no 
longer do it because it gets 
too hot with the artificial leg 
and he develops sores. He 
bought and sold and trained 
horses. He added that he has 
gotten back to doing some of 

that, but it is just not as ef-
ficient.
  “But, I have a good at-
titude and I think that the 
only true disability that any-
one can have is to have a bad 
attitude,” remarked Smith. 
  Having lost his leg at age 
34, Aaron was looking at fel-
low amputees for inspiration 
and feeling that he might be 
too old to learn how to run 
on an artificial leg. Also, run-
ning legs are very expensive 
and not covered by insur-
ance. For two years, Aaron 
was unable to procure one. 
He continued walking two 
to five miles each day, build-
ing up his stamina. This in-
cluded walking across Cooke 
County.
  Smith shared that he was 
always breaking his artifi-
cial leg due to all the walk-
ing and trying to run with 
it. His prosthetist got frus-
trated with him and having 
to fix the leg every month. 
The prosthetist put Smith 
in contact with the Chal-
lenged Athletes Foundation 
(CAF). It took an addition-
al year. He was also put in 
touch with Francois Van Der 
Watt, a leading sports pros-
thetist who works with OS-
SUR out of Iceland. A track 
and field coach that Smith 
knew worked with a coach 
who was on the Paralympic 
team. All these connections 
aided in Smith getting back 
into the sport of running.
  Finally, the CAF decided 
that Smith had the determi-
nation to use a running leg 
and they bought one for him. 
“That’s what CAF does. They 

help people with physical 
disabilities get back in the 
game of life through physi-
cal fitness and sports oppor-
tunities,” explained Aaron. 
“They like guys like me to 
reach out to the community 
and make people aware of

  Muenster FCCLA was 
well represented at the 2015 
National Leadership Meet-
ing in Washington D.C. July 
3-10 with eight members 
attending and presenting 
in the Competitive Events.

This 
was the largest participation 
of Texas representation at 
the annual National event.
  Members enjoyed a whirl-
wind week of activities in-
cluding tours, workshops, 
three general sessions of 
outstanding guest speak-
ers, competitive events, na-
tional officer elections, and 
witnessing their own Texas 
officer, Jacob Smith, serv-
ing as National FCCLA V.P. 
of Finance. Monica Jones of 
Earth, TX was also elected to 
serve as a 2015-16 National 
FCCLA officer.
  On Thursday, July 9, all 
eight team members were 
awarded Gold medals for 
their STAR Event presenta-
tions. Muenster FCCLA had 
three teams earn the privi-
lege of competing at the Na-

May permits to drill
  The Railroad Commission of Texas issued a total of 916 
original drilling permits in May 2015 compared to 2,389 in 
May 2014. The May total included 778 permits to drill new 
oil and gas wells, 17 to re–enter existing well bores, and 121 
for re–completions. Permits issued in May 2015 included 222 
oil, 55 gas, 583 oil and gas, 34 injection, one service, and 21 
other permits.

April crude oil production
  Texas preliminary April 2015 crude oil production averaged 
2,319,858 barrels daily, up from the 2,043,461 barrels daily 
average of April 2014.
 The preliminary Texas crude oil production figure for April 
2015 is 69,595,733 barrels, up from 61,303,820 barrels re-
ported during April 2014.

May oil and gas completions
  In May 2015, operators reported 1,299 oil, 201 gas, 72 injec-
tion, and seven other completions compared to 2,057 oil, 323 
gas, 78 injection, and 12 other completions in May 2014.
  Total well completions for 2015 year to date are 9,832 down 
from 13,729 recorded during the same period in 2014.
  Operators reported 413 holes plugged and zero dry holes 
in May 2015 compared to 359 holes plugged and zero dry 
holes in May 2014.

