As a case in point. Mi. Dube anah/es the clothing 
mdustiv 'T h e  211 Texas establishments, he savs, inanti- 
iactuiing wearing appatel produced S50.3H6.422 ot finish­
ed products, while Texans putchase annualls clothing to 
the vfthit o| mans times this figure. Thus Texas merchants 
are forced to im|>ott seseial hundted million dollars wotth 
at garmenis and textile gcxxls to meet the animal trade 
demand of Texas citizens, and logicalls concludes that it 
Texas could produce only 2s (h i cent ot the annual I c xas 
consumption, new pas rolls ol some 150,000 would lie add­
ed. to sas nothing c>1 the additional capital invested in 
the state. The figures become amazingly laige and im­
pressive if we presume manufacture ot a target shate of 
our consumption, or if we even slum into the other prom­
ising fields of manufacture from Iexas raw matei i.tls.

The point Mi. Dube does not take into consideiation 
in his discussion is that Texas is not geogiaphuallv situated 
in siew of present population figures, to compete on ecpial 
terms with manulacluring establishments located in tnoie 
densely populated areas.

Texas will lie a major industiial 
state, but that das is in the far distant future. For the im­
mediate advancement of 1 exas, we must continue to look 
to agriculture and petroleum and other natuial resources 
wrt+> wrhith the state abounds. In this field, we have a nat­
ural advantage that nothing but unexpected discoveries 
elsewhere ran take from us. Meanwhile those industries 
suited to Texas should he entourages! and assisted, for they 
are needed and thev will grow. For the present, we can 
reap a nice profit through furnishing the raw material so 
easential to those manufactuiing establishments alreadv lo­
cated where they are found to be most profitable.

Texas has too many counties, to lie sme. There are 
254. at least three times too many. They were established, 
of course, when highwavs were few. when transportation 
was difficult and 40 miles was a distance to reckon with. 
But they are established—how well they ate established

And there is little likelihcK»cl that there will lie fewet. 
It is easy to suggest four counties far awav etase their boun­
daries. but consider the difficulties should the suggestion 
be brought closer to home. Would Brownwood residents be 
willing to see the court house abandoned, and the county 
seat of a consolidated county moved to (.oleman, f.olcl- 
thwaite or Comanche?

Amputating Tails . . .
WASHINGTON — Blandly an­

nouncing at a press conference that 
he had found a memorandum cm 
utilities left with him last Novem­
ber by Commonwealth & South­
ern's President Wendell Willkle. 
President Koosevelt last week hit 
Powerman Wtllkle's request for 
modification of the holdlnit com­
pany "death sentence.” Reverting 
to a simile of his Jackson Day 
Speech—that $600,000,066 of hold­
ing company money controlling 
$13,000,003,000 worth of utilities is 
like a four-inch tail wagging a Set- 
inch dog—the President told news­
hawks that he would like to elimi­
nate all holding companies in all 
Industries, including first-degree 
holding companies which are di­
rectly over operating companies. 
From Chicago "Daily News” Re­
porter Paul Leach came a muffled 
crack which the President did not 
hear: "He's cutting off the tail 
right behind the ears."

Since the "death sentence" of the 
Holding Company Act permits first 
degree holding companies ugider 
certain conditions, newshawks left 
■ he President's office amazed and 
mystified. Abolition of all holding 
companies would break up most of 
the nation's railroads, would seri- 
ousv affect three-fourths of all in- 
duatrial corporations listed in the 
New York Stock Exchange Al­
though it ts often used as a slick 
device for controlling other peo­
ples money, the holding company 
is nevertheless a practical solution 
to the problem of carrying on In­
terstate commerce under 4x varie­
ties of law.

Since the biggest mystery of all 
was why the President chose to 
toss a monkey wrench into his 
newly begun peace conference with 
business leaders. Scripps-Howard 
Columnist Raymond Clapper wrote: 
“Some say Mr Roosevelt just got 
wound up and couldn't stop, that 
it was all casual off-hand, and that 
he hasn't the faintest idea what he 
intends to do about holding com­
panies. Others think he was giv­
ing warning of legislation to come."

