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The hope of eventually having
a hospital of our own at Muens-

ter was a big factor in the
strong opposition voted here
several weeks ago on the
issue of a tax supported county
hospital. The average resident
was definitely cold to the idea
of paying taxes to the support
of an institution away from
home when he was convinced
that our own community not
only needs a hospital but it well
able to afford it.

The mere negative vote, how-
ever, did not solve a problem.
In effect it was only a delaying
action to give ourselves time to
see whether we can work out a
program of our own .. . or
whether, in the end, we will
have to give up our first choice
and support the county-wide
program,

This problem involves fairness
as well as self interest. At this
time it is generally conceded
that the county’s hospital facil-
ities are pitifully inadequate.
Something should be done, and
civic minded men of the county
are resolved not to delay the
problem any longer than neces-
sary. However, their thinking
now encounters only a question
mark regarding this commun-
ity. They are handicapped in
their planning until they have
some assurance of what we will
do. Out of consideration to such
people, also out of consideration
for the needs of our own com-
munity, we of Muenster really
ought to reach our decision as
soon as possible,

As a starter for our delibera-
tions we might as well admit
that the cost of this venture
would run high, into the hund-
reds of thousands. The problem
for us to decide is whether we
are willing to pay the price for
the many benefits we would re-
ceive.

Among those benefits we can
list the latest in safeguards, com-
forts and conveniences. There is
also the advantage of nearness,
which may be vital in an emer-
gency and saves time and trav-
el for all who visit the hospital.

Other factors too frequently
overlooked are the community's
gains in prestige and improved
possibilities for industrial or
business development . and
the fact that the hospital itself
is a fair sized business addition
for the community.

It’s time to start thinking
about those things. If we can
swing the deal there's no point
in postponing the many bene-
fits we expect to get. If we can’t
swing it we should admit it
within a reasonable time in or-
der to avoid further hindrance to
a county wide promotion.

It must have been quite a
shock to the modern “progres-
sive” educationists a few weeks
ago to learn that Jolitta Schle-
huber, the 14-year-old farm girl
of Kansas who won the 1958
national spelling bee, has gained
all of her education so far in a
two room schoolhouse. This goes
a long way toward exploding
their pet contention that pupil
progress is directly dependent
on fancy surroundings and cur-
ricular frills.

The little spelling champ is a
product of what these mis-
guided do-gooders sympatheti-
cally refer to as primitive edu-
cation. The record shows how-
ever, that she should be envied
rather than pitied . . . that while
she is missing some of the mod-
ern glamorous trimmings she is
getting a good solid foundation
in basic knowledge, the three
Rs.

All of which helps to empha-
size the folly of the too preva-
lent theory that intellectual pro-
gress can be attained by fed-
eral grants to schools and fabu-
lous buildings and equipment.
Perhaps it even indicates that
the frills and extras can defeat
their own purpose, by pamper-
ing and distracting, allowing too
much attention to unessentials
and too little to the real pur-
pose of education, which is
learning to think.

This is not intended to imply
that America should scrap all

~of its modern ideas on educa-

tion. No one wants the old shab-
by buildings or inadequate fa-
cilities. However it should re-
mind us that a wealth of fancy
stuff definitely is not essential
to a pupil’'s progress.

Actually there are only two
requirements for a sound edu-
cation: interested pupils and de-
voted teachers. The surround-
ings are secondary. A famous
American educator of a genera-
tion ago had that principle in
mind when he said his idea of
perfect education was being

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City Council OKs
Ordinance Creating
Hospital Authority

The first step toward serious
consideration of need and po-
tentiality for a hospital in this
community was taken by the
city council Wednesday morn-
ing when it passed an ordinance
creating a hospital authority
empowered to proceed with legal
and financial action relative to
establishing a hospital within
the Muenster city limifs.

The name of the authority as
specified in the ordinance is
Muenster Hospital. Persons ap-
pointed as its original board of
directors are J. M. Weinzapfel,
Alphonse Felderhoff, Earl Fisher,
R. N. Fette, Leo J. Haverkamp,
J. W. Fisher, Richard Grewing
and Mmes. T. S. Myrick, R. J.
Hellman, John Mosman and
Frank Schilling,

An emergency clause added to
the instrument stresses the ur-
gency of proceeding without de-
lay and suspends further read-
ings prior to official passage of
the ordinance.

In creating the authority the
council did not intend to set up
the organization which will car-
ry out the program in its en-
tirety but rather a group with
legal authority to establish a
permanent organization.

Next steps in complying with
legal requirements will be un-
dertaken by the directors in
their first meeting.

The purpose of the authority is
to comply with state regula-
tions by which a hospital is
qualified to issue bonds and ac-
cept tax free contributions.

Specific details such as the
size and cost of a hospital to
meet local needs, the method of
financing, possible locations, ad-
ministrative personnel, or even
d community survey to deter-
mine the feasibility of a local
hospital, are all unknown. Those
subjects will be in order when
permanent organization is ac-
complished.
