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SOIL SLIDE RULE—This slide rule helps farmers reduce 
soil loss from rainfall. Embodying research data compiled by 
the Department of Agriculture over the past 30 years, the rule 
makes possible fast and reliable soil loss estimates right in the 
field. Developed by Dr. J. J. Pierre of the Soil Conservation 
Service, the rule is fed information concerning the amount of 
rain, type of soil and soil cover, length of slope and other 
factors. These are given numerical values and a trained tech­
nician can find the best combination of cropping system and 
conservation practices which meet the needs of a particular 
farm. Research information is being developed to make pre­
diction estimates available to technicians in all parts of the 
United States.

paying federal income tax? Don’t 
shrug th a t off as a silly  question, 
because the possibility of doing 
it is m ore than  just a pipe dream. 
I t  is a very real possibility th a t 
can be accom plished by adopt­
ing the proposed 23rd am end­
m ent to the Constitution.

That am endm ent, introduced in 
the Congress as House Joint 
R esolution 123 provides th a t the 
Federal G overnm ent of t h e  
U nited S tates shall not engage 
in any business, professional, 
com mercial, financial or indus­
tria l enterprise  except as speci­
fied in the  Constitution. Its au ­
th o r is W illis S tone and  its spon­
so r in Congress is R alph W. 
Gwinn of New York.

Few of us have heard about 
th is proposed am endm ent and 
few er still have any notion w hat 
it can do for us. To the dis­
cred it of th e  big shots in W ash­
ington and the  news agencies 
th a t tell th e  W ashington story, 
fa r  too little  has been said on 
the  subject. The average tax ­
payer does not know th a t his in ­
come tax  represen ts alm ost ex­
actly  his share in supporting 
governm ent business ventures 
th a t are not even authorized by 
the  Constitution.

As explained by Mr. Stone, 
o u r governm ent has never had 
a constitutional righ t to operate 
any  k ind  of business. N everthe­
less it  has over 500 federal corp­
orations occupying 40 percent of 
the  land area and 20 per cent of 
th e  industrial capacity of the 
nation. The to tal cost of acquir­
ing all th is business was about 
$200 billion.

Amendment 23 demands that
all these business in terests be 
sold to the Am erican people, 
e ith er individuals or corpora­
tions. Estim ating conservatively 
h e  figures th a t the  selling price 
w ould total a t least $50 billion, 
w hich would allow th a t much 
reduction in the national debt 
. . . and reduce the nation’s an­
nual in terest and am ortization 
cost by $2.5 billion.

From  th ere  the au thor enum ­
erates o ther expenses th a t can 
b e  elim inated, basing his figures 
on the governm ent’s own re ­
ports fo r 1954. A big item  is 
the  $10 billion lost by govern­
m ent business operations. N ext 
th ere  is the federal cost of serv­
icing all these business ventures 
. . . the  salaries of a m illion em ­
ployees plus office space, equip­
m ent, m aterials, etc., all charged 
against general operating ex ­
pense but operating stric tly  for 
th e  governm ent business ven­
tures.

A n in teresting  detail in this 
connection is th a t the govern­
m ent has 3.5 m illion typew riters 
fo r those 1 m illion employees. 
On th is basis it is reasonable to 
assum e th a t this servicing staff 
is overstocked also on other 
equipm ent items. A well m an­
aged sale of all th a t surplus 
equipm ent could bring  m ore 
welcome re lief to the  national 
debt.

A t any ra te  the salaries of the 
m illion em ployees am ount to 
about $4 billion a year and the 
cost of space, facilities, printing, 
research, a tto rney  fees, etc., 
comes to  about $12 billion.

Adding those figures, $2.5 b il­
lion fo r in terest and am ortiza­
tion, $10 billion fo r operating 
losses, and $16 billion for per­
sonnel and service paid  out of 
the  general expense fund, Mr. 
S tone points out th a t we taxpay­
ers are being clipped for $28.5 
billion to support business ven­
tu res th a t are com peting w ith 
us.

Another provision of the 23rd
A m endm ent is to outlaw  the 
fantastic give aw ay know n as 
the  foreign aid program . S tick­
ing w ith  th e  1954 figures, Mr. 
S tone quotes th a t item  as 
$4,669,000,000.

Com bining those costs, Mr. 
S tone says th a t our governm ent 
in 1954, paid out $33,169,000,000 
on federal business ventures and 
foreign aid, the  tw o operations 
w hich would be elim inated by 
adopting the 23rd am endm ent. 
A nd still using the 1954 records, 
he points out th a t individual in ­
come taxes (before refunds) 
am ounted to $32,495,000,000.

