An appeal to the gentlemen
of the pulpit for help in making

Texans more safety conscious
has been made by Governor
Price Daniel in connection with
his proclamation of next Sun-
day, December 21, as Safety Sun-
day in the state. He suggests
that it would be appropriate for
them to remind people that the
Fifth Commandment can be
violated with the steering wheel
of an automobile.

It is satisfying to note that
a man in prominent position has
chosen to stress this angle of
the traffic problem . . . which,
unfortunately, has had too little
attention in the past. Usually
the appeal is based on consider-
ations of death, injury or ma-
terial damage . . . the tragedy,
the suffering, and the financial
distress that can result from
wrecked bodies and property.
But how often are people told
that it is a violation of God’s
law to place lives in jeopardy,
either their own or other
peoples’, that the commandment
which says “thou shalt not kill”
implies also that thou shalt not
take chances which may result
in death,

Here's hoping that the gov-
ernor’s suggestion will get a big
response from the ministers of
all denominations. For that mat-
ter it deserves a response also
from editors, commentators, en-
forcement officials, insurance
companies, and any of the others
who preach safety. We need an
appeal to conscience as well as
to physical and economical con-
siderations.

Perhaps it would be more
correct to say that we need an
awakening of conscience. Many
a reckless driver is not aware of
his moral laxity, even though
he may be scrupulous about oth-
er violations of the Divine law.
He has the right disposition for
conversion from a traffic menace
to a traffic asset, but he needs
to be convinced. g5

Greater emphasis on right and
wrong by clergymen, civil au-
thorities and civic leaders could
also help toward removing some
other blights on the social and
economic scene. A convenient
example is the set of legal loop-
holes which enable loan sharks
to rob their unfortunate victims.
Attorney General Will Wilson
has announced his determina-
tion to eliminate this “modern
day debtor’s prison.”

The obvious question in this
case is why anyone is ever per-
mitted to carry on this so
called legalized larceny. Accord-
ing to the seventh command-
ment, according to the law of

the land, “thou shalt not steal.”
Well, there’s no doubt that
hundreds, probably thousands,

of loans are subjected to special
charges and interest rates that
figure to 200 or 300 per cent a
year. People who get hooked by
the Shylocks pay back several
times the amount they borrowed
but still remain in debt, unable
to get ahead of the mounting
charges.

The simplest reasoning tells
us this is stealing. Then why
aren’t the offenders prosecuted
on the simple charge of steal-
ing? It seems absurd to let a
scoundrel hide behind technieal-
jties when his crime is obvious.
The attorney - general deserves
credit for his effort to wipe out
a rank injustice, but from here
it looks as though he’s doing it

“the hard way. A simpler way is

get down to fundamentals and
just lower the boom on anyone
who steals. There should be no
conflict between the law of God
and the law of the land.

Life in this couniry and all
over the world could be im-
proved immensely if the powers
that be paid greater heed to the
time honored moral standards of
right and wrong. In our nation’s
social and economic affairs we
would have less bickering and
strife if human relations were
governed by the Ten Command-
ments instead of by the confus-
ing maze of laws and regula-
tions designed to apply to thous-
ands of contingencies. Likewise

“in global affairs the same stand-
ards seemn far superior to pres-

B. Luke Assists in
Leukemia Research
Project at NTSC

Bernard Luke, senior biology
student at North Texas State

The project at NTSC is sup-
ported by a $5,700 grant just an-
nounced by the Leukemia So-
ciety, Inc, of New York. It is
an extension of a $2,500 award
made last year to Dr. Rufus K.
Guthrie of the NTSC biology de-
partment.

During the past year he has
been conducting experiments
with mice to see if there is
some foreign material in leu-
kemia tissue to which animals
can be immunized,

Dr.  Guthrie said that in mice
there is reasonable certainty that
a virus is responsible for leu-
ke which creates an uncon-
trol increase in the number
of white blood cells. No such
certainty exists in the case of
leukemia in humans, he

Extension Service

College Station -— The gaiety
of the Christmas season can be
changed to grief and sorrow
within seconds. The home, during
this season, is usually loaded
with fire hazards and unless
safety precautions are taken an

accident could happen, warns
the Texas Farm and Ranch
Safety Council.

The Christmas tree, the cen-

ter of most home decorations,
can be a principal hazard. The
Council suggests that a freshly
cut tree be selected a few days
before Christmas. Before it is
placed in the house, the base
of the tree should be cut diag-
onally and placed in water or
wet sand. This will keep the
tree fresh and help in retarding
fire. The tree should be placed
so that it will not block exits
to a room and away from the
fireplace, powerful electric
lights and other sources of heat.

The Council recommends that
only Underwriters Laboratories
approved lights be used on the
tree. Lights which have been
used before should be checked
for frayed wires or damaged
sockets. Electrical circuits should
not be overloaded with addi-
tional lights, toys and appli-
ances,

Only nonflammable decora-
tions should be used on the tree
and tree lights should be turned
off when no one is at home or
when the family retires. Trees
should be discarded when the
needles begin to dry and fall

This is also a time for smok-
ers to be doubly careful, point
out the Councilmen. Extra care
with cigarettes, cigars and
pipes is advised especially when
smoking around flammable ma-
terials. Don't let wrappings
from packages clutter up the
house for they can become a
real fire hazard.

BILL OF RIGHTS WEEK

Every year, about this time,
we celebrate “Bill of Rights
Week.” And yet I wonder how
many of us know what our Bill
of Rights is and just what it
means in our lives.

The other day, as I was driv-
ing between San Francisco and
Burlingame, California, I turned
on the car radio and heard a
voice asking, “What part of our
Constitution is referred to as the
Bill of Rights?” This question
was being telephoned to a
woman in the home audience.
She didn’'t know the answer.

Another “I don’'t know"” raised
the jackpot another $10. To my
dismay, this went on until fin-
ally a school teacher gave the
correct answer at the $180 figure.

Why not hunt up a copy of
the Constitution and read those
first ten amendments? You may
get a new conception of what it
means to be an American.

Not all gifts come wrapped in
tissue paper and tied with a red
bow.

These are the gifts the Christ
Child symbolizes. They are the
little things —like a pat on the
back — and the big things— like
death on the Cross. All these things
Christ was to perfection, without
sin, without pride, without self-
seeking. All these things Christ
dispensed throughout His life to
those with whom He had daily con-
tact.

These gifts were His life. His
complete gift of self — until death
on the cross — to the people of God.

IF we get this idea of spiritual
gift-giving fixed in our minds at
Christmas, much of the glitter and
glisten, the commercialism, the tin
and tinsel of Christmas will dis-
appear.
