
The reds are a t it again . . .
launching a propaganda offen­
sive against the United States by 
m aking a big brag about their 
intention to pull occupation 
troops out of North Korea.

Their procedure follows the 
same old pattern. After years of 
occupation the Chinese commun­
ists have done such a thorough 
job of indoctrinating the North 
Koreans and planting t h e i r  
agents tha t the country is under 
perfect comm unist control any­
way. And even in the event of 
a slip-up the Chinese are just 
across the river, ready to return  
and restore their domination in 
ju st a few days.

In spite of such transparent 
techniques the Reds keep insist­
ing tha t Uncle Sam should follow 
th e ir  good exam ple and take 
troops out of South Korea. After 
which, of course, the South K or­
eans would be left helpless be­
fore the vastly reinforced North 
Koreans and the original ag­
gression could be repeated all 
over again.

N aturally, we’re not having 
any  of such an arrangem ent. And 
we can be sure that all Asiatics 
w ill understand why. This kind 
of propaganda is too apparent.

A m ore critical situation is 
th a t big kidnapping job a few 
days ago, when a plane load of 
people was forced to fly across 
the  border into North Korea. 
Now the reds have a new batch 
of hostages for use in applying 
political and diplomatic pres­
sure against our country. If 
past experience is any indication 
th is situation is all bad. W e’ve 
been the consistent loser in  all 
incidents involving hostages. The 
same old rule applies. People 
who deal according to principle 
have no chance against u n ­
principled scoundrels.

W hile such things are going 
on we are told in a current 
series of broadcasts by Fulton 
Lewis Jr. how the reds of Europe 

-are using t h e  American sup­
ported Radio Free Europe as 
th e ir own propaganda weapon. 
Lew is has produced documents 
and evidence showing tha t the 
organization is loaded with form ­
er red  collaborators w h o  have 
been kicked out by the Russians 
and are using the broadcast to 
prom ote a national communism 
w ith their group in charge. W it­
nesses say that Russia is criti­
cized, but little if any effective 
propaganda is directed toward 
communism itself. In  fact the 
program  praises Tito and Go- 
m ulka, the big heroes of nation­
alistic communism.

How Americans a r e  being | 
played for suckers! They contri­
bute generously, even eagerly, to 
the Crusade for Freedom, which 
sponsors Radio Free Europe, and 
few  of them  suspect how their 
good work is being sabotaged. 
Messages tha t reach behind the 
iron curtain  offer no encourage­
m ent to those who yearn f o r  
freedom bu t ra ther seek to glori­
fy the m en who try  to substitute 
th e ir brand  for the Russian 
brand  of communism.

M eanwhile, as m ight be ex­
pected, nationwide efforts are 
under w ay here to discredit 
Lewis and his disclosures. He 
has become like Joe McCarthy, a 
m an that m ust be silenced in 
order to prevent the em barrass­
m ent of a few score VIPs. These 
people, big wheels in m any 
fields, do not have the moral 
courage to examine the case and 
decide w hether the L e w i s  
charges are true but only yell 
in  chorus tha t “it ain’t so.” Like 
so m any other proud men of the 
past two decades they go on 
claim ing blindly tha t there are 
no traitors ra ther than adm it 
th a t the traitors and red agents 
have 'made fools of them.

An article in last Sunday's 
Dallas News concerning school 
troubles in  New York contains 
a  few  paragraphs which serve as 
a  very  revealing presentation of 
the real a ttitude of the NAACP 
tow ard integration.

“The National Association for 
A dvancem ent of Colored People 
has kep t up a constant pressure 
to prevent any school from be­
com ing all-Negro, despite the 
fact th a t a surrounding school 
area m ay be all-Negro.

“ ‘We had an excellent high 
school in Harlem ,’ a school offic­
ial reports, w ithout w ishing his 
nam e to be used, ‘tha t eventual­
ly became all-Negro. There w ere­
n ’t any  w hites w ithin miles.

“ ‘This displeased the NAACP. 
They dem anded integration.

“ ‘The school board gave in to 
their demands. An effort was 
m ade to recru it w hite students 
from  other areas to attend the 
school, just to achieve in tegra­
tion.

R euther is a th ird  generation

the profits — but the union 
would never pay any of the loss­
es. I t’s not accurate to say we 
have a “profit system ” in Am­
erica. We have a profit and loss 
system. R euther’s blueprint for 
creeping Sovietization would ev­
entually  break  t h e  automobile 
industry, would force the govern­
m ent to take it over and run 
it, “producing for use and not 
for profit,” in the “public in ter­
est.” This would lead to w hat the 
M arxists call “Industrial Democ­
racy,” w ith governm ent replacing 
private enterprise. If Reuther 
had announced tha t Labor recog­
nizes m anagem ent’s righ t to 
manage and has no intention of

Everyone 
Is a  Capitalist

Which came first, the chicken 
or the egg? A tricky question — 
but there isn’t any doubt, that 
work came before capital. Capi­
tal is anything tha t is used to 
produce things. A fisherm an’s 
boat is capital. But it took work 
to build the boat. If the fisher­
man bought the boat instead of 
m aking it himself, he still had 
to work for the money to buy 
it.

Since none of us can go on 
working forever, we are — or 
should be — turning some part 
of our work into capital. This 
capital m ay be in the form of 
savings, insurance or pension 
payments, that we’ll have to live 
on when we stop working.

Maybe we don’t th ink  of our­
selves as capitalists during our 
years of active work. But later 
on we’ll have to be capitalists, 
profiting from past work and 
savings, or depend on ‘social 
security.’

The enemy of all personal 
capital investm ent plans is in ­
flation. Even if our wages keep 
a step ahead of the  game, in ­
flation will eat away our savings, 
insurance or pension funds. At 
the present rate  of inflation —• 
three per cent a year — in only 
ten years the dollar will lose 
one-fourth of its value. The ef­
fect would be about the same as 
having worked several years for 
nothing.

OCTAGON — red with w hite 
lettering means come to a full 
stop and be sure the way is 
clear before proceeding. The old­
er stop signs — octagonal, but 
yellow with black lettering — 
have the same meaning.

TRIANGLE — y e l l o w  with 
black lettering, the newest of 
standard signs. I t  reads, “Yield 
Right of W ay” and requires the 
driver to slow down or stop, if 
necessary, to give righ t of way 
to cross traffic a t intersections.

RECTANGLE — white w ith 
black or other color lettering, 
states the law: parking restric­
tions, speed limits, turning and 
passing regulations, etc.

DIAMOND — y e 11 o w w ith 
black lettering, w arns of danger­
ous or unusual conditions ahead, 
such as curves, side roads, etc.

ROUND — yellow w ith black 
X and RR, indicates a highway- 
railroad crossing 300 to 500 feet 
ahead.

CROSSBUCK — another rail­
road crossing w arning sign, w ith 
black lettering, Erected within 
15 feet of a highway-rail cross­
ing.

The m ajority of Americans 
will go for an arrangem ent tha t 
is reasonable and fair. B ut they 
have a righ t to balk a t a com­
m unist inspired scheme which 
promotes m ixture of the races 
as a prime objective.
