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Commenting on the highly
publicized R euther-inspired  job­
less m arch on W ashington, Edi­
to r  P eters of Nocona says tha t 
a  little  arithm etic is in order. By 
his estim ate the average expense 
o f m aking th a t trip, including 
ra ilroad  fare, lodging and meals, 
can  be conservatively figured at 
$200. And m ultip ly ing tha t figure 
by 7000, he estim ates the total 
cost of the propaganda m aneuver 
a t $1,400,000.

Then comes the big question. 
W ho paid the bill? Did the job­
less dem onstrators pay th e ir own 
expenses, or did the union pay 
fo r them ? E ither way, this affair 
shapes up as a colossal w aste of 
m oney tha t could have been put 
to  far be tte r use. If the m archers 
paid  their own way they were 
on ly  adding to their own finan ­
cial distress. If the union footed 
th e  bill it was goofing off money 
th a t m ight have been used to 
re lieve some of the unem ploy­
m en t distress.

M any of us would be Inclined 
to  estim ate the expense of the 
m arch som ewhat lower, but we 
still would not discount the vali­
d ity  of Editor Peters’ reasoning 
W hatever the amount, it was a 
tragic waste, considering what 
th e  m oney could have done to­
w ard m eeting the needs of those 
7000 jobless m en

Equally tragic is the fa d  that 
these m isguided individuals, and 
th e ir  leaders, assume th a t the 
governm ent is responsible for 
th e ir  w elfare, and hence is obli­
gated to come up w ith a solution 
th a t w ill pu t them  all back to 
w ork. Regardless of who created 
th e  problem , governm ent ts ex ­
pected to find the answer.

The more reasonable approach, 
it seems, is to start looking for 
th e  causes of unem ploym ent . . . 
and  to acknowledge tha t labor 
itself shares the guilt, probably 
th e  greater part of the guilt, with 
th e  governm ent

It does not take an economic 
genius to understand th a t our 
decline in buying power is r e ­
ta rd in g  o u r  consum ption o f 
A m erican products, which in 
tu rn , rc tan is  production. The 
reason for few er jobs is simply 
few er purchases Inflation is the 
cause And the two prtncipal 
causes of inflation are unjustified 
w age increases and deficit spend­
ing. One of those causes can be 
charged up to labor, the other 
to  governm ent.

C orrecting those causes obvi­
ously requires adjustm ent by 
both  labor and governm ent. By 
any  reasonable standard  the 
m archers have no right to m ake 
dem ands on the governm ent u n ­
til they correct some of their 
own m istakes

Distatseful as the rem edy may 
be. it is w ithin labor's power It 
can work out ways to reverse the 
tren d  of the past decade, to re­
duce un it costs by elim inating 
th e  factors which have been 
pushing prices higher and higher 
R estoring the value of the con­
sum er's dollar is the only way 
ou t of the dilem m a Doing that 
w ill require the effort of labor 
as well as governm ent

As regards the governm ent s 
p a r t in overcoming the economic 
distress, one of the greatest hand- 
dicaps on senators and rep re ­
sentatives, we are told, is the 
apathy  of the millions of people 
w ho w ant sound fiscal policies 
T hey do not bother to w rite and 
express their opinions. The end 
resu lt is that the overwhelm ing 
w eight of W ashington mail comes 
from  pressure groups and in ­
dividuals urging the legislators 
to  favor grants and appropri­
ations for their particu lar in ­
terests. Even people who m ake 
a habit of preaching economy 
find exceptions to violate their 
professed principle in order to 
u rge special handouts for their 
ow n com m unities or pet projects.

To counteract such pressure we 
are constantly  rem inded to w rite 
and tell our elected represen ta­
tives tha t we are opposed to this 
or th a t m eans of adding to the 
taxpayer’s burden, to give them 
w hatever backing they need to 
resist these a ttem pts at raiding 
the  treasury.

W hile admitting that such le t­
te rs  would convey some comfort 
and encouragem ent to the  econ­
om y m inded legislator, it’s a 
good idea to rem em ber a few 
o ther basic facts. F irst of all, the 
senator or representative, by the 
tim e he finishes cam paigning for 
office, is throughly aw are that 
vo ters are depending on him  to 
hold down their tax burden. By 
their vote they express confid­
ence in his in tegrity  and judge­
m en t to resist pressures which 
w ould benefit the few at the  ex­
pense of the taxpayers. They 
depend  on him  to represen t their

JOHNNY AND ARITHMETIC
Is fourth  grader Johnny learn ­

ing his arithm etic better than— 
or even as well as—his parents 
did?

