An explanation seems to be in
order for the benefit of people
who apparently were misled by
last week’'s article in the Enter-
prise about local school tax as-
sessments. The report has reached
here that some were definitely
unhappy when they discovered
that the tax charged against them
did not harmonize with the stated
formula of arriving at the charge.

All of which goes to show that

results of an effort can some-
times turn sour. The article was
inspired by two motives. First to
help people understand how their
assessment turned out as it did.
Secondly to remind them that by
comparison with many other dis-
tricts the local tax is still very
low.

In the rush of writing the ar-
ticle, however, it seems that some
of the essential facts were not
properly grouped to convey the
correct idea. It was mentioned
that the equalization board’s aim
was to assess at ten percent of
actual valuation. That is, a $10,-
000 piece of property would be
set in at $1,000 and, at the local
rate of $1.00 tax on $100 of valua-
tion, the tax would be $10.

Farther along the article stated
that this method failed to meet
the budget’s need, so the equaliz-
ation board made a one third
increase in the valuations of all
personal property and real estate.

That's where the article was at
fault. It should have presented
the two facts together and in such
a way as to allow no misunder-
standing about the tax actually
assessed . . . that the valuation
on $10,000 worth of property was
finally set in at 1,333 and the
tax was $13.33. It iz easy to see
that some people overlooked the
second vital fact and thought
they were overcharged.

This column is confident that
the big majority of people will
find their tax statements in har-
mony with this method of figur-
ing it. Whoever still thinks he is
overcharged will likely find that
the disagreement traces to a dif-
ference in estimates on the actual
value of the property concerned.

Of course no one can be blamed
for objecting to an increase of
taxes. That’s human nature. We
all resent it. But how many of
us have stopped to consider that
in our present era of inflation
the increase cannot be escaped?
Money doesn't go as far as it
used to. A budget to meet today’s
rising costs simply requires more
revenue. As we figure in the de-
cline of a dollar's value many of
us will agree that our tax today
is no higher than it was several
years ago.

Just now we are unhappy
about a sudden jump to catch up
with our times. But are we mak-
ing allowance for getting by on
the old low tax in recent years
while the value of money we
paid was steadily declining? In-
stead of resenting the present
tax raise we could be grateful
for the years we used to get by

Still another factor is worth
our consideration here. Schools
have to meet certain standards
in order to survive.

H. Singleterry of the DPS Divi-
sion of Identification and Crim-
inal Records performed the chore
of stamping the historic, round
number on the card.

Collection on criminal finger-
prints began on August 10, 1935,
with the establishment of the
Bureau of Identification,

gerprint experts; and Joel Tisdale,
Chief of the Division of Identifi-
cation and Criminal Records.
