
Not that it's likely to have an
immediate effect, but the re­
action of this country to the 
shameful mock trial just given 
to Josef Cardinal Mindszenty by 
the Hungarian People’s Court has 
possibilities of far reaching con­
sequences. Of all the indignant 
protests caused by outrages be­
hind the iron curtain none have 
matched this in scope or inten­
sity.

It is satisfying to note that 
Hungarian consuls in this coun­
try have publicly repudiated 
their nation’s, tyrannical regime 
by quitting their jobs. It is also 
satisfying to note that our state 
department is now being bom­
barded with demands to break 
off diplomatic relations with 
Hungary.

Whether or not the scoundrels
of Hungary are impressed by all 
this, there is no doubt that they 
will be affected. The world is 
forming opinions. In spite of its 
pretenses at justice and respect­
ability the government of Hun­
gary is being publicly exposed as 
a ruthless destroyer of human 
right. It is an outlaw among na­
tions, and it is headed for its 
day of doom.

Not immediately, perhaps. But
the handwriting is on the wall. 
The boiling resentment caused 
by the mock trial of the cardinal 
is intensified by this clamor of 
protest. The masses of Hungary, 
assured that the civilized world 
is on their side, have another in­
centive to sustain them through 
these trying times — until the 
big day when they are able to 
rise and restore order to their 
country.

We fervently hope our state
department will heed the de­
mands to break off relations, ec­
onomic as well as diplomatic, 
and adopt that course as a stan­
dard to be applied against every 
other nation that follows the 
Soviet pattern of tyranny and 
treachery. We hoDe it 'will go 
even farther and read the riot 
act to every other nation that 
has been accepting our help 
from one side and dealing with 
the Communists from the other. 
There’s already been too much 
pussy footing in that respect and 
we can think of no better oc­
casion than this to lay down a 
new policy.

Words alone are not sufficient 
when dealing with scoundrels. 
We’ve got to let the communist 
cutthroats know that we mean 
business.

With his usual precise logic
Senator Robert A. Taft a few 
days ago passed on an observa­
tion about socialism which, as 
far as we know, is something 
new in our current flood of bal­
lyhoo on the subject.

In view of Fair Deal objectives 
and old deal objections, the com­
ment has special merit at this 
time. It’s a good basic statement 
to accept as a premise in work­
ing toward the point"*at which 
socialism ceases to be beneficial 
to democracy and starts to be 
detrimental.

Taft thinks a little socialism
is a good thing but cautions that 
too much of it will reduce all 
to a lower level and take all 
life and progress out of the sys­
tem. In other words, there’s a 
happy medium. Up to a certain 
point, the more socialism the 
better. After that the more of 
it the worse

He reminds us that we already 
have socialism in several forms. 
Convenient examples are the el­
ementary school systems and 
municipal, county and state hos­
pitals. Those institutions are sup­
ported by taxpayers but their 
facilities are available to every­
one. The same can be said of 
rohds, conservation measures, 
protection given by police and 
the armed forces, and many oth­
er tax supported public services. 
We share alike in their benefits 
but we do not share alike in 
their support.

All of us agree that this much
socialism is good and consistent 
with our ideas on democracy. It 
lifts the living standard of less 
fortunate people but does not 
impose an unreasonable burden 
on those who do the paying. It 
still allows a generous margin of 
incentive for the individual who 
wishes to apply more than his 
quota of time, skill and effort.

Perhaps our democracy can 
stand even more socialism, such 
as pensions, subsidies, socialized 
housing or a 1 compulsory health 
plan. It’s hard to determine just 
how much of it is good. But one 
tiling is certain, there’s a point 
somewhere along the line at 
which the disadvantages begin to 
outweigh the advantages. Once 
we reach that point our whole 
economic system starts skidding 
toward disaster.

