If the proposed amendment
to repeal this state’s poll tax 
law is favored in the Novem­
ber 9 referendum, what regula­
tions will apply relative to 
voter qualification? That ques­
tion is presented by a man 
who says that he opposes our 
present poll tax but will vote 
to keep it anyway because he 
sees possibilities of giving 
votes to many thousands of 
persons who are unable to 
vote intelligently and respon­
sibly. He calls attention to 
thousands of Latin-Americans 
and other illiterates unable to 
read or write our language, 
therefore obviously not qual­
ified to vote intelligently. In 
his opinion a new regulation 
on voter qualification should 
require at least enough educa­
tion for a person to fill his 
application blank correctly 
without help to get his regis­
tration certificate. In the ab­
sence of such a requirement 
he believes repeal of the poll 
tax would not be in the public 
interest.

The man's statement mer­
its the most serious consider­
ation. Furthermore it should 
be extended to include thous­
ands of others who can read 
and write but don’t know or 
don’t care enough about sound 
government to vote thought­
fully — the kind of people 
who are swayed by the cheap 
promises of demagogues or 
can be persuaded to sell their 
votes for small favors from 
political bosses.

Governor Connally, one of 
the leading advocates of re­
peal, pointed to its principal 
evil in criticizing one of his 
political foes. He implied that 
the motive behind that man’s 
support was bloc voting.

Considering his acquaint­
ance with the state’s political 
figures, we can assume there 
was truth in his accusation. 
And we can assume further 
that his charge most certain­
ly will also fit other political 
leaders. An evil that can be 
practiced by one can be prac­
ticed by many. Indirectly, but 
still very definitely, our Gov­
ernor has told us that we can 
expect a flood of bloc votes 
in each election hereafter if 
poll tax is repealed.

Is that what responsible 
people of Texas want? Do you 
and I like to think that our 
votes, conscientiously cast ac­
cording to our convictions, can 
be nullified by the votes of 
people who are herded like 
sheep? Or even if such votes 
happen to support ours, do 
we relish the thought that 
they are as good as ours?

We are aware, of course, 
that some bloc voting is done 
under our poll tax law. It’s a 
regrettable practice on the 
part of some people who sell 
out their right to independent 
thought for the promise of self 
seeking politicians. But rea­
son tells us the evil is much 
less prevalent now than it 
would be if the votes could 
be gathered more easily and 
more cheaply. We will have 
more responsibility in our 
elections and more sanity in 
our government if a larger 
percentage of votes is cast by 
people who think. We will 
also have less fraud, such as 
tombstone voting, vacant lot 
voting or vacant house voting. 
We hardly need to be re­
minded that abuses multiply 
when voter requirements are 
lax and fees are cheap.

On fhe other side of the 
issue, what’s behind the agita­
tion for poll tax repeal? All 
we’ve been able to hear is the 
old contention that no citizen 
should be required to pay for 
his right to vote. Even that 
contention doesn’t stand up, 
because voting would still 
cost. The price would only 
be cheapened from $1.75 to 
25 cents.

But does anyone seriously 
think that people would save 
in the long run? As most of 
us know, $1.50 of every poll 
tax goes into the state treasury, 
specifically the schools fund. 
Eliminating the revenue wili 
not eliminate the state’s need 
of it. The money will be 
raised somehow — by a direct 
or indirect tax of some kind. 
People who think they wili 
reduce their taxes are only 
kidding themselves. One way 
or another they’ll pay just the 
same.

The end result ihen, is that
the average person will pay 
as much as before and the only 
difference is that politics will 
have been cheapened by 
cheaper voting. For an im­
aginary saving, which won’t 
even be realized in the end, 
responsible people will have 
sold much of their control of 
government to illiterates and

.92 inch Shower 
Fails to Relieve 
Extended Dryness

Wednesday’s quickie shower 
of .65 inch is far from a 
drought buster but a welcome 
relief to the dryness that has 
been hanging on for about 
three months. Certainly it is 
not enough to give grain crops 
a good start nor to revive 
parched range land, but it 
did cool and clean the air.

More rain during the night 
boosted the measure to .92 inch.

The rain follows totals of 
only .66 for August and .83 for 
September, making only 2.41 
for the three months. Along 
with moisture before August 
that brings the present year’s 
total to 16.45 inches, the dryest 
of the decade except in 1956 
when the total through Octo­
ber was only 13.93.

Even so, the year can still 
be the dryest of the decade.

It will need 2.61 more to 
match the 19.06 total of 1956. 
And it has little chance of beat­
ing the next low of the ten 
year record. That was 26.10 in 
’54. Almost 10 inches is needed 
to top that.

reserve our currency is value­
less. The above figures indi­
cate we have only $431 million 
in free gold to meet a potential 
foreign demand of $25 billion 
— enough to pay approximate­
ly one dollar in fifty-five.

Foreign countries have not 
called our gold because the 
free world economy is tied to 
the dollar. However, they have 
warned us often to put our 
economy in order. Our gov­
ernment has answered with 
proposals to lower taxes, to 
crease spending, and a higher 
debt limit. What happens 
when the foreign creditors ask 
for payment in gold? For one 
thing, these fellows who are 
always saying a big debt is 
all right since we owe it to 
ourselves, will find we owe 
somebody else.

