Imagine whai would happen

if you managed your personal 
finances like the people in 
Washington are currently man­
aging your country’s finances. 
To help us understand just 
what is going on, Industrial 
Press Service presents the fol­
lowing simple comparison:

Imagine that your salary is 
$8,200 a year — and you are 
almost $30,000 in debt.

Last year your debt increased 
by $390.

This year you are adding at 
least $700 to your indebtedness.

Your friends are warning you 
that you can’t continue to pile 
up additional debt — that this 
is the road to financial ruin.

So you and your wife talk 
it over and decide to draw up 
a budget for next year.

But instead of reducing ex­
penditures — or even holding 
them at their present level — 
you decide that you will spend 
$340 more next year than this 
year.

You reach this decision on 
the assumption — there is 
nothing definite — that you 
will receive a salary increase 
next year; therefore you plan 
to spend it.

Nearly everyone will agree 
that a family handling its fin­
ances on this basis is headed 
for serious trouble.

Yet, add seven cipers to 
these figure — and you have 
the exact fiscal situation of 
the government under the 
Kennedy administration!

In spite of this budgetary 
folly there are people in govern­
ment now proposing a reduc­
tion of income taxes. They have 
wild notions of decreasing fed­
eral income without compen­
sating decrease of spending, 
which leads inevitably to more 
deficit and further increase of 
the national debt . . . and more 
inflation.

Though they don’t admit it, 
the plain fact is that the mani­
pulators of this scheme are at­
tempting to shift a bigger fin­
ancial burden on fixed income 
people like old folks, widows 
and disabled veterans. That 
seems hardly consistent with 
their propaganda line during 
the Medicare campaign, which 
was encouraged especially to 
help the oldsters.

Just consider what happens 
when federal spending exceeds 
revenue. To offset the deficit 
the Treasury Department sells 
bonds to banks of the Federal 
Reserve System, which in turn 
issues new paper money (Fed­
eral Reserve Notes) to pay for 
the bonds. Government spends 
that money, thereby increasing 
the supply of money in circula­
tion. Meanwhile, however, the 
supply of commodities remains 
the same, so each commodity 
increases in price and we have 
more inflation.

Now consider who’s hit the 
hardest by increasing prices. 
Not the wage earners, whom 
politicians call “those with the 
ability to pay”. They get pay 
raises to compensate for price 
raises. People with a fixed in­
come or those living on sav­
ings are the victims. They’re 
stuck with the same high 
prices, without the compensat­
ing higher income. Their lim­
ited funds or savings simply 
will not buy as much as before.

That's the result of inflation. 
And that’s the reason this col­
umn claims that our govern­
ment’s fiscal policy is morally 
and economically wrong. If, as 
we used to be told, thrift is a 
virtue, it must alse be true 
that penalizing thrift is wrong. 
And, if, as we have also been 
told, prosperity depends on the 
amount of goods and services 
used (rather than the amount 
of money spent) it follows too 
that our economy would gain 
by restoring the real value of 
savings. Wages and prices, we 
can assume, will remain in 
fairly close balance, so the 
principal effect of inflation or 
deflation is not felt there. 
Hence it can be said that the 
big determining factor in our 
national economy is the increase 
or decrease of buying power in 
fixed incomes and savings.

Incidentally, we shouldn’t ex­
tend all of our sympathy in 
this predicament to widows and 
old folks. If we’re average peo­
ple, with insurance, bonds or 
bank accounts, we can save 
some of the concern for our­
selves. Government fiscal policy 
i$ constantly decreasing the real 
value of those savings.

A lax proposed that seems to 
have lots of merit is an ad 
valorem assessment on cars and 
trucks at the time license plates 
are purchased, instead of the 
present method of including 
them on property taxes. That 
would plug up one of the worst 
leaks in our state’s tax collect­
ing system.

As it is now a large percent­
age of people never render their 
cars for taxation. In some cases

At Public School 
To Be Held Sept. 7

Persons interested in the fin­
ances of Muenster Independent 
School District are reminded 
that a hearing on the coming 
year’s budget will be held in 
the public school on Thursday, 
September 6.

Superintendent L. B. Bruns 
announced that estimates have 
been made of revenue and ex­
pense and the public is now in­
vited to review the figures and 
make recommendatoins for any 
desired changes.

Wheat Farmers to 
Vote August 30 on 
1963 Crop Quotas

Wheat farmers will vote in a 
referendum August 30 to decide 
if marketing quotas will apply 
for the 1963 crop, according to 
C. H. Bates, farm management 
specialist, Texas A&M College.

The referendum was an­
nounced recently by Secretary 
of Agriculture Freeman in ac­
cordance with the present law 
which makes such action neces­
sary when wheat supplies are 
more than 20 percent above 
normal. The same situation ex­
ists now as existed in 1961, be­
fore the emergency wheat pro­
gram was enacted, for the 1962 
crop, the specialist said.

The law directs that wheat 
acreage allotments are to be 
used each year but at least two- 
thirds of the voters in the re­
ferendum must favor quotas if 
ithey are to apply to the next 
crop, he continued.

Approval of Marketing Quotas 
would mean, (1) in commercial 
wheat states all farmers with 
more than 15 acres of wheat 
will be subject to quota penal­
ties on their “excess”, except 
those who comply with the feed 
wheat provision. The penalty 
rate would be 45 percent of the 
parity price as of May 1, 1963; 
(2) growers who comply with 
their wheat allotments will be 
eligible for price support at the 
level announced, of not less 
than $1.82 per bushel on a na­
tional basis.

Disapproval o f Marketing 
Quotas would mean, (1) market­
ing quotas and penalties will 
not be in effect for the 1963 
wheat crop; (2) acreage allot­
ments will be used to deter­
mine eligibility for price sup­
port; (3) the wheat price sup­
port rate will be at 50 percent 
of parity, or about $1.21 per 
bushel national average.

