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With joyful reunions and
public fanfare the first group

of Cuban invasion prisoners
ransomed by the $53 million
shipment of foods and medi-
chines arrived just before Chris-
mas in Florida. That must have
been a wonderful experience
for the prisoners, getting home
after 20 months of misery as cap-
tives of the bearded fanatic,
always wondering whether they
would be disposed of in typical
communist style,

No doubt the deal also brings
welcome relief to the official
conscience of this county. It
compensates, at least to a small
extent, for the betrayal those
invaders experienced on their
mission. They had official as-
surance that United States air
support would help them in
their landing. But the promise

was cancelled, unknown to
them, and they found them-
selves helpless against the

Castro forces. The whole epi-
sode makes a disgraceful chap-
ter in our history. And now the
exchange amounts to an official
admission of guilt as well as
an act of ransom.

But let’s remember also that
it's a highly profitable deal for
Castro. This urgently need stock
of foods and drugs will give
substantial help to his sagging

economy. We have |been
maneuvered into helping our
enemy.

Of course, there is also an-
other way of looking at it.
Most likely our foreign aid
do-gooders would have given
the stuff to Castro anyway.
So, this time at least, we can
assume that we have a return
for our gift.

Official decree states that
reading the Bible is illegal in
public schools of Illinois. At
the same time a state law re-
quires that a Bible be provided
for every state inmate. Parents
have the comforting (?) assur-
ance that even though their
kids are not permitted to read
the Bible in school they will
be permitted to do so if they
go to prison.

In what seems to be a well
started movement in many
parts of the nation, merchants
of Texarkana have removed
from their counters all items
manufactured iIn communist
countries. They are doing so
on the request of a “Committee
Against Sale of Communist
Slave Products.”

The idea sounds like a dandy.
After all, it is absurd for us
in this country to help out our
eneniies by buying their goods,
and it’s a step in the right di-
rection when systematic effort
1S made to stop or at least
reduce the sale of such goods.
Merchants who cooperate are
doing a service to their country,
and they deserve special credit
because forfeiting those sales is
expensive to them.

Though the motive behind
this movement is praiseworthy,
there is some question as to
whether it is quite fair. It de-
pends on whether the merchant
knew the source of his mer-
chandise. We can imagine that
a store owner, like his custo-
mers, may not be aware that
certain items were made by red
slave labor. In that case re-
moving the items from sale
becomes an undeserved hard-
ship. And if that is true the
boycott movement should begin
closer to the source instead of
in his store. Importers should
be contacted first. If they fail
to respond the word should be
passed on to wholesalers, re-
tailers and the public. Taking
punitive action seems justifi-
ed if the business men con-
cerned were properly informed
before they bought.

Suppose also that before
this movement came up the
merchant knew that certain
items were made by red slave
labor and peddled them any-
way to undersell American
made products. Little can be
sald for his attitude, and he's
entitled to little sympathy if
stuck with a loss.

Anyway, here's hoping that
the movement will be effective
and will result in less Ameri-
can patronage to the slave la-
bor countries.

In Envelope Sizes

Demanded by PO

Not only postage rates but
size and shape of envelopes
come under mew postal regula-
tions. Since Tuesday the postal
department does not accept
pieces that are oversize or un-
dersize or odd shaped.

The purpose behind it all
1S to allow more mechanization.
Postal employees wish to rule
out the sizes and shapes of
envelopes which give trouble
in automatic stamp cancelling
machines.

Hereafter an envelope must
be not less than 3 iches wide
and not less than 4 1/4 inches
long. And 1t must be no more
than 9 inches wide and 12
inches long. Also, the shape
must be rectangular, not cir-
cular, triangular, or some other
shape which might foul up the
automatic equipment,

Envelopes formerly in com-
mon use which often fell short
of the new specifications are
birth announcements, thank you
notes, bridal shower invitations,
birthday invitations, etc.

23 Water Meters
Added During ‘62

Though not an indication of
how much the city’s population
has gained, an increase of 23
in water connections gives little
doubt that there has been some
growth at least.

