Service in counties upon a vote
of the people therein.”

Since this amendment ap
plies only to counties of 75,000
population or more it does not
concern Cooke County, at least
not yet. Notice also that it will
become effective in those coun-
tiee only after it has been ad-
opted by the voters. That mak
es it a local option proposition

and, on the principle that
small units of government
should. have the right to run
their own affairs this column
believes the opportunity of
choice should be made avail.
able to them.

However,  considering the

merits of the amendment itself,
the negative vote seems better
Why set up a separate board
or commission to be sup-
ported by taxes to exercise
Jrisdiction over all appointed
employees? It looks like un-
necessary expense and red
tape. Elected officials are al
ready handling their own em-
ployment. Of course  there are
things to be said in favor of
the civil service system. Ap-
plicants must have a certain
rating, it's assumed that
only capable people will be
employed. Also they stay on
when the administration chan
ges. That eliminates some in
efficiency.

Texas Model Farm

About 1000 people. including
11 from Muenster, turned out
last Friday to see Malabar
Farm No. 2 near Wichita Falls.
It Author Louis Bromfield's
Texas version of a farm that
has made history in Ohio.

The 480 acre tract is beilng
developed into a model dairy
farm. Buildings are under con-
struction and land is being
prepared for alfalfa and vetch
secding. Bromfield expects to
have a hundred first rate cows
on the place.

Several unusual features have
been incorporated In the build-

is

ings. A feed barn includes a
feeder fence which s also a
movable partition. Separating

the cattle from the main sup.
ply of hay it i8 moved forward
as the stock eats. Feed isn't
moved but by a simple opera-
tion the cattle are permitted
to get to it.

In the *“dairy parlor” cattle
are on a ramp and milking
machine operators can do their
work without stooping. Brom-
field estimates that milking
can be done there at a rate of
50 cows per hour.

Most of the feed will be kept
in a pit silo and will consist
of alfalfa, grasses and grain,
the grain being mixed with
he silage as it is put in. That
will constitute the full ration
'f grain cxcept the small am
unt fed while cows are being
milked,

Grazing| likewise wiill fol.

The farm
has no regular pasture but al.

1900 IS 82 MILLION

DETROIT.—In 49 years of autog
mobile production 82,000,000 pass-
enger cars have been produced
with a total valuation of $58,000,-
000,000 according to a report by
the Automobile Manufactures As-
sociation here,

The figures represented begin in
1900  when only 4,192 passenger
cars were produced, and from this
modest start there was a steady
yeasly climb with few major dis.
locations.

The first occured in 1918, and
was shortlived. Production rose
the following vear to a normal
level. The depression occasioned
a four-year slump in car produc-
tion, but the miost serious produe-
tion curtailment took place during
World War II. In 1943 and 1944,
despite the total sale of 749 “left-
overs,"” no civilian passenger cars
rolled . dowh the assembly lines.

Automobile manufacture rose
sharply in 1946 to top the 2,000,-
000 mark, and in 1948 passenger
car production approached 4,000,-
000-—just 500,000 short of the 1929
record year.

Until
lwe know what we're voting for
let's vote against it.

SJR No. 1 “FOR .
AGAINST the amendment to
the constitution of the State of
Texas eliminating the provi-
sion in said constitution mak-
ing a payment of poll tax a
requirement for voting, and
providing for 4 general regis-
tration law.”

Since the actual wording of
the amendment also provides
for a registration fee we fail to
see how it improves on our pre-
sent system. The old complaint
of paying for one's privilege
is still there. Besides there are
a few features worse than the
present poll tax law, Old and
handicapped people are exempt

The proposal does not men-
tion how much the employe is
to draw, nor what pércentage
of his fund will be supplied
from his salary, by the county
or by the state. Another meas-
urc that's too vague to merit
support. 3

There's also a principle in-
volved here and it cannot be
expressed better than in  the
words of Cooke County's own
Joseph W. Bailey in the U 3
Senate in 1912:

“For my part, | am opposed
to this just as I am opposed to
all provisions for the retire
ment of any man. | believe to-
day, just as I have always be
lieved, that every man who
serves his government ought to
receive a fair compensation for
his services, and he ought to
save it or spend it according to
his own folly or his own pru-
dence; and then he ought to
suffer the consequences of his
folly if he is foolish, or enjoy
the reward of his prudence if
he is prudent.”

“I suppose the time will come
when we will contrive some
way to pension the taxpayer.
Just exactly how a system for
that can be devised is past my
comprehension. But with mod-
ern legislative legerdemain ]
have no doubt a way will be
devised to make everybody
support everybody else without
anybody working either for
himself or for others.” Pages
20, 21, Vol. 49, Congressional
Record.

HJR No. 22 “FOR .... and
AGAINST the constitutional
Amendment providing that the
District Court shall conduct its
proceedings at the county seat
of the county in which the
case is pending, except as oth-
erwise provided by law.”

Seems like a reasonable_pro-
position to support. Where els~
is the logical place to have a
trial?

SJR Ne. 5§ “FOR and
AGAINST the constitutional

amendment  authorizing the
Legislature to provide for the
creation and establishment of
rural fire prevention districts.”

Onece again the local option
angle is involved. Such districts
will depend 'on a vote of the
people in the area concerned.
And the tax to support it is
not to exceed 3 cents per $100
valuation.

It seems to be worthy of ap-
proval on the grounds that the
people themselves will have
the final decision, and any
measure to prevent fires is well
worth considering.

HJR Neo. 32 “FOR .... and
AGAINST the Amendment to
the constitution of the State of
Texas providing that the Leg-
islature may provide for trials
without a jury in lunacy
cases."

Here's one that seems to be
out of line with a very funda-
mental principle of justice, that
the right to trial by jury shall
not be violated. The lunatic
like the criminal is subject to
loss of liberty, and the unfor-
tunate person who is charged
with lunacy is certainly en-
titled to as much protection -of
his rights as a suspected crim
inal. Perhaps the Ilegislature
~an devise less cumbersome
orocedure, but principle is
principle. So far as we know
trial by jury is still the best
safeguard of a defendant’s
rights, therefore every person
should be entitled to it.

SJR No. 4 “FOR and
AGAINST the amendment o0
the State Constitution qualify-
ing women as grand and petit
jurors.” '

The full wording of the am-
endment includes these words
“the qualification of no person
on grand or petit juries shall
be denied or abridged on
count of sex and no person
shall be exempt from service
on grand or petit juries on ac
count of sex.”

latter provision.
It's the one that counts, It re.
fers to obligations, not to pri
vileges. So the thing for ladies
to decide is whether they want
to be subject to call for a dis
tasteful and often a very in
convenient job. Do wives want
to he subject to such ralls? Do
husbands want them to be sub-
ject to such calls? Murder and
felony trials sometimes con
tinue for weeks. That's a long
time for a wife to be galled
away from home.

So it isn't a matter of a
woman's right or privilege but
rather one of being stuck with
a disagreeable job.

Of course, if you think wo.
men should share this respon
sibility with men you ought to
vote for the amendment.
