Regularly during past years
4his column has invited special
attention to the significance of
Holy Week, and many times it
has felt that a mention of the

subject was more appropriate
than ever before. Year after
year, it seems, this nominally

Christian nation of ours seems
to drift a little farther from the
spirit of Holy Week, which,
after all is the essence of Chris-
tiaqity and traditional Ameri-
canism.

Apparently this year is no ex-
ception. If we are to judge from
the monotonously frequent ex-
posures of graft and corruption,
the stories of criminal and shab-
by personal behavior that make
daily headlines, or even the
petty bickerings and unkind
things that happen among us
every day, we can have little
doubt that individually as well
as collectively we are in sad
need of a change in attitude.
We need to develop a clearer
understanding and more ardent
appreciation of the fact that the
First Good Friday is more than
just another historical incident
but an essential element in the
Divine plan, of infinite impor-
tance to all men of all time.

The worldly wise scoff at these
ideas. Smugly confident that
they know plenty about running
current affairs, they do not
bother to look to a higher power
for wisdom or inspiration. Some
actually know better but con-
veniently  disregard Divinely
prescribed rules of life when it
serves their selfish interest. Ac-
cording to their short-sighted
notions they think they are get-
ting along quite well without
Christ and His standards. Either
they are unaware or they ignore
the fact that the Creator of
human nature laid down the
rules by which human beings
can exist in peace and harmony.
When men disregard those rules
and live by rules of their own
they cause the kind of troubles
so many of us are deploring
nowadays.

The sad results are apparent
on every level of society, in
very part of the world. On the
Iinternational level we see en-
tire nations in bondage, ex-
ploited by communists or by
greedy power-mad governments
that pretend to be Christian.
Within the nation we find graft,
corruption, exploitation, burden-
some regulations, excessive tax-
ation, and monotonously fre-
quent violation of personal free-
dom or dignity. Among individ-
uals we see cheating, falsehood,
theft, murder, sex crimes, dope
peddling . . . violations of all the
laws in the book.

So far it seems that we little
people aren’t responsible for any
of the woes of mankind. We’re
pointing the accusing finger at
big time scoundrels and sensa-
tional sinners. But we don’t
have to think long to realize
that we little people are respon-
sible for a lot of grief in our
own midst. And when we coldly
analyze the trouble we see that
every bit of grief is a result of
some violation of Christ’s code.
For the moment let’'s forget
about others and think only of
ourselves,

Let’s forget the big grafters
and rate ourselves on honestv
Do we give an honest dav's pav,
or an honest day’s work? Do
we overcharge for service or
merchandise? Do we sell a di-
seased calf for a good one or
try to conceal the faults in our
cars when we trade. Do we meet
our obligations?

And how do we rate on toler-
ance or charity? Do we assume
the other fellow is wicked when
he disagrees with us? Do we
spread vicious gossip about
others? Do we help those who
need help? Do we do our bit
toward community welfare or
balk when we see no advant-
age to ourselves?

These are only a few of the
faults to look for. There are
ever so many ways that we're
failing to play fair with God
and our fellow man. In our own
little way we’re as guilty as the
worst of the big time scoun-
drels in bringing grief to the
world and disappointment to the

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Extensive Damage

Caused by Tornado
North of Muenster

The tornado which roared
across the northern part of Mon-
tague and Cooke counties late
last Thursday afternoon caused
extensive damage but no per-
sonal injury in the area south
of Marysville.

According to reports reaching
the Enterprise trees were brok-
en off or uprooted and a con-
siderable number of buildings
were destroyed or damaged.

The Don Cooke house about 8
miles north of Muenster was
blown off its foundation. At
Grady McElreath’s, in the same
area, the wind tore the roof off
a barn and damaged three other
buildings.

On the Buckner farm, form-
erly Trew’s, a 60x70 barn was
completely demolished. On the
same farm gn oil field power
house operated by A. D. Walter-
scheid was torn down, Another
power house was torn down at
the Meador farm. Closetr to
Muenster, on the John Fette
farm, a barn and other buildings
were damaged but not seriously.

Telephone lines throughout
that area were torn down by
the storm and service was not
fully restored until Saturday.

Similar damages were report-
ed along a strip extended to
Tyler Bluff in the northwest part
of the county and from there
westward as far as Ringgold.

The wind, traveling generally
eastward apparently died out
near Marysville. Reports are that
trees and fence in a ’pasture
leased by Jack Biffle and M.
H. King in that area were badly
beaten but little if any damage
was done east of there. Hail ac-
companied the wind in the Caps
Corner community and over a
large part of Montague county.
Coach Hood, caught on the road
near Nocona had his new car
badly beaten by the hail. During
the next two days several Mon-
tague county men who had
bought cars here, called on local
dealers to appy for damage
claims on their hail insurance.

