If you're one of the people
who don’t like the high cost of

government, or the system of
withholding income tax from
your pay, or serving as., Uncle
Sam’s unpaid tax collector to
send in someone else’s income
tax, it is just possible this bit of

information will rub your fur
the wrong way.
Nowadays Treasury Depart-

ment check writers are working
fast and furiously to catch up
on income tax refunds. Accord-
ing to Paul Banning, chief dis-
bursing officer, about 8 million
checks have gone out in April
and about 9 million will go out
in May. The total of all these
checks will be about $2,100,000,-
000, as compared with a flat 2
billion last year. So the chances
are that you, if you are due a
refund, will get back a little more
than you did last year.

There’s no doubt that the av-
erage taxpayer gets quite a kick
out of receiving his refund. To
him it’s like finding that much.
He gets back something he never
had in the first place. He gets
a puny trifle of what had been
taken out of his pay, but this
is cash in hand whereas habit
has accustomed him to disregard
what never reached his hand
Psychologically, the government
has something there. It has a
way of clipping people and mak-
ing them like it,

But the man who thinks about
the situation a little certainly
doesn’t like it. He sees the whole
procedure as silly, extravagant
and downright vicious L8
method of keeping on thousands
of unnecessary employees and
handing the bill to the taxpay-
er.

Just trace through the income
tax procedure and decide for
yourself what a screwy system
it is. Four times a year the per-
son’'s tax is submitted by his
employer, or he submits his own
if he pays quarterly. That makes
four separate pavments for the
tax clerks to deposit and four
entries to that person's credit
in the tax record. But that isn’t
all. Suppose the person has had
several jobs during the quarter
There will be that manv pay-
ments and that many entries on
his record. At the same time his
wife may be working. So the
clerks go through all the same
rigamarole for her account.

At the end of*the vear the
man and his wife make a joint
return which has to be recon
ciled with the record and an ad-
justment made. Either they pay
some more or they get a refund
Not one return in a hundred
comes out even with the amount
already submitted. So there vou
have at least nine transactions
for the payment of one tax, be-
sides all the extra work of pre-
paring and filing all the separ-
ate records,

Now compare that with the
way it used to be. At the end of
the year the man and wife made
out their joint return and sub-
mitted payment with it. There
was only one transaction and the
data was all combined in the
single report. Even that report
was easier to check because it
did not require searching through
files and comparing with records
set up each quarter.

There’'s no question about it
The Internal Revenue Bureau's
wasteful method of collecting in-
come tax is an inexcusable im-
position on every citizen. Each
one of us pays quite a few extra
dollars every year just to sup-
port that cumbersome system.

And that isn’t the only impos-
ition. Employers are saddled with
the job of collecting, remitting
and preparing a mess of records
for the government. It's a nui-
sance to the man who has only
one employe. It's an extra ex-
pense to the man who has a big
payroll.

All this our socialistic Fair Deal
government imposes on us and
still has the gall to claim it’s
doing us a favor. “Raw Deal”
is a better name for it. They
hand us that old stuff about the
convenience of paying regular-
ly and avoiding the strain at the
end of the year. But they con-
veniently neglect to tell us what
we pay for the convenience. And
they conveniently neglect to ad-

FMA Installs New
Type Cooling Tower

A new modern type water
cooling tower is the latest im-
provement at the FMA cheese
factory. It will replace the large
old style tower which had been
in use for some 15 years.

The new unit will be much
smaller but more efficient than
the old. It differs principally in
that water will be cooled by a
strong air draft created by a fan
whereas water was formerly
cooled by the atmosphere as it
flowed over a system of wooden
baffle plates, It will be 22 feet
high whereas the old unit was
33 feet high.

A 7% horsepower motor will
drive the big suction fan mount-
ed near the top of the tower. It
will create the air current which

cools the water.

Indications are that Muenster
will have no water worries this
summer. Reporting before the
city council Monday night,
waterworks Superintendent Steve
Moster said that water is plenti-
ful and soft and there will be no
emergencies except perhaps a
temporary delay for mechanical
failure.

At this time the two city wells
produce at the rate of 230 gallons
a minute. The new well drilled

recently in the north part of
| town has been pumping at 140
a minute and the No. 1 well is

fpumping 90. Combined they pro-
{ duce more than twice as much
| as the city was able to pump
{ last summer. No. 1 prior to pump
repairs was down to 60 gallons
{ a minute and No. 2, now aban-
| doned, pumped only 50 a minute.
i Besides, Moster explained, the
| city has reserve capacity in the
new water well which can be
tapped by changing to heavier
| pump shaft and impeller and
pumping from a lower level
Rlugging the abandoned well
has made a big improvement in
the quality of water from the
new well.
