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After more than two and a half
years of futile bloodshed in Ko­
rea we finally seem to be work­
ing out a method of dealing with 
Communism in Asia. This week’s 
issue of U.S. News and World 
Report carries an interesting . . . 
and possibly significant . . . arti­
cle on the man power potential in 
non-communist Asia which might 
be used in stopping the red ad­
vance.

Most heartening is the disclos­
ure that the new administration 
is considering the potential with 
more than a little favor, not only 
as a means of bringing eventual 
peace and order out of the chaos 
that Moscow . . . with a generous 
assist from our former admini­
stration . . . has succeeded in 
spreading over the Orient.

The article is especially grati­
fying to this column in that it 
recommends a course that has 
been favored here since shortly 
after the beginning of hostilities, 
at least concerning the Chinese 
N a t i o n a l i s t s  on Formosa. It 
seemed only right that they 
should be given a chance to win 
back their home land. It seemed 
reasonable that we should accept 
the relief they were eager to give 
our men.

From the beginning this column 
has been optimistic about the 
eventual adoption of such a plan, 
as soon as our country could sup­
ply the guns, ammunition and 
supplies to support our potential 
allies. Now at last comes a faint 
indication that the optimism has 
been justified.

Possibilities behind this idea
are enormous. The experts esti­
mate that the 700 million non 
communist peoples of Asia could 
supply as many as 70 million 
fighting men. Disregarding India, 
Pakistan, Burma and Indonesia 
the figure shrinks to 19 million 
. . .  in countries that have shown 
some concern about checking the 
communists. Included in that 
number are the exiled Chinese 
Nationalists and the people of 
Japan, South Korea, Formosa, 
Philippines, Thailand, Indo-China, 
Malaya and Singapore. Using only 
a fifth of those the non commu­
nist Asians could muster a force 
of almost four million.

Another phase of the recom­
mended plan is 4° assist the 
Asians by military training per­
sonnel as jvell as supplies and 
guns. Experience with South Ko­
reans has shown that the Asians 
with American t r a i n i n g  and 
equipment make excellent sol­
diers. Additional help from our 
navy and air force is another big 
factor.

Just now the emphasis is on
enabling the Asiatics to take care 
of themselves . . .  on the already 
demonstrated theory that stronger 
nations are able to cope with reds 
within their own borders. There’s 
a hint also that red countries try­
ing to send troops or supplies into 
one of the non-red countries could 
expect raids and other retaliatory 
measures. The first objective, 
then, is to stop the reds. But the 
ultimate objective is to kick them 
completely out of the Orient. 
That’s the objective forced on us 
by the reds themselves, in their 
announced intention to conquer 
the whole world.

Of course the program isn't
nearly as simple as the general 
outline seems. Probably the big­
gest job of all is to convince the 
people concerned that their best 
interest depends on teaming up 
with us. We’ve got to face the 
fact that lots of Asiatics have as 
much respect for Russia as for us, 
maybe more.

Looking back over the past
several decades of history we can 
easily understand why Asiatics 
distrust Westerners. There’s been 
too much colonialism -and ex­
ploitation. Europeans especially 
have been guilty in that regard. 
Along with some shabby histori­
cal incidents is the fact that red 
propagandists are going strong 
with their campaign of lies and 
rosy promises. Millions of people 
don’t know''what the score is. 
Some even think Communism 
would be better than they havg 
had. In too many areas the Asiatic 
disposition is far from favorable.

As far as America is concerned 
there are some redeeming factors.

I am concerned about it. Gen- 
tral Motors is concerned about it.

| use cost a little more—because 
everything we use is delayed at 
one time or another by highway 
congestion . . .  ,

When we were building our 
highway system during the twen­
ties, no one dreamed people 
would want and need the 53 mil­
lion motor vehicle we now have, 
no one dreamed that we would 
need to drive our cars and trucks 
more than a billion miles every 
day. And, during and since World 
War II, few realized what would 
result from putting off highway 
improvement in the interest off 
all-out national defense . . .

Our population will continue to 
increase for many years to come. 
That means that the need for 
motor vehicles will continue to 
increase. And that means that in­
stead of the 53 million cars and 
trucks of today, our people will 
need and want and own as many 
as 80 million cars and trucks 25 
years from now!

Soil Conservation 
Notes

If you farm on the grand 
prairie soils around Muenster, you 
need sweet clover, according to 
technicians of the local soil con­
servation service.

Madrid and Biennial White 
sweet clovers almost equal alfalfa 
in feeding value and yield, the 
technicians explain. These deep 
rooted legumes not only provide 
hay and grazing but also aid in 
the conservation of soil and 
water, improve soil condition, in­
crease firtility and provide ad­
ditional income from seed pro­
duction.

The two-year clovers will yield 
from one to two tons of hay per 
acre or furnish five to seven 
months of grazing the first year. 
In February or March of the sec­
ond year the clover comes out 
from the old root stalk. During 
the second growing season one to 
two tons of hay may be har­
vested per acre or the clover can 
furnish some early spring graz­
ing and a 200 to 400 pound seed

crop may be harvested.
Feeding analysis shows that 

sweet clover hay contains from 
10 to 14 per cent digestible pro­
tein.

Either M a d r i d  or Biennial 
White may be overseeded in 
Johnson grass meadows and the 
clover and grass combination will 
provide a good hay or grazing 
crop. Satisfactory results have 
also been obtained by overseeding 
these clovers in fall sown small 
grains. The clover usually does 
not interfere with the growth of 
the grain. After the grain has 
been harvested the clover may 
be cut for hay or used as supple­
mental pasture.

The Upper Elm-Red Conserva­
tion district has several combina­
tion grain-fertilizer drills to aid 
land-owners cooperating with the 
district program to get clovers 
and other legumes planted on 
their land properly. Those who 
have charge of routing and main­
tenance of the drills in the 
Muenster area are Meinrad Hesse, 
Alfred Bayer, Joe Hoenig and 
Norbert Koesler of Muenster; Bill 
Crump of Saint Jo; Jake Biffle 
Jr. of Myra, and Ben Perryman 
of Forestburg.

Some two-year clover was har­
vested around Muenster last year 
in spite of the severe drought.
