From New York these days
come more geports of that con-
tqmptible and infuriating commu-
nist defensive dodge “I refuse to
answer on grounds that it might
Incriminate me.” It’s happened
hundreds of times before and
every time the statement
amounted to an admission that
the person questioned was actual-
ly a member of the communist
party, but as a result of it the
insolent scoundrel is permitted to
go free and continue in his dia-
bolical plot against the very na-
tion which is bending over back-
ward to respect his rights.

It is one of the great paradoxes
of our way of life that our high
regard®for human dignity should
become a shield for those who
seek to destroy human dignity.
We are,proud of the code which
provides that no man shall be
forced to incriminate himself. We
believe that a defendant is legally
innocent until the state proves
that he is guilty. Confessions are
accepted in our courts but they
must be given voluntarily. A man
cannot be forced to testify against
himself.

The wisdom and justice of this
provision is obvious. It eliminates
the chance of forcing a person to
convict himself. This has been
especially apparent in reports of
trials behind the iron -curtain.
Procedure there is to torture the
defendent until he admits to
every charge made against him.
If he isn’t ready to confess in
court he’s taken back for another
round of brutality. Vietims know
the method to begin with so they
usually respond to the first treat-
ment. In our courts such testi-
mony is not admissible. What’s
more we have penalties for men
who seek to force confessions out
of their prisoners.

So, even though every such
incident goes against our grain,
we should be proud of the fact
that our courts are so scrupulous
about respecting human rights.
We have the satisfaction of know-
ing that justice is not violated on
our side even when we are rea-
sonably certain that it is violated
on the other side. Lots of skunks
are escaping punishment, but the
important point is that no inno-
cent person is being punished.

However, while' agreeing that
communists should not be sen-
tenced unless the state can prove
its charge against them, we ought
to be practical enough to realize
that we should have a sterner
way of dealing with people who
refus> to answer whether they
are or ever have been members
of the communist party. The very
refusal to give a negative answer
is equivalent to self incrimina-
tion. And even though the re-
fusal is not sufficient ground on
which to pass sentence it is
certainly sufficient to mark him
as a poor security risk. He’s like
the defendant in a theft case who
refuses to answer whether he
ever stole from his employer. His
silence can keep him out of jail,
but it certainly would keep him
from _getting back his old job.

We need more of that attitude
in dealing with the tight mouthed
reds. To that effect we need a
law or at least an executive di-
rective stating that no such per-
son shall ever b2 eligible for any
kind of public job or any other
position in which he can jeopard-
ize the country in any way. That
applies especially to government
jobs, teaching jobs, defense in-
dustry jobs and the like.

Such an arrangement would
bring a terrific howl from the
pink element and the screwball
advocates of personal rights, but
it would also bring terrific ap-
proval from the overwhelming
majority of loyal and geasonable
people. Anybody with an ounce
of common sense will agree that
a person who refuses to affirm his
loyalty to his country is not en-
titled to the privileges of his
country. In fact he's lucky to be
escaping a more drastic sentence.

Besides, the welfare of others
also comes under consideration.
Take the case of those college in-
structors who refuse to answer
the question. Isn't it absurd to
think that such characters should
be permitted to continue dishing
out their poison to young Ameri
man minds? Isn’'t it equally ab-
surd to keep them on government
or defense jobs? Or in any other
place where they can exert their
econtemptible influence?

This is a movement in which
all decent people should join

William Hugh Hogan, 42, of
Gainesville, died at about 1:30
a.m. Tuesday in a fire that badly
damaged the two front rooms of
his home at 416 Lindsay street.

Proposal to Merge
Muenster Schools

Vetoed by Bishop

Hopes of consolidating the two
Muenster schools got a sudden
and stunning jolt Sunday in a
letter from Bishop Thomas K.
Gorman of Dallas.

In a directive read in all masses
at Sacred Heart Church, Bishop
Gorman instructed people of the
local parish to abandon plans of
forming a single system wunder
public school control and turn
their efforts instead toward de-
veloping a larger and more com-
plete parochial school.

In the same letter he instructed
parents to send their children to
the parochial school beginning
with the next school term, but
made an exception in favor of
students already enrolled in the
public school. To avoid troubles
with schedules, he said, they may
complete their courses where they
are. However, in the future par-
ents who wish to enroll their
children in the public school are
expected to give valid reasons
for their choice.

Improvements to the parochial
school as recommended by the
bishop include vocational’ cour-
ses and an athletic program to
meet “the standards of affiliated
schools. To attain that standard
the parish will be expected to
provide more space and more
equipment and add vocational
teachers and a full time athletic
coach to its faculty.

The program outlined by the
bishop meets with the hearty ap-
proval of one group in the parish,
but it is disappointing to the
group which contends that the
parish need not support another
school when it is already support-
ing a first class school by taxes.

The latter group favors an ar-
rangement to combine the two
high schools but combine the
elementary departments in ad-
ministration only. In that way
parish children would keep their
present building and present
teachers, and other children would
remain in the public school build-
ing. However the superior of the
local sisters has indicated that she
is unwilling to have them teach
in the public school system.

Religion was the principal con-
sideration in the decision. Ad-

'| justment of schedules to allow at-

tendance at week day masses and
released time for religious in-
struction is not regarded as suf-
ficient. The bishop’s letter said
religion should be an integral part
of the curriculum.

Abrahim Lincola Knew Real Cause 0f Wars

by Bishop Fulton J. Sheen

WHY IS IT that human be-
ings who love peace so much
should be denied it? Why
should those who hate war so
much be marched into its
bloody fields? In other words,
why are there wars?

