Among the many things for us
Muenster people to be proud of 
is the little placard seen in so 
many places since early this 
week saying “This business will 
be closed from 12 to 3 on Good 
Friday.” Normally we like to 
brag about the hustle and bustle 
in our town. This time we are 
equally proud to brag that busi­
ness is at a stand-still.

To our way of thinking that 
row of closed doors on Good Fri­
day signifies one of the most 
valuable assets of the community. 
The period of reverent silence 
and prayer commemorating the 
three hours Our Crucified Savior 
spent on the cross is a manifesta­
tion of the deep seated faith 
which prevails here, and of the 
community’s generally whole­
some regard for eternal values.

After all, what could be better 
for any human being than to 
take time out for serious think­
ing about the first Good Friday? 
The Divine Redeemer had only 
one purpose in enduring that 
ordeal of agony and humiliation. 
That was to reinstate us human 
beings in the favor of His Heaven­
ly Father. Pondering on His suf­
fering and death can bring us 
face to face with some very im­
portant facts.

The first of those is that man­
kind owes an infinite debt of 
gratitude to Jesus Christ. Every 
person individually, from the be­
ginning to the end of time, shared 
in the benefits merited by His 
infinite act of atonement. He 
cleared the only barrier that 
stood between man and eternal 
salvation. No greater service 
could have been rendered to 
man, even by Almighty God. For 
nothing is as important in the 
destiny of man as that which 
happens in eternity.

Another fact which becomes 
apparent is that we human beings 
are some mighty i m p o r t a n t  
creatures. We have to be if the 
Son of God considered us worth 
the terrible suffering He en­
dured.

Here's a thought which can
help us appreciate in a small 
way the extent of dignity in­
tended by the (Creator for us 
human beings. Perhaps it can in­
spire us also to measure up a 
little closer to the standards He 
indicated.

Any way a person figures it, 
serious Good Friday thinking has 
its generous compensations. From 
a spiritual point of view it’s good 
to consider the importance of 
eternal values. From the tem­
poral point of view it’s good to 
sharpen our appreciation on the 
dignity with which we were en­
dowed.

We can make this a lot better
world if we will strive a little 
more to keep that inspiring fact 
in mind. It can pay off as a two 
way improvement, the greater 
good each of us can do by shap­
ing our lives to harmonize with 
the Divine plan, also the greater 
happiness that can result from 
respecting the dignity of others.

Imagine what could happen if 
this principle were universally 
applied . . . using talents and re­
sources in the way intended, to 
manifest the goodness and splen­
dor of creation, while cooperating 
with other human beings in en­
joying the wonders and comforts 
we develop.

Hundt Wins Race 
For County Trustee

In a light school election Satur­
day Joe Hundt of Lindsay re­
placed Earl Robison as Precinct 
4 member on the Cooke County 
school board.

Most of his support in the 207- 
64 victory came from Muenster 
and Lindsay. The voting here, 
though light, gave him the long 
end of an 86-32 count. Lindsay 
voted strong, giving him 95 votes.

Election of the local trustees 
was a mere formality. Arthur 
Heilman, Norbert Klement and 
Herbert Meurer, uncontested on 
the ballot, got all of the 140 votes 
cast here. Rich Kirby, uncon­
tested candidate for Precinct 3 
representative on the county 
board also polled 22 votes here.

Probably the hottest election in 
the county was that at Myra in 
which J. T. Biffle Jr, as a write- 
in candidate was high man with 
85 votes. Also elected were Lee 
Livingston and Jake Biffle Jr., in­
cumbent. Former board members 
voted out were J. C. Huddleston 
and Ralph Davidson.
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ENDURING SYMBOL —The crowds which swarm each Easter 
morning to St. Patrick’s Cathedral in New York City have made 
the edifice a symbol for Christians of all denominations who 
commemorate the Resurrection of Christ by attendance at religious 
services.

In the past Muenster business 
has been very respectful in its 
observance of Good Friday and 
the Mayor asks that this record 
be carried through again this 
year.

The Mayor pleads for complete 
cooperation — that all business 
houses close their doors, that 
workmen lay down their tools, 
that activity on the street be 
held down to a minimum.

Installation was f i n i s h e d  
W e d n e s d a y  by Tony Walter - 
scheid. The lights are weather 
proof with 1000 watt lamps and 
controlled by a time clock.

Salk Polio Vaccine 
Is Available Here

People of this community have 
the opportunity to join in the 
nation wide experiment of using 
Salk vaccine for Polio immuniza­
tion.

