
I t  is possible and probable that
m em bers of the Farm ers M arket­
ing Association made one of the 
m ost beneficial and fa r reaching 
decisions in the  com m unity’s his­
tory Monday night when they 
voted to em pow er their directors 
to  negotiate w ith  the North Texas 
M ilk P roducers Association on 
the sale of FMA property.

If the  deal goes through it 
Means th a t Mueristef m ilk pro­
ducers, G rade C as well as Grade 
A, are assured of a continued 
m arket. Folks who w ant to go on 
m ilking cows, oh a iarge or a 
sm all scale, need have no Worries 
of losing th e ir ex tra  income nor 
their investm ent in dairy cattle 
and equipm ent. Likewise those 
who have money invested in  the 
FMA p lan t need have no worries 
about losses w hich would result 
if the factory had to qu it business. 
Those two item s are im portant in 
th a t they involve a considerable 
portion of m any a farm  fam ily’s 
income plus a cash value of about 
$ 200,000.

A m ore im portant considera­
tion, however, is that the way is 
open now for the developm ent of 
a g reater and m ore substantial 
dairy  cen ter here. The new  as­
sociation takes up its job where 
the sm aller local organization 
leaves off. I t  continues the fine 
w ork th a t has been done here by 
the FMA fo r the past 23 years. It 
is large enough to meet the chal­
lenge of changing conditions, to 
expand and give M enster a bigger 
m ilk industry  than it has ever 
had before.

Ju s t to understand the aims and
duties of the N orth Texas associa­
tion is to visualize how it will 
operate and how it w ill benefit 
the com m unity. Its prim ary  pur­
pose is to get the best possible 
m arket for its customers and its 
responsibility is to accept all the 

In ilk  its m em bers deliver. N atu r­
ally its principal outlet is the 
large city dairies, whose pur­
chases are governed by  th e ir own 
requirem ents. At times the as­
sociation has a surplus which has 
to be processed in order to avoid 
a serious loss. Heretofore the  as­
sociation has had  trouble selling 
all of its surplus. So it proposes 
now to  se t up its own processing 
plant. And it  is considering the 
use of the  local cheese factory 
fo r th a t purpose.

A nticipating changing demands 
fo r th e  various types of dairy p ro­
ducts, the association plans to 
equip for m anufacturing several 
of them , possibly cheese, con­
densed milk, powdered m ilk and 
butter.

W ith m ore operations and a 
larger volum e of milk, the as­
sociation w ill need m ore equip­
m ent and m ore employees than 
the  FMA has a t the presen t time. 
T hat means, if the association de­
cides to buy the local p lan t that 
M uenster w ill get the benefit of 
the larger investm ent and larger 
payroll.

To a great ex ten t this situation
suggests the old motto "If you 
don’t  w ant to figh t ’em, join ’em.” 
FMA m em bers realize th a t the 
N o r t h  Texas association, by 
erecting ano ther plant, would be­
come a strong c o m p e t i t o r ,  
especially since it controls such a 
vast volum e of milk.

A t the sam e tim e the associa­
tion can apply the sam e motto. 
The FMA has caused it some grief 
in the past and can continue doing 
so as long as it rem ains in busi­
ness. T hat factor along w ith the 
fact th a t the  local p lant can be 
bought cheaper than a new one 
and is ready for operation how, 
m akes the deal m ore attractive 
from the association’s viewpoint.

F igured from  either side it 
appears to be a good deal. But 
m ost im portan t of all is its bene­
fit to the com m unity. The as­
sured m arke t and the large pay­
roll are definite contributors to 
the general w elfare of Muenster.

In  addition to that it could 
easily develop th a t producers 
would derive ano ther benefit in 
low er transportation costs. It 
seems only reasonable to assume 
th a t when surp lus tim e arrives 
the local producers would be in ­
structed  to deliver to the local 
plapt. Suppose people here de­
livered 50,000 pounds daily  to re ­
ceiving stations in Dallas and 
F ort W orth and those same sta­
tions had to send 100,000 pounds 
of surp lus here. T hat’s ex tra  ex­
pense for the  association as well 
as the  producer, so it seems rea ­
sonable to have local m ilk de­
livered directly  to the plant.(Continued on Page 8)

Lots of Talk but

Pavement Project
’ Lots of people are ta lk ing about 

pavem ent bu t no t m any are do­
ing anything about it. That, in 
general, sum m arizes the  situation 
at th is tim e, according to City 
M anager Steve Moster, but the 
outlook appears to be good after 
the  project gets under way.

