Folks who are interested in
small detention darps as a means
of flood prevention and water
conservation apparently have a
few worries served up for them
by legislators drawing up  the
Small Watershed Bill, S2549. If
that measure goes through crip-
pled by the amendments some of
the special interests are trying to
pin on it, we're due to see a slow-
down rather than a speed-up of
one of the best conservation
practices adopted in the country’s
history.

One of the barriers to future
progress and welfare is a require-
ment that local interésts partici-
pate in 50 per cent.of the cost of
the structure. A rathér arbitrary
demand in view of the fact that
big dam projects have no such
handicap imposed on them. Con-
sidering “that it's hard _enough
just to promote easements for the
little reservoirs it's easy to
imagine how many jobs will be
topped by this provision.

Another paragraph wants ap-
proval of a state agency before
the USDA can start investigating
the project. Many states have no
such agency and lots of time will
be lost before they have one
okayed and appointed. And after
the agency is established there's
to be another state agency to
handle contracts. It looks 'like a

deliberate attempt to get deten-
tion dams snarled as much as |
possible in administrative red.
tape. g

Still another scheme . . . and
this one leaves little doubt about |
the identity of the schemers . . .|
gives the Bureau of Reclamation
and the Army Engineers Corps
veto power over dams impound-I
ing more than 1,000 acre feet of |
water, with six months time for|
them to make up their minds|
about the veto.

Those amendments and a few
more make it clear that strings
are being pulled in Washington
to put a serious crimp in small
detention reservoir projects. But|
saddest of all is the fact that sup-
posedly informed legislators are
so impractical and short sighted
as to let the pressure groups in-
fluence them. It's as plain as day
that the real objective behind all
this is simply to make approvals
for USDA projects so hard to get
that most flood control appropria-
tions will be diverted to the big
dam jobs.

Some of the blame for this can
be charged against the big city
lobbyists who are suffering un-
der the delusion that little reser-
voirs keep water from flowing to
their big reservoirs. They're quite
chummy with the Reclamation
and Army Engineers who build
the big dams for them. Together
they apply quite a lot of pressure,
even though they don’t aways
make sense.

A good and convenient example
is our own Elm watershed which
forms the source of the Trinity
River. There are people in Dallas
who begrudge us the water that
these small reservoirs would hold.
Droughts of recent years have
made them panicky and they
don’t want any of the watershed'’s
run-off to be held back.

What they don't seem to know,
however, is that small detention
reservoirs make very little dif-
ference to the larger lakes. Per-
manent water in the small likes
is at a controlled level deter-
mined by the draw-down tubes.

It doesn't take much run-off|
. water to start them draining into

the creek channel. In other words,
it doesn't make much difference
whether water flows directly to
the creek or first flows into a
full reservoir which overflows
into the creek. A person might
make some allowances for evapo-
ration, or wa use . . . if the
pool owner wuses some of his
water for irrigation.

But then we come to another
consideration. USDA does not
build the reservoirs unless con-
struction is applied to the water-
shed. ‘And that leads us up to a
very significant fact. Sub soil

through springs and seepage nor-
mally keep the permanent pool
full. Studies have shown that in

treated soil. Treated soil absorbs
more but also releases more in
sub soil drainage. In dry years
the treated soil has less drainage.
It soaks up more rain but its sub-

Installs More Cable

The beginning of another major
improvement in local telephone
servicg is under way now north
of town, The company’s line crew,
headed by Alvin Fuhrmann, is in-
stalling a cable from North Main
to the Crossroads on the FM road
north of Hubert Felderhoff's
home.

It's a 32-wire cable providing
16 circuits to replace the ten
wires which now provide 5 metal-
lic circuits and 2 phantom -cir-
cuits. Phantom circuits are at-
' tained by using transformers with
wires that are already in use on
other circuits. (If you wanna
know how it works, better ask
the phone boys. It’s too technical
for us.) ;

The cable’s span will be 9,275
feet, 8,000 feet of which is being
put up now and the remaining
1,275 feet of which is expected
later in the month, When that'’s in
place 11 circuits will be hooked
up promptly.

Advantages to be gained are
that four present circuits, now
heavily loaded, will each be di-
vided into two circuits and the
phantom lines will be changed to
metallic lines. Better service all
around.

There’s another advantage too.
In case of an ice storm the

cable has a better chance of stand-

THREE GREAT CANNOTS

What our children of today are
taught will determine the way
of life this nation will have in the
years ahead. Nothing, therefore,
could be more important to the
future welfare of the people of
America than the substance of
the education that will be given
to the 35,000,000 youngsters who
will enroll in our schools next
September. A sound observation
regarding one phase of this edu-
cation has been made by Mark C.
Schinnerer, superintendent of the
Cleveland (Ohio) schools.

