And there’s another blessing 
to be thankful for, the most 
important of them all.

Along with its own blessings
the Enterprise can name some 
other things to be thankful 
for. Possibly the most conspic­
uous of those in the brighter 
national outlook resulting from 
public awakening in our re­
cent general election. The 
changes indicated are en­
couraging to anyone who has 
been hoping for a return to 
the solid policies on which 
American greatness was found­
ed. It’s practically certain that 
the next two years will reverse 
our recent trend toward so­
cialism. wild spending, civil 
disobedience, no-win warfare, 
laxity toward crime and trea­
son, and some of those other 
evils that have featured our 
plunge into liberalism.

The election result is gen­
erally analyzed as popular re­
pudiation of the Great Society. 
Even though the Republican 
comeback was not strong 
enough to give the party a 
majority in either house, it is 
conceded to have established 
sufficient conservative strength 
to hold the line against liberal­
ism. It will return the one 
time coalition of Republicans 
and Southern Democrats work­
ing together to defeat the 
more extreme liberal pro­
posals.

Perhaps it isn’t too much 
to hope that some of the un­
wise legislation of the past 
two years will be amended 
and more of it will be nulli­
fied or retarded by lower 
appropriations, and some of 
the arbitrary bureaucratic ad­
ministration will be changed. 
There are possibilities also of 
new legislation reversing some 
supreme court decrees. The 
coming legislature may decide 
that its main job is to cor­
rect mistakes made by the 
former one.

Of the many things before
Congress the most urgent is to 
reverse our no win war policy. 
That can include the decision 
to stop aid to enemies and 
countries that trade with our 
enemies. It can include a 
blockade of the enemy’s sup­
ply sources and greater effort 
to destroy enemy supply stores. 
And of course more men with 
more and better equipment 
to the fighting zone.

Another urgent need is an 
effective campaign against Cold 
war enemies like Red China 
and Russia and Cuba and sat­
ellite countries of Europe. We 
are absurd in bending over 
backward to get along with 
them while they continue their 
cut throat policies. That at­
titude should be taken to the 
UN for continued exclusion 
of Red China and greater re­
sistance against the red group 
that plays us for suckers.

In our domestic program 
there’s room for big improve­
ment in fiscal policy to reduce 
the inflationary threat and al­
so to eleminate handouts to 
loafers and moral derelicts, 
and to reduce extensive waste 
in the enormous poverty pro­
gram. And Medicare might be 
improved by putting some 
Eldercare features into it.

The new congress may find 
time also to loosen some shack-

Stardust Desire, a native of 
Cooke County ridden by its 
former owner, is the champion 
of the national cutting horse 
contest held the last four days 
of last week at Colonial Acres 
Farm.

Owner of the horse is Doug­
las Lake Cattle Co. of Van­
couver B.C. Canada. The rider 
was Matlock Rose of Gaines­
ville who sold the animal to 
the Canadian firm.

By its performance the horse 
also became the biggest money 
maker of all cutting horses 
recorded for 1966. The purse 
was $4,600 out of the total of 
about $30,000 in cash prizes.

However. Desire moved to 
the front in the year’s earn­
ings only because the previous 
leader failed to get into the 
money at the local contest. 
Vegas Boy, owned by WalterHornets Finish 7-B Season with Loss at Alvord

A dismal season for Muens­
ter High’s Hornets ended at 
Alvord last Friday in the game 
that determined the cellar oc­
cupant for District 7-B. It was 
another loss, by a count of 
14-6, making a district record 
of 0-6 and a season record of 
1- 8 - 1.

Injuries that haunted them 
all season continued to the 
end and Coach Glenn Richard­
son was forced to reorganize 
his lineup again for the final 
tussle of the year. The main 
change was making a half­
back out of Don Hartman, a 
guard. Don relieved Herbie 
Sicking who was ailing from 
rib injuries of the week before. 
And quarterback Chris Cain, 
with a shoulder injury, was 
relieved much of the time by 
freshman John Monday.

Alvord ruled the field in 
all but the last half period of 
play when the Hornets finally 
struck the spark for a sus­
tained drive. Up to then the 
best they could do was two 
first downs in a row at three 
separate times.

Meanwhile they had serious 
trouble with the Alvord pas­
sing attack, which netted to­
tal gains of 186 on fourteen 
completions.

Starting the game the Hor­
nets made a pair of first downs 
and had to kick on the third 
series. Alvord came back with 
three first downs and a kick 
on the fourth series.

Then Muenster ended its 
next series with a kick and 
Alvord ended its second series 
the same way.

Two more first downs by 
Muenster gained 26 to Alvord’s 
41 but the next series fell 
a yard short and the Bulldogs 
launched their first drive from 
68 yards out. Four pass com­
pletions ate up most of the 
yardage in the 8-play effort 
and Turlington stepped over 
for the last yard. The try for 
extra point was blocked.

After kickoff Muenster end­
ed its first series with a kick 
and the Bulldogs moved again 
but ran out of time. They had 
gained 42 to Muenster’s 32 
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Gardner of Las Vegas, Nev., 
is now $103 behind Stardust 
Desire and the second high 
money maker. Because of that 
record it was recognized at 
the contest with the title of 
world’s champion cutting horse 
stallion of 1966.

Purses, trophies and saddles 
to owners of the winning 
horses were presented at an 
elaborate awards banquet and 
dance following the finals 
Saturday night. Sponsors of 
the party were Mr. and Mrs. 
Ernest Medders, who brought 
the contest to Colonial Acres 
Farm by adding $10,000 to the 
championship purse and $2,500 
to the non-professional purse. 
This year is the contest’s first 
time in Texas and in a small 
community. The three previous 
contests were at Reno, Las 
Vegas and San Francisco. To­
tal attendance for the four 
days was estimated at about 
8 .000.

