One of them is excessive speed
in relation to conditions, the
other is driving under influ-
ence of drink.

So,
driving safety calls also for
good defensive driving.

The speaker also had sound
advice in that respect. His first
suggestion was to aim high in
steering. Observe more than
the area just ahead of the car
in order to get an earlier
warning if trouble develops.
Get the big picture, such as
animals on or near the road,
a car approaching an inter-
section, a slow vehicle, on-
coming traffic, stop or turn
signals by the car ahead, an
unsafe maneuver by a car
ahead, or any other condition
that requires judgment and
action. Chances of avoiding
Jtrouble are better if it is dis-
covered early.

Another caution is to make
sure you are seen, for instance
by the person approaching the
road from an access road or
an intersection.

Clifton also presented a
short review of new traffic
laws passed during 1969. He
reminded his audience of the
expiration dates on inspection
stickers being issued now. The
numeral indicates the deadline
for the next inspection. The
old April 15 deadline for all
vehicles no longer applies.

There have been cHanges
also on right of way regula-
tions. The first car there is no
longer in the right. Now the
more important road has the
right of way. Pavement has
priority over gravel or dirt.
A highway over an FM road,
etc. The purpose of this new
provision is to determine lia-
bility in case of an accident,
however it was pointed out
that just having the right of
way does not assure safety.
It’s better to be cautious just
_in case the other person makes
a mistake.

Fuhrman told the council
that Muenster Telephone Corp.

Proposed increases are $1.00
on all phones on July 1, 1970,
plus additional increases when
improvements go into use a
year later.

Two
party business phones will be
discontinued.

Eventual change-over to an
entire system of one party
lines is the principal improve-
ment planned, and it will re-
quire a big expansion in the
system of cables and lines.

Another planned improve-
ment is direct distance dial-
ing for the entire Muenster,
Myra, Forestburg network. Al-
so offered, at extra cost, is
toll-free service between
Gainesville and Muenster and
Forestburg — like the present
Myra-Gainesville arrangement.
That change is subject to ma-
jority approval of the persons
concerned. Proposed rate ad-
dition for the toll free service
is $1.80 per month on business
phones and $1.15 per month

'DPS Reminder:
Safety Inspection
Deadline Apr. 15

With the State's April 15
motor vehicle inspection dead-
line approximately 90 days a-
way, large numbers of Texas
motorist have yet to take their
vehicles in for the mandatory
annual safety inspection.

Colonel Wilson E. Speir,
Director of the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety, today
urged all motorists whose ve-
hicles have not been inspected
to visit an inspection station
as soon as possible. “Those
getting the inspection now will
avoid long lines which are cer-
tain to develop at many stat-
ions as the April 15 deadline
draws near,” he said.

The DPS Director noted that
Texas adopted an annual in-
spection program on Septem-
ber 1, 1969. All vehicles in-
spected since that date have
the sticker placed on the left
side of the windshield with a
large number tab inserted to
show the month of expiration.

For example, vehicles ins

' | spected in September have the

number nine displayed and
will require reinspection be-
fore September 30, 1970. Those
inspected in October have the
number 10 and must be re-
inspected before October 31,
1970. Vehicles which are in-
spected in January will bear
the number one and reinspect-
ion will be required before
January 31, 1971.

This amazing animal,-the sub-
ject of mystery and conjecture
for centuries, will be pictured
from his own vantage point
underwater as “The World of
the Beaver” {is telecast in
color over NBC January 30, at
7:30 p.m.

Scenes never before captur-
ed on film will show the beav-
er gathering material to build
a dam, piling stones on the
bottom and building upwards
by wedging in twigs and
branches.

mies.
As most wildlife enthusiasts
knuw, beavers are marvelous

construction and drainage en-
gineers, as evidenced by the
extensive water canal systems
they build under their lodges.
During the winter they store

branches and bark in their
larder., Then, even though
there may be ice and snow

above, they can swim through
their canals to get food,

The beaver’s role in the
early days of North America
could hardly be exaggerated.
This versatile animal actually
was the first natural resource
of the whole area. Beaver skins
were ‘“coin of the realm” in
Canada, for example, and the
Hudson Bay Company used

them as a value upon which
coins were issued. A coin
would bear the marking “1B”
or “2B,” meaning ‘“‘one beaver
skin” or “two beaver skins.”

Beavers are perhaps nae
ture’s best conservationists.
They benefit almost every
living thing, from the tiny
pine squirrel who can enjoy a
meal in safety atop the beaver
lodge to man himself who can
of the

make productive use
rich soil that the beaver has
reclaimed from rocky river

beds and sparsely covered hill-
sides.

When the beaver has dams-
med up a water area such as
a pond, a rich, thick, green al-
gae grows on top of the water.
When this is warmed by the
summer sun, millions of mic-
roscopic cells build up into a
lush green curtain that grows
both above and below water,
wherever the sunlight pene-
trates. One of the main bene-
ficiaries of this algae are the
fish in the pond, which find
all kinds of food in it.

When, after several years of
service, the dams no  longer
are required by the beavers
which built them, they even-
tually give way and are wash-
ed downstream. But the land
they fed and saved from eros-
ion now appears, and this soil
is among the most fertile in
the world., Fed and nourished
by leaves, algae, and parts of
trees, it is highly prized by
landowners.,

What is sky-diving ?

Sky-diving — parachuting
from airplanes for fun —is
one of the world’s fastest-
growing and most exciting
sports. Although some sports
parachuting dates back to the
1930’s, sky-diving actually
started in the late 1950’s, and
by the mid-1960’s there were
many training centers and
clubs (including college
groups) throughout the
United States. The Parachute
Club of America has more
than 10,000 members and al-
lows persons 16 years and
older to jump. (Some sky-
divers are in their seventies!)

Pre-jump training for sky-
divers includes lectures, in-
struction in jumping and
landing techniques, and prac-
tice jumps from a platform
about 4 feet high. After
training, & beginner may
make his first real jump, from
an altitude of about 2,500
feet. To prevent accidents,
beginners’ parachutes are
opened automatically from
the airplane by what is called
a ‘“static line.” Beginners’
sky-diving equipment in-
cludes earphones, so they can |,
be instructed by someone on
the ground. All sky-divers