April natural gas production
  Texas oil and gas wells produced 587,178,094 Mcf (thou-
sand cubic feet) of gas based upon preliminary production 
figures for April 2015 up from the April 2014 preliminary gas 
production total of 562,820,900 Mcf. Texas preliminary April 
total gas production averaged 19,572,603 Mcf a day.
  Texas production in April 2015 came from 164,316 oil wells 
and 90,345 gas wells.

 
  The Texas average rig count as of June 19 was 363, rep-
resenting about 44% of all active land rigs in the United 
States according to Baker Hughes Incorporated. The Railroad 
Commission of Texas (Commission) reports that in the last 
12 months, total Texas reported production was 959 million 
barrels of oil and 8.3 trillion cubic feet of natural gas. 
  The Commission’s estimated final production for April 
2015 is 82,985,952 barrels of crude oil and 503,067,488 Mcf 
(thousand cubic feet) of gas well gas.
  The Commission derives final production numbers by 
multiplying the preliminary April 2015 production totals of 
69,595,733 barrels of crude oil and 430,856,019 Mcf of gas 
well gas by a production adjustment factor of 1.1924 for crude 
oil and 1.1676 for gas well gas. These production totals do 
not include casinghead gas or condensate.
  Texas natural gas storage reported to the Commission for 
May 2015 was 371,377,953 Mcf compared to 208,191,807 
Mcf in May 2014. The June 2015 gas storage estimate is 
387,328,740 Mcf.
  The Commission’s Oil and Gas Division set initial July 
2015 natural gas production allowables for prorated fields 
in the state to meet market demand of 7,873,196 Mcf. In 
setting the initial July 2015 allowables, the Commission 
used historical production figures from previous months, 
producers’ demand forecasts for the coming month, and 
adjusted the figures based on well capability. These initial 
allowables will be adjusted after actual production for July 
2015 is reported.

and FCS curriculum knowl-
edge and skills.

  Team members and ad-
visor Joni Sturm acknowl-
edged all the support of fam-
ily members, community, 
and Muenster ISD School 
Board, staff, and adminis-
tration who made the trip to 
Washington D.C. possible.

  Q: How high can thun-
derstorm clouds be?
  A: It’s common for many 
cloud tops in a thunder-
storm to be higher than 
55,000 feet above sea lev-
el, said Brent McRoberts 
of Texas A&M University. 
Clouds over that range be-
long in a special category. 
“That may be as high as 
they get over the U.S., but 
in other parts of the world, 
thunderstorm clouds can be 
even higher,” he said. It can 
happen, but it’s rare to see 
thunderstorms reach more 
than 65,000 feet.”
  Q: Does the height of a 
thunderstorm cloud affect 
how strong it is?
  A: Yes, that is usually 
the case, McRoberts adds.  
Storm clouds that exceed 
50,000 feet are almost al-
ways stronger than ones 
that are at just 15,000 feet. 
“The higher the cloud, the 
more energy and motion 
inside the cloud, and that’s 
why these produce such 
strong winds, hail, and 
rain,” he said. “This motion 
inside the thunderstorm is 
called an updraft. Water 
and ice particles within the 
thunderstorm rise and fall 
inside the storm until they 
become too heavy to be sup-
ported, which at that time 

they fall out of the storm as 
hail. Usually, the higher the 
thunderstorm, the better the 
chances are of it producing 
large hail. When you see a 
big thundercloud in the sky 
with a bright white top and 
the bottom of it is very dark, 
it is usually producing a 
powerful storm. When clouds 
reach 50,000 feet or higher, 
they even affect airplanes.  
The normal cruising range 
for passenger jets is in the 
30,000 to 40,000-foot range. 
Pilots try to fly around such 
large storms, and this some-
times means they have to 
take detours of 100 to 200 
miles or more.”