Within 36 hours Powerman Will- 
kie dramatically offered to sell Ihe 
President all the Southern operat­
ing companies of hi* system, a 
$6o0,600.000 collection located in 
the heart of TV A land and com­
prising 6o% of Commonwealth & 
Southern's properties (the rest are 
in the North ! Proposing that the 
Government take the Southern pro­
perties with personnel intact at a 
price to be set by a three-man tri­
bunal—one appointed by the Pres­
ident. one by ihe Supreme Court 
and one by himself — Powerman 
Willkie declared: "I make this sug­
gestion as a last resort in a des­
perate situation.”

Depression Experts . . .
WASHINGTON — As President 

Roosevelt last week conferred with 
leading 17. S. businessmen at the 
White House, South Carolina's 
James F Byrnes and his Senate 
unemployment investigations com­
mittee spent their second consec­
utive week heating the testimony 
of business depression experts. 
Sample opinions:

Wallace. To refute the popular 
impression that farmers were bet­
ter off than industry in 1937.

the 17. 8. than his appointment of 
radical Hugo L. Black to the Su­
preme Court five months ago was 
Franklin Roosevelt's second Court 
appointment to fill the vacancy left 
by retiring Justice George Suther­
land: Stanley Forman Reed, con­
servative 17.

The son of prosperous Dr John 
A Reed of Maysvtlte. K.v.. Stanley 
Iteed had a thorough education at 
Kentucky Wesleyan College and 
Yale University, studied law at the 
University of Virginia. Columbia 
University. Ihe Sorbonne in Paris 
ilia education was polished off 
with four years in the Kentucky 
Legislature and a Wartime first 
lieutenancy in Ihe Army. At the 
behest not of Franklin Roosevelt, 
but of Herbert Hoover, he left his 
comfortable law practice in Mays- 
ville to go to Washington in 1929 
as attorney for the Federal Farm 
Board.

His service for the New Deal be­
gan as general counsel for RFC, 
for which he worked Di hours a 
day during the bank holiday. Be­
cause he managed to keep abreast 
of the tremendous legal complexi­
ties involved in demands for RFC 
help from thousands of banks in 
4S States. Attorney General Cum­
mings was impressed. When New 
Dealer Cummings borrowed Law­
yer Reed to conduct the Govern­

N seems to me that if we are go­
ing to garohc on oil being under 
our land, we ought to gamble th< 
whole thing rather than to sell 
13/lt> of the oil, for Instauce, for 
two or three hundred dollars with 
no requirements for immediate 
drilling.

OIL OUTPUT*IN WEST  
CENTRAL TEXAS SHOWS 
INCREASE DURING 1937
Substantial Increase la oil pro­

duction In the West Central Texas 
district in is reported by
Comptroller Geore H. Sheppard on 
the basis of statistics compiled 
fr#iu oil tax records.

'During 1937, the district of sev­
enteen counties showed a gain of
■ JkOJiil barrels over 1936, equiva­
lent to I0.66k» per cent, Sheppard 
said. Total production wa3 16,- 
b96,711 barrels, against 14,915,4-10 
barrels.

Although on the upgrade, the dis­
trict did not equal the 1927 pro­
duction of 23,931.236 barrels. From 
1936 to 1937, gainx were reported 
by Erath. Jack. Jones, Palo Pinto 
Shackelford, and Young counties; 
while the counties of Brown. Cal­
lahan, Coleman, Comanche, East- 
land, Fisher, Haskell, Stephens 
Taylor. Throckmorton and Run­
nels showed a decline.

Texas- production over the same 
comparative periods, more than 
doubled with an output of 208,717,- 
903 hatreds in 1927 and 470.611.- 
329 barrels in 1937. The gain from 
1936 to 1937 for the entire state
■ mounted to 70.939,596 barrels, or 
15.05 per cent.

Sheppard also reported that the 
oil tax exceeded all previous rec­
ords in 1937, jumping from $6,559.- 
674 in 1936 to $14,159,643. New 
legislative enactments whieh gave 
the Comptroller more efficient col­
lection weapons; Increase In the 
price of oil: and increase in the 
tax were the factors responsible 
for the jump of nearly $6,000,000 
in Income to the Available School 
Fund and General Revenue Fund 
which share In the oil tax. Shep­
pard said.