A com parison of those t w o  
figures shows th a t the  federal 
governm ent, by qu itting  compe­
tition  w ith  its own taxpayers, 
could have com pletely cancelled 
individual income tax  and still 
gained $674 m illion for the year.

Prolonged Dryness 
Is Fine for Grain, 
Bad for Com Crop

Fading prospects for coni and 
o ther growing crops this week 
are casting their shadow  over 
th is com m unity’s ex tra  fine grain 
crop. The dry  hot w eather, w hich 
is ju st righ t for harvesting, is not 
good for row  crops, alfalfa and 
pasture.

Reports on the  condition of 
these crops vary. Some observ­
ers claim  th a t corn is not h u rt 
yet, o thers th a t the crop has a l­
ready been severely damaged. 
All seem to be agreed, however, 
th a t a good tw o to th ree  inch 
soaker w ould do wonders f o r  
the com m unity. Such a ra in , if 
followed by clear w eather would 
re ta rd  the harvest only a few 
days and would cause practically 
no dam age to th e  grain.

W ith the  com bining season 
just getting  well s ta rted  it is ap­
p aren t now th a t w heat in this 
area is w ell above average and 
oats is som ewhat below average. 
This reverses the  predictions of 
several w eeks ago w hen farm ers 
expected ex tra  good oats and 
mediocre wheat.

Average yields of w heat, ac­
cording to early  reports are be­
tw een 20 and 25 bushels per acre 
and the  test is usually  60 or 
higher. B etter yields, w ith  an 
average near 30 and some fields 
as high as 40, a re  reported  in the 
south p art of the county.

Oats in the M uenster area is 
generally  reported  a t 40 to 50 
bushels per acre.

One surprise about the  cur­
ren t harvest is its slowness in 
reaching peak speed. Up to 
W ednesday receipts a t both lo­
cal elevators w ere scattered, far 
less than can be expected from 
the good crops and d ry  weather. 
Farm ers repo rt th a t grain is not 
ready in spots of m any fields and 
they are w aiting to do the  en ­
tire  fields ra th e r than  cut them  
in patches. Favored by weeks of 
clear w eather they are up w ith 
their w ork and apparen tly  un- 
worried.

P rio r to the  presen t com bin­
ing this com m unity enjoyed an

Our w elfare state, lavish spend­
ing centralized all pow erful gov­
ernm ent, inflation, shoddy poli­
tics and deviation from  principles 
of our founding fathers have con­
tribu ted  to our in ternal m o ra  1 
shortcomings. E xorb itan t taxes, 
infringem ent on our individual 
liberties, governm ent com peti­
tion  w ith free enterprise, govern­
m ent support of politically pow er­
ful labor leaders, and a killing 
of in itiative on the part of us all 
has had its m oral effect.

H ALFTONE JOBS MUST 

END SOON
No tru e r  words were ever 

spoken than  those voiced the 
o ther day by one of the  nation’s 
top advertising m en when he 
said the  U. S. is going through 
the “great era of the goof-off, 
the age of the half-done job.”

T h e  speaker w a s  Charles 
Brower, president of the Batten, 
Barton, D urstine and Orsbnrn 
advertising agency, a n d  the 
place was W ashington, D.C., 
w here Mr. Brow er addressed the 
convention of the  National Sales 
Executive organization.

“The land from  coast to coast 
has been enjoying a stam pede 
away from responsibility,” t h e  
advertising executive said. “It is 
populated w ith laundry men who 
won’t  iron shirts, w ith w aiters 
who w on’t serve, w ith  carpenters 
who will come around som eday 
maybe, w ith  executives whose 
m ind is on the golf course, w ith 
teachers who dem and a single 
salary schedule so th a t achieve­
m ent cannot be rew arded  . . . 
w ith  students w h o  take cinch 
courses.”

The resu lt of this “g reat era 
of the  goof-off and the  age of 
the half-done job” is plain to 
see on all sides. It is reflected in 
autom obiles so shabbily p u t to ­
gether their ow ners spend haif 
their tim e taking them  in to  cor­
rect fau lts th a t w ould never 
have appeared if the assembly 
job had been done righ t to be­
gin w ith  a t the factory. It is re ­
flected in new  homes th a t sag,

crack or w arp  righ t off the bat 
because som ebody in the bu ild­
ing process d idn’t care how he 
did his job, or tried  to cut corn­
ers on th e  m aterials he used. It 
is reflected in scores of other 
products on the m arket today 
whose w orkm anship and ability 
to stand up under hard  use are 
a poor testim onial to the genius 
behind our A m erican productive 
system.