He should do b e tte r than his 
paren ts—there’s little  room for 
argum ent on that score. A rith ­
m etic long has been the most 
poorly learned and least liked 
subject in elem entary school. If 
you doubt this, just look at the 
w ay high school students avoid 
m athem atics.

Now comes news of a new pro­
gram  that is proving that Johnny 
can learn arithm etic better and 
faster than children ever have 
in the pest, and enjoy it in the 
process. The program, already in 
use in 1,500 schools, was devised 
by two college professors of 
m athem atics and education M au­
rice H artung and H enry Van 
Engen who believe that grade 
schools should emphasize basic 
m athem atics ideas that will carry 
over to  high school courses Most 
im portant, the program 's u lti­
m ate goal is to teach children to 
succeed w ith story type pro­
blems.

Teachers know that the biggest 
w eakness both of children and 
adults is problem solving. They 
can “figure" very well when 
the a re  told to divide or m ulti­
ply but if they must decide for 
them selves which process to use, 
they are lost.

In Chicago, recently, 54 out of 
55 high school seniors w ere able 
to divide 234 by 13; but over 40 
w ere unable to “state w hat p er­
cent of 60 m akes 12”. They d idn’t 
know they were supposed to 
divide 12 by 60. No one told 
them!

M eeting th is w eakness head- 
on, the H artung-V an Engen pro­
gram begins teaching basic 
m athem atics to first graders. 
They explore the “w hy’s” behind 
the rules, instead of blindly 
m em orizing w hat the teacher or 
book says. T hird graders s tart 
using equations to solve p ro ­
blems.

By the tim e these youngsters 
get to sixth grade, they succeed 
w ith percents, rat<os, and other 
topics usually taught in seventh 
or eight grade. They understand 
w hat they 're  doing, are proud 
of their ability, and their teachers 
are confident they will be eager 
beavers for high school math.

In an age when the country 
needs so m any scientists and 
engineers w ith good m athem ati­
cal backgrounds, this is doubly 
im portant. Paren ts owe a vote 
of thanks to school educators 
who are using this new method 
in order to give our children the 
best possible training.

If so. som ething said by an 
official of a leading m anufactu r­
ing com pany should be an eye- 
opener "Few people realise it, 
but 84 per cent of all the revenue 
obtained by the personal income 
tax comes from the basic 20 per 
cent rate and only 16 per ren t 
of the revenue arises from pro­
gression If the Income presently 
taxed in excess of 50 per cent 
were taxed only at that rate, 
the direct lost in revenue to the 
governm ent would be just $734 
million which is approxim ately 
one per cent of federal revenue 
collection "

O ut of the trid -w in te r  m eeting

of the AFL-CIO Executive C oun­
cil has come news of organized 
labor’s legislative intentions.

For one thing, Congress will be 
asked to shorten the w ork week 
to 35 hours—w hile pay w ould be 
the same or even m ore th an  is 
now received for 40 hours. For 
another, Congress will be asked 
to increase the federal m inim um  
wage from 1 to $1.25 an hour. 
For still a third, Congress will 
be asked to ex tend  the w age-hour 
law to groups of w orkers who 
have been exem pt ever since the 
law ’s beginning, notably  those 
engaged in re ta il trade.

Here, if there ever was one, is 
a straight out and out in flation­
ary program . I t is a program  de­
signed to get m ore pay for less 
work—and, most im portant, w ith ­
out relating pay to productivity. 
This is one of the  surest known 
ways to force prices up.

As for the proposal to extend 
coverage to  re ta iling  and the 
other exem pt service industries, 
this would violate a basic concept 
of the law. Its original sponsors 
—of whom President F ranklin  
Roosevelt was one—realized, and

said, th a t certain  types of busi­
ness are local in nature , and  
should be regulated locally if
a t all. Retailing is th a t kind of 
business. Every retail store, large 
or small, chain or independent, 
m ust compete locally and deal 
w 'th  wide local variances in costs, 
consum er preferences, labor sup­
ply, etc.

The country  has been hoping 
that the unions would show a 
little  more restra in t in their de­
mands. The cu rren t program  
certainly doesn’t look as if that 
is happening.

W riting ir. The New York 
Times Magazine, K ingsley Davis 
described the increase in the 
ea rth ’s population as an “explo­
sion". Sixteen years from  now, 
it is estim ated, the earth  will 
contain a billion more people— 
and in 41 years nearly  four 
billion more.