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1 Extra Hour Each 
Day Will Make Up 
Lost School Time

To make up for time lost dur­
ing bad weather of the past 
month both Muenster schools 
have added one hour to their 
daily class schedules. The plan 
was jointly announced Wednes­
day by Father Herman Laux and 
John Hoffman, superintendents 
of the two schools.

This method was chosen as 
the most acceptable of the three 
considered. The other two were 
for Saturday classes or an ex­
tension of the current school year 
into June, both being unsatis­
factory to teachers, parents and 
students.

Under the new arrangement 
classes at the parochial school 
begin a half hour earlier each 
day. Busses will continue to run 
on the old morning schedule, 
however, and pupils riding the 
busses will go directly to class 
instead of going to the 8:30 
mass.

Public school pupils will con­
tinue to start class at 8:30 and 
will get an extra half hour of 
class time from the former re­
cess and study periods. Both 
schools will complete the hour 
of extra time by holding classes 
until 4 o’clock instead of 3:30.

A total of 13 days was lost dur­
ing the bad weather — 4 days 
beginning January 11 and 9 days 
beginning January 25.

The daily mass schedule has 
also been changed to conform 
with t{ie new school day, Father 
Herman said. The second mass 
has been advanced 30 minutes 
for those whose time is not con­
trolled by the bus schedule. The 
early mass will continue at 6:30.

Notes On Soil 
Conservation

Upper Elm-Red Soil Conserva­
tion district cooperators in the 
Muenster Work Unit area are ta­
king advantage of an opportun­
ity to get new farm and ranch 
ponds constructed.

New ponds have been con­
structed recently by John Walter 
and Oscar Walter, Frank Bayer, 
Henry Henscheid, Mrs. Tresa Kai­
ser, Paul Fetsch, Tony Walter- 
sch'eid, J. F. Swirczynski, and 
John and Joe Kleiss. The Kleiss 
brohers installed a two inch pipe 
under their new tank dam and 
plan to pipe the water across a 
roadway to a concrete watering 
trough. This arrangement will 
furnish water to a wide lane and 
waterway. The waterway is be­
ing developed for a safe disposal 
area for runoff water from cul­
tivated fields and will also con­
nect the farmstead with other 
pastures.

Tony Walterscheid constructed 
his farm pond in a 55 acre wa­
terway that he seeded and sod­
ded last year. This waterway Is 
nearly a mile long from one end 
to the other and will receive the 
runoff water from all of his cul­
tivated fields when terracing is 
completed.

Paul Fetsch has a good water 
supply at the farmstead on his 
farm but livestock were over- 
grazing the pasture near the wa­
ter and were not utilizing the 
grass at the far end of the pas­
ture. His new farm pond is lo­
cated to aid in distributing the 
grazing. A good stand of native 
grass is still present on the north 
end of his pasture and he plans 
to manage the grazing to protect 
the grass and thus obtain the 
niost forage production in 2 or 
3 years.

The Muenster Work Unit of the 
Soil Conservation Service has ar­
ranged sources for Bermuda grass 
sprigs and considerable bermu- 
da grass sprigging is planned for 
waterways and pastures. This 
work will begin as soon as the 
ground will plow.

12 in observance of Abraham 
Lincoln’s birthday, a legal holi­
day in Texas.

$1.50 TAX REMAINS 
BUT VALUATION WILL 
CHANGE, SAYS COUNCIL

The $1.50 tax now prevailing in 
Muenster will continue for next 
year, but that does not mean 
tax assessments will be the 
same, according to the tax plan 
adopted Monday night by the 
city, council.

In the near future the council 
will estimate its budget for the 
coming year, then compare it 
with the total city valuation now 
being drawn up by C. M. Greek, 
real estate appraiser of Gaines­
ville. The percentage of total 
valuation required to raise the 
required amount at a tax of 
$1.50 will become the basis of 
assessing each taxpayer’s pro­
perty. If half of the total ap­
praised valuation is sufficient to 
meet the budget, each taxpayer 
will be assessed at that propor­
tion of his appraised valuation 
Any objections to this method 
will be considered by the equali­
zation board.
Mayor Weinzapfel reported that 

the survey being conducted by 
Mr. Greek is about one-fourth 
complete. During the past sev­
eral weeks the work has been 
hampered by bad weather, how- 
eve£ the present indication is 
that the appraisal will be com­
plete by March 15.