When a business in this 
country owes more than it can 
pay and its creditors demand 
settlement, the business goes 
bankrupt. This country, on that 
basis, is already bankrupt. 
You don’t have to be very 
broad between the eyes to 
see that.

We see a super­
lative example of that today 
in the Soviet Union, where the 
humanitarian goals of the 
Revolution, with their em­
phasis on human rights and 
human freedom, were soon 
submerged as totally as if 
they had never existed, in the 
greatest dictatorship of modern 
times. The East Berlin wall is 
a modern symbol of lost free­
dom

"WITHOUT 
UNDERSTANDING”

Modern “liberalism” — 
which is something the classi­
cal liberals, whose main fight 
was against the powers and 
oppressions of government, 
wouldn’t be able to recognize 
— seems to work on the idea 
that because an end is good 
almost any means to attain 
it is good.

So, it is argued, if it is good 
to improve and expand edu­
cation, to provide more and 
better medical care, to ease 
the retirement years of the 
elderly, and to do any num­
ber of other desirable things, 
let government hurry up and 
do it.

The late Justice Louis D 
Brandeis, whose standing as a 
real liberal can hardly be 
questioned, once said this: 
“Experience should teach us 
to be most on our guard to 
protect liberty when the gov­
ernment’s purposes are bene­
ficent . . . The greatest dan­
gers to liberty lurk in insidious 
encroachment by men of zeal, 
well- meaning but without 
understanding.”

That presents the substance 
of the case against what has 
come to be called the Welfare 
State. The purposes may be 
good — but, too often, the 
end is some form of mass

To Cook a Frog 
. . . Or a  Taxpayer

It is impossible to kill a 
frog by dropping it into boil­
ing water. It would react so 
quickly to this harsh treat­
ment that it would jump out 
before being hurt.

It is possible to do in the 
frog via the hot water method. 
Put the frog in a pan of cold 
water — then warm it up 
slowly. The frog is not alarmed 
by the gradual increase of heat 
and by the time it decides it 
really must jump it’s to late 
late. It is cooked.

Federal bureaucrats have 
been using this frog-cooking 
recipe to expand the control 
of the central government 
over the affairs of local com­
munities for decades. They 
have succeeeded, because, like 
the frog, the gradualism has 
lulled taxpayers into a false 
sense of security. When full 
realization of their sorry plight 
comes it is usually too late to 
do anything about it.

FEDERAL PAYROLL  
RISES TO 2,518,900

T h e  federal government 
added 9,192 persons to the 
payroll in July bringing the 
total of federal employees to 
2,518,900.

The Post Office Department 
put 2,972 persons to work; the 
Agriculture Department in­
creased its rolls by 884 and 
the Treasury Department’s 
staff was upped by 894 em­
ployees. Even the American 
Battle Monuments Commission 
put on 11 more employees 
overseas. The balance of the 
new additions were scattered 
over the multiplicity of gov- 
erment agencies.

HOW BIG IS TEXA S?
Most any school child and 

perhaps a few adults can tell 
you that Texas is 801 miles 
from south to north and 733 
miles from east to west. An 
even smaller number of peo­
ple might know that the state 
land area is composed of 168,- 
648,320 acres.

Although it is a rare Texan 
who will admit it, Alaska IS 
bigger in land area, but after 
all, that “frozen state” isn’t 
even connected directly with 
the continental limits. Agri­
culturally speaking, there is no 
comparison between the two 
— Texas is far in the lead.

In the last year of record, 
Texas farmers harvested 21,- 
735,000 acres of land yielding 
59 principal crops. Total farm 
value amounted to $1,575,104,- 
000.

Through no fault of our own 
farmers, this value only rates 
second in the United States— 
California being in the lead. 
California managed to harvest 
a smaller acreage of 6,767,000 
acres with a production value 
of $1,814,725,000.

Texas’ average cash farm 
income, including livestock 
and crops, is approximately 
2.4 billion dollars, annually. 
Government payments aver­
age slightly over $100,000,000 
a year and brings the state 
agricultural income figure 
$2.5 billion.

The Civil War budget of 
President Lincoln — roughly 
100 million — would run the 
present government just about 
8 hours.

TOO MANY STATISTICS
Too many of the arguments 

against the Welfare State 
philosophy are based solely on 
economic grounds. Sets of 
king-sized statistics show us 
that the costs are staggering, 
that they steadily increase, 
generating momentum within 
themselves, and that, even at 
best, much of the money 
wrung from the taxpayers 
never reaches the supposed 
beneficiaris. It is lost in ad­
ministrative overhead.

These are enormously im­
portant matters, but they fail 
to tell the whole story. In the 
long view, the worst aspect of 
the Welfare State is its impact 
on human character. Thrift, 
self-reliance, independence, a 
sense of family and community 
obligation — these and other 
such essential virtues go out 
the window. The attitude be­
comes — why should we 
worry, the government will 
take care of us.

Thus are the sinews of a 
nation sapped. Thus does it 
grow frail and flabby. Thus, 
ultimately, is the door opened 
to the destruction of repre­
sentative government.