Those who can vote are the 
farmers in the 39 commercial 
wheat states who will harvest 
more than 15 acres of 1963 
wheat as grain but those tak­
ing part in the 1962 “feed 
wheat” program are not eligible 
to vote.

Producers will receive official 
notice of their allotments by 
mail before the Aug. 30 vote, 
Bates adds. These notices will 
be helpful to the farmer in his 
decision on the referendum.

Schools Gain 15; 
Combined Count
Of Both Is 703

Opening day enrollment at 
the two Muenster schools set 
another record this year. The 
count is 703, an increase of 15 
over last year’s 688, which was 
the highest up to that time.

The big gain is at Sacred 
Heart School, and sets an all 
time high in both the high 
school and grades departments. 
In high school the count jumped 
to 110, a gain of 15. In the 
grades it is 454, a gain of 10. 
The overall total increased 
from 539 to 564.

Meanwhile enrollment at the 
public school lost 10 for an 
overall count of 139. The high 
school has 84, a loss of 9, and 
the grades have 55, a loss of 1.

Combining department fig­
ures in the two schools shows 
509 in the grades, a gain of 9 
over last year and 194 in high 
school, a gain of 6 over last 
year.

Previous starting enrollments 
here in recent years were as 
follows: 688 in ’61, 667 in ’60, 
685 in ’59, 675 in ’58, 669 in ’57, 
672 in ’56, 683 in ’55, 675 in ’54, 
683 in ’53, 654 in ’52.

Detailed enrollment in the 
public school is as follows. First 
grade 7, second 9, third 6, fourth 
5, fifth 3, sixth 12, seventh 9, 
eighth 4, freshman 23, sopho­
more 26, junior 18, senior 17.

TROUBLE ON THE CUFF
Little more than two years 

ago the then Director of the 
Budget, Maurice H. Stans 
warned that the national debt 
is just a small part of the money 
the Federal Government has 
committed us taxpayers to pay. 
He pointed out that the debt 
and other commitments and 
obligations incurred in Washing­
ton amounted to more than 
$750 billion.

Bad as that news was, Sen. 
Harry F. Byrd (D.Va.) has top­
ped it. Sen. Byrd’s new report 
on the financial condition of the 
Federal Government finds that 
commitments to pay out tax­
payer’s money now exceed $1,- 
242 billion. That’s a trillion and 
almost a quarter of a trillion 
more.

The national debt, in a way, 
is the least menacing part of 
this. The nearly $300 billion na­
tional debt usually is refinanced, 
not paid off. But that leaves 
nearly a trillion dollars that 
must be collected in taxes and

paid out.
What is all this money for? 

We have obligated ourselves to 
pay to veterans of our various 
wars some $300 billion. The 
Government has not built up a 
sufficient trust fund to meet 
pension obligations to Govern­
ment employees. That deficit 
now amounts to about $32 bil­
lion — up about $4 billion in 
these two years. Over $188 bil­
lion Ls required to pay for some 
programs Congress already has 
authorized.

Other huge amounts repre- 
s e n t government-guaranteed 
loans, and moral obligations we 
have undertaken as a nation.

The Byrd report makes it 
clear that other expensive pro­
grams have been authorized 
which aren’t included because 
nobody can now estimate their 
cost.

And the report doesn’t even 
mention the approximate obli­
gation of $375 billion due to 
those presently covered under 
the Social Security system — 
against which there is a trust 
fund of only about $20 billion.

Add this in, and our Federal 
obligations now run about one 
and two thirds trillion dollars. 
This is about five times the 
amount of private debt owed 
by all the Americans in their 
own names. It is more than 
four times what all our corpora­
tions owe.

Heedless of this discourag­
ing picture, the pressure for 
more spending goes on and on 
in Washington, and in some 
quarters back home.

Secrecy in Washington has 

gown greatly in the past 30 
years. Some say that the clamps 
were as tight or tighter in the 
Eisenhower administration as 
during the Democrat adminis­
trations.

And they pay not 
only in money but in the in­
finitely more important coin of 
lost liberty.

Here’s where some of our 
tax money goes: A government 
bureau has just spent $1,400 and 
300 man hours to determine 
that the ‘average man’s posterior 
covers 179.4 square inches and 
exerts an average pressure of 
.92 pounds per square inch.’ 
Enlightening information.

Government should be like 
your stomach. If it’s working 
right, you don’t know you have 
it.

E  OUR son *  OUR STRENGTH =
It’s time for land owners in 

the Upper Elm-Red Soil Con­
servation District to plan for the 
planting of soil improving win­
ter cover crops, say technicians 
of the local soil conservation 
office.

These cover crops include 
vetch, winter peas, alfalfa and 
button clover. They serve as 
soil protectors by keeping a 
cover over the soil and at the 
same time building up the 
land’s fertility by adding nitro­
gen and organic materials to 
the soil.

A good example of what 
vetch can do was shown by 
Gene Klement of Muenster in 
1960. He had a field of vetch 
that grazed more than two 
milk cows per acre for six 
weeks in the spring. He figures 
the grazing saved him 20 bales 
of hay a day, increased milk 
production 150 pounds a day 
and still had 13,000 pounds of 
green weight per acre to re­
turn to the soil.

All this in addition to pro­
viding a good cover on the 
land during a critical erosion 
period of the year.

Another example that good 
conservation farming pays.

The frail old lady lived on 
the second floor of a rooming 
house.

Despite Headlines 
Driving Record of 
Nation is Better

Americans are the world’s 
best drivers and their driving 
record has improved markedly 
over the years, says an article 
in the Summer issue of The 
Humble Way published by the 
Humble Oil & Refining Com­
pany.