Higher Rates for
Postal Service
Begins January 7

Monday, Jan. 7, is the day
when postal patrons will have
to start putting an exira penny
of postage on their mail. This
IS the rate increase hailed by
the administration as a means

of getting the Post Office De-
partment out of the red, but
was absorbed before it ever

became effective by an increase
of pay to postal employees.

In general, postage rates are
increased one cent on most
categories of first through third
class, First class mail, that is,
letters, cards and air mail are
all up a penny. Second class
mail formerly free in the
county of publication, now
costs an additional penny a
pound, and rates on papers go-

Ing outside the county are
raised slightly.

Another category is third
class mail, mostly unsealed

greeting cards. The price used
to be 3 cents for the first two
ounces. Now it's 4 cents.

Increases which apply most
genera.ly of course, are those
in first class mail.

Regular letters, formerly 4
cents, are 5 cents an ounce, and
cards, formerly 3 cents, are 4
cents each. Airmail letters are
up from 7 to 8 cents an ounce
and @irmail cards have in-
creased from 5 to 6 cents each.

Drop letters also are subject
to the increase and the rate is
upped from 3 to 4 cents, Drop
letters are those mailed in the
post office and delivered to an
address in the post office, either
a box number cor general deliv-
ery.

Postal Receipts
Fall Behind 62

Hard to explain — and even
slightly embarrassing — is the
fact that Muenster's new post
office did less business that the
old one. Figures released this
week by Postmaster Arthur
Endres show a drop of $825
during the past year. The total
was $19,095 in 1961, $18,170 in
1962.

A slump in October accounts
for much of the drop, Endres
sald. November and December
were good but not good enough
to offset the former drop.

he had. And had you asked him
for a certificate to prove his
birth, he’d have thought you'd
taken leave of your senses.

The point of this is that the
average American today has a
good many important papers
to keep track of. There are
birth certificates, receipts, copies
of tax returns, sales contracts,
and a host of other papers.
With a little tidy record-keep-
ing, you can make life easier
for yourself and your family
when you are gone.

So, why not make a New
Year's Resolution to follow
these suggestions;

1. Get a heavily bound note-
book folder or file folder as a
central collecting point for all
the records of your affairs.

2. Put your especially 1m-
portant papers in your safe
deposit box, but make a list of
those papers and a brief sum-
mary of their contents to put
in your home file.

3. Get for your files copies
of birth certificates for all mem-
bers of the family, and add
them to the file. Add your
marriage license or at least a
statement as to when and where
you were married and Dby
whom.

4. Insert your will or a copy
of it. If your will is kept else-
where, include a note telling
where it may 'be found.

5. During the year, put into
the file your income tax with-
holding statements and receipts
for expenditures which may be
deductible. Then keep a copy
of each year’s tax return in the
file.

6. Make a list of all the stocks
and bonds you own and where
they are.

7. List all the places you
have lived and worked and the
names of persons there who
you know. Include the schools
you have attended and the
dates you left or were gradu-
ated.

8. If you may have benefits
coming under a profit-sharing
plan where you work, make a
note of that too.

9. If you're in doubt about
whether an item should be In-
cluded, put it in.

This takes time initially, but
it will save you both time and
worry in the long run.

SYMBOL OF GOOD
NUTRITION

Do you like meat? That ques-
tion will come as an idle one
to most Americans. For the
vast majority of us like and
savor meat, and consume it
once or more a day. And we are
extraordinarily fortunate in the
size and quality of our meat
supply.

A recent issue of Life mag-
azine was devoted to “Bounty
of Food”. A double page
spread showed ,a splendid an-
imal — King Husker, Bull of
the Year, who weighs 1,926
pounds and sold for $32,000.
As Life put it: “A magnificent
improver of future generations
of U. S. beef cattle, King Husker
is far removed from his leather-
tough longhorn cousin of Chis-
holm Trail days. He is as much
a product of the  technological
revolution as an interplanetary
rocket.”” Life goes on to say:
“In no area of farming has
science produced such specta-
cular achievements as in the
breeding and growing of live-
stock and poultry. . . . Scien-
tific formulas for feed — stuff-
ing it full of vitamins and an-
tibiotics — accelerate the
growth of livestick and poul-
try. Beef cattle can now be fed
up to market weight in one
and a half years, as against
two and a half years in 1930,
and chickens which reached a
weight of one and a half
pounds in nine weeks then, to-
day get up to twice that the
same period. Thus if America
has a protein problem at all,
it is the housewife’s chore of
making menus from so many
meats.”