Storm effects at Muenster
were negligible. Several tele-
phones were knocked out by
lightning, but the wind, though
blustery, was not strong enough
to cause damage.

Loose Spending
Cripples Progress

With very little assistance
from the Federal government,
the United States made tremen-
dous progress during the half
century from 1850 to 1900. There
were some depressions and hard-
ships but these conditions only
temporarily slowed down the
dynamic power of private en-
terprise with its incentives and
competitive market system. Dur-
ing the 50 years preceding 1900,
the Federal government was
hardly noticeable; it scarcely
touched the lives of business-
men and employees, housewives,
doctors, lawyers, and candle-
stick makers. The -citizenry as
a whole was law abiding and
possessed of high moral inte-
grity.

The relationship existing be-
tween the Federal government
and the states and citizens in
1900 might be likened to the re-
lationship that exists today in
many nationwide service organi-
zations. For -instance, a local
civic club Lions, Kiwanis,
Rotary — holds membership in
a national organization. There is
a national headquarters. But it
is far away and participates
scarcely at all in the local club’s
affairs.

LOCAL INDEPENDENCE

The local civic club subscribes
to the principles set forth in
the national charter of its or-
ganization, occasionally getting
one of its members elected to a
national office, sends two or

three members to the organiza-
tion’s national convention, and
levies an assessment of $2' or
$3 a year on each member to
defray the cost of operating the
national headquarters. Other-
wise, the local club runs its own
business, hardly aware of the
existence of the national head-
quarters. That’s about the kind
of relationship our. citizens and
states had with their Federal
government 50 years ago.

[n 1900, members of the civic
club “U. 8. A.” — the Ameri-
can citizens — were paying an
average of only $388 each in
taxes per year to defray the
total cost of operating the Fed-
eral government. A family of
five thus was paying an average
of $19.40 a year in all forms of
Federal taxes. Today that’s hard
to believe. On the basis of the
present Federal budget, the bite
placed on each citizen is aver-
aging $477 a year; and a family
of five, $2,375. That’s an increase
since 1900 of 12,200 per cent
in the cost of Federal govern-
ment to the individual citizen!

SMALL GOVERNMENT

In 1900, after a period of the
greatest economic progress a
people had ever known, the na-
tion’s debt was only $1,263,000,-
000, amounting to a mere $15
per person for the 76,000,000
population of that day, or $75
for a family of five. Thus, in
these 1900 figures on per captia
debt ($15) and cost of govern-
ment ($3.88 a year), we see that
the activities of the Federal
government were small, an in-
significant factor in national
progress. A growing nation, a
progressing nation was scarcely
aware of the existence of a Fed-
eral government. That's an im-
portant fact to remember.

In contrast today, our Federal
government is a great sprawling,
dominating bureaucracy in-

terceding in everybody’s busi-
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everybody’s pocketbook;
ering out local self-government
and citizen independence. In 50
years we have gone a long way
into government regimentation
bit by bit. As a people, we have
made economic progress but the
sound portion of this progress
has been made in spite of and

ernment.

FUTURE IN JEOPARDY

Today our future economic
progress is seriously jeopardized
With the expenditure of the
present 1952 budget of $71, 594,-

000,000, the national ;debt will
be $260,222,000,000, averaging
$1,733 per person. When we

Winter cover crops of vetch

rye are making the cash
register ring on some of the
farms and ranches in the Muen-
ster area of the Upper Elm-Red
Soil Conservation district, ac-
cording to R, M. Harvill who
operates the J. B. Harvill ranch
near Hardy. His 30 acres of
vetch and rye is saving him at
least $10 per day on feed bills
and he has his two herds to
prove his point.

The Harvills have 62 head of
cattle on upland pasture and 60
head (48 cows and 12 calves)
on the 30 acres of vetch and rye
with access to upland pasture.
The cows on the upland pasture
receive 4 pounds of cottonseed
cake per day. The herd om the
vetch receives no additional

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feed, yet these animals are in
better shape than the others.

As Harvill pointed out, “The
cows on vetch look like they
are ready to go into a winter
instead of just coming out of
one.” The cows have been on
vetch and rye since last Novem-
ber with the exception of Feb-
ruary when they were shut out
to allow the vetch to make more
growth. During November and
December the herd on vetch was
fed a ration of two pounds of
cake a day.

A little pencil work in com-
paring the savings the vetch has
given on the feeding costs of
these two herds shows a sav-
ings of $5 per day during No-
vember and December, or $300.
And a savings of $10 per day
during March or $310. Sc by
having this soil improving cover
crop Harvill has saved $610 for
those three months, a savings
of more than $30 per acre. In
addition he still has the vetch
to graze or to hold for a seed
crop. He has cows that are in
excellent condition as a result
of the high protein green winter
pasture and he has protected and
enriched his soil by growing a
legume on it.