WAR IS an evil like a di-
sease. A disease may be due
either to external causes such
as the attack of a germ from
the outside, or to internal
causes, such as lack of rest or
nourishment, or excesses in
eating or drinking. It would
be quite wrong to think that
war is due wholly and exclus-
ively to external causes such
as the unleashing of Red bar-
barians bent on destroying the
culture of the world.

It is due to that, but it may
also be due to our own making.
As the drunkard disturbs his
equilibrium and vision by
violating the law of nature, so
too 'do nations, by violating the
laws of nature’s God, produce
out of their own bosom that
disturbance of international
equilibrium we call war.

WHAT WE SOW, that also
do we reap. What a headache
is to a man who violates the
laws of health, that war may
be to men who violate the laws
of God—the self-inflicted chas-
tisement of our sins.

ABRAHAM LINCOLN looked
upon the Civil War that way
when he wrote: “The awful ca-
lamity of a civil war which
now desolates our land may be
but a punishment inflicted up-
on us for our presumptuous
sins, to our needful reforma-
tion as a whole people. We
have forgotten the gracious
hand that preserved us in
peace, and multiplied and en-
riched and strengthened us,
and we have vainly imagined
in the deceitfulness of our
hearts, that all these blessings
were produced by some super-
ior virtue and wisdom of our
own. Intoxicated with wun-
broken success, we have be-
come too self-sufficient to feel
the necessity of redeeming and
preserving grace, too proud to

pray to the God who made us.”

Later on in his Proclamation
of July 7, 1864, he added: “It
behooves us then to humble
ourselves before the offended
Power, to confess our national
sins and to pray for clemency
and forgiveness.”

To reduce the plea for a re-
turn to Ged to the concrete
and to avert a, war as a chas-
tisement and to bring down
upon our land the blessings of
the Almighty, we submit to our
fellow countrymen this sugges-
tion: A rebirth of the spirit of
prayer.

THERE WAS ONCE a time
in our national life when the
family prayed before and after

meals; when men stopped in
their fields and lifted their
souls to God; when doctors be-
fore performing an operation,
or lawyers before opening a
case, invoked the Holy Spirit;
when children knelt at their
bedside morning and night to
commit themselves to Him
who became a Child that we
might not glory in our great-
ness.

THIS ATMOSPHERE of
prayer must be revived in our
country, not that we might get
something but that we might
become something; not that we
might sugarcoat our living with
a veneer of piety, but that we
might abandon our natural sel-
fish way of thinking and living
and put on the mind and spirit
of Christ.

For Egg Producers

The Texas market egg pro-
ducers should find the year ahead
to their liking. This forecast
comes from Professor E. D. Par-
nell, poultry husbandry depart-
ment of Texas A & M College.

“He backs up the forecast with
a lot of reasons. First there are
fewer layers on the farms to
produce the eggs needed to sup-
ply the demand from the na-
tion’s increasing population.
There also exists a shortage of
frozen eggs as compared to past
years and too, the demand for
stored shell eggs has recently
been heavy.

Another very important factor,
says Parnell, has been the recent
| decline—it’s been slight-—in the
[price of some feed ingredients
jand a rise in egg prices result-
{ing from heavy demands and a
declining supply.

High egg prices in the spring,
says the professor, no doubt will
cause more orders to be placed for
{ pullets and this will increase the
number of layers for next fall
and winter but that is six months
away, he adds. In the meantime
producers who do a good job of
managing their laying flocks, can
| be cashing in on a favorable
[ market situation.

Parnell offers a last suggestion
and that is give the laying flock
the attention it deserves; check
the feeding program; use proved
sanitation and disease control
| practices; use artificial lights' if
needed; be sure the laying house
|is propdrly ventilated and that
the flock gets plenty of clean
{drinking water—warm it during
|cold snaps. These and° other
management practices when fol-
|lowed will put extra eggs in the
basket now when prices are good.

Would you like to double pro-
| duction on your farm without in-
creasing th> number of acres? In
1effect, you can double the size of
,thc farm without fencing in more
| acres. That’s exactly what Eugene
Klement has done by including a
| two-year, soil improving clover in
| his erop rotation.
| Here’s his story. In 1951 he ap-
|plied 250 pounds of superphos
| phate per acre and planted Ma-
|drid sweet clover on a part of his
field. The clover provided hay
and grazing the first year and
grazing and seed the secon year.
In the fall of 1951 oats was seeded
on the clover land along with
the rest of the field.

This summer at harvest the
yield from the clover land was 72
bushels per agre while the yield
from the rest of thg field was 35
bushels per acre—an increased
yield of 37 bushels an acre on the
cloverized land. In cash the in-
crease ’uuld amount to some $37
par acré. Another example of how
conservation farming pays.

are thinking in terms of greater
production rather than just
enough to provide three meals a
day.

As a means of increasing pro-
duction he placed special empha-
sis on water conservation, saying
that land which now holds only
30 to 35 per cent of the rainfall
could be treated to hold as much
as 90 per cent.

He illustrated that point with a
demonstration of water infiltra-
tion in three types of soil. One
sample was virgin soil, another
was from legume treated land
and the other was a field that has
grown cotton only for many
years. The demonstration showed
how virgin soil soaks up water
quickly and can absorb as much
as 15 inches in an hour. Land re-
built by legumes can absorb 4 to
6 inches an hour and worn out
soil absorbs only about a half
inch an hour. Treating soil to
make it catch and hold moisture,
he said, is the answer to the
drought problem.