Dr. T. S. Myrick disclosed 
Tuesday that vaccine provided by 
the National Polio Foundation for 
free shots for first and second 
grade children has been ordered 
and will be available soon. Also 
that vaccine is available now for 
any others, who will have to pay 
for the shots. The series of 3 shots 
will cost $6.00.

Parents who wish to have their 
children participate in the pro­
gram will be expected to submit 
their requests to the teachers.

In connection with the program 
Myrick emphasized that the vac­
cine cannot be guaranteed as a 
polio preventive. It is the result 
of extensive and expensive re­
search, and the national founda­
tion has hopes that it will prove 
to be the long awaited means of 
immunizing against polio. How­
ever, the vaccine, up to now, has 
not had time to prove itself. At 
this time medical science still 
cannot say that it w ill prevent 
polio. A ll it can say is that no ill 
effects have been discovered to 
date.

The Salk vaccine is admin­
istered in three shots. The second 
is given a week after the first, 
the third four weeks after the 
second.

E l e c t r i c  Co-operative, 3,217 
strong, will have their annual 
meeting here next Tuesday to 
hear a report on last year’s busi­
ness and to elect directors for 
the coming year.

The meeting, scheduled to be­
gin at 8 o’clock in the Muenster 
High auditorium, will lead off 
with a musical selection by Larry 
Sterling’s Band of Nocona, invo­
cation by Rev. D. S. Pettijohn 
and a welcome by Mayor Urban 
J. Endres. Jack Crownover, pres­
ident of the co-op will preside.

After reports and a business 
session and election of two di­
rectors the group will have a 
drawing for attendance prizes and 
refreshments of hot chocolate, 
coffee and cookies. Director can­
didates recommended by the 
nominating committee are A1 
Wiesman and Joe Bengfort, in­
cumbents.

The several hundred members 
who are expected to attend the 
meeting will hear another in­
teresting and assuring report on 
the growth and stability of their 
organization. 32 miles of line and 
105 members were added last 
year. Those additions along with 
increased load on the old line 
netted an increase of $41,697 in 
operating revenue during the past

Nick Stoffels, 72, a resident of 
Muenster for more than 60 years, 
passed away at his home Tues­
day at 6:50 p.m. following a 
three-year period of ill health.

Requiem high mass was said 
Wednesday morning in Sacred 
Heart church at 7:45 and grave 
side rites with burial in Sacred 
Heart cemetery were held Thurs­
day afternoon at 4 o’clock. Rev. 
Christopher Paladino officiated 
and Nick Miller Funeral Home 
was in charge of arrangements. 
Rosary was recited at the funeral 
home Wednesday night at 8.

Bearers were Arnold Knabe, 
Charles Stoffels, Henry Stoffels 
Jr., Bernard Haverkamp, Ray­
mond Walterscheid and Arnold 
Hess.

Mr. Stoffels was born in Erling, 
Iowa, on June 18, 1882, and came 
to Muenster with his parents 
when he was about 12 years old. 
In the early days of the com­
munity he operated a saloon and 
after prohibition kept his place 
open for soft drinks, sandwiches 
and dominoes until he retired.

He was married to Miss Annie 
Haverkamp here on Sept. 16, 
1913. She died on March 15, 1944.

Survivors are four sons, Albert, 
Herman, Meinrad and Frank; 

Andrew 
Trubenbach, Lawrence Vogel and 
Ray Vogel, 33 grandchildren; one 
sister, Mrs. Albert Knabe Sr., all 
of Muenster, and one brother, 
Fred Stoffels of Kerrville.

The two carriers in the future 
are Ben Luke and J. W. Fletcher 
with Toliy Luke and Frank Schil­
ling as their respective substi­
tutes.

The consolidation of the routes 
is in line with the new post of­
fice policy to assign work to re­
maining carriers if p o s s i b l e  
whenever a vacancy occurs. Paul 
Nleball, Route 1 carrier for many 
years recently retired because of

The elements favored Muens­
ter twice during the past week 
as two separate storms brushed 
the community and went on to 
inflict their serious damage else­
where.

Early Wednesday m o r n i n g  
high winds pounded the com­
munity leaving a considerable 
number of scars south of town. 
But damage there was a trifle 
compared with the widespread 
destruction s c a t t e r e d  farther 
south, especially at Lois, Rosston, 
Era and Valley View.

That area, some 15 miles south, 
apparently was in the most in­
tense path of the storm which, 
followed a course from South 
Wichita County through Jack, 
Cooke, Denton and up to Gray­
son.