M oster was judging by the 
public response in S aint Jo. The 
contractor started  there  w ith a 
project of 8 blocks and has 
grown since to 28 blocks. That 
fact accounts for the  paving 
crew ’s fa ilu re to  get to M uenster 
l a s t  weekend, as m entioned 
origionally. Continued in terest re ­
sulted in continued w ork at 
S aint Jo.

F or th a t reason the persons 
in terested  still have tim e to see 
their neighbors and develop pro­
jects for th e ir  streets. The method 
suggested by the city council is 
to place th e  money in escrow in 
the local bank  If the stree t is 
paved the contractor can get his 
paym ent w ith  a m inim um  of 
bother and if for some reason 
the job isn’t done the property 
ow ner can get his refund  ju st as 
easily.

The pavem ent proposed is 18 
feet w ide and w ill cost $1.00 per 
running foot. Shared equally by 
the ow ner on each side, th a t 
m akes a cost of 50 cents per foot 
each. In  case a person w ants 
pavem ent to his curb or on his 
drivew ay he can get it a t the 
same ra te  . . .  50 cents per ru n ­
ning foot for a strip  9 feet wide.

The city is cooperating in the 
project by adding gravel base 
w here needed, shaping the road­
bed, and paying for the pavem ent 
-of gaps a t intersections and alley 
crossings.

In w orking out projects people 
are asked to  get the cooperation 
especially of neighbors across 
the street. Pavem ent for one side 
of the  stree t only will not be 
considered.

Members Authorize 
FMA Directors to 
Sell Cheese Plant

M em bers of the  F arm ers M ar­
keting  Association in a general 
m eeting M onday night authorized 
their directors to represen t them  
in negotiations w ith  the  N orth 
Texas M ilk P roducers Association 
concerning the  sale of the  FMA 
properties.

They voted unanim ously to 
have the  directors consider the 
am ount offered by  the  N orth 
Texas association and  to m ake 
the final decision on w h e th er or 
not to sell.

LTp to now no definite figure 
has been quoted b u t it  is u n ­
derstood th a t the  price w ill be 
approxim ately  the value shown 
on the  FMA’s financial statem ent 
as of Jan . 1, 1953. T hat am ount 
w ill enable the firm  to liquidate 
its outstanding scrip and in terest 
claim s and also pay its custo­
m ary dividends for the  curren t 
year.

All the  FMA property  is in ­
cluded in the  proposed deal. That 
consists of the  cheese fac to ry ,'th e  
store, the  frozen food locker 
plant, th e  transport trucks and 
any o ther item s the  organization 
owns. .

Since the m eeting the  NTMPA 
has no t indicated  when its rep re ­
sentatives w ill arrive  to  begin 
negotiations.

The proposal w as explained to 
the  m em bership by P residen t J. 
B. K lem ent, M anager R udy Hell- 
m an and D irectors J . W. Hess and 
Albert Henscheid.

They s ta ted  th a t in its 23 years 
of operation th e  p lan t has m anu­
factured over 40 m illion pounds 
of cheese and d istribu ted  over 
$1,200,000 in  dividends besides 
providing a steady m ilk  m arket 
th a t has added m any m ore m il­
lions of dollars to com m unity in ­
come, along w ith  egg and produce 
m arkets t h a t ' have contributed 
fu rth e r to com m unity prosperity.

avoid joining 27 other m ilk p ro ­
cessing plants w hich closed since 
1946. Southern  p lan ts have not 
been able to com pete w ith  the 
larger p lants up north  w hich have 
the advantage of a cheaper, m ore 
abundant m ilk supply.