John W. Studebaker, chairman
of the Scholastic Magazine edi-
torial board and former U. S.
Commissioner of Education, com-
mends Dr. Schinnerer’s state-
ment, and I hope it will be read
by all parents and teachers, by
everybody. ‘This is about the
teaching of economics,” Dr.
Schinnerer wrote. “It is not di-
rected just to teachers of eco-
nomics, but to all teachers be-
cause the job that needs to be
done cannot be done by just the
teachers of economics.

“We Have Failed”

“There is a colossal oversupply
of people in my country who
either never discovered some of
the basic principles of economics
or think that the economic laws
have been repealed. We hear|
much wailing that the schools
have failed in this regard and the
cry is for required courses in eco-
nomics. We have failed—in school
and out—but the answer is not
in required courses.

“The answer, in my opinion,
lies in a continuous effort to
inculcate in children, from the
kindergarten through high school,
some basic and very simple facts.
There are three things which al-
most anyone can be brought to
understand and if these three are
ingrained, we can leave the more
complicated principles to the ex-
perts.

Soil Conservation
Notes

One good narvest deserves an-
other.

As a good grain harvest nears
completion around Muenster an-
other is in prospect. The second
harvest—and indications are that
it will be a good one—is seed of
soil improving sweet clovers and
vech, Many cooperators of the
Upper Elm-Red soil conservation
district are preparing to move
combines into the clover and
vetch fields within the next week
or two.

Sweet clover and vetch are
rapidly approaching the stage
where harvest operations can be
started. The clover is ready to put
in the windrow when about two-
thirds' of the seed heads have
turned brown. After four or five
days in the windrow the clover
is dry enough to combine easily.

Vetch is ready for harvest when |

the lower seed pods begin to
shatter. In many cases there will
be blossoms still in the tops of
both clover and vetch at harvest
time, but the best seed is usually
formed first and it is wusually
better to get the earlier maturing
seed than to take a chance on the
later crop.

Cooperators of the district in
the Muenster area who have
Madrid sweet clover to harvest

include Tony Trubenbach, 12
acres on the Felderhoff farm;
Alfons Koesler, 30 acres; Leo

Hesse, 15 acres; Leo Rohmer, 17
acres; H. J. Fuhrman, 10 acres;
Danglmayr Brothers 20 acres, and
S. H. Hilburn, 30 acres on the
Andress Estate.

Those with Biennial white
sweet clover for seed harvest in-
clude Clyde Fisher with 15 acres;
Paul Sicking, 10 acres; H. S.
Fuhrman, 10 acres; Andy
Schoech, 10 acres and Joe Hess
about 15 acres. Leonard Hartman
has about 25 acres of Biennial
yvellow sweet clover nearing the
harvest stage.

In the vetch department of soil
improving legume seed crops S.
H. Hilburn plans to combine some
20 acres of vetch on the Andress
Estate , Earl Robison has 10 acres
to combine on his farm north of
Muenster and his neighbor Jimmy
Cole has some 25 acres heavy
with seed. Endres Brothers have
a good seed crop on the vetch
they planted in needle grass
pasture near Valley Creek. At
Dye Mound Lonnie Young, Wayne
Thompson, J. P. Embry, and
Buddy Dunn have a total of some
150 acres of vetch that they plan
to get into a combine hopper in
the near future.

All clover and vetch seed har-
vested is more ammunition in the
battle to improve soil and fight
against erosion. The seed will go
on cropland and pastures next
season to provide green cover
crops, to open up plow pans and
let more water into the soil, to
build up organic matter and nitro-
gen content on the soil and gen-
erally improve soil condition,

According to SCS personnel
maximum benefits from legume
crops are secured when they are
left to mature seed and the resi-
due is left on the soil surface to
provide a cushioning and insulat-
ing layer for the soil.

In drought years, then, detention
dams will likely hold back a
small percentage of water, but
that fact is more than offset by
several others. .

Silting is the biggest factor,
and a convenient example again
is Lake Dallas. Within 20 years
half of that reservoir's capacity
has been taken up by dirt which
washed off the Elm watershed
farms. If the detention dams had
been here that long, eatching the
silt as it came off the fields, the
water supply in Lake Dallas
would have been adequate for
last year's drought. Big D pres-
sure groups would do well to con-
sider that point in their water
worries., The same applies to Re-
clamation and Army engineers,
They need the little upstream
reservoirs to ifnsure a longer life
for their big reservoirs.

And when it comes to flood
control the little reservoirs have
all the reasoning on their side.
It stands to reason that control
in the tributaries will also con-
trol the big stream. The Trinity
will have no flecods if the creeks
running into it have no floods.

Even assuming that a super
dam down stream could provide
all the control proposed in our
many small dams . . perhaps
that's as good for people below
the dam, but where does it leave
us? It still leaves the Elm bot-

tomlangds unprotected causing
tremendous crop and livestock |
damage. Thinking people of Dal-l
las ought to take that into con-
sideration. What's bad for the|
economy of this area is also felt
in Dallas.

To our way of thinking the big
city pressure boys and the gov-
ernment engineers have good
reason to encourage rather than
hinder the small dam projects.
But if they can’t see that far we
hope the legislators will not be
taken in by them.