Second best horse of the 
contest was a companion of

the champ, also owned by the 
Douglas Lake Cattle Co., of 
Canada. It was Holey’s Daisy 
ridden by Dave Batby, a mem­
ber of the firm owning it.

Other money makers of the 
champ division were: third. 
Rooster Clegg owned by C. W. 
Bailey of Oxford, Fla.; fourth 
and fifth, a tie of Beach Angel 
owned by Houston Clinton of 
Burnett and Dolly Brian 
owned by R. L. Chance Jr. of 
Houston; sixth, Royal Chess 
owned by Clyde Bauer of Vic­
toria. Three horses divided 
the money for seventh and 
eighth places.

Best of the non professional 
entries was Rey Jay owned 
by Marion Flynt of Midland, 
president of the NCHA; sec­
ond was Goldwood owned by 
B. F. Phillips of Dallas. Others 
in the order of their scores 
were Hollywood Lin, Rooster 
Clegg, Smoky Wood, Lillian 
Lee. Rey’s Dixie, Tanto Tivio, 
Kip Mac, Major Maco and 
Royal Chess.

City Changes to Sharper Angle I For Car Parking
A sharper angle of parking 

has been approved by the city 
council for the principal park­
ing areas of Muenster, and 
the charge will be made as 
soon as new lines are drawn 
on the pavement. After that 
the angle is 35 degrees instead 
of the present 45 degrees.

The change was made as 
a safety measure. The sharper 
angle leaves the backs of cars 
closer to the curb, hence adds 
to the with of the traffic lane. 
Also, cars backing away from 
the curb have better visibility 
and are less subject to collis­
ion. Another advantage is bet­
ter clearance for open car 
doors. A door swung open 
will not hit a car beside it. 
The system’s only bad fea­
ture is that it will accommo­
date fewer parked cars in a 
block. After considering that 
drawback against the merits 
the city council decided to try 
it.

AN UNJUST CUT
From the time the first 

newspaper was published, the 
state and national govern­
ments have been asking things 
“for free” from newspapers un­
der the guise of “news” — 
and “patriotic duty.”

Many years ago, most peo­
ple stopped working for no­
thing because the butcher, the 
baker and the candlestick 
maker had to be paid for 
the services which they ren­
dered and a money income was 
therefore needed. At that time 
the daily newspapers estab­
lished a pay-as-you-go policy 
and drew a definite line be­
tween news and propaganda. 
The mail was sorted carefully 
and the free advertising and 
propaganda mail were drop­
ped into the wastebasket.

Weekly newspaper publish­
ers were operating with a 
shortage of help and didn’t 
have the time to smell of the 
various releases to determine 
if they carried news, free ad­
vertising or propaganda, with

the result that much tripe 
found its way into print in 
the small-town newspapers.

Because free advertising and 
propaganda were getting into 
the small town papers, govern­
ment and big business said 
to themselves — “Why pay 
the smalltown publishers for 
his wares when he will give 
it to us free?” Following that 
thought, public relations men 
were hired at big salaries to 
prepare news copy containing 
hidden advertising and pro- 
panganda until today every 
editor in the rural area gets 
three loads of junk mail (with 
a release date) each day.

Here at the Tomah Journal 
office we have to hire a boy 
to empty seven wastebaskets 
each evening.

The thing about the requests 
for “free” that gets me is that 
everyone connected with the 
publicity projects gets paid 
but the publisher. The man 
who writes the copy is not 
a poverty problem individual, 
the paper used it paid for 
at the regular prices, the sten­
ographers who are connected 
with the project get the go­
ing wage, the machines that 
produce the copy are bought at 
standard prices — in fact, 
everyone but the publisher gets 
his just cut on the deal!

In many homes across the nation today, there’s a vacant 

seat at the dinner table. It seems like yesterday, when the 
high chair was put up in the attic, and he sat down at the 
table for the first time, propped up with a few pillows.

As he began to grow tall, he talked about many things.

What all of us can do, when we sit down to that traditional 
Thanksgiving Day feast, is to pause — give thanks to the 
Supreme Being and pray that a safe return may be granted 
to those absent and that peace will come to the world.

And as George Washington proposed in his Thanksgiving 
Day proclamation in 1789 thanks for constitutional government, 
let us hope that the governments of the world may become 
servants and not masters of the people.

With only a day of prac­
tice behind them, the Muens­
ter High basketball teams ven­
tured into conflict Tuesday 
night and were thoroughly 
clobbered. Score in the girls’ 
game was 51-20 and in the 
boys game it was 81-22. Op­
ponent was Prosper High, 
which is traditionally good in 
basketball.

However the loss can’t be 
charged against the shortage 
of practice time. Both of the 
Muenster coaches, Glenn Rich­
ardson for the boys anl George 
Petrus for the girls, have the 
greatest shortage of experience 
that MHS teams have ever 
had.

Petrus said he is starting 
with a squad of 24 which in­
cludes three juniors and the 
others about evenly divided 
between freshmen and sopho­
mores.

It means that the girls will 
be under handicap all season 
competing with the experienc­
ed lettermen of other teams.

So, both teams are composed 
mostly of beginners. However, 
both coaches like the looks 
of their youngsters and are 
interested principally in de­
veloping them for the seasons 
to come. Meanwhile they’re 
just hoping to pick up a few 
wins this season.

Bayer has been on 
the farm about 10 years, and 
has sodded about 60 acres of 
Common Midland and Coastal 
Bermuda Grass, built two farm 
ponds and five miles of new 
terrace. He has plans for sod­
ding another 30 acres to Coast­
al Bermuda for hay for his 
cattle and sheep.

James Geray’s conservation 
plan was revised recently.