this running leg and started 
feeling the wind in my face. 
It was like I was a bird that 
got its wind back and is fly-
ing full speed!”
  During the interview, there 
was a phone call and Aaron 
learned that he had missed 
being eligible to compete in 
the Pan Am Games by one 
spot. He came in fourth and 
only the top three get to go.
  There are only two races 
in which above-the-knee 
amputees can compete in 
and they are the 100 and 
the 200. “I’m good at the 
400,” said Aaron. “That’s my 
best event. They don’t have 
a 400 because there are so 
few people who are above-
the-knee amputees in the 
world who can even run the 
400 because it is long and 
stressful for someone who 
is missing their leg above 
the knee. They just have the 
events where there are the 
most people who can do the 
events.” He added that he is 
better at the 200 than the 
100. Since he is big and tall, 
it takes him some time to re-
ally get going. “Once I’m go-
ing, I have a lot of endurance 
and speed.”
  Smith runs in races 
against athletes with two 
legs when he can’t compete in 
races with other amputees. 
Last year, he ran the second 
fastest time in the world in 
the 400m dash, making him 
frustrated that this is not of-
fered in the Paralympics.
  He took fourth place in the 
U.S. Nationals in the 200 
meter dash last month. He 
feels optimistic that he will 
improve and better his time. 
This race was run with only 
three months of training fol-
lowing his fall and injuries 
in October.
  According to Smith, Para-
lympics has different divi-
sions. Above the knee ampu-

what’s possible and to mentor, in-
spire, and to let people know that 
you don’t have to sit out of the game 
of life because you have a disability. 
I’m here for people in the community 
to provide free coaching, free advice, 
just let them know it’s possible and 
that the CAF is there to provide the 
support and opportunities to make 
their goals happen.” He said CAF 
gives away sports wheelchairs and 
bikes, and helps wounded warriors. 
CAF takes donations to help people 
who need it.

  A similar group is the Texas Re-
gional Paralympics Sports Group. 
They are a local group that wishes to 
help people with disabilities get in-
volved in being athletic if they wish. 
“It really does help your self-esteem 
to get involved in physical fitness ac-
tivities,” noted Smith.
  Aaron has an athletic build and 
stands 6’ 7” tall and now weighs 215 
pounds. That combined with the 
stress placed on his artificial run-
ning leg makes it a challenge to find 
a running leg that is built strong 
enough to withstand what he puts it 
through.
  Last October while training at the 
track, Aaron was running as fast as 
he could and his running leg broke. 
He fell, breaking his clavicle in two 
places, broke two ribs, and he hit his 
head on the running blade causing 
him to go blind in his right eye for a 
few days. This took him out of train-
ing while his injuries healed and a 
new running leg was built. During 
that six months, he walked to keep 
up his strength.
  The running leg has two 
parts - the blade which is 
like the spring and the sock-
et. Both are made of carbon 
fiber, but are sold separately. 
The prosthetist must make 
the socket since it is fitted to 
the amputee. Aaron’s need 
for a stronger running leg 
caused design changes. After 
the leg failed last October, 
they came up with a new 
design that made it stron-
ger and less likely to break. 
He said, “There is nobody in 
the world who runs on a big-
ger running blade than this 
one. This blade is designed 
for people who weigh over 
300 pounds and I weigh 215 
pounds. He has huge bursts 
of speed in certain parts of 
the race that put tremen-
dous force on the running 
leg. He can’t use an artificial 
knee joint like many other 
runners do because there is 
not one made that will with-
stand the force he would put 
it under. He swings out when 
running.   
  Aaron noted that he has 
broken at least 10 artificial 
knee joints and just as many 
blades. The breakage usual-
ly results in a fall with inju-
ries, but he continues to pur-
sue the sport he thrives on. 
The newest design has al-
ready survived four months 
of running.
  Aaron said that it is very 
encouraging when he is run-
ning and somebody driving 
down the street stops to tell 
him that he’s changed their 
life.
  “Being able to continue 
running has given me a 
more positive outlook,” re-
marked Aaron. “I believe 
that the brain will release 
antidepressants naturally 
through physical fitness. It’s 
allowed me to feel like a bird 
with wings. I felt like my 
wings were cut off and I got 