The following table gives com­
parative data on all counties in the 
district. Sheppard pointed out that 
the grouping includes all of Jack 
and Young Counties in the district 
hx contrasted with the Railroad 
Commission grouping which in­
cludes only the south half of those 
counties in West Central Texas 
It was believed the statistics are 
the most authentic production rec­
ords available on the several coun­
ties.

Average fire loss in Brownwood 
for the last five years is $17,659.48 
according to figures released by 
the local Fire Department this 
w eek.

The city's fire loss In 19 .7 total 
ed $12,352.56. or $4,936.30 less than 
the 1936 total and the third best in 
the history of the Department. The 
1936 total was $16,388.86. Only 
years showing a smaller fire loss 
than 1937 were 1935 with $1,677 
and 1926. with $10,981.75.

Property In the city lost by fire 
and not covered by insurance was 
valued at $2,815 during 1937. Total 
fire loss for the past year on both 
Insured and uninsured property 
was $15,167.56. Property losses not 
covered hy Insurance does not 
count against the city's fire record 
as far as the Insurance Commis­
sion is concerned.

Loss froth fire here In the past 
year is one of the lowest In the 
state for cities of Brownw-ood's 
size, and probably will result in j 
the city receiving additional credit I 
on Its fire insurance rate. Brown- I 
wood now has a 15 per cent credit 
rate. Maximum credit allowed by 
lhe Commission Is 25 per cent, bas­
ed on the fire record for five years.

Citizens who carry insurance on 
their property would be saved 
hundreds of dollars should addi­
tional credit be given. New sched­

Pruning is in a way comparable 
to the operation of a surgeon on 
the human body The tree surgeon 
should recognize this seeming re­
lationship and treat trees accord­
ingly.

To elaborate a little— water ex­
erts .17 pounds pressure to the 
square inch per foot In height, so 
a tree stump, say five feet In 
height, would exert 2.3.3 pounds 
pressure The most perfect pump- ( 
ing machine that man can make 
can raise water by suction ouly 33 
feet at sea level.

A pine tree a hundred feet In 
height exerts a great suctfon. many 
times what man can create to raise 
water to that great height, so there 
must be a powerful vacuum to j 
bring about the continuous flow of 
sap to its uppermost heights and 
tiniest needles.

Housewives know that a jar of 
canned fruit improperly sealed will 
draw air and ferment. Why? Be­
cause the air contain* bacteria. 
That is exactly what happens tn 
the limb or trunk of a tree when 
left for nature to heal it. Farm­
ers have found that tree* or big I 
limbs when cut do not heal over 
hut rot or decay It Is because the 
air follows the sap down the trunk 
which is a veritable suction line, 
making an audible sound as the 
sap flows down.

Beginning even in the nursery | 
with the small budded trees, great 
care should be taken with the , 
stubbing off after budding Some , 
nurserymen are not careful lo seal 
the cut above the bud. consequent- | 
ty the rot follows down the canal 
of suction and the heart of the tree 
decays.

Nurserymen, after stubbing 
oft. should immediately seal the 
cut. thereby stopping the suction
with its consequent decay . . .  In

sale to wait even five minutes to
seal It over. The sealing method
is very simple. Apply to the cut 
surface a heavy coating of emulsi­
fied asphallum and then slick sev­
eral layers of white puper over 
that. The results have been amaz­
ing.

On a ranch near Whittier a dou­
ble tree waa grafted. It was cut
off three feet from tile ground and 
each grafted lo the same variety. 
One tree came out perfectly and 
the oilier had a bad case of suu- 
blotcb No one knew why . . . Al­
though the healthy tree was the 
Iasi one cut down, It was grafted 
first; the other had to stand 30 min­
utes or more after culling before 
il was grafted and sealed . . . lo 
the meantime the damage wtas 
done.

What baa this natural phenome­
na to do with the pruning industry 
today? Just tins: In all pruning 
jobs when a sizeable cut is made

I it should Ire sealed over at once. 
Apply the sealing emulsion over 
the wound as quickly as poasiblc 
so as lo stop the sap flow aud the 
inrush of baeteria-iadeu air tutu 
the heart of the tree.

Nature will take care of small 
cuts, but cuts larger than one inch 
should be sealed.

No matter how high the tree or 
limb, or how large, after amputat­
ing. stop and seal the cut. Your 
chance of recovery from pruning 
will be better, and. if for grafting, 
success will be much more likely.—