In the field of personal services 
the situation is even worse. We 
see salesm en w ho don’t e v e n  
know the product they are try ­
ing to sell and don’t seem to 
care. We have doctors, lawyers 
and other professional m e n  
whose first concern seems to be 
the size of the fee they can 
charge ra th e r than  the  w elfare 
of the patient or client they are 
supposed to serve. We have do­
mestic servants, yardm en, re ­
pairm en and people in scores of 
o ther occupations who are far 
more interested in ju st getting  a 
job done ra th e r th an  m aking 
sure it  is done right.

Why is all th is happening? We 
th ink the  answ er boils down to 
the fact th a t the  nation as a 
whole is fast-losing the sense of 
pride it  once had for individual 
accom plishm ent. Instead, we are 
now becoming a nation of con­
form ists w ith our w orking speed 
and skill tailored to m atch that 
of the least skillful and the 
slowest producer.

O ur labor unions have con­
tribu ted  greatly  to this situa­
tion. W hen ra tes of pay become 
standardized w hat incentive is 
there for a really  good carpenter, 
for instance, to do any better 
job than  a w ood-butcher he 
m ight be w orking n ex t to and 
who gets the sam e pay as he 
does? W hat incentive is there 
for a good stone mason to p e r­
form  a t his top efficiency when 
in  so doing he will only bring 
down on his head the  w rath  of 
fellow m asons who can’t  do as 
good a job and who, therefore, 
w an t all masons reduced to the 
sam e output each day so they 
w on’t be shown up for the poor 
craftsm en they  are? W hy should 
anybody, in fact, strive fo r g reat­
er skills and g reater efficiency 
in a nation w here m ediocrity is 
so w ell-rew arded and real ac­
com plishm ent so heavily-penal­
ized?

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DAD HEADS THE FAMILY

In 1910, Mrs. John D o d d  of 
Spokane, Washington, started the 
celebration of Father’s Day. What 
she did and why she did it are un­
known to us. It was appropriate, 
however, that a wife should in­
augurate the day to honor hus­
bands. We suspect that the father 
W ill be restored to his proper place 
in the family only through the mu­
tual efforts of his spouse.

IN THE CHRISTIAN tradition, 

the proper role of the father is set 
forth by Saint Paul as similar to 
that of Christ with His Church. 
Thus he taught that wives should 
be subject to their husbands in all 
things in harmony with right rea­
son.

Unfortunately, the father’s role 
as head of the house is not too 
well established in American so­
ciety. Some explain that the eco­
nomic system takes the father out 
of the home too much of the time; 
others even blame woman suffrage 
and assorted other causes; but most 
people agree, at least in theory, 
that it should be changed so that 
Pop will be the head man.

THE FATHER should be the 
moral, spiritual, intellectual head 
of the house. If he is acting in 
this capacity, he is only acting in 
accordance with his nature, with

his talents. For he has the Qod- 
given roles of providing and pro­
tecting. These are duties unsuited 
for the wife, especially aa the 
mother of children.

The husband standi In the place 
of God, Whom we know to be a 
loving Father. With an authority 
derived from God, he leads his 
family, keeping in mind their dig­
nity. Wives are always glad to 
have this type of leadership, not a 
dictatorial leadership, but a lead­
ership, through love, affection and 
service.

FREQUENTLY DAD, because of 
his numerous heavy responsibili­
ties, doesn’t always measure up to 
his role as head of the household. 
In these difficult times, the wife 
can do much to restore harmony 
to the home. St. Augustine, for 
example, tells in his Confessions 
how his mother, Monica, put up 
with her hot-tempered, difficult 
husband, his father. Instead of 
gossiping, as many other women 
did, about the way her husband 
behaved, she remained quiet and 
remembered the words of the ma­
trimonial contract by which she 
promised to serve. Monica won 
her husband over through love 
and kindness, highlighting the fact 
that a wife who merely lets her 
husband “think he is the head” 
really has a false understanding of 
the nature of marriage.

If the father attains his position 
as the real head of the house, he 
and the wife can proceed united in 
seeking the great blessings and 
happiness of married life. The 
children will realize that they are 
to follow him, developing them­
selves intellectually, culturally and 
morally, in the religious virtues— 
after the example of him who is 
meant to be a symbol of their 
heavenly Father.