Sugar-Coating the Socialist Pill

PENETRATING VOICE
The Soviet Union, a ttem pting  

to m eet im proved radio tran s­
missions by the Voice of Am eri­
ca, has resorted to heavier jam ­
ming tactics. Despite the jam ­
ming. however, there is evidence 
that the Voice is m anaging to 
penetra te  the Iron Curtain.

Russia's fear of the spoken 
word is a m easure of its fear of 
its own people And the Soviet 
lead en  are finding it increas­
ingly sw kw ard  and em barrass­
ing to explain th e ir efforts to 
prevent the Russian people from 
receiving undoctored news from 
the outside world.

The Russians, as educational 
opportunity spreads and as the

news blackout becomes even 
more obvious in its purpose, 
can hardly  be expected to re­
main docile and incurious. E ven­
tually they will compel the re ­
opening of inform ational chan­
nels and contacts w ith the rest 
of the world.

The dilem m a the Krem lin 
then will face w ill not be simple 
to resolve. W hen political power 
depends upon delusion and m is­
inform ation, as the Soviet d ic­
tatorship does, it is a confession 
of political w eakness and in ­
herent wrongness which can not 
endure — Fort W orth S tar 
endure

Ben Davis’ herd was second 
and  H. H. Moody’s th ird  in  m ilk 
averages w ith  1140 and 1110 
pounds, respectively, and  cows 
belonging to Paul Fetsch claimed 
th ird  spot in b u tte rfa t ou tput 
w ith  42 pounds.

DH?A tedhnicians tested 19 
m em ber herds consisting of 535 
cows in m ilk and 95 dry. A total 
of 118 cows produced 50 pounds 
or more of b u tte rfa t during the 
m onth w ith the average per cow 
at 35 pounds.

bined to m ake it tim e to p lan t 
K ing Ranch Bluestem  and the 
hybrid  Berm uda grasses

Landow ners who are co-oper­
ating w ith the Upper Elm-Red 
Soil C onservation D istrict to pro­
tect and im prove their soils are 
rushing to get these grasses 
planted. Alois Trubenbach used 
a district-ow ned cultipacker seed­
er to p lant KR Bluestem grass 
on some 36 acres of form er crop­
land on his farm  south of M uen­
ster. G razing w ill not be allowed 
on the grass p lan ting  until the 
grass is well established, then 
the area will be included w ith 
the o ther pasture.

A t Myra, Jak e  Biffle Jr. and 
W alter Reed used a district grass 
drill to plant KR on ureas ea r­
m arked for pasture grasses. Jake 
planted 12 acres of old field to 
the grass on the Jake Biffle Sr.

Sanders Jewelry
112 N. Commerce. Gainesville

farm  and W alter p lan ted  five 
acres of old field area on his 
farm.

A t Hood, Sid Felker is p lan ting  
five acres of shallow field land 
to KR Bluestem. A portion of the 
area w ill be used as a terrace o u t­
let area and will m ake terracing  
of a sloping field possible.

M eador Brothers of S aint Jo  
have planted 20 acres of crop­
land to King Ranch Bluestem. 
The area will serve as hay  m ea­
dow afte r the grass is established. 
W eldor Dennis of Saint Jo has 
just com pleted p lan ting  a 25- 
acre bottom land field to Coastal 
Berm uda on his farm  near Bul- 
cher. The p lan ting  will be used 
as a nursery  plot to grow a sup­
ply of grass roots so th a t old 
field areas on the farm  can 
be p lanted to this high producing 
im proved Berm uda grass.

Roy K ingery of S aint Jo  has 
five acres of his Dye Mound 
farm planted to M idland B er­
m uda grass. This w ill be used as 
a nursery  plot so Mr. K ingery 
can produce his own root sup­
ply for fu ture planting. M idland 
is an improved hybrid grass de­
veloped by Oklahom a A Sc M 
College. This Berm uda grass is 
sim ilar to Coastal in growth and 
Droduction bu t is more w in ter 
hardy.

All the grass p lantings are a 
p art of each farm er's overall 
soil and w ater conservation plan 
and each planting of grass is to 
get unproductive land back into 
grass production or to take land 
that is unsuitable or unsafe for 
production of cultivated crops 

I out of cultivation and into grass 
i production so that erosion can 
I be m ore easily controlled.