COUNTY ISSUES 4,356 
POLL TAX RECEIPTS

The final tally of poll taxes in 
Cooke County this year reaches 
4,356, according to a report re­
leased Monday by Tax Collector 
M. L. Helm.

This represents slightly less 
than 69 percent of the poll tax 
receipts issued for the election 
year of 1948. The total then was 
6,472.

The present voting strength of 
the county, though not definitely 
determined is estimated at about 
5,350, allowing about 1000 for 
the under age and over age vo­
ters not subject to poll tax.

By the end of this week res­
toration of service on Cooke 
C o u n t y  Electric Co-op lines 
knocked out by the recent ice 
storm will be about 90 per cent 
complete. And if the present rate 
of progress continues all consu­
mers will again have their cur­
rent by the middle of next week.

That is the ■ estimate of co-op 
linemen who continue at top 
speed on the most extensive re­
pair job in the organization’s 
history.

Favored by ideal working wea­
ther and still aided by repair 
crews from other electric co-op­
eratives, the linemen have been 
making extra good progress dur­
ing the past several days. Crews 
from the BK Co-op of Seymour 
and the Wise County Co-op of 
Decatur are still on the job and 
a crew from JAC Co-op of Blue 
Grove was here until Wednesday.

A Denton contractor is also 
helping and TP&L linemen have 
agreed to help out if anything 
remains to be done here after 
they finish work on their own 
system. After main transmission 
lines were back in operation they 
still had enormous quantities of 
work to do on distribution lines.

Areas of the REA system still 
in the dark at this writing (Wed­
nesday) are principally in the 
east part of Cooke county, which 
was heaviest hit by the ice 
storm. However taps from main 
lines are still dead in practical­
ly all sections of the system.

The repair crew’s policy of re­
building was to favor the lines 
on which the most could be done 
in the shortest time. The line 
which required a few repairs for 
many customers was given pri­
ority over that which required 
many repairs for a few custom­
ers.

The most fortunate area of 
the entire system was that of 
North Montague county, which 
weathered the storm without a 
break in service. Favored by less 
ice the lines there held, and a 
power hook-up from the west 
also remained intact. In the 
south part of Montague county 
scattered breaks were confined 
principally to taps which are be­
ing left until all main lines are 
complete.

North and northwest of Muen­
ster the damage was consider­
able but light enough to be re­
paired by the time power was 
available from TP&L lines. Lines 
south and southwest were ener­
gized a few day's later, and lines 
in the vicinity of Lindsay and 
Gainesville waited until the mid­
dle of this week.

Heart Disease Causes 
One Out of Every Three 
Deaths in United States

AUSTIN.— Throughout the Un­
ited States the week of February 
14-21, will be observed as Nat­
ional Heart Week, and Dr. Geo. 
W. Cox, State Health Officer 
has announced that the State 
Health Department will cooper­
ate to the fullest extent in stres­
sing to the public the necessity 
for full information and intelli­
gent action in attempting to con­
trol Jhis nation’s major killer, 
heart disease.

From a national level, heart 
disease is the leading cause of 
death, and yearly takes a greater 
total number of lives than the 
next five leading causes of death 
combined. One out of every three 
deaths in the United States is 
due to diseases of the heart and 
blood vessels, and it is estimated 
that one out o f every twenty 
persons suffer from some form 
of heart or blood vessel disease.

A great amount of research in 
the causes and treatment of the 
heart diseases has established 
the fact that some of them can 

. be materially helped by certain 
drugs, or even surgery, and it 
has been proved beyond doubt 
that the heart patient who places 
himself early under competent 
medical carp, has by far the best 
chance of survival. In many in­
stances the patient can, under 
competent care, lead an almost 
normal life, with only certain 
restrictions as to activities and 
indulgences which might a v e r ­
sely affect his condition.