The credit for this can be
widely divided among many
diverse elements and interests
which have made important
contributions — scientists, ex-
perts in animal husbandry, the
producers of livestock, the
packers and processors, the re-
tailers who are at the end of
the line and must meet and sat-
isfy the demands™of the public
A pgreat bull whose name 1is
King Husker is a symbol of
the fine standards of nutrition
that this country enjoys.

TWO IRONIES

Over a period of years the
United States has been moving
closer and closer toward a to-
talitarian concept — a concept
that holds that all major plan-
ning should be imposed from
the top echelon of the govern-
ment.

Ironically, the Soviets, who
certainly know all there i1s to
know concerning the results of
total government direction of
the lives and enterprises of a
great nation, seem to be mov-
ing, even though slowly, in the
opposite direction.

Chairman Khrushchev, for in-
stance, recently said that cer-
tain capitalistic principles must
be introduced into the Soviet
economy in order to spur pro-
duction.

Now, a Professor Lieberman,
who teaches at Kharkov Uni-
versity, has publicly presented
a strong case against all-in-
clusive planning from the top.
The fact that his findings and
opinions have been widely
publicized within the Soviet
Union proves that they meet
with the approval of the rank-
ing authorities in the Kremlin.

According to an account by
J. A. Livingston, the well
known business and financial
analyst, “The professor argues
that plant managers and direc-
tors do not have enough free-
dom. They are hampered by
orders, directives, and rulings
from on high.

“He thinks the executives
ought to have discretion, be
able to choose their suppliers
and select their customers. They
ought to be allowed to maxi-
mize their profits, and the plant
executives who make the big-
gest profit ought to get the
highest rewards.”

Mr. Livingston makes this
observation: “What a dirty
capitalist idea to be bruited
about in the Soviet Union: In-
centive pay — Dbased not
necessarily on the quantity of
production, not on meeting of
pre-determined goals, but on
producing the type of goods
other factory managers or con-
sumers really want.”

So, the Soviets once again
are taking a leaf from the cap-
italist book. It may be — and
here is another irony — that
we will need to take a leaf
from theirs in its new edition.

There are still those who
seem to feel that the hope of
mankind is to be found in the
United Nations. What a terrific
job of brainwashing has been
done on the American people
in selling them on this tower
of Babel located on the East
River in New York City.

In the current issue of the
American Legion Magazine is a
picture of the Soviet represent-
ative at the UN Evgenie
Prohkorv captured by the FBI
and with his comrades laugh-
ing and making whoopee be-
cause in spite of the fact they
were engaged in espionage a-
gainst the USA, were released
because of diplomatic immunity.

There 1s another problem,
that of wholly untrained gov-
ernments using the platform of
the United Nations for irre-
sponsible propaganda which
public opinion all too often
tends to swallow.

If the United Nations is
to be the platform for irrespon-
sible and inexperienced nations,
then it will prove an increasing
danger rather than a useful in-
stitution.

If everyone knew the horrific
stories behind some of the men
who present themselves in New
York upon the platform of the
United Nations and thereby in-
fluence world policy, they
would receive a shock from
which recovery would be diffi-
cult. We are in a madhouse.
Men wholly corrupt, often of
bestial customs, are now spokes-
men upon a platform (for which
they do not even pay their
subscriptions) which turns the
tide in the policles of great
nations of over a thousand
years of experience. This is a
madhouse hitherto undreamed
of. It is worse than madness. It
1s suicidal folly — none the
less allowed and even supported
by the most important institu-
tions of the world. It i1s time
to re-think our problems. If
we do not start re-thinking
fairly soon, it may become dif-
ficult to find an occasion later
in the day.