Damage i n t o  the millions, 
along with one death and several 
injuries, has been reported from 
Sherman, Pilot Point, Sanger, 
Valley View, Era, Lois, Gaines­
ville, Jacksboro and communi­
ties near W i c h i t a .  However 
Gainesville, like Muenster re­
ported its damage south of town. 
Both towns were shaken but un­
hurt.

Probably worst hit in this com­
munity was Tom Sicking. His 
house and dairy barn remained 
intact but other buildings were 
wrecked or damaged. Also hit 
were the farms of Henry Streng, 
Andy O’Connor, Sparkman Vann, 
Tony Trubenbach, A1 Truben­
bach, William Griffin, Joe Hoenig 
and John Thompson.

In Muenster the wind tore 
down at least three TV antennas 
and hail smashed several win­
dows.

A 24 page pamphlet presenting 
in picture, graph and type the 
various factors that make the 
Muenster public school tick is 
due to reach most families of the 
community some time next week.

Superintendent Homsley said 
Tuesday that the booklets w ill 
probably be delivered this week­
end. Promptly thereafter they 
will be mailed to all families of 
the district.

The original plan was to have 
the pamphlet here in time for 
distribution during Public School 
Week, but the job got consider­
ably larger than anticipated and 
could not be completed by that 
time. Since work started it has 
grown from 16 to 24 pages and 
the order has been upped from 
500 to 2000 copies.

A big reason for getting the ad­
ditional copies is that the pam­
phlet has a distinct community 
promotional value. In presenting 
the full story of the school it 
brings out many facts revealing 
the stability, population and re­
sources of the Muenster area.

Details presented are courses, 
extra-curricular activities, co­
ordination with the community’s 
religious program, the school 
transportation system, source and 
disposition of the school dollar, 
area and attendance growth and 
general community economy.

The booklet, being produced by 
a firm that specializes in year­
books, is an artistic job printed 
on heavy high quality paper. 
Fully two thirds of it consists of 
pictures and charts.

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2 Rural Routes —
illness. When his retirement be­
came effective Nick Miller was 
assigned as temporary carrier 
until the department investigated 
and decided whether to ask for 
applications for a permanent car­
rier or consolidate the route. The 
decision was to consolidate, so 
Nick Miller, as Nieball’s former 
substitute and temporary replace­
ment, w ill be relieved.

Savings resulting from the 
change will amount to about $2,- 
500 a year, Endres said. It elimi­
nates the base pay of one carrier 
besides the mileage rate on about 
four miles every day.

Though every home on the 
former routes will still be served 
after the consolidation a few 
miles were eliminated where car­
riers’ routes overlapped for short 
distances.

The change will be hardly 
noticeable to most patrons, Endres 
said. The time of carrier’s arrival 
will be earlier in some cases and 
later in others, but it is not ex­
pected to vary as much as an 
hour in any case. A  few, however 
will be affected in another way. 
The routes in some cases will 
change the carrier’s direction 
along a certain road, and boxes 
at his right will later be at his 
left. In such cases the patrons 
will be asked to move their boxes 
to the opposite side of the road.

Every p r e c a u t i o n  is being 
taken to make the change over as 
smoothly as possible, neverthe­
less the postmaster expects some 
errors to show up. Patrons af­
fected by such errors are asked 
to report so that corrections can 
be made as soon as possible.

Consolidation of rural routes is 
by no means new to Muenster. 
Several changes were made since

the service started here on August 
15, 1904. Route 1 was established j 
on that date and Route 2 was set 
up exactly a year later. A  few 
months later, on January 15, 
1906, Route 3 was started.

That arrangement prevailed 
until December 1, 1933, when 
Routes 1 and 3 were combined 
into the new Route 1 with Paul 
Nieball as carrier. Ben Luke was 
assigned to Route 2 and William 
Childs was transferred to Gaines­
ville. A  star route, to which the 
carrier was assigned on the basis 
of bids, served Marysville.

In August, 1942, J. W. Fletcher, 
carrier at Marysville, transferred 
here to serve the newly estab­
lished Route 3 which included 
the former star route, and por­
tions of the two Marysville routes 
remaining after much of the area 
had been absorbed by Camp 
Howze.

Electric Co-op —
leaving a net gain of $15,839 for 
the year.