A t the p resen t tim e the  local 
p lan t is subject to a double 
squeeze. The volum e of locally

enough to  assure profitable opera­
tion and surp lus from  other 
sources is no t alw ays available. 
If and w hen surplus is no longer 
available the  p lan t would operate 
at a loss. D uring the m onth just 
past th e  p lan t processed only
700.000 pounds of local m ilk  and
1.200.000 pounds of surplus.

The o ther problem  is m ark e t­
ing the  product. The cheese 
m arket is sa tu ra ted  by o u tpu t of 
northern  factories and the  local 
p lan t has had to change to con­
densed milk. L ast m onth it m ade 
$20,000 w orth  of condensed m ilk 
for w hich it had a w aiting m ar­
ket b u t in the process it also m ade 
$75,000 w orth of cream  w hich was 
m uch hard er to sell. A nother 
headache is th a t am ong the 
several cream  purchasers are 
p lan ts w hich are having fin an ­
cial. troubles of their own. There 
is a danger of the FMA being 
stuck  w ith  bad accounts.

U nder ow nership of the  N orth 
Texas P roducers the local p lant 
would serve another purpose, 
w hich is not so. m uch to show an 

! operating profit as to reduce

losses on surplus milk. The as­
sociation’s principal business is 
selling G rade A m ilk for hum an 
consum ption. (

The proposal, if NTM PA takes 
over the  local plant, is to  con­
tinue the G rade C m ilk m arket, 
processing th a t m ilk along w ith ; 
the G rade A surplus. M em ber-' 
ship would be divided as G rade 
A and G rade C and dividends to 
each group would be com puted 
separately.

O ther probable developm ents 
are the  establishm ent of a G rade 
A receiving station and expansion 
of p lan t facilities to  m ake a larger 
variety  of dairy  products.

FMA directors all expressed 
them selves as favoring the  sale 
of properties provided the  price 
is satisfactory. T heir im m ediate 
concern is to liquidate all m em ­
ber claims a t full value, and their 
longe range concern is to co­
operate w ith  the  larger, stronger 
organization to  cQntinue the bene­
fits the  cheese factory has brought 
to th e  com m unity in  the past.

“Tell him ,” said the  T iger (to 
the  Red soldiers), pointing to 
Thornton, “he m ust tu rn  about.” 

L ieu tenant Cordus H. Thornton 
w as on parade. His shoulders 
squared, head up, shin in, arm s 
firm ly at, his sides, he about-faced 
as one does during  drill. The 
T iger took a handkerch ief and 
b o u n d  L ieu tenan t T hornton’s 
eyes. Then w ith  h is pistol he shot 
h im  in the back of the  neck. A 
tall, blond sergeant jum ped fo r­
w ard and caught his officer’s body 
before it  touched the  ground. 
Tenderly, as if carry ing  a child, 
the  sergeant took the  lieu tenan t’s 
body to the ditch.

Only One Incident 
This incident was a p a r t of the 

education of Phillip  Deane, new s­
paperm an. B ut it was onlv one 
episode in the  account of his 33 
horrible m onths a captive of the 
Communists. R e a d i n g  D eane’s 
story, I was rem inded of a s ta te ­
m ent m ade b y  M atthew  Cvetic. 
the  courageous A m erican who 
spent n ine years in the inner 
circle of C o m m u n i s m  as a 
counter-spy for the FBI. “The 
Com m unists a re  m ass m urderers.” 
M att C vetic said. “They’ve killed 
25.000,000 people in cold blood in 
China: and if they  gain control 
in Am erica th ey  already  have 
m ade plans to kill a still larger 
num ber of our citizens, men, 
women and children.” M att Cvetic 
knows. He w as one of them , in 
disguise, for n ine years.

And yet m any people are h am ­
stringing the  efforts being made 
in th is country to expose and 
stam p out th is evil, godless, sav­
age conspiracy which has in fil­
tra ted  all phases of our national 
life, and w hich w ould destroy re ­
ligion, constitutional governm ent, 
and p rivate  ow nership of p ro ­
perty . In  self defense we should 
outlaw  Com m unism  and all Its 
fron t apparatuses.

D uring the years th a t I’ve been