tees are in the T-42 division. 
Those with amputations be-
low the knee can run faster 
because they have two knee 
joints.  
  Aaron and his wife Sydne 
have three young children 
- Elizabeth who is four and 
a half, Teddy age one and 
a half, and the newest ad-
dition, Lilian, who is three 
months old. They make their 
home in Gainesville.
  Raising chickens is one of 
Aaron’s hobbies. He raises 
chickens and got them so he 
could be healthier. He eats a 
hard boiled egg for a snack 
instead of junk food. He boils 
a batch of eggs every Monday 
and said he grazes on them 
the rest of the week. What 
eggs he doesn’t eat are sold 
to people seeking an alterna-
tive to store-bought eggs.
  Spending time with his 
children is another thing 
that Aaron appreciates do-
ing. He takes them to the 
zoo and park, hunts fossils, 
and tries to teach his daugh-
ter how to spot fossils. He 
also likes to build anything 
with his hands. Raising reg-
istered black Angus cattle is 
something that Aaron enjoys 
doing.
  “It was a difficult learning 
curve and that’s why I want 
to make it clear that I am a 
resource,” Aaron stressed. 
“When I tried to learn how to 
do this, I had to get on Face-
book and ask Paraolympians 
in England and France how 
to figure out how to do this 
stuff. There are no resources 
in the U.S. It was really dif-
ficult. There were no books 
to go to.”

  Railroad Commission 
Chairman Christi Craddick 
recently reinforced findings 
released by the Environ-
mental Protection Agency 
(EPA) in their draft assess-
ment on Potential Impacts of 
Hydraulic Fracturing for Oil 
and Gas on Drinking Water 
Resources. EPA comments 
stated that despite vulner-
abilities, there is no evidence 
of ‘widespread, systematic 
impacts on drinking water 
resources due to hydraulic 
fracturing activities.’
  “Texans have known for 
sixty-plus years that hy-
draulic fracturing when well-
regulated, is not only safe 
but critical to unleashing 
America’s true oil and gas 
production potential,” Crad-
dick said. “There is not one 
case on the books in Texas 
where hydraulic fracturing 
has caused groundwater pol-
lution and it’s my hope the 
EPA’s findings will contribute 
to a better public, fact-based 
understanding of this critical 
industry technique.
  “The difference between 
state and federal regulation 
is that while the feds study 
the issues, states act care-
fully in a timely manner with 
science-based information to 
ensure that we are properly 
protecting our environment 
while not stifling a fast-paced, 
technologically-driven indus-
try. Economic development 
and environmental safety 
can and do exist peacefully 
in Texas, which should be the 
ultimate goal for any regula-
tory body. As Texas recognizes 
that we are a leader in oil and 
gas regulation, we know that 
this philosophy has led to our 
success and we look forward 
to building upon critical state-
shared information processes 
as the industry continues to 
develop and grow.”