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Chore Study Shows 
Larger Dairy Herds 
Allow Labor Savings

College S ta tion  — D airy fa rm ­
ing  is and has been one of the 
b iggest consum ers of l a b o r  
am ong all farm  operations. C ur­
ren tly , says A. M. Meekma, ex ­
tension dairy  husbandm an, it 
takes 52 m an-houi's of labor on 
a  dairy  farm  to produce $100 
w orth  of product. This compares 
w ith  22 m an-hours to produce a 
like am ount of product f r o m  
beef cattle and 13 m an-hours to 
produce $100 w orth  of broilers.

M eekma reports that a stu ry  
m ade by research economists of 
the U. S. D epartm ent of A gricul­
tu re and the  U niversity  of M in­
nesota showed th a t 129 m an­
hours on the  average w ere r e ­
quired to care fo r a cow in a 
10-cow herd, w hile a 30-cow herd  
required  only about 80 hours 
per cow.

In the study  m ade in  southern 
M innesota w here the  y ea r is d i­
vided into a 29-week w in ter barn 
period and a 23-week sum m er 
period, 23.7 m an-h  o u r s  are 
needed w eekly in  sum m er and 
35.2 m an-hours in  w in ter for a

15-cow herd. For a 20-cow herd, 
the labor requirem ents a re  27.9 
and 41.6 m an-hours w eekly for 
the respective periods.

In  the sum m er, an  ex tra  cow 
above 15 required .83 hours of 
care each week. Wei) over half 
of th is tim e was needed for 
m ilking. Meekma points out th a t 
one m eans of saving tim e is to 
use a  m ilking parlor, w hich a l­
so m akes possible the  installa tion 
of a pipeline m ilk er at a  m uch 
low er cost than  in a stanchion 
barn.

A nother chance to  cut labor in 
the sum m er, says the specialist, 
appears to  be in connection w ith

field work. The use of hay  bal­
ers, choppers, combines and o th­
e r m echanical equipm ent will 
speed up the harvesting jobs and 
do them  w ith  less labor. —

The best bet for i*educing total 
labor required  in w inter, be­
lieves Meekma, is the  use of 
such labor-saving devices as silo 
unloaders, gu tter cleaners a n d  
the  storage of baled hay near the 
feeding l'acks.

F inally, says th e  specialist, 
Texas dairym en should study 
th e ir  own operations w ith  t h e  
labor-saving objective in mind. 
Records can be a big help  in 
m aking such studies, he says.

Chigger Bites —
of disease, b u t in  the  U. S., there  
is no such proven danger. I t  is 
the scratching which causes all 
the trouble.

Gross infection can bring on 
general bodily disturbances, fev ­
er, and loss of sleep caused by 
forced periods of scratching d u r­
ing the night. Animals, birds and 
domestic fowl suffer from  chig- 
gers also, even snakes are not 
immune.

The severe itching occurs 
w hen the  chigger, in its efforts 
to feed, injects an  anti-coagulant 
m aterial to m elt the  skin lay ­
ers so th a t he m ay feed. They do 
not burrow  in to  the skin as 
com m only believed — they m ere­
ly feed them selves and drop off, 
b u t the  itching stays on.

They congregate in tight areas 
such as sleeves, belt lines and 
neck. You can p ro tect yourself 
by the application of a suitable 
repellan t to these critical areas 
w henever you are  about to en ­
te r  a suspected chigger-infested 
area.

If this fails, there  are know n 
palliatives to soothe the  itching 
such as baking soda solution, 
am m onia w ate r and alochol.

Chiggers a re  impossible to 
control except in cleared areas 
such as lawns, greens, cam p sites, 
and picnic grounds w here the 
ground m ay be mowed closely.

For these areas, a trea tm ent 
of five percent chlordane or tox- 
aphene dust is effective a t  the 
ra te  of 40 to 50 pounds per acre 
(1 to 1 y4 pounds p er 1,000 
square feet), and lindane dust of 
one percent concentration (10 
ounces o r m ore p e r 1,000 square 
feet.) Sprays m ay be substituted. 
All a re  dangerous to people!

F ifty  to 70 gallons per acre, 
following the  m ixing directions 
on the label, is usually sufficient 
(1% to 2 pounds per 1,000 square 
feet).