Washington
Newsletter

By Congressman Ed Gossett
Washington, D.C., Feb. 5, 1949 

—Subcommittee No. 1, of the 
Judiciary Committee of he House 
of which I am a member will 
hold hearings next week on J. 
H. Res. 2. This is my resolution 
to abolish the Electoral College. 
This is the amendment which has 
been referred to throughout the 
country as the Gossett-Lodge 
amendment. It will be debated 
and discussed throughout the na­
tion this year in many study 
clubs and in many schools and 
universities. It will be my pur­
pose to see that the hearings are 
full and complete on all phases 
of this subject. Such hearings, 
when completed, will be publish, 
ed in book form and will doubt­
less become something of an his­
torical document.

The National REA Convention 
in New York was attended by 
more than 35,000 registered dele­
gates. Some three hundred Tex­
ans attended. Most members of 
Congress, including myself, had 
breakfast with a large crowd of 
these Texans on Friday morning 
as they were returning from 
the New York Convention.

All of us perhaps have some 
pecularitics and eccentricities. I 
have just finished talking to 
Congressman Clare Hoffman, of 
Michigan, whom I have known 
for many years. Congressman 
Hoffman has his suits made 
without pockets in the trousers 
or the coat, and of course, no 
cuffs on -the trousers.

The world at this time is af­
flicted with fear and pessimism. 
Because of a good many gloomy 
letters I have received, I want 
to repeat in this week’s letter 
some quotations carried last year 
on the subject of pessimism. 
Pessimism is a disease of age, 
not of youth. Our country is too 
young to succumb to the defeat­
ists’ philosophy. History will re­
cord that each generation has 
had many smart men who des­
paired of the future. In 1800 
Archbishop Wilberforce said, "I 
dare not marry. The future is so 
dark and unsettled.” In 1837 
Queen Adelaide of England sta­
ted, “ I have only one desire — 
to play the role of Marie Antoin­
ette with bravery in the coming 
revolution.” Then in 1849 the 
great Prime Minister of Britain, 
Disraeli, declared, “ In industry, 
commerce, and agriculture there 
is no hope.” In 1851, just before 
his death, the Duke of Welling­
ton remarked, "I thank God I 
will be spared from the consum­
mation of ruin that is gathering 
around.” And in 1875 another 
great Prime Minister, William

Pitt, said, "There is scarcely any­
thing around us but ruin and de­
spair.”

In Harpers Weekly in October, 
1857, there appeared the follow, 
ing: "It is a gloomy moment in 
history. Not for many years — 
not in the lifetime of most men 
who read this paper — has there 
been so much grave and deep 
apprehension; never has the fu­
ture seemed so incalculable as 
at this time.

In France the political caldron 
seethes and bubbles with uncer­
tainty; Russia hangs as usual, 
like a cloud, dark and silent upon 
the horizon of Europe; while all 
the energies, resources and in- 
fluences of the British Empire 
are sorely tried, and are yet to 
be tried more sorely, in coping 
with the vast and deadly Indian 
insurrection, and with its dis­
turbed relations in China. It is a 
solemn moment, and 'no man 
can feel an indifference—which, 
happily, no man pretends to feel 
— in the issue of events.

“Of our own troubles (in the 
United States) no man can see 
the end” . -

One of the most often quoted 
statements of our late President, 
Franklin D. Roosevelt, is “we 
have nothing to fear but fear 
itself.”  While this, of course, is 
not literally true, it reminds me 
of an old Arab folk tale. Pesti­
lence once met a cavaran upon 
the desert-way to B a g d a d .  
"Why"? asked the Arab Chief, 
"must you hasten to Bagdad?” 
"To take 5000 lives,” Pestilence 
replied. Upon the way back from 
the City of the Caliphs, Pestilence 
and the caravan met again. “You 
deceived me,’ the Chief said an­
grily. “ Instead of 5000 lives, you 
took 50,000!” "Nay,” said Pesti­
lence. “Five thousand and not 
one more. It was Fear who killed 
the rest.” v

A  REPUBLICAN REBELS
Speculation continues as .to 

why President. Truman was able 
to confound the pollsters and up­
set the Dewey "apple-cart.” A 
reader of my column has sent me 
a copy of a letter which he sent 
on December 31, 1948, to the 
Republican National Committee. 
This letter was in reply to a sol­
icitation of financial support.