The report on the financial 
1 structure is equally good. Loans 
from REA, increased by $65,920 
last year brings the total amount 
borrowed to date to $1,868,260. 
Debt retirement payments to date 
add to $397,369 of which 153,- 
988 was paid last year. This places 
the co-op $74,598 ahead of its 
payment schedule. In addition the 
co-op has a reserve of $135,565 in 
government bonds, $25,585 of 
which was invested last year.

The co-op has two reasons for 
keeping a reserve rather than 
applying additional funds in ad­
vance payments. The money is 
available quickly if it should be 
needed for emergency and the 
interest earnings on bonds more 
than offset possible savings on 
advance payment.

Cooke County Electric Co-op 
has made a lot of progress since 
its humble beginning here in 
1939. A report after the first full 
year of operation showed 715 
members on 302 miles of line for 
an operating revenue of $23,976 
and a net profit of $3,740. The 
obligation to REA then was $197,- 
857.

A report 10 years later shows 
the amazing progress made dur­
ing that period. In 1950 the co-op 
had 2,862 members on 1155 miles 
of line for a gross revenue of 
$214,525 and a profit of 28,932. 
Obligations to REA by then 
reached $1,212,824, and payments

on principal were $130,245, in­
cluding $52,824 in advance pay- 
ments. No reserve in bonds was 
set up then. That 10 year gain 
was made in spite of the fact that 
more than $41,000 was spent on 
repairing ice storm damages in 
1945 and 1949. Actually losses in 
the ice storms were nearer $100,- 
000. Some $60,000 does not show 
up as repair expenses because 
much of the line was replaced 
by heavier construction and was 
charged as new construction.

In s e v e r a l  respects Cooke 
County Electric ranks as one of 
the leading rural electric co-ops 
of the state. Its record of advance 
payments and reserve is one of 
the best. Of the 19 co-ops which 
are members of the Brazos Elec­
tric Power Co-op it buys the 
most power and sells at the low­
est rate. It also has the lowest 
percentage of line loss even 
though many other co-ops have 
a greater number of customers 
per mile of line. Its percentage 
of net profit on investment is also 
the largest in the group.

Storms —
also gave Muenster a scare but 
held its punch until it reached 
the area north of Lindsay. The 
typical funnel, observed as it 
passed here, apparently hit the 
ground there. The area damaged 
worst is a strip about a half mile 
wide and 3 miles long. Tin from 
Mrs. John Popp’s machine shed 
was carried more than a mile. 
Leo Neusch and John Zimmerer 
also lost machine sheds. Norbert 
Zimmerer lost the roof of his 
barn and Robert Beyer’s hog 
shed went down. The cyclone 
was followed by a short cloud­
burst and some hail.

Rain also fell as the storm 
passed Muenster. It measured .36 
inch. A very few small hail 
stones also fell.

The weather missed another 
good chance to pound Muenster 
Tuesday morning as a heavy 
theatening cloud cast the town 
in a semi darkness, which turned 
on the automatically controlled 
street lights, before loosing a 
downpour of 1.02 inches in about 
15 minutes. West and north of 
town it was accompanied by an 
intense h a i l s t o r m .  Stones as 
large as eggs and lemons were 
abundant and some were re­
ported to be like baseballs. Roofs 
and windows were damaged and 
several cars were badly dented.

Wednesday morning’s attack 
was more of the same, although 
hailstones apparently were not 
quite as large. More cars were 
dented, more windows broken. 
More rain also accompanied it, 
for a measure of .40.

Despite all the fury of recent 
weather, including the siege of 
freezing the first few days of 
spring, this community’s crops 
generally appear to be pulling 
through in good condition. Opin­
ions of farmers, as reported by 
the Soil Conservation work unit, 
seem to substantiate guesses of a 
week ago. Grain that was late 
or retarted by grazing can still 
make a good crop. However ad­
vanced grain forming stem and 
head was badly damaged by the 
frost. Likewise, hail damage is 
not believed to be serious.

In the bargain the community 
had 1.78 inches of rain, consider­
ably more in spots. Prospects 
now appear to be at least fair, 
unless the weather goes on more 
rampages.

Butter Preserved 
32 Years in Cool 
Mud Is Still Edible

NACOGDOCHES—Cool mud, a 
preservative mostly bypassed by 
present day refrigeration experts, 
apparently kept a pat of butter 
edible for 32 years in Douglass, 
Nacogdoches County.

The butter was unearthed re­
cently when two boys were clean­
ing out a well ^at the home of 
Mrs. J. W. Brown in Douglass, 
eight miles west of here. In the 
bottom of the well, buried in the 
soft, cool mud, was the saucer 
of butter.