  Frank Fleitman was con-
sidered one of the top ath-
letes in the area in his day. 
The second of four sons of 
John and Anna Fleitman, 
he played sports at Sacred 
Heart High School. His se-
nior year, he was captain of 
the football team.
  But in the last football 
game of his senior year, Oct. 
25, 1956, against Windthorst, 
Frank received an injury to 
his spine that paralyzed him 
from the neck down.
  “He was running an end 
around when he tried to get 
away from the tackles,” Leon 
Fleitman, his younger broth-
er, said. “He tried to jump 
over them, fell on his head, 
and three or so just piled 
on.” Leon didn’t see the play 
himself as he was sitting on 
the bench as a reserve.
  “We don’t know if he broke 
his neck when he landed on 
his head, or when they piled 
on,” James (Bird) Fleitman, 
the youngest brother, said. 
He was about 10 years old at 
the time and wasn’t allowed 
to attend the away game.
Both men know it was a 
freak accident that took 
their brother.
  Frank was taken to Baylor 
Hospital in Dallas where he 
received treatment for about 
three weeks, then was trans-
ferred to Gainesville Sani-
tarium where he spent the 
rest of his short life. Leon 
believes today’s medical im-
provements may have been 
able to save him.
  “Someone had to be with 
him 24/7,” Leon said. He 
praised the nurses caring for 
his brother.
  “It was sad to watch him 
not be able to do much,” 
James added. He got to see 
Frank about once a week 
when he went to the hospital 
with his mom and dad.
  According to Leon, Frank 
got very religious in the 
Gainesville hospital. Rev. 
James Fitzpatrick of St. 
Edward’s Parish, Dallas 
had become a close friend 
of Frank’s when he was in 
Baylor. The priest continued 
his visits after his transfer 
closer to home, coming about 
once a week.
  James especially remem-
bers Father Fitzpatrick. 
Sometimes after he visited 
Frank in the hospital, the 
priest would come by to see 
the family. Often on those 
visits, Father would take 
James on a long walk around 
the farm and talk to him.
  “He had a plane and would 
land in Biffle’s pasture,” 
James recalled. Biffle owned 
the farm to the west of the 
Fleitman place, which was 
southwest of Lindsay. “I got 
to ride in a small plane when 
I was young.” He didn’t re-
member if Father Fitzpat-
rick was the pilot or if some-
one else flew him there.
  Leon tried to find Father 
Fitzpatrick 5 to 10 years lat-
er, but he had passed away.
  Frank’s spinal injury dev-
astated the family.
  “Mother asked me to quit 
football, so I quit,” Leon said. 
He wanted to continue as he 
believed playing football was 
safer than driving down the 
road. “Playing football would 
just worry her too much.” As 
it was, his father had a heart 
attack about a year later. 
The family reasoned it was 

The day football turned tragic  -  Tackle broke Fleitman’s neck in ’56 game
because of all the stress he 
was in.
  James felt his brother’s 
death greatly. Even though 
there was about 8 years dif-
ference in their ages, they 
were very close.
  “He taught me how to 
have respect for mom and 
dad and to be a good Catho-
lic,” he said.
  James recalled how their 
father would get them start-
ed on milking cows and then 
go off to his carpentry job. 
He usually came back to 
help them finish the evening 
milking. One day his father 
was running late and James 
sarcastically said, “Where’s 
dad? He’s supposed to be 
here by now.”
  “Frank picked me up by 
the collar, took me outside 
and said ‘Don’t you ever talk 
about dad in that tone of 

voice,’” James said. ”Yeah, 
he taught me respect.”
  The oldest brother Alvin 
was in the Army stationed in 
Germany when the accident 
happened. But he remem-
bered Frank as being very 

competitive.
  “I was older, but he always 
tried to beat me whether it 
was in football or checkers,” 
Alvin recalled.
  James remembered that 
competitive spirit. 
  “The bus would drop us off 
at Myra and we would have 
to walk the rest of the way 
home,” James said. “Frank 
would jump off the bus and 
run all the way home. That 
was 2 ½ miles. Leon would 
walk with me and some-
times someone would pick us 
up and bring us the rest of 
the way home.” He recalled 
how his mother would have 
a pitcher with 1-½ quarts of 
milk in it waiting for Frank. 
He would add chocolate and 
drink it all down.
  In the hospital, Frank 
knew he was dying and 
wanted to tell Leon some-

thing, Leon remembered. 
His father passed on the 
message, but by the time 
Leon got to the hospital, 
Frank was gone.
  “He died with a big smile 
on his face,” Leon said.
  His obituary in the Muen-
ster Enterprise said, “He 
fought one of the most gal-
lant battles of our time 
and did not give up till God 
called him to his heavenly 
Home. He is gone but is not 
forgotten –so we will always 
remember the courage put 
up by his fighting heart.”
  Bill King, sports editor of 
the Gainesville Daily Reg-
ister, dedicated a column to 
Frank. “Undaunted by the 
cruel turn of events, the 18 
year-old lad who was truly 
one of the finest athletes 
produced by the Muenster 
Parochial school, faced his 
problem with courage and 
a smile. Although unable to 