B ear in m ind the dangers in  
the use of the dusts o r sprays — 
use caution and put them  aw ay 
safely. Rem em ber, insecticides 
can kill; chiggers only itch.

Erosion by w ind a n d  w ater 
robs farm ers each year of about 
$400,000,000 in decreased l a n d  
values, low er crop yields and re ­
duced income.

Prolonged Dryness
exceptionally good hay harvest. 
Balers also had nice w eather to 
get in one of this com m unity’s 
best crops ever.

The general result is th a t fa rm ­
ers, w ith a good supply of feed 
in the  barn, are looking forward 
to a nice cash crop. C urrent 
w heat prices are about 20 cents 
under those of last year but that 
is m ore than  offset by  the  d if­
ference of yield. The ’57 w heat 
crop was mostly drow ned out 
by the heaviest ra in s on record.

W heat now is selling for $1.70 
on the open m arket. The govern­
m ent loan price is quoted at $1.83 
but costs for insurance, storage, 
etc., bring th a t figure down to  a 
net of $1.69. Assured of that 
m uch as a bottom  figure farm ­
ers have an  opportunity  to put 
the grain in storage and m ake 
a profit if the price goes up. 
B ut most of them  are  selling. 
W ith the biggest crop ever re ­
ported in Oklahom a and Kansas, 
they do not expect the  price to 
rise.

In the M uenster-Saint Jo  area 
of the Upper-Elm Red Soil Con­
servation district, m any ranch­
ers have begun resting a p art of 
their pasture grasses by rem ov­
ing cattle and o ther livestock 
from  one or more of the fields.

“Im provem ent in growing vig­
or, thickness of stand and in­
creased forage production of the 
desirable species of native grass­
es can be obtained by resting the 
grass from now until frost. This 
m ethod of taking only ha lf the 
grass during season will assure 
p lenty  of good w in ter pasture 
and m ore grass in following 
years,” advise local SCS person­
nel.

O ther benefits are also ob­
tained when half the  grass is 
left on the  land. A litte r is pro­
vided to protect the soil from 
extrem e high or ex trem e low 
tem peratures, the cover protects 
against erosion, p lants reproduce 
by seed and underground roots, 
m ore w ate r is caught and ab­
sorbed by the soil, the fertility  
level of the soil is raised through 
increased organic m atte r and 
weeds are kept in check by in ­
creased vigor of the deep-rooted 
grasses.

Some of the farm ers and ranch­
ers who are deferring a p art of 
their grazing lands are A1 Tru- 
benbach, D angelm ayr Brothers, 
Hollis Berry, W. P. Luse, C. A. 
Willis, Ross Littell, Ada Lou 
G arrett, W. B. Calhoun and Olin 
M erritt.

As grain and hay crops are re ­
moved from  the fields the te r ­
racing season begins in the 
M uenster area. Rains last fall 
and this spring have left scars 
on the land and piles of silt at 
the bottom  of sloping fields to 
show w here terraces are needed. 
If washes appeared in the field, 
terraces ape needed.

Terraces are bu ilt to break 
long slopes into short slopes and 
to rem ove excess w ater from the 
field slowly so th a t soil loss does 
not occur. By m odern m ethods 
and machines terraces c a n  be 
constructed so they can be 
farm ed w ith  m odern m achinery.

A griculture Conservation P ro ­
gram  cost share benefits this year 
are th ree  cents per linear foot 
of field terraces. Landow ners 
can build terraces a t a very  low 
cost th is year. Now is the tim e 
to build  those needed terraces to 
save the  precious topsoil th a t is 
left. Contact your local Soil Con­
servation Service for assistance 
in layout of the terrace system.

H. J. Fuhrm an started  the  te r­
racing ball rolling by construct­
ing m ore than a half m ile of 
broad easy-to-cross channel type 
terraces on his farm  east of 
M uenster. These terraces will 
com plete the terracing  system  on 
the  field and outlet onto pasture 
grasses w hich were planted to 
provide a safe outlet area.

Dick Harris, C harlie H ilde­
brand and J. B. Dennis have

com pleted construction of ponds 
for livestock w ater on their 
farm s northeast of Saint Jo. 
These ponds will furnish w ater 
in pastures that were separated 
from  the o ther sources of w ater 
by the new  farm -to-m arket road 
un d er construction. The new 
ponds will enable the landow n­
ers to m anage their grass prop­
erly  by ro tation grazing of the 
d ifferent pastures to allow the 
grass to re s t a t least a part of 
each grow ing season.