If this letter reflects the view­
point. of many members of the 
Republican Party (the number of 
letters I have received from oth­
ers expressing similar sentiments 
would indicate that it does), per­
haps here we have the real an­
swer as to why a plurality of the 
American people refused to buy 
Mr. Dewey’s apples. At any rate 
I am passing this letter along 
w i t h o u t  further comment. It 
reads as follows:

“ I have your letter of December 
6 asking for a continuance of my 
40 years’ support of the Repub­
lican Party. I fail to see why 1 
should continue this support.'

"I object to paternalism in 
Government, which leads to the 
complete futility of Socialism. 
There are several good organiza­
tions fighting this paternalism, 
but the Republican Party is not 
one of them.

"I object to the stupidity that 
encourages the ‘Government’ to 
tax dollars from me, take them 
to the Federal Treasury, send

them from there to my State 
Treasury, from there to my Mu­
nicipal Treasury, to be spent as 
a gift from the Great White Fa­
ther. If these same dollars were 
paid direct to my Municipal 
Treasury, they would be worth 
at least 25% more, and a lot of 
the bureaucrats would be enga­
ged in productive labor instead 
of bringing votes to their respec­
tive administrations. The Repub­
lican Party does nothing about 
this.

"I object to paying taxes to 
subsidize increased production of 
farm products that will have to 
be bought and destroyed by the 
‘Government.’ This is hard on the 
consumer,- and in the long run 
bad for the farmer. The Repub­
licans took no stand on this.

"So it goes. The Republican 
Party has fallen into the error 
of making its decisions on the 
number of votes it thinks it can 
buy, rather than on principle. 
Four times it has lost to the 
New Deal paternalism on a ‘me, 
too’ basis, and is still puzzled 
to know why it lost.

“Some 35 to 40 million voters 
did not go to the polls last Nov­
ember because they had no one 
to vote for. Why don’t you go af­
ter those voters?

"Alexander Hamilton, essential­
ly a Republican, fought for the 
assumption of the debts of the 
states, and by winning establish­
ed the credit of our new country 
and the foundations of its great­
ness.

“Lincoln fought for unity of 
the country and consolidated the 
nation.

"I didn’t vote in 1896, but I 
remember the excitement of that 
campaign. ‘Free silver’ was popu­
lar as all ‘free’ (sic) things are, 
but the Republicans fought for

LIVESTOCK REPLACES 
COTTON AS BIG MONEY 
MAKER ON TEXAS FARM

COLLEGE STATION.— Twenty- 
five years have made a big chan­
ge in Texas agriculture.

A quarter of a century ago, 
Texas farmers received a large 
share of their income from cot­
ton — around 70 percent, accord­
ing to the figures. Tod&y, live­
stock is taking the place of cot­
ton as the basis of income. It 
isn’t quite up to the 70 percent 
mark, however. At the present 
time, the income of Texas far­
mers from livestock and live­
stock products runs about 40 per 
cent of the total income.

In 1924, the total sales from

livestock and livestock products 
were only 20 percent of the total 
income, says C. H. Bates, exten­
sion farm management specialist 
of Texas A&M College. By 1944, 
returns from these sources had 
risen to almost one-half the total 
income — up to 46 percent. The 
same year, receipts from cotton 
and cottonseed had dropped to 
only 25 percent of the total farm 
income. It ran about the same 
as this again last year, says Ba­
tes. Sales from these products 
made up one-fourth of all farm 
income.