The Browns live In a house in 
which the late Dr. George Camp­
bell of Nacogdoches and Mrs. 
John L. Koonce of Douglass were 
reared. So Mrs. Brown took the 
butter to Mrs. Koonce, who said,

yes, It was her butter.
Mrs. Koonce remembered the 

saucer. And she said the butter 
must be about 32 years old be­
cause she and Mr. Koonce have 
been using ice or mechanical re­
frigeration for about that long.

Before the days of ice and re­
frigerators, butter, milk and other 
perishable foods were lowered in 
wells on special ropes either in 
buckets or tied up in cloths. 
Anchored just above the water, 
the food stayed cool.

Evidently, the butter escaped 
from its moorings some 32 years 
ago and fell to the bottom of the 
well. Buried in the mud, it re­
mained almost in its original 
state.

Mrs. Brown said the butter was 
edible — just like any day-old 
butter.

THE BOSTON LUNATIC 
By George Peck

Until recently I held the erron­
eous idea that the Swiss were the 
originators of the mass production 
of watches. This idea was prob­
ably induced because I am of 
Swiss ancestry. Then, a short 
while ago, I heard of Aaron Luf­
kin Dennison and learned the 
truth.

To other Americans who may 
not have heard of Dennison, let 
me say he is responsible, more 
than any other person, for the 
almost universal use of the watch. 
For his insight, insistence and de­
termination, his detractors called 
him “The Boston Lunatic.”

The first development of the 
watch took place in Germany at 
the end of the 15th century. By 
1700, the British had developed

certain specialized craftsmen. Be­
cause of their skills, the center of 
watchmaking moved from Ger­
many to England. Then the Swiss, 
having acquired the British skills 
and methods, took over the watch 
industry in the middle 1800’s.

In those days watches were pos­
sessed only by the Economic Roy­
alists, because each timepiece had 
to be made by hand. If something 
went wrong, the watch went back 
to the man who made it, because 
only he could repair it. This ex­
pensive business of fashioning 
each part individually and build­
ing each watch, part by part, by 
one craftsman, continued until 
1850.

It was a Boston watchmaker, 
you’ve guessed it, Aaron Lufkin 
Dennison, who first conceived the 
idea of interchangeable parts. His 
concept was that if interchange­
able parts were made, watches 
could be produced on a mass pro­
duction basis and could be sold 
more cheaply. For his imagination 
and foresight, Dennison, like 
many a “dreamer” who has made 
important contributions to our 
technological know - how, was 
called a “crack-pot” and a “vision­
ary.” But the appellation which 
stuck to him was “The Boston 
Lunatic.’

Unperturbed by the mud-sling­
ing and dirty name calling, Denni­
son persisted. He went on with 
the arduous task of raising funds 
to build the machines that would 
make interchangeable w a t c h  
parts. My ancestors, the Swiss, 
then the master craftsmen of 
watchmaking, scoffed. It was im­
possible they said, because watch 

; parts were so tiny that no ma- 
I chine could produce them. But, 
confounding his detractors, the 
persistent Dennison finally ob- 

i tained the necessary finances to

open a plant at Roxbury, Mass., 
in 1850. He developed what be­
came known in watchmaking as 
the “American System” of watch 
production.

The “American System” was 
such a success that the center of 
watchmaking moved once again, 
this time from Switzerland to the 
United States. Four years after 
Dennison started his plant, it was 
turning out 30 watches a week. 
By 1859, the previously unheard 
of and astounding number of 200 
movements a week was being pro­
duced at Roxbury.

In 1876 the Swiss finally de­

cided to copy the “American Sys­
tem.” Since that time, they have 
gained a virtual monopoly of the 
watchmaking industry.

The mass production of watches 
requires such fine skills today 
that a fully trained watchmaker 
needs as high as ten years to learn 
his trade. The precision work is 
so fine that some tolerances are 
to millionths of an inch. There 
are so few of these workers left 
in the United States today—about 
4,000—that the Office of Defense 
Mobilization and the National Se­
curity Resources Board have both 
declared the watch industry as

tom and sodded to Bermuda grass 
to prevent further erosion. Buddy 
Reiter has planted Coastal.

Both Trubenbach and Reiter 
used the district-owned two-row 
sodding machine to plant the 
grass roots.

The terrace will 
take water out of several gullies 
and carry it to a safe outlet. The 
gullies can then be healed with 
grasses.

Several ponds to furnish water 
for livestock have recently been 
completed by landowners co­
operating with the Upper Elm- 
Red district to save and improve 
their soil.