as much as wiggle a toe or 
move a finger, Frankie buck-
led down with a grim deter-
mination to lick the most 
formidable foe he had ever 
expected to encounter,” King 
wrote in his February 1957 
column.
  “And for four months, 
Frankie gave his all—just as 
he did each time he donned 
a cleated shoe or picked 
up a round ball for Sacred 
Heart—in an effort to shake 
off the injury that had him 
flat on his back and unable 
to move,” King continued.
  Frank was a popular fig-
ure at Sacred Heart, being 
elected most handsome boy 
and most athletic boy of the 
school. He also earned a 
space on the All-State foot-
ball team. His death brought 
to an end the beginning of a 
wonderful life.
“I can’t believe he’s been gone 
that long already,” James 
said. ‘It’ll be 58 years now.”

  For the week ending July 
11, Texas auctions quoted 
feeder cattle prices mostly 
steady, with instances of 
sales ranging from $9 lower 
to $7 higher per hundred-
weight (cwt). Texas weekly 
direct feeder cattle sales were 
mostly steady with some 
firmness evident. Wholesale 
beef values were lower, with 
Choice Grade losing $13.14 to 
close at $236.98 per cwt and 
Select Grade losing $14.06 
to close at $233.99 per cwt. 
Net export sales for June 
26 – July 2 were up notice-
ably from the previous week. 
Export shipments of 11,200 
metric tons (MT) were up 
4% from the previous week. 
Shipments primarily went 
to Japan, Canada, and South 
Korea.
  Wheat cash prices lost 
$0.20 to settle at $5.18 per 
bushel. Futures prices lost 
$0.18 to settle at $5.58 per 
bushel. The USDA NASS 
Texas field office reported 
that 87% of the Texas wheat 
crop has been harvested, 
with 47% of wheat acreage 
in good to excellent condi-

tion. Net export sales for 
wheat were 345,900 MT, 
with increases reported for 
Indonesia, Mexico, and Sri 
Lanka.
  Texas corn prices were 
higher, with cash prices up 
to $4.56 per bushel and fu-
tures prices up to $4.27 per 
bushel. The USDA NASS 
Texas field office reported 
100% of the planted Texas 
corn crop has emerged, with 
63% of corn acreage in good 
to excellent condition. Corn 
export sales were down 10% 
from the previous week and 
3% from the prior four-week 
average. Export shipments 
were 6% lower than the pre-

vious week and 4% lower 
than the average.
  This week’s U.S. Drought 
Monitor for Texas showed no 
change in drought conditions 
for the state, with 4.63% of 
Texas still in some stage of 
drought intensity. Addition-
ally, none of the state re-
mains in severe, extreme, or 
exceptional drought, which 
is down just over 25 per-
centage points from three 
months ago. On the national 
level, drought conditions im-
proved slightly, with 36.55% 
of the U.S. experiencing ab-
normal dryness or some de-
gree of drought, down nearly 
2% from last week.

TDA Market Recap

  A new rule that greatly ex-
pands Environmental Protec-
tion Agency (EPA) and U.S. 
Army Corps of Engineers 
control over “waters of the 
United States” has been chal-
lenged in court by the Texas 
Farm Bureau (TFB) and a 
host of other organizations.
  The state’s largest farm 
organization, the Matagorda 
County Farm Bureau, Ameri-
can Farm Bureau Federation, 
and 11 other groups filed suit 
in the federal district court 
in Galveston. The complaint 
claims the new rule grants 
EPA and the Corps broad 
control over land use—far 

beyond what Congress au-
thorized in the Clean Water 
Act.
  “This is an astonishing 
overreach of federal regula-
tory power,” TFB President 
Russell Boening said. “It’s 
clear Congress never intend-
ed EPA’s regulatory power 
to extend beyond truly navi-
gable waters.”
  When originally proposed 
by EPA in 2014, the rule 
promised clarity to farmers, 
builders, and other business 
owners. Boening said it is 
anything but.
  “What we have here is a 