Sales from other Texas Crops 
— wheat, rice, sorghum, citrus, 
flax and peanuts — made up 
around 33 to 35 percent of Texas’ 
farm incom% And back in 1924, 
these miscellaneous sources pro­
vided only 10 percent of the in­
come. By 1944, they had climbed 
to 28 percent.

This growth in sales from fruits 
and crops other than cotton 
brings out the increasing com­
mercial importance of these parts 
of Texas agriculture. Th^ big 
need for food and feed during 
the war and the years following 
was one main cause for this up­
ward trend in these crops, says 
Bates.

Examples of the industry build­
ing up in the areas of production 
are the vast processing plant at 
Corpus Christi for handling grain 
sorghum and cereals, and the ex­
panding milling and feeding 
manufacturing plants in north 
and northwest Texas.

Also, markets for an increas­
ing volume of milk have develop­
ed from the rapid expansion of 
the industrial activity in the 
state. Population growth within 
Texas and the Southwest calls 
for an iacreased output of meats, 
poultry and dairy products. Pro­
spects are that this growth will 
balance the economic pattern 
with more livestock on Texas 
farms.

Industrial markets, too, have 
aided in the shift from cotton 
farming to dairy and livestock 
farming, says Bates, especially in 
the South and East Texas areas.

Dairy Films Feature  ̂
Dairy G rouD  Meeting

FLOOD AND EROSION 
RUN VICIOUS CIRCLE 
OF APPALLING WASTE

The vicious, circle of water 
waste and soil erosion was vivid­

ly described by Guy C. Jackson 
Jr., president of the Texas Water 
Conservation Association, in ' a 
recent address to the Texas Ag­
ricultural Workers conventidh in 
Fort Worth.

Mr. Jackson pointed out that 
water from eroded land moves 
700 times faster than rainfall 
from well-coverod acres and car­
ries 700 times more soil with it. 
As a result, 80 per cent of the 
state’s annual runoff flows into 
the Gulf of Mexico, and this pro­
cess carries 5,366,000 acre inches 
of topsoil away each year. Texas’ 
loss of this precious topsoil has 
been estimated at . about 800 
million tons annually.

Mr. ‘ Jackson’s warning of this 
dissipation of two basic resour­
ces, land and moisture, is well 
emphasized by the declining fer­
tility of many former rich areas 
and the alarming drop in the 
state’s water tables. The building 
of reservoirs, which rapidly silt

up and are inadequate In many 
instances for prolonged drouth, Is 
only a partial remedy for the 
problem described so well by 
Mr. Jackson.

Statewide soil conservation is 
a pressing necessity. Some land

must be restored to grass, other 
land must be reforested, and ev­
ery other recognized means ta­
ken to halt the waste of water 
and soil. Otherwise, the progress 
of Texas will be reversed into 
retrogression.

GRASSHOPPER PLAGUE 
DUE THIS YEAR SAYS 
DEPT. OF AGRICULTURE

WASHINGTON.— A grasshop­
per plague is expected to des­
cend on many sections of the 
country this year to attack crops 
and grasslands.

The Agriculture Department 
says ‘At the present time, every­
thing points to the worst. Grass­
hoppers by the billions are ex­
pected.’ "

The Department sounded the 
alarm on the basis of surveys re­
cently completed by department 
grasshopper experts. The surveys 
showed that severe outbreaks 
may occur in scattered sections 
of Michigan, Wisconsin and Ill­
inois and most states west of 
the Mississippi — except the far 
northwest. The grasshopper pla­
gues are expected to be especial­
ly severe in the major grasshop­
per belt stretching from Eastern 
Montana southeastward i n t o  
Texas. The belt runs through 
eastern sections of Wyoming and 
Colorado and western sections of 
South Dakota, Nebraska and 
Kansas.

The department says there is 
still hope that natural control 
factors — such as weather or 
parasites and disease — may 
come to the farmers’ rescue.