federal agency that conceived 
a regulatory program when 
none was needed, lobbied 
extensively for it, and skewed 
the public comment process,” 
Boening said. “The result is 
a rule that spills way over 
the banks of what Congress 
intended on the Clean Water 
Act.”
  Boening said the courts 
and Congress have never 
gone this far in regulating 
farming practices. Accord-
ing to the complaint filed by 
the farm organizations, “the 
agencies are determined to 
exert jurisdiction over a stag-
gering range of dry land and 
water features.” The result, 
according to the complaint, 
is a rule that is “vague and 
uncertain.”
  “We represent agriculture, 
but many other business 
interests are alarmed by the 
new rule,” Boening said. “It 
could involve the federal gov-
ernment in the most routine 
of our daily decisions.”

Texas Farm Bureau joins suit against EPA

have been out any at all, you 
already know that they are 
everywhere.”
  Treating now can mean 
fewer acres need treatment, 
requiring less insecticide, and 
excessive crop damage might 

be prevented. The 
nymphal stage 
grasshoppers also 
are not able to 
fly and are more 
susceptible to in-
secticides than 
larger nymphs 
and adults, ac-
cording to AgriL-
ife Today.
  To control the 
g r a s s h o p p e r s , 
Bynum said in-
secticide sprays 
and baits are the 
primary options. 
Baits are effec-
tive, but limited 
to those grasshop-
pers it attracts. 

Insecticide sprays can be 
used for larger acreage and 
are more economical. 
  Bynum warned all chemi-
cals have restrictions, so it is 
important to read the labels 
before use.

Soybean acreage up, while 
cotton, wheat, and corn decline

  The latest U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) crop 
report estimates soybean acreage has increased for 2015, 
reports Southwest Farm Press.
  Soybean planted for 2015 is estimated at 85.1 million acres, 
a record high and up 2% compared to 2014.
  The crop report also estimates planted acreage for cotton, 
wheat, and corn declined compared to 2014. The largest 
decline of these three crops is cotton with a drop of 18% or 
9 million acres. Upland cotton is estimated at 8.85 million 
acres, down 18%. American Pima planting is estimated at 
148,000 acres, down 23%.
  Corn dropped 2% at 88.9 million acres planted.  Wheat is 
estimated to be down only 1% with 23.1 million acres planted 
for 2015.

  Another case of West Nile 
virus has been documented as 
Texas rains in May and June 
have made prime breeding 
habitat for a mosquito popu-

lation explosion, reports NBC 
5 – KXAS of Fort Worth.
  The first Texas documented 
case of 2015 was a Harris 
County resident in May. Sec-
ond case was confirmed in El 
Paso and now, the third case 
is reported in North Texas in 
Kaufman County.
    In 2014, there were 379 
human cases of the West Nile 
virus, including six deaths.

AFBF summer cookout survey 
says meal costs less this year

  American Farm Bureau Federation’s (AFBF) recent sum-
mer cookout food survey found the meal will cost less this 
year, reports Drovers CattleNetwork.
  AFBF’s informal survey revealed the average cost for 
a summer cookout for 10 is $55.84, or $5.58 per person—
approximately 3% less than a year ago. Foods included hot 
dogs, cheeseburgers, pork spare ribs, potato salad, baked 
beans, lemonade, and chocolate milk.
  “Meat production is starting to increase substantially. 
Beef prices have started to stabilize but have not declined 
yet. On the other hand, retail pork prices have been declin-
ing all year,” said John Anderson, deputy chief economist 
at AFBF.
  “Based on our survey, food prices overall appear to be fairly 
stable. Prices for beef have continued to increase this year, 
but prices for other meats are generally declining. Dairy 
product prices are also quite a bit lower,” said Anderson.
